What side effects can Pantoprazole cause?

Although side effects from pantoprazole are not common, they can occur. Tell your doctor if any of these symptoms are severe or do not go away: 

· upset stomach 

· headache 

· diarrhea 

· constipation 

· stomach pain 

· cough 

· mild rash 

· back, neck, or joint pain 

If you experience any of the following symptoms, call your doctor immediately: 

· chest pain, fever 

· difficulty breathing or swallowing 

· itching 

· weakness 

· rash or hives 

· severe skin rash with swelling and peeling 

· swollen face, lower legs, or ankles 

· vision changes 

· vomiting 

· yellowing of skin or eyes 

· confusion 

· slow movements 

· speech problems 

· increased salivation 

· difficulty maintaining balance 

· ringing in the ears 

· sinus or upper respiratory tract infection 

Pantoprazole may cause hyperglycemia (high blood sugar). If you have any of the following symptoms of hyperglycemia, call your doctor immediately: 

· thirst, dry mouth

· tiredness 

· flushing 

· dry skin 

· frequent urination 

· lost of appetite 

· trouble breathing 

Conclusions: Pantoprazol is superior to ranitidine in the treatment of mild to severe ref ux esophagitis and is equally well tolerated.

Azathioprin can cause cholestatic hepatic abnormalities with occasionally reported hepatic veno-occlusive disease and peliosis hepatitis. The hepatotoxicity of immunosuppressive agents may be potentiated in patients with chronic viral hepatitis. The selection of immunosuppressive agents in the context of chronic liver damage is still a matter for debate. There has been no clear-cut evidence supporting use of either drug in the presence of hepatic dysfunction. Most drug induced hepatic dysfunction responds to discontinuation in dosage of the offending drug.

Azathioprin Azathioprine alters white cell metabolism via purine metabolic pathways reducing the total white cell count. It can however affect all bone marrow cell lines causing bone marrow failure. Patients should therefore report any infection, unexpected bruising or bleeding. Azathioprine is given once daily and white cell count must be monitored. 
Drug interactions 
The metabolism of azathioprine can be altered by allopurinol. The combination of these two agents has resulted in serious and fatal bone marrow failure.
