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Pediatric Case Management

Anticipatory Guidance:

Information regarding the child’s growth or behavior until you see the child again.

Well child visit 

Identify any parental concern

· What is it that worries the mother so much? (particularly if the child appears generally well)

· What is the anxiety level of the parent

Clinical Indicators

· Refusing to eat or take fluids

· Abnormal behavior for age

Phone Calls:


Have pt. call in the morning

· 2nd call for the same condition warrants an office visit

· 3rd call requires that the child must be seen by someone:  other Dr., emergency room, etc.


After hours calls:


Liability:  chart the call:  CC, instructions for treatment and follow-up. 

Head Size

· Brain development is complete by 18 months. Thus the cranial cavity must keep growing

· R/O:      Hydrocephaly
