	agranulocytosis; caution w/ renal impairment
	hematologic dys-function; rare:  exfoliative derm-atitis, hepatic dysfunction, tinn-itus, SLE-like syn-drome
	gold compounds, phenylbutazone, increases need for pyridoxine, copper
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
