Thanks for sharing Donna!  This info came from my son who is finding himself ever more troubled with allergies which began soon after his first dental filling at age 11.  He is now 29, and is troubled with increasing fatigue and asthma symptoms, in spite of a very healthy lifestyle which includes eating only certified organic foods and no meat.  His girlfriend had her first mercury filling at age 19.  She received 8 fillings from age 19 to 21.  Two years later, she now has high grade malignant sarcoma, and her prognosis is poor.

Perhaps, with the growing number of other pollutants around us, the mercury fillings are having a devastating effect which may not have taken place 50 years ago when pollution wasn’t so bad.  I advised my son to have the thyroid antibody test.  He is going to have his fillings replaced.  If his thyroid is failing, he will probably want to try the thyrodine program also.
