Abstract
Treatment of Primary Root Carious Lesions Using Ozone in vivo Ozone application for either 10 or 20s dramatically reduced most of the micro-organisms in PRCL and was associated with clinical reversal of these lesions using this methodology. 
This novel treatment regime using ozone may therefore be considered to be potentially an effective alternative to conventional “drilling and filling” for the management of PRCL and warrants testing in a longitudinal clinical trial.
