Dear Nancy:
I can send the Thyrodine to you for US$40 postpaid air mail. The thyroid needs zinc, B6 and magnesium and possibly selenium to convert T4 to T3. "Replacing" thyroid hormone with pig is not addressing the metabolic
problem. Again, as long as the thyroid has the nutrients it needs to synthesize its hormones it will do so quite happily. The reason for difficulty in converting T4 to T3 is an almost universal deficiency of zinc, B6, magnesium and sometimes selenium. Any kind of stress, the 'pill,' drugs, etc., utilize these nutrients...and then we have
inadequate reserves to use for metabolic functions, like converting T4 toT3. I daily see quite magic occurrences especially with women when we correct thyroid function. The whole PMS and menopausal syndrome is thyroid and
progesterone dependent. In general we have excess estrogen, leading to excess prolactin--->sore breasts, [estrogen is a stress hormone NOT a female hormone], inadequate thyroxine and inadequate progesterone. I have great success with many women by prescribing Thyrodine, Progesterone cream and Chlorella [a blue green algae, kinda like spirulina].and of course, a sane nutritional program.
Hashimoto's requires a product called ImmunoGuard to "kill" pathogenic organisms, most likely viral, to eradicate "auto-immune responses." [ImmunoGuard also eliminates Candida in a 1 week program].
I can still get the Thyrodine off to you tomorrow if you wish. 2 go very well in a small box.
