HYDRAZINE SULFATE

Kathy Keeton, wife of Penthouse publisher Bob Guccione, 
was dying from metastatic breast cancer which had 
spread throughout her abdomen, pancreas, liver, and 
bones. She was given six weeks to live. Twenty-two 
months later, her tumors have receded, she has returned 
to her normal weight, and she has had a dramatic 
increase in her energy level and sense of well-being.

They Persecuted Dr. Burzynski... 

I have written a lot about cancer therapies and the 
“politics” of the cancer establishment (see the October 
and November 1995 issues), and folks, no subject angers 
and saddens me more. Take Stanislaw Burzynski, M.D., 
for instance. There is no doubt that this Houston, Texas, 
physician, working more or less on his own with no 
government funding, has discovered a true breakthrough 
in cancer, called antineoplastons. Yet the cancer 
establishment, working with the Food and Drug 
Administration (FDA) and other federal agencies, is 
hell-bent on destroying this major medical advance. 

...Just As They Opposed the Doctor Who 
Championed This Therapy 
Another obvious example of the detrimental nature of 
cancer politics is the story of hydrazine sulfate and its 
champion, Joseph Gold, M.D., whose work has been 
relentlessly opposed by the cancer establishment, mainly 
the NCI, for more than 20 years. Hydrazine sulfate is a 
unique therapy, as it was designed to attack the 
relationship between cancer and the patient. Let me 
explain. 

Cancer Cells Burn Carbohydrates Abnormally...  
People don’t die from cancer. They die from the energy 
loss, malnutrition, weakness, and wasting away that 
cancer causes. This wasting, called cachexia, is 
accompanied by loss of energy, weight loss, muscle and 
tissue breakdown, and debilitation, and is associated with 
opportunistic infections and organ failure. 

Cachexia results from abnormal carbohydrate, protein and 
fat metabolism. Unlike healthy cells, which use oxygen to 
extract energy from glucose and produce carbon dioxide 
and water as byproducts, most cancer cells have a 
different method of breaking down glucose for energy. An 
end product of cancer cells’ energy cycle, which takes 
place in the absence of oxygen, is copious amounts of 
lactic acid. 

...In a Perpetual Energy-Depleting Cycle 
Lactic acid (as well as protein and fat breakdown 
products) enters the bloodstream, is taken up by the liver 
and kidneys, and—with the expenditure of a great deal of 
energy—is converted back into glucose. The glucose then 
returns to the cancer cells, which use it for energy, 
produce more lactic acid, and the energy drain is 
perpetuated. This insidious cycle is one of the proposed 
mechanisms to explain how cancer takes the body to the 
point of no return. 

Hydrazine Sulfate Breaks This Cycle 
Looking for a safe way to break this vicious 
energy-depleting cycle, Dr. Gold came across research 
indicating that hydrazine sulfate blocked the enzyme in the 
liver necessary for the conversion of lactic acid back into 
glucose. He gave the substance to experimental animals 
with cancer and noted that their tumors began to shrivel, 
yet there was no evidence that these cancer cells were 
being directly poisoned. It was obvious to him that some 
other mechanism was at work. 

Hydrazine Sulfate Has Helped Thousands of People 
In spite of this checkered history, hydrazine sulfate has 
been used by thousands of desperate cancer patients 
over the past 25 years with remarkable results, like those 
experienced by Kathy Keeton. Although it has in many 
cases caused complete remission of cancer, hydrazine 
sulfate is primarily an anti-cachexia drug. Studies 
performed in the former U.S.S.R. and UCLA Medical 
Center demonstrate improvements in appetite, weight 
gain, albumin maintenance (albumin is a blood protein 
and low levels of it are an extremely accurate predictor of 
mortality), energy levels, quality of life and, in terminal 
patients, survival time. It also appears to have 
ameliorating effects when taken during chemotherapy, 
and especially with radiation therapy.
