14 year-old dog saved by systemic enzymes

Another dog came to Dr. Foster because he was so systemically itchy his face swelled up. “After taking five tablets every two hours, the swelling dramatically decreased,” says Foster. His owner describes him as one of those really itchy dogs who tears at his body after one fleabite. Now they give him Fido-Wobenzym daily to help his skin. Foster says systemic enzymes also work on dog bites. “When dogs get bitten by other dogs, most veterinarians put them on Rimadyl or non-steroidal anti-inflammatory drugs,” says Foster. “I give them Fido-Wobenzym--a tablet for every ten pounds usually does the trick.”
