“ I have been in practice for 15 years now and have assembled quite a lot of technology. I started as a classical homeopath but realized its limitations. Along the way I have been through VEGA, Kirlian, EAV, Iv’s including chelation, DMPS, Hydrogen peroxide, Hydrochloric acid and the usual vitamin and mineral protocols. Also neural therapy, darkfield microscopy, biological terrain assessment and complex homeopathy both orally and injectable. I can see on the horizon CRT (computerized thermography) and an upgrade of the EAV (Electroacupuncture according to Voll) machine. And I am tired of running after all these things.(emphasis mine) The tools for diagnostics have certainly helped, but I am now on overload as far as information on patients (from the testing devices) is concerned and the links (emphasis mine) to all this information coming from all this equipment is what’s missing (emphasis mine) the most. I feel that my concept of “underlying” causes needs to make a shift into a different level of understanding.”

“If there is a dirty little secret in our profession, it is this: there is a paucity of scientific evidence for most things we doctors do, orthodox and alternative.”

The degree of frustration exuded in these first two letters does not require psychoanalytic training to discern. It is particularly troublesome that these come from physicians who, besides being very conscientious about their calling to heal, have an excellent professional background within their branches of Medicine. 
The last sobering quote has several implications. One is that the contents of the two letters do not merely originate from two nihilistic professionals - and things in medicine are what they are. The second implication leads us to the inevitable conclusion that merely combining two such handicapped at present systems into one called Integrative Medicine will amount, in essence to a senseless stitching of a body of a rabbit onto the body of an elephant. It is obvious that neither a super-rabbit nor a better elephant will emerge as the result.
It is common these days on the part of proponents of Alternative Medicine to use convincing reasons for its superiority such as the wide variety amidst its means and on top them all being natural. As one can tell however, from the letter of a naturopathic physician these reasons alone are insufficient and fall often short of their aspirations. It is to be pointed out that his training background is undoubtedly far superior to the majority of alternative medicine practitioners including medical doctors and myself among them.
This doctor, nevertheless, who undoubtedly, besides some very valuable therapies learned in the course of his training must have been presented by someone with convincing enough evidence to resort to all these other techniques and modalities, pharmacology & technology that he enlisted into his practice over the years. 
This searching physician’s experience is not, unfortunately, unique contrary to the maniacal overtone reflected off some “natural” bestsellers, but is very typical for the majority of alternative medical practitioners indeed. It is not only reminiscent of my own (see “ Why FCT”) but is common and spread worldwide. One can discern this pattern easily from just this recent example from my own practice.
Some time ago I was contacted by a fairly young woman with a very serious illness developed while consuming handfuls of antioxidants & “immune-stimulants” for years. She was also on a good diet and frequented holistic spas. I had seen her years prior and advised her of some serious health problems identified by the Bio-Resonance testing according to the FCT algorithm. She did not heed the warning & pursued instead “keeping herself healthy” by relying on the various sources of “how-to-naturally” information. 
She was shocked after being diagnosed with the illness and spent long days on the phone placing calls all over the world searching for the best alternative center or a specialist with the most impressive therapeutic package. She was found herself drowning in both packages & indecision. Finally she locateda foreign clinic that was rendering even more modalities than some of the large alternative centers in the US. She read me a long list of sophisticated therapies, procedures & tests. The list was very impressive and contained literally every alternative therapy available, including the latest in immune stimulation. Even conventional medicine was thrown on top just to be certain that nothing was missing. She inquired of as to my opinion.
I expressed my concern over the impressive list, seeing it as a banner of weakness and uncertainty. If they know what to do, what is wrong with her and what works, why unleash so many therapies onto a person? I shared with her that, as a rule, under these circumstances, the opposite is true and the reason that the clinic resorts to doing so much is in the mere hope that something will somehow work. I suggested she pass on the package, stayed where she was & undertook only two therapies instead, one based on the FCT algorithm and the other on a modified conventional treatment. She left for the clinic instead. In the course of her several week-long clinic stay, she received all these services in a literally non-stop fashion from early morning on till the late evening hours. Right upon her return, unfortunately, the tests showed significant changes for the worst. 
The ironic & sad part of this story is that the clinic did possess some very useful therapeutic modalities and diagnostic approaches, including Bio-Resonance testing equipment. The clinic, even in this serious of an illness, was truly capable of producing far better results than it did. The reason for failure, however, was as logical as the one of the army that possesses the most modern military hardware, yet does not own a sound doctrine for their proper utilization. As a result, it engages its tanks in underwater and its submarines in street combat, while attempting to remedy failures with the acquisition of better tanks and submarines. 
Why do physicians in Alternative & Conventional Medicine resort to so many means and conduct on the whole this incessant pilgrimage from one therapy to another machine and from something that is “good, new and just discovered” to something “even better”?
	Some of them impress on the soundness of their search with much of the allied scientific data, such as in conventional medicine, some just claim to be above that by being an art and others fall in between. It is obvious that the most direct explanation for this wandering stems from inconsistent results and outright failures. These have deeper reasons and will be mentioned if only briefly here. One of them has much to do with the fact that Medicine being not an exact science took a big liberty deviating from them even further by essentially picking and choosing its points of applications within the stunning complexity of the human body. Man, on the whole has been parceled out into the various “lots” that have been turned over to the number of professionals - “developers” of disparate specialities. These own set of priorities based merely on the virtues and limitations of their training comes into decision making in how to treat the “lots” which has in the majority (often) little to do with the true needs of that soil. As the latter being virtually ignored, the need for more specialists accelerates in proportion.
This is the reason we have conventional medical “developers” with their countless specialties from proctologists all the way up to hair specialists. This is the very reason that in the Alternative development project the specialists are almost as abundant all the way down the hill from holistic podiatrists all the way up to ortho-molecular psychiatrists. 
The problem with such a seemingly sophisticated landscaping process is that the lots remain many, but the land is one. 
The reason for this illustration is that it holds far-reaching implications and raises large concerns going even beyond who spews garbage and shifts septic leaks from one lot unto another or buries them altogether deep into the land. These implications and their unfortunate consequences are the very reason why FCT curriculum highlights the uttermost importance of viewing Man as land undivided, i.e., - one whole complex living system as he is. 
The great detriment resulting from this parceling and boxing Man as a system into specialty boxes led a large group of world-renowned multidisciplinary scientists to raise their concerns in one of the most monumental work of the 20th century in medical science. This work is devoted to the laws of systems and their enormous implications in the field of Medicine and that is why it has become a vital part of the FCT Medical System. 
This boxed-in Medicine leads, not only to naive arguments over the issue of superiority between different boxes, but even infringes and deforms the very framework of scientific structure and its principles as they relate to medical research. The choice of objects for the scientific studies and their interpretation is no longer being based on what’s good for the “land” but what will make the “lot” prosper and therefore this works only for a season and often to the detriment of the “land”.
Without clear understanding of this scientific structure which is also based on the laws of systems, a physician becomes a literal puppet in the hands of the medical industry. He jumps toward every claim, study outcome or an outright rumor concerning the “newest discoveries” in pills or technology tagged with a magic word, “science.” He jumps without realizing that he is presented with the isolated facts born out even if honestly well conducted studies but which came out of the boxed-in amputated research models.
As a result, he ends up delving into the world of flickering shadows - isolated parameters that these studies produce and since Man possesses a countless number of parameters, so there is no end to neither of these kind of studies, nor to the “new” shadows they detect. What these boxed-in research studies however, left out in total obscurity were the most fundamental domains - Bio-energetic cellular fields, the very ones that orchestrate these constantly jumping parameters. Almost the entire medical machine attaches itself to the latter, including the “good diets” and natural pharmaceuticals.
It is this realization of the ever-lasting preoccupation of the medical profession with the parameters and boxes that lead one ingenious physician1 in the past to raise a few but very fundamental questions that ought to confront each one of us physicians and in every individual patient case.
These questions are plain: “ What is to be treated in disease? What is curative in medicine? What are the obstacles to cure and how to remove them?” And, finally, “does the physician have this knowledge?” 
When we physicians do not seek to further our knowledge in the deeper understanding of the issues these questions raise, we invariably dip into the contents of our boxes in the naive attempt to basically trick the body into a state of physical submission. As a consequence the time clearly has and over again exposed short-lived successes and the imminent failures that follow. 
Unfortunately when the practitioners of even far more sensible therapeutic systems as Homeopathy or Chinese Medicine do not know “what are the obstacles to cure and how to remove them,” they stumble and often too. 
It is the objective of Field Control Therapy curriculum to provide physicians with sufficient information and impetus to enable them to abandon limitations of their boxes while taking their valuable skills along and to a much higher level. 
The presentation of the FCT System Model by no means represents a complete and closed structure but just the opposite. It is viewed by this presenter as only a beginning step in its evolvement while being a subject to the future contribution by other practitioners and scientists far more able than he.

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	In addition, let me share with you something that I am certain you will not hear at the Bio-resonance testing workshops, whether teaching various AK techniques, EAV or VEGA. Whenever we undertake these kinds of testing with our patients, we doctors get tested automatically by our patients as we test them. We all become one energetic circuit. There is no ampoule, filter, machine or trick that can break this circuit and never buy into anything that you are told does so. This will be covered in the FCT Seminars under mind fields and subtle fields. This is an area of great mystery in Physics which goes beyond even Quantum Physics, and is an untapped resource of wealth of vitally important information. Through this domain, for example, two people located three thousand miles away from each other can be still energetically connected as if they were sitting in the same chair holding hands. The significance of this unified doctor-patient-doctor circuit is that a patient instantly "knows" on a subconscious level what you know. He "knows" the very second you touch him/her what questions you are or not going to ask and what treatment options you are or not prepared to offer them. 
Based on that they will give you only the answers that your testing and therapeutic algorithm are ready for. Those findings and the tested therapeutic products, whatever they are, will satisfy VEGA or EAV or AK "positive,", "effective" response/Rx requirements. Yes, you will "balance" a point, a meridian, an organ, "strengthen" weak muscles, "eliminate" toxicity, and "restore" nutritional deficiencies, if this is the goal. Yet, what you don't know you are testing and your patients responding to is your own testing algorithm "viruses", same as an "infected" hard drive in the computer will be still turning in an abundance of data. You have inherited these "viruses" in the testing workshops, their instructors passed them along to you, the equipment you purchased "contains" them, regardless of whether you paid $5,000 or up to $30,000 for computerized electronic testing devices, or simply use AK technique protocols.
Your patient will never, ever reveal any information to you that you do not specifically ask nor are ready for. Your VEGA or EAV machine may contain 20,000-50,000 filters or ampoules, it is irrelevant. In my opinion, if one needs to ask so many questions, one does not know what to ask. The single most important aspect of Bio-energetic testing is the quality of the questions, the least important, what equipment or microphone to use to ask them. I have dispensed with many of these machines and now employ the simplest and lowest cost tools possible. I will share this with you and I am sure I can help you to incorporate your own if you so wish. The machines are not the real problem, we operators are. 
You will see for yourself that only a day after attending the FCT Seminar how many of the questions that you are asking of your patients now and getting "really positive", really good answers including the many "good products" that they will stop answering as such and will confirm to you, thereby, that most of those questions were of a red herring quality. Your patients, therefore, settled for the red herring Rx/s because they "knew" it was better than nothing and not because it was curative and would make a big difference in their health. In essence you had a nice conversation with your patients about all the limitations you instructors passed on to you. This is the reason I have tested among others, the instructors themselves during the Seminars without knowing any of their health problems. Not only have I exactly identified their problems, but more importantly, pointed to their real causes which had remained unidentified in spite of numerous sophisticated energetic testings. 
The last point here is the testing technique. In view of the mind fields I have already mentioned, the testing technique in use must bring the doctor's unavoidable subjectivity factor down to the minimum, to zero, if possible. The right technique in use thereby must be absolutely free of application of any force on the part of the doctor. It equally concerns any muscle pulling, pressing, moving, etc. or exerted on a testing probe during EAV or VEGA testing. It happens to everyone, subconsciously and inevitably. It may happen because you expect this patient to have this problem you are testing for or because you have it yourself. The technique I utilize I need not concern myself with a host or electronic errors, nor with a mutual patient-doctor-patient field "contamination" that most of the AK methods are guilty of too. I do not apply force or any kind either to get me the "right answer".
