put, until maybe years later when it is corroded and then needs replacement. Ok, then..how about this one?  A scientific study was published in Experimental Molecular Pathology:

52:3:291-9. In this study, mercury amalgam fillings were placed in the teeth of some monkeys; amalgam was implanted directly into the bones of the upper jaw and others had none placed. After one year, the monkeys were sacrificed (not my favourite part of the study) and their various organs were studied for the presence of mercury. In the monkeys with the amalgam fillings, mercury was found in nerve aggregations of the spinal column, anterior pituitary (which by the way is the major control organ of our endocrine system), adrenals, liver...
