INTRODUCTION

This document is an outline of a vision that has been germinating for many years. Like the Gesundheit Institute of Patch Adams it has taken a long arduous journey that now is ready for manifestation.

It has been pointed out that our emerald green planet, so ephemeral and so poignant from outer space, is actually suffering its worst form of destruction, pollution and de-forestation that it has ever experienced in its 4 to 6 billion year development.

There is a desperate need  for regeneration. Regeneration of:….

a-the decimated land                    e-economics

b-ecology                                      f- the people

c-the tree cover                             g-social interaction

d-the healing system

Social interaction is a crucial aspect of the regenerative process. It entails…

a-how we interact with family, neighbours, friends, bio-regions, nations, the earth, the Creative Energy and Consciousness. [CEC]

b-how we work with and honour our fellow humans, animals, trees, plants, and various life forms

c-whether we adhere to the biblical admonition of dominion over all of creation…which has led to major exploitation of the earth and its resources, or

     1-whether we recognize and honour the interdependence of all life forms upon each other. 

     2-And the recognition and honoring of the fact that we are stewards of the earth, not masters. 

     3-And that our best chances of survival and flourishing result from creating the conditions upon which all aspects of nature may thrive free of our exploitative penchant.

As I write this document, military budgets are being raised to the stratosphere as we produce and deliver more weapons of mass destruction. At this time both Belgrade and Bagdad are being bombed with the most sophisticated American weapons and technology of destruction. Africa is awash in blood. Some hedge funds have reduced many nations to utter poverty in their quest for profits and obvious agenda of destabilization.

The thrust of this project is to research, teach and practice…regeneration. 

Regeneration of all the paradigms outlined above. Utilizing positive science, technology and common sense we will continue the regenerative trail blazed by so many unsung heroes of the past and bring that work into fruition….now!
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The Trust

The Caer Holly Oak Trust was formed to manifest the vehicle by which the "vision" of a regenerated earth and society could actually begin, on a small scale. By setting an example of the regenerative processes, in all of the enumerated fields, by liasing with similar groups, by lecturing and writing about our discoveries, by filming the process and making a video record, the regeneration story may be told for all to hear.

The objectives of the Trust encompass a number of different activities and interests which may require separate resources and planning, yet are inter-related as rose petals are to the flower.

It has been noted that team activity, when co-ordinated, can achieve infinitely more than isolated individual efforts. If a Mennonite farmer loses a barn to a fire, it would take him months to rebuild it by himself. But if 50 of his neighbours descend upon his site, a new barn is raised in just few days. [a frequent Mennonite occurrence]. The Trust team functions in this co-ordinated manner.

There have been incredible advances in agriculture, construction, energy production, healing, ecological engineering, weather modification, nutrition, and perhaps most importantly, in human resources, namely, the ability of humans to support, encourage and teach each other.

Some of these "advances" have been destructive and have created many of the perils we face today, generally with the expenditure of huge sums of capital, e.g. nuclear power plants, pesticides, genetically modified seeds, urban overcrowding, violent TV's and movies, etc.

Some of these advances have been quietly developed by dedicated scientists, technicians and plain Joe Bloggs in their back yards and garages on a shoe string. Names that come to mind are: Nicola Tesla, Viktor Schauberger, John Bedini, Tom Bearden, Galen Hieronymus, Gail and Patrick Flanagan, and countless others.

This Trust aims to utilize these harmonious developments in a synergistic manner to demonstrate that regeneration and rehabilitation of the land, the flora and fauna, the attitudes and behaviour of the people, entire bio-regions, even nations, can be accomplished, demonstrating that life really is beautiful, bountiful, fulfilling and practical.
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Objectives of the Trust

1-The Land

By considering the land as a sacred fundamental and indispensible resource which has been exploited to a shameful degree, this Trust endeavours through Permanent Forestry, Permaculture Design and organic farming principles to restore and regenerate the land it encompasses and to stimulate through lectures, videos, and demonstrations the rehabilitation of the landscape in the immediate bio-region and beyond, hopefully, the nation.

2-Community

With a 'vision quest' to be achieved the development of the individuals within the framework of this project is considered as a prime objective within the 3-fold dimension of concern. These are;

a-the land, the planet, the flora, the fauna, the ecology

b-the Trustees and workers on the project and the greater community, the human element

c-the objectives themselves, comprising the 'vision quest!' the raison de etre

3-Training Center

To provide space and expertise for the training of people in skills required or desired to enhance the living process. Skills in…music, dance, song, healing, engineering, human potential development, farming, forestry, nursery propagation, computer proficiency, spiritual development.
4-At-Risk Young People

To provide facilities, caring, life-skills training, joy, spiritual perceptions to young folks who may need a grounding in basic human qualities of empathy and concern for their welfare and growth potential and an insight into relating to the greater community into which they will return.

5-Research and Development

To provide the space, expertise, stimulation and funding to pursue research into those sciences and technology that would enhance the living process and the objectives of this Trust.

6-Enterprises

As each endeavour, no matter how spiritual, altruistic or charitable it may be must survive by its own merits and strengths, this Trust has several commercial projects that are designed to share and expand our expertise and products with the greater community and thereby receive due compensation for that service with which to fund our social and charitable objectives.

7-Spiritual Sanctuary

As the tides of war, violence, family disruption, racial strife, teenage suicides and pregnancies, and exploitation of the land increase, a new paradigm of spiritual understanding seems desirable. As was once suggested, a cardinal  rule is…love thy neighbour!

A 'return' to the sacred, a consideration of the earth, our fellow humans, the animals, birds, trees, plants, water, air, as sacred and inviolable, was and is a hallmark of many indigenous people. It is the purpose of this Trust to simulate and encourage that sense of the sacred once again.

One of the prime ways to accomplish this task is the celebration of the earth festivals and the full moon. These follow the growth and evolution of the earth and the cosmos and are reflected in the warps and woofs of our own lives.

A contemplation of the so-called mundane into a context of "sacredness" would encourage and stimulate responsibility and caring in the interaction with ecological, human and animal paradigms.

With a sense of the sacred, perhaps then people could walk their streets without fear, leave their cars and doors unlocked, arbitrate with care instead of with violence.

Perhaps a "brave new world" is within possibility.

We'll never know unless we embark upon the path of exploration.
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1-The land:

Should the earth cease to exist, all other considerations are automatically non-existent.

· The planetary tree cover is at the lowest extent ever experienced in the history of the planet, or so geologists tell us.

· Pollution is the most extensive in recorded history.

· Oxygen concentration is the lowest ever recorded and is declining rapidly.

· Nuclear devices threaten the very fabric of the planet.

Intelligent observation suggests that these factors must be corrected for survival of the planet and its inhabitants.

PERMACULTURE:

Bill Mollison, the founder of Permaculture, pondered these facts some years ago and came up with a system of regenerative / productive techniques that enable folks on farms, huge plantations, backyards, inner cities, in tropics or tundra, to intelligently plan and diversify their land management schemes to derive productivity while preserving the inherent character and cover of their land, their waterways, their mountains, their homes.

PermaForest is emerging as a prime example of regenerating the bare and eroded hills, generally cleared for animal grazing, with a permanent, graduated tree cover, which allows for selective cutting for the permanent life of the forest.

The land is our primary resource. The top 4 inches of soil is the host from which all of our food and agricultural products are grown. Billions of tons of top soil have been destroyed leaving a thin layer or none in many countries from which to attempt to eke out an agricultural industry. This agriculture is increasingly dependent upon artificial fertilizers and multiple sprays of insecticides to produce crops which contribute heavily to our statistics of cancer, now approaching 1 out 2 people in "civilized" countries.

The land objectives of the Trust are to….

a- implement a Permanent Forest scheme on overgrazed hillsides.

b- create a dark, fertile soil with all known nutrients derived from natural processes from which to produce the crops, veges, fruit, berries, nuts, seeds and ornamentals required for the process of providing an abundance of life giving food and ornamentals to establish a strong quality of exuberant health and beauty on a year round basis using dome shaped greenhouses and related technology.

c- To manage the stewardship of the land in conjunction with Permaculture principles and with full co-operation of the Maori people.
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2-Community:

To manifest the objectives visualized, a community of dedicated workers is an essential pre-requisite. Jobs need to be minimized while projects and schemes that capture people's imagination and skills create challenges that encourage creative solutions.

Primary among the goals of the Trust are the realization and accomplishment of harmonious living and personal growth, work fulfillment and varied and fun-filled recreation among the workers.

Ongoing education, interpersonal skill development and group dynamics within a vision quest, have demonstrated in our interactions and in other established communities that community interaction can be harmonious and fulfilling.

When the group endeavours are perceived to be mutually beneficial, advantageous to the ecological and bio-regional development and a guide to the greater community, cohesion, empathy and enthusiasm are generally  engendered.

There exists a core group firmly dedicated to the principles of this Trust. As with the Gesundheit Institute endeavour, once this project occupies its site and begins construction and planting, untold volunteers of many dimensional skills begin to show up ready to invest their talents in the vision being actualized.
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3-Training Centre:

Within the scope of activities and projects, there is a place and a need for training skills to be developed. These skills are taught to individuals within the permanent community who wish to enhance their skills base.

There is also a provision for training outside questors who may choose to become resident for a designated period of specific training.

The skills being offered encompass the following disciplines, while others will be added as interest and authorities arise.

a-Natural Healing

b-Permaculture

c-Bio-Dynamic / Organic Agriculture

d-Permanent Forestry

e-Acupuncture / Acupressure skills

f-Computer technology

g-Nursery work / plant propagation

h-Auto / Tractor Maintenance and Repairs

i-Landscaping

j-Alternative Construction Methods

k-Interpersonal Relationships / Group Dynamics

l-Team Building

m-music / arts / dance / ritual

In the "old days" before mass TV and circus, people created their get togethers with music and dance and ritual. This group dynamic has all but been lost in the Anglo-Saxon paradigm. Polynesians and Africans have retained this spontaneity and their culture resonates with voice, dance, chant and ritual. This protocol creates a sense of belonging, a sense of contribution, a sense of choral cohesion.

Among the dynamics of group endeavours are the diverse array of talents that lurk within the hearts and minds of the various people. A profound sharing of those skills has a wide effect of comraderie and group enhancement.

So, while specific subjects and skills may be the topic of any particular training program, it resonates better when spiced with song, dance, ritual and group dynamics to light into flame the human potential of any endeavour.

The world is brimming with talented folks with many skills. An opportunity to share those skills at a pristine sanctuary devoted to enhancement of the human potential would draw unlimited possibilities.
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4-At Risk Young People:

New Zealand has one of the highest youth suicide rates in the western world. And yet, potentially, New Zealand has the greatest opportunity for individual growth and fulfillment. Our land has a maritime climate, mountains, clear streams, a small population, a strong multi-cultural people, and an agricultural and industrial base that could create total self-sufficiency.

There pervades western society a sense of the mundane. TV, rugby, races, the pub, the Americas Cup, the Olympics all vie for time and viewing. Within some segments of our population 87% of families have no father present.

Many young people today have a feeling of abandonment. They have not been recognized nor nurtured. They face a world with little chance of employment, little evidence of honesty or integrity or truthfulness. They see massive unemployment, drug taking and drunkenness even among high school students. A major part of our massive road fatalities involves alcohol and youths. Family violence is rife. War is everywhere in evidence. The economy hinges on markets that daily fluctuate, controlled by mega-corporations. Some currency speculators can wipe out entire nations with their profit making mania and planned destructive programming. Monsanto unleashes its genetically modified seeds and annihilation seed programs. Where does any form of inspiration transpire to encourage young people to grow and prosper?

Caer Holly Oak has developed a program of accepting, training, developing, growing, and inspiring young people to develop their skills and people abilities so that they may return to an essentially wayward and dissolute society and yet find their own stability and strengths to prosper and grow.

While emphasis may be upon re-generation of the land, the soil, the trees, the fauna, the integration of human potential and flourishing as a developing human is also a prime objective.
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5-Research and Development:

Robert Kiyosaki and Buckminster Fuller both maintain that the process of learning entails making a lot of mistakes! 

By "trying" new and innovative methods of accomplishing tasks, the learning curve ascends accordingly. 

The areas in which research and development of new methods, products, and procedures, encompasses [at the moment]:

a-Natural Healing: 

The net alone is brimming with concepts, procedures, remedies and processes that promise health and fitness.

There are hundreds of clinics throughout the world in which doctors of various disciplines are quietly creating healthful methods for relieving human miseries.

This clinic has perfected a number of procedures and processes that has had admirable results in regaining health and vitality.

What is needed is a synthesis of  many of these systems to design a protocol that will aid many or most patients to experience or re-experience a return to abundant health and energy.

This is an on-going task that would be magnified many times when this greater project is actualized

b-Alternative Energy Sources:

There are many inventors who have perfected energy sources that are simply not available to the average household. A group endeavour to search out and develop or ulilize or propagate these sources is a needed endeavour that would greatly enhance the project itself and the greater community.

Viktor Schauberger, among his many accomplishments, designed an implosion turbine that worked very efficiently. So efficiently that the Luftwaffe had him build and fly [successfully] a flying saucer using his turbine. We have the patents for some of these turbines and need a space and dedicated engineers and a bit of development funding. We are in contact with other researchers with whom project co-ordination could readily be developed.

c-Non-Conventional Construction:

There is a growing awareness of the effects of shape upon the psyche. Perhaps even more important, is the fact of 100, 200 even 300 mile and hour winds raging across many parts of the planet. There is also increased tectonic plate activity resulting in more frequent earthquakes and volcanic activity. These factors suggest strongly that buildings need to be so constructed that they can withstand these potential strong winds and earth movements.

Buckminster Fuller gave us the geodesic dome. This type of construction has a basic stability in the face of winds and quakes. Many companies have developed various permutations of the dome construction that allow for aesthetic appreciation, durable construction, maximum light and insulation properties as well as cheaper construction.

Some examples of dome buildings are included at the end of this document.

d-Agriculture:

Chemicals have saturated the earth and waterways decimating natural habitats and contribute heavily to the incidence of cancer.

Again, the ethical question arises; can we in all conscious integrity keep drenching our crops and soil with potent chemicals that sterlize the soil, kill off beneficial species of insects and birds and appreciably raise the rate of cancer. Rachel Carson raised this question 20 or 30 years ago, has no one heard her?

Organic and Bio-Dynamic methods of growing crops has demonstrated for eons the potential to grow an abundance of mineralized crops with no chemical input. This not only produces far superior produce but lowers the cost of production many fold.

Caer Holly Oak Trustees have years of experience growing various crops by organic and bio-dynamic methods that have produced superior produce at minimal production costs.

Varieties: commercial production units utilize varieties that are market acceptable. Meaning that these varieties produce uniform sizes, nice red blushes to apples and pears, and have substantial shelf life.

There are however, a few nurseries that have gathered old varieties that have mouth watering flavours, big sizes, natural disease resistance and huge variations in colours, ripening times, fragrance and in nutritive qualities.

Permaculture suggests that trees thrive better when planted willy nilly interspersed with herbs, swards and multiple varieties, rather than in military rows of similar varieties. Huge amounts of research needs doing to determine the best conditions, fertilizers, companion plants, natural insecticides, animal compatibility [like ducks in an orchard], varieties, cultivation or none, etc.

e-Interpersonal Development:

With the terrifying rate of divorce, child abandonment, family violence, teenage suicides, it is apparent that new models of relating are…imperative. Based on years of experience several Trustees have evolved methods for developing interpersonal effectiveness that allows for individual expansion, honesty, stability, integrity and fosters the skills of relating intelligently, caringly, empathically, and honestly. With honest relations among ourselves and our peers, society can once again be a source of fulfillment and growth.

f-Spiritual:
Carl Simonton MD [a former radiologist] and Lawrence LeShan PhD and many other people involved with cancer therapies are now reporting that perhaps the most important and successful therapy for cancer or any other degenerative disease process lies in the spiritual field. People have lost their feelings of belonging to the earth to a tribe to any thing. There is a state of apathy that accelerates the degenerative process.

The overwhelming aura that influences Caer Holly Oak is the part played by the integration of the spiritual domain with the practicalities of life in 1999, soon 2000.

The eccentricities of many 'religious' groups, the inflexible fervour and rigidity of  many fundamentalist groups, the loss of 'meaning' in many / most religious bodies, the violence directed toward other belief structures allows one to ponder the influence of these paradigms upon the behaviour of many folks.

Yet, without a sense of belonging, a sense of continuity with our fellows, with our ancestors, with the earth, with the dynamic celestial processes, one tends to become dissociated, distressed and disturbed.

This Trust maintains that there is inherently a universal concept of sacredness which is attributed to:

a-the Self

b-our fellows

c-nature

d-the land

e-the flora and fauna

f-the Universe

And yet, this reverence is seldom exhibited. 

When we with due concern and integrity extend the aura of sacredness to all we encounter, then it may be possible to live harmoniously among each other in a growing, beneficial and safe society.

Droughts and floods, family violence, teenage suicides, soaring cancer rates, birth defects, pollution, smog, teen age pregnancies, are all indicators of the loss of the sacred in our relations with the factors cited above.

A new paradigm shift is called for in which the sacred is re-instated. That is perhaps the prime objective of Caer Holly Oak!!
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6-Enterprises:

Every endeavour, no matter how charitable, must earn its own way. I loathe the many envelopes that arrive in the mail requesting funds for this society or that fund. There is however, an envelope that arrives every year with the most wonderful paintings made into greeting and Christmas cards by foot and mouth artists. These artists have no hands or arms and paint with their feet or their mouths. These people do not beg, they bargain. And I pay, willingly.

Caer Holly Oak has several enterprises already functioning. They are not coordinated but exist at the moment as separate enterprises run by the respective Trustees.

Upon establishment of the Trust venture these diverse enterprises will be coordinated and run as a unit for the sole benefit of the Trust.

a-Web Site:

There is a strong presence of expertise in computer technology and utilization. This skill is presently manifested  as:

  1-hosting of other web sites

  2-export of unique natural remedies and booklets

  3-import of juicers, water filters, herbs

  4-a domestic mail order Health Shoppe offering unique items not otherwise available.

b-Natural Healing Clinic:

This clinic has been operational in New Zealand for over 30 years. It is a small individualized clinic devoted to biological and metabolic natural healing, detoxification processes, cell and hormone regeneration.

There is a huge need for this type of natural healing, especially during this time of questionable medical practices and greater interest in natural healing methods.

There is a need for much more liason with other clinics throughout the world and acquisition of several sophisticated diagnostic and therapy instruments.

A liason has been established with a naturopathic university in Santa Fe, New Mexico. What is required is expanded facilities to accommodate their participation with leading experts, advanced techniques and progressive training programs.

  1-this clinic has always operated as an out patient facility which has satisfied the community need for consultations. The expansion of the out patient facility is planned with greater space, more therapists, better diagnostic and therapy modalities available.

  2-an in patient facility is anticipated that would cater to:

    a-more serious health problems

    b-long distance patients

    c-overseas patients

    d-special programs, such as:

      1-anti-aging programs

      2-weight stabilization programs

      3-hormone regeneration

      4-fasting protocols

  3-an intern program: providing hands on experience for graduates of medical, chiropractic, osteopathic, naturopathic, herbal medicine, various PhD  disciplines, coordinated with the University of Natural Medicine and the Canterbury College of Natural Medicine.

  4-outreach: it appears that the only way to enlighten the greater population of healthy alternatives [rarely reported in the controlled press] is through lectures, the media, and writing. Booklets, magazine articles and newsletters, both snail mailed and e-mailed are currently underway and need to be greatly expanded. Videos are planned. 

c-Organic and Bio Dynamic Farming:

One of my neighbours across the road is a nurse who told me recently that their data sources informed them that the greatest incidents of cancer were centered in the horticultural regions of New Zealand.  The obvious clue here is that these areas are the most heavily sprayed with insecticides, herbicides, and biocides of all descriptions.

To survive as a species it is imperative that organic farming, gardening and horticultural methods be employed that produce crops in harmony with natural conditions. Chemical companies would have us believe that farming without chemicals would produce mass starvation. The facts seem to contravene these assertions. Organic farming has been the norm for untold centuries. Science has brought to this endeavour better methods that can and do grow amazing crops with higher yields and greater quality with NO chemicals.

By improving these methods and holding field days demonstrating the superior crops and quality of produce, and publicizing these facts, the incredible holocaust of degenerative diseases may be impeded.

Developing and teaching people natural healing skills, organic growing methods, care of the forests and interpersonal relating abilities are among the prime objectives for the existence of this trust.

d-Commercial Nursery:

The basis of this endeavour centers around re-establishing the essential tree cover, landscaping for edible and aesthetic capabilities and growing special crops, herbs, flowers, etc. It is considered that a home nursery would provide many of these required seedlings and provide employment working directly with nature in propagation of the various species, for experience and for therapy of both at-risk-teenagers and clinic in-patients.

e-Bottling and Canning Plant: 

To judiciously utilize surplus or specially grown produce, it seems feasible to consider the construction of a small bottling and canning plant. This would provide year round access to most fruit and veges. It could also be the venue for providing organically grown food to struggling families and communities that have not yet learned the importance of growing one's own food.
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7-Spiritual Sanctuary:

1-Most churches are empty or have been converted into restaurants. Several former seminaries are now colleges of chiropractic or naturopathy. There appears to exist today…a spiritual vacuum, once filled, tenuously, by religions. There is reported to be huge rises in violence, murders, rapes, bashings, warfare. Lawyers are busier than ever. Man's caring for his fellow man has descended to new lows.

The admonition to…love thy neighbour, seems to have been lost, irretrievably.

It is agreed by many people that New Zealand has the potential for being a virtual paradise. We have all the conditions required to grow all the food we need, produce all the hard goods and clothing required, provide all the recreational activities ever dreamed of, there is very little we could not provide if the rest of the world disappeared.

And yet, we see poverty, decimation of our industries, suicides, violence, birth defects, cancer.

A return to sanity is strongly suggested. A return to the values that many of our forebears maintained appears to be essential.

"The Earth is sacred" said Chief Seattle, when the American Government offered to buy some of the land from the Washington Indians. For the "savage" knew that the white man held no reverence for the land that the red man lived by for centuries.

It seems that to survive we must once again retrieve the sense of the sacred.

This Trust holds that all is sacred, the earth, the people, the animals, the birds, the air, the wind, the water. Let us once again revere our resources,  our true capital. Let us not exploit them but shepherd them to their optimal potential and fulfillment…and ours.

"Man" is part of the Earth eco-system, not its master. 

This Trust endeavours to integrate the sacred nature of each facet of creation so that we may once again indicate a raison de etre, a reason for being on this beautiful planet, which is….. To work and play and develop in harmony with the natural forces and to flourish in coherence with all of nature and the cosmos.

2-Earth Festivals:

The 8 Earth festivals have been celebrated and honoured from time immemorial. The solstices, equinoxes and mid-seasonal festivals ground us to the very changing development of the sacred earth cycles of growth, flowering, flourishing and decay. Urban existence tends to lose sight of the passage of the year and the importance of the festivals. Rural folks live in direct consequence and intimacy with these ever changing cycles.

Spirituality has for centuries been coordinated with these seasonal festivals of the earth progress. 

Once again, these festivals assume the greater aura of spiritual harmony with the Earthly Mother and the Celestial Energy and Wisdom.

From the consideration of the sacred, that all creation is sacred, comes a principle of integrity, concern, empathy and a temperance to allow each sacred manifestation to grow and prosper in its own space in its own time.

If all were considered sacred there would not be war, pestilence, horror. There could emerge a better world free of strife, committed to growth and flourishing.
