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I was first introduced to the existence of the Trilateral Commission back in the late 1970's via a taped lecture by a right-wing whistle blower; one whose name (unfortunately) I have long since forgotten. He maintained, that as well as the North American-European-Japanese trilateral, there was a hidden trine: money-energy-food.
He insisted that the first act of the Trilats had been to take over the world's finances through the establishment of the International Monetary Fund and the World Bank under their control, as well as a restructuring of the world financial community that left Chase Manhattan and Citicorp (David Rockefeller's banks) at the top of the North American, and possibly the world's, financial heap.
Their second act, he said, was to take over control of the world's energy resources by first using the Arab Oil Embargo as a pretext to drive non-aligned shippers, refiners and distributors out of business, then, with that accomplished, break OPEC and run everything. Both statements seem to be descriptions of what actually happened. The third act, he said, was "under construction" at the time of that lecture. That act would be nothing short of taking over control of the world's food resources.
It would appear that this "conspiracy" (should it actually exist) has moved into an "end game" in its play to take control of the food chain. Acquisitions and mergers, corporate farming and corporate transportation and storage services and facilities, bio-engineering, duplicitous bureaucrats and multi-lateral treaties all play a role in this strange, sad tale. W. R. Grace, Cargil, Pioneer Hi-Bred International, Greyhound, Monsanto, the U.S. Departments of Agriculture, Interior, and Housing and Urban Development, and a few others are the prime North American culprits.
Do you remember when beef and milk prices collapsed in the mid-70s? The TV was filled with pictures of herdsmen shooting their cows and of dairy farmers deliberately pouring milk on to the ground. As I understand what happened... The back-bone of American agriculture, the feed and grain, beef and dairy industries had been composed of literally millions of small, independent businesses: independent growers (single family farmers) and herdsmen, silo services, shippers, rendering plants, packers, distributors, etc. For years the big boys had been quietly buying up key facilities, seed growers, and transportation companies. Then, with OPEC crushed, they made their move.
The corporate-owned shippers and processors began telling the single family farmers "sorry, we've got a quota and our quota's been filled by our own." The independents couldn't get into the corporate rendering plants 'cause cows from corporate farms filled the allotted quota. They couldn't even get their cows shipped to the plants for the same reason, corporate cows taking up all the space in corporate trucks. Then the grain growers found the corporate silos "full," even if they were empty; and, too, seeds were becoming scarce because the corporate seed growers were selling to the corporate farms, with little or nothing left for the inde's.
At this point in time another old friend of the farmer suddenly became a deadly enemy: the Federal Farm Home Administration. After the "dust bowl" years of the great depression Congress had set up the Federal Farm Home Administration (under the Department of Agriculture) to be the lender of last resort for farmers pushed too far by drought, market prices, or whatever. Over the years the FFHA came to hold a tremendous amount of farm paper.
Do you remember how farmers were losing their farms left, right and center in the 70s and 80s and how people like Willy Nelson and the "Farm Aide" shows tried to come to their rescue? An at-one-time close friend of mine is Perry Chesnut, an early activist in the movement to save the farmers. Perry relayed a lot of "cool" stuff to me about the evils of the farming bureaucracy. According to Mr. Chesnut what had happened was...
Soon after World War II, an organization was founded within the Department of Agriculture. It was called the Young Executives Committee and it was composed of the young, up and coming, firebrands in the department. They set themselves the task of figuring out what was wrong with farming in America. Their eventual conclusion was --farmers! That the single family farmer was obsolete and that America would be better served to eradicate the farmer and shift to big business and corporate farming. With the years, these same young executives moved up in the department and became many of the senior bureaucrats who would come to wield incredible power in the lives of farmers -- bureaucrats who believed that they had an obligation to America to exterminate farmers!
Rexford Tugwell was one of these. By the mid-70s he had risen to Assistant Secretary of Agriculture. The Utah Independent, on July 22, 1976, reported that Tugwell had declared that, in the future, all land, public and private, would be controlled by the federal government, and quoted him as saying "Private control has failed to use wisely its control of the land... We are preparing a land program not merely for the benefit of those who held title to it but for the greater welfare of all the citizens of the country." That sounds to me awfully close to something one would expect a Soviet Commissar to say! What might that "land program" have been?
The United Nations also played a role. In 1976 the UN's Conference on Human Settlement met in Vancouver, British Columbia, Canada. To quote from the same article from The Utah Independent that cited Tugwell above; they reported: "A resolution favoring sharp restrictions on the private ownership of property was endorsed by a United Nations conference and supported by the United States on June 11. The [Conference] asked that land be managed as a public resource rather than a profit-generating commodity."
The article went on to quote from the Resolution: "Land, because of its unique nature and the crucial role it plays in human settlement, cannot be treated as an ordinary asset, controlled by individuals and subject to the pressures and inefficiencies of the market. ... Private land ownership also is a principal instrument of accumulation and concentration of wealth and therefore contributes to social injustice; if unchecked it may become a major obstacle in the planning and implementation of development schemes."
Wow! and you thought they were crazy when they said the UN was a bunch of Commies! The above is straight out of the Communist Manifesto (the abolition of private property is the first plank of the Manifesto). The U.S. delegation to this Conference was headed by the Secretary of Housing and Urban Development, Carla Hills (whom you may recall from the Trilateral Commission membership list above). She endorsed virtually all of the Conference's resolutions. She was represented in the article from The Utah Independent as expressing that the Conference's land-management proposals "were not inconsistent with established national practices in the U.S." What the hell were those "established national practices?"
With the big boys of corporate farming locking out the independents, and deliberately lowering consumer prices below market value, the single family farmer could not compete. Unable to sell his milk at a profit he was forced to continue milking his cows daily (or they dry up) and throw the milk away. At least he got a little media attention. The cattleman was even more screwed. Since his FFHA loan was secured with his holdings (real estate and livestock) as collateral, he had to keep feeding his useless beef cattle because, on paper, they weren't his, they were the bank's.
And then the bureaucrats came in with their "established practices." With sanctimonious piety they "helped America" (and honored their UN covenants) by ridding the land of these pests and foreclosed on those FFHA loans that were supposed to prevent that very thing! Since then they have been foreclosing on roughly 2,000 farmers a week.
Another part of those "established national practices" has been the taking of those "liberated" farms out of production. Most of the foreclosed upon farms were sold to corporate buyers, who have left much of this land uncultivated. I suspect that they have reduced total farm production to create artificial scarcity and so force food prices up. I feel I must note that, should they have the desire, this "scarcity" would allow them to "regretfully" deny food to starving countries (that they had targeted for population reductions).
This practice has accelerated in recent years. Clearly they could not foreclose on every farmer as many either avoided needing to borrow or stayed solvent enough to pay off their loans before their land could be grabbed. This is still America and the government couldn't just come in and grab what it wanted. That's why they invented the newest end-runs around Constitutional protections: asset forfeitures and bio-preserves.
Using the tried and true scam of the War On Drugs they began confiscating property (cars, boats, cash, land, etc.) on flimsy grounds that it was involved in drug trafficking. Currently two thousand Americans a week are having everything they worked for for a life time stolen by local, state and federal agents --and most of these people are never charged with a crime, and most never get their property back! More than a few have been murdered by local, state and/or federal agents -- who usually attack wearing black ninja outfits without insignia, and who do so usually without identifiny themselves first. This is total, unbridled tyranny! But that still did not remove enough citizens from land that the globalists determined would be better off under their control. Now the United States is handing large tracks of land within this country over to the United Nations to be administered as biological and cultural preserves. Yellowstone National Park is no longer U.S. territory, and neither is the Gettysburg Battlefield! Now, with the Heritage Rivers Act the feds will be able to relocate millions of Americans off of their lands to further UN plans to "re-wild" America (and implement the Communist Manifesto!).
For the farmers, it hasn't stopped there. All food, ultimately, comes from seeds (no grain, no cows). The big boys have virtually taken over the seed industry --and that's not the half of it. As expressed by Ken Corbitt, in his article "SEEDS: Survival or Servitude?" from the Australian magazine Nexus:
"Total control of the world's seeds --and ultimately the survival of mankind itself --is now in the hands of an elite cartel of multinational corporations. Complicitous governments worldwide are enacting Plant Breeder's Rights legislation to enforce the seed monopolies, with six-month jail terms and fines of $250,000.00 for breaching patents or not paying royalties.
"Global biodiversity is under grave threat as genetically-engineered seeds --tolerant to herbicides, "designer-gened" and primed for profits --replace heritage seeds.
"'Seed-saver' networks and conservationists in many nations are fighting a grassroots action to protect natural and regional plant varieties from extinction and to alert the world to the threat of control of the world's food supply, genetic manipulation, and laws that will allow the process patenting of all plants, animals, fungi, genes and viruses.
He goes on to reveal that "less than 20 major corporations now control global seed supplies; many are seeking patents on any newly-developed hybrids or those produced by transgenics (genetic engineering, or GE).
"Multinationals have acquired 1,000 seed and plant-breeding companies since 1970; in the 1980's alone they invested a staggering US$10 billion on company acquisitions."
He adds; "Intense lobbying by the seeds cartel at the Uruguay Round of negotiations of the UN General Agreement on Tariffs and Trade (GATT) paid off: countries under the International Convention for the Protection of New Varieties (UPOV) are enacting Plant Breeder's Rights (PBR) bills and launching them on unsuspecting communities around the world.
"Academics and civil libertarians have condemned the bills and the awarding of process patent rights that offer the multinationals absolute control over not only initial seed varieties but any derived plants, plus all transgenic and hybrid varieties they can produce.
"The patent laws will demand royalties from growers, while the seed companies have the ultimate power over mankind: control over what we eat, when we eat --or if we eat at all."
What this means is: currently they are producing seeds that are resistant to chemicals, particularly broad spectrum herbicides, and to rotting and bacteria, as well as to drought, fire and flood. Not just creating these useful and profitable new varieties, but gaining patent rights over them. A key element of the elite's control is that hybrid plants do not produce viable seeds. Each year the farmer has to buy new seeds from the multinationals (if they feel like selling to him). Then the farmer not only has the expense of raising the crop and getting it to market, he has to pay the multinationals a second time, royalties, on the crop these seeds produce.
This resistance to herbicides is really the coup de grace, though. With this quality, a farmer (or rather, corporate farm) can bomb his property with a broad spectrum weed killer and kill everything except their genetically-engineered crop. It will also, conveniently, take out all the plants downwind of their property. Oops! Bye-bye native species... bye-bye old fashioned "heritage" seed crops on the farm across the road... Only those plants that the New World Order wants grown will be grown, and only where and only as much as they desire. If they have an adgenda to reduce population (which they do --Agenda 21, the resolution of Rio Earth Summit calls for the creation of uninhabited zones (the "re-wilding" plan) as well as reducing the earth's population by 40% by the turn of the century!) this would be a simple and easy tool for inducing famine at will.
