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THE BEAUTIES OE CHASIKO IN SILVERWARE.

A CREDITABLE specimen of silver-

smithing in its higher branches, and
one tha*' il strates the resources of its

manufacturers for the production of special

pieces, is the Montauk Club challenge cup
for bowling designed and wrought by J. F.

Fradle)' & Co., New York. The Montauk
Club, of Brooklyn, N. Y., is

an organization composed of

influential and educated

men and it whs no easy mat-

ter to satisfy its demands
for an artistic trophy.

Tie cup is ii inches in

height and 12 in width from
handle to handle; its capacity

is about ij pints, and it is

heavily lined with gold. On
the front of the cup is the

figure of an Indian chief sym-
bolical of the club, holding a

laurel branch in his right

hand. He is arrayed ready
for battle, but he is willing

to give the laurel to the vic-

tor. The different chasing

effects on the figure of the

Indian chief are beautiful.

The Renaissance scrolls

charmingly combined with

laurel on each side, are deli-

cately chased, while the chas-

ing of the inscription, “Mon-
tauk Club Bowling Club,”

beneath the figure of the

Indian, is of a high charact-

er. On the upper portion of

the reverse side of the cup is a plain space

left for engraving the names of the winners;

while the lower portion is chased wi'h an
artistic combination of laurel and acanthus

leaves. The handles are massive, yet

graceful, and are chased in keeping with the

rest of the decoration, a feature being a ten

pin ball crossed above by two ten pins,

which are neatly worked in and form the base

of the handles, at the same time suggesting

the .sport of which the cup is a trophy.

The ornamentations are finisj ;d a peculiar

dead white, while the plain parts highly bur-

nished, produce a strong contrast and throw

the ornamentations into hold relief. The

cup which is valued at $500 attracted much
attention while displayed in the window of

Frederick Loeser & Co., Brooklyn, N. Y.

An Historic Gold Cup.

The British Mus^eum has come into the

possession of a gold cup which is 503

years old, and which has a curious history.

It was originally the property of a Due de

Berry, by whose command it was fashioned

in France. Thereafter it was presented by
him to his nephew, Charles VI. It seems

afterwards to have been pawned by the

French King in return for a sum of money
lent him by England to carry

on his wars; the first trace

of it in English history is

found in the reign of Henry
VI., and it remained in the

possession of the English

sovereigns until that extra-

ordinary compound of quali-

ties, James I., made a gift

of it to a Spanish ambassa-

dor who went to England to

conclude peace.

This Spaniard in turn pre-

sented it to a convent, and

10 years ago the abbess sold

it to a French baron, from

whom the Messrs. Werth-

eimer purchased it for

;if8,ooo. This sum has been

paid to Messrs. Wertheimer

who consented to let the

British Museum have it at

cost price. The amount
has been raised partly by
subscription. Nearly ;^3,000

of the amount, however,

has been contributed by
the Treasury.

A letter from Homburg, the Anglo-Teu-

tonic spa, says that the latest fad among the

fashionables there is the wearing of a jeweled

watch on the outside wrist of the glove,

fastened in the same way as in a card case.

Lively Burglarizing of Jewelry Stores in

Steelton, Pa.

Steelton, Pa., Oct. 25.—The jewelry store

of A. S. Felker was entered Friday morning

last and robbed of $300 worth of goods.

Entrance was gained by means of a chisel

which was used to unlock the door.

This robbery was quickly followed by a

another on Sunday morning at the jewelry

store of Edward L. Daron. About 2 o’clock

one Thomas Denney, heard the crash of fall-

ing glass and aroused his next door neigh-

bor, Constable Lawrie. On the opposite

side of the street three men were seen stand-

ing in front of Mr. Daron’s store. One of them

was behind the wire safety wicket and his

comrades were trying to help him ont. On
the approach of Denney and Lawrie the

two skipped, leaving their companion.

Lawrie grabbed the one at the door, and

placed the hand-cuffs on him. Denney ran

after the other two, who dropped portions

of their plunder in their flight. One of

them fell and lost eight watches. He man-

aged to get away, however, before Denney
could capture him.

The constable started for Harrisburg with

his prisoner, who is a colored man named
James Tow.sen. His companions, he said,

were Smith, a white man, and Tom Moore,

a colored fellow. All of the stolen goods

of the Daron robbery have been recovered,

with the exception of a few articles of small

value, most of it being dropped by the rob-

bers in their effort to escape.

ANOTHER PREHISTORIC DIAMOND MINE FOUND

NEAR WINBURG WHITE DIAMONDS IN

GOLD REEFS AT JOHANNESBURG WORK
IN THE RIVER DIGGINGS.

Kimberley, Sept. ig.—Barnato Bros, have

purchased from the De Beers Co. the whole

of their remaining- stock of diamonds to the

value of half a million pounds. The price

averages lo per cent, over that of the last

deal. There are pretty loud whispers, never-

theless, that these dazzling purchases are

only arranged with the view of keeping up

the market. Messrs. Barnato are, I think

far too shrewd to buy in such vast quantities

in a falling market without some guarantee.

Related in strict accuracy, the hi dory

of the South African diamond fields

would read like some wild romance and
it seems we are not at the end of

the marvels. I have previously referred

to the discovery of old mines where the

search for diamonds hasmanifestly been car-

ried on in prehistoric ages, A few days

ago there was discovered near Winburg,

in the Orange Free State, still another

of these ancient diamond mines and the ex-

ploration so far has furnished much food for

speculation. The discovery was quite acc>

dental. In a sequestered valley, rarely visit-

ed by Eui'opeans, a shepherd found within a

clump of trees what appeared to be a shaft

covered by diy brushwood and stones.

The tools found are of good iron but of

primitive design and the skeletons indicate

a race of men between seven and eight feet

in height. In one case there were iron ma i

acles on the ankles leading one to the sup

position that the mines might have been

worked by slaves. Everything around

seems to show that the workings had been

suddenly abandoned and that hurried efforts

had been made to hide the mouth of the

shaft. It is also supposed that so eager was
somebody to close the shaft that time was
not permitted the workmen to leave it, and
they were entombed. The shaft was about

thirty feet deep and the ground seems to

have been brought to the surface by a

windlass which had been thrown to the

bottom.

The tunneling had proceeded about twenty

yards in three directions where the diamond^
iferous ground had been reached. This

ground seems to be fairly rich as several

diamonds were discovered in removing the

debris. The owner of the land which was
previously almost worthless now asks a

considerable sum for it andprobably the old

mine will be again worked. The question

who were these old diamond diggers, can

not be answered, as the natives have not

even a tradition respecting them.

Near Klerksdorp, m the Transvaal, a num-
ber of green diamonds have been found in

the gold formation. They vary from one

to three karats in size. At Johannesburg,

white stones continue to be found in the

PROVIDENCE M.^NUFACTURERS INTERESTED.

Providence, R. I., Oct. 26.—Local manu-

facturers were treated to another surprise

in the notification that a judgment for

$3,949.7 had been entered against the J. R.

White Jewelry Co., Rochester, N. Y., and

that a sheriff had been placed in charge.

This company was incorporated under the

laws of New York in May, 1889, and with it

were identified several men of high standing

and prominence. Its capital stock all paid

in amounts to $250,000. The main store is

located at Rochester, although there are

branch stores in New York city, Brooklyn,

Buffalo, Baltimore, and Philadelphia.

At the last annual meeting of the concern

a statement was made and furnished to the

mercantile agencies that the firm’s capital

was $250,000, and that its indebtedness did

not exceed $35,000. These statements have

placed the local manufacturers in somewhat

of a cpiandary, from the fact that the con-

cern was rated very high by all tliese agen-

cies, and no advices to the contrary have

been received. The manufacturers here are

interested, it is claimed, to an extent of be-

tween $20,000 and $30,000, several concerns

having quite large accounts with the firm.

In the Jefferson Market Police Court,

Thursday, Sullivan and McKenzie were

charged with stealing the locket, and
Sullivan and Stephens were charged with

stealing a $35 brooch from Frankfield’s store

last September. They were held for exam-

ination, Sullivan’s bail being placed at $1,500,

and the two others at $500 each.

Death of Henry T. Brown.

Providence, R. I., Oct. 26.— Henry T.

Brown, one of the most prosperous pioneer

jewelers of this city, died very suddenly yes-

terday afternoon, at the residence of Mrs.

Harriet N. Lothrop, 17 Angell St. Death
was indirectly due to muscular rheumatism.

IMr. Brown was born in the farming dis-

trict of Cumberland, R. I., where the days

of his boyhood and early youth were passed.

He was educated in the district school. In

1859 he came to this city and commenced a

most prosperous business career as a mem-
ber of the firm known as Gorham Company
& Brown, at that time located in the Lyceum
building on Westminster St. Later the

firm became Brown & Rogers, and then

Henry T. Brown & Co.

After building up a most lucrative busi-

ness in the high grade line of jewelry and
silverware, Mr. Brown sold out to the com-

pany that has since been known as Tilden,

Thurber & Co., and Tilden-Thurber Ca..

He at that time retired from business tem-

porarily, and devoted his time to cultivation

and stock farming on his estate in Cumber-
land. About 15 years ago he engaged in the

life insurance business in this city, and

since then he has been connected with the

Equitable Life Assurance Co. of the United

States.

Oskamp, Nolting & Co.'s Clerks Deal

with a Desperate Customer.

Cincinnati, O., Oct. 26.—Just at 6 o’clock

last night, a short, heavily built man enterejl

Oskamp, Nolting & Co.’s jewelry store and

pointing a revolver at Henry Schroeder, one

of the clerks, demanded a watch which hte

pointed out in the case. The clerk saw that

the man had been drinking and started to

comply with the request.

In the meantime John Gillfillan, another

clerk, went behind the fellow and grappled

with him. The watch and revolver were

then taken from him and he walked out of

the store in a dazed manner. The man was

arrested, and at the station registered as

James Kelly, aged 46, no home.

Kelly was before Inspector Hadley this

morning and was recognized bj’^ some of the

detectives. He is not a thief and his esca-

pade was due to drink. He was in trouble

of a similar nature about four years ago.

He entered Shott’s jewelry store and had an

argument about a clock which he had been

buying on the instalment plan and for

which he had not fully paid. He wound up

by pitching the clock through a plate glass

window valued at $150.

The man whose real name has been John

Bill was fined $50 and sentenced to one year

in the workhouse.

An escapement matching tool just com-

pleted by John Drexler, Chicago, 111., is on

an entirely new model and is designed to

do pallet adjusting. The advantages over

other models lie in the fact that the operator

does not have to put the movement to-

gether, but only adjust it on the upper

plate.
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Avoid Dealings With A. Werning.

The following copy of a letter received by

the Jewelers’ Security Alliance was for-

warded to The Circular by H. H. Butts,

chairman of that organization;

Wilmington, Del., Oct. 28, 1893.

Jewelers’ Security Alliance:

Gentlemen:—On Tuesday, Oct. 17th, a

man weighing 180 or 200 pounds, with sandy

hair and mustache, full round face, wearing

black derby hat and dark clothes, and regis-

tered at Clayton House here as A. Werning

and representing himself as connected with

The Jewelers’ Circular or Jewelers'

Weekly and the Keyslotte came in the

store and said he wanted to write us up for

the trade paper (Circular or Weekly, I do

not remember which). At first I paid no

attention to him, but afterward I thought

best to give him correct information rather

than let him use what he could get alone.

His first questions were all right, but

after a while he made me suspicious by

asking where our safe was placed, “Are
you connected with the Jewelers’ Security

Alliance,” “With the police station;”

“ What stock of stones do you keep,” etc.,

etc. This worried me after he was gone,

although he received no satisfactory

answers. I asked the other jewelers and
found he had been all around and that most

of them were suspicious of him. I saw him
at the Clayton House, and informed the

police, who invited him to the station to

talk the matter over, and there he stated

that he was compiling a book of the busi-

ness interests here as he had done in over

600 cities for the American Publishing Co.,

of New York. He told the bank people

that he was representing a financial paper;

hardware men that it was a hardware
organ; and had a different paper for each

trade. I wrote The Circular and Keystone
and telegraphed the Weekly. None of

them knew of him. The ch,ief of police

sent word to the detective force of New
York and has received no answer. He also

wrote the American Publishing Co. and got

no answer.

This man had no credentials to show, not

even a business card. He had some letters

in regard to salary from the company only.

He was told to stop operations here until he
could show his credentials, which he did a

day or so later. He is now at work here

again, but I am not satisfied that he is all

right. The information he asked would be
of no value to anyone but a crook, and al-

though he may be working for a legitimate

concern, he may at the same time be col-

lecting information for “ shady characters.”

Now, can I ask as a tavor that you will let

me know if the American Publishing Co. is

a legitimate company, and what its business

consists of, and if this man is a proper per-

son? He tells rather a straight story except
in saying that he represents all these papers.

He told me at the station that the trade

could get any information wanted from the

home office regarding any firm they wrote
up, but what kind of trade would want the

information he was trying to get ?

We do not seem to be able to get this in-

formation from the proper authorities, so I

write to you for it. By complying with this

request, you will confer a favor on. Yours,

(Signed) C. F. Rudolph, (C. A. R.)

As already written Mr. Rudolph, The
Circular has no representative engaged in

any work resembling that referred to in the

communication, and has no person on its

staff, in any capacity whatsoever, of the

name of A. Werning. We would, therefore,

impress upon the trade to have no dealings

of any character with this person, for

even if he be not an advance skirmisher of

a band of thieves, as Mr. Rudolph is inclined

to believe, his tactics are suspicious and
wholly illegitimate.

large variety in metal and pearl, hand-

painted chamois opera glass bags, spectacle

cases of leather, mounted in silv'er and
oxidized silver, magnifying glasses, and
spectacles and eyeglasses in profusion.

Crossed in front of the case are two canes

with opera glass handles.

In the front case are trial cases, lenses,

microscopic preparations, prisms, spectacle

and eyeglass holders heavily overlaid with

silver deposit, and Brazilian pebbles, some
in rough slabs. In the Nachet trial cases

the firm has large sales. Each lens is cor-

rectly ground and polished, and is optically

centered in frame.

The Change of Receivership of Giles,

Bro. & Co.

Chicago, 111 ., Oct. 28.—E. A. Giles, who
succceeds W. H. Gleason as receiver for

Giles, Bro. & Co., owing to the latter’s

resignation, commenced an inventory of the

stock on Oct. 23d. A week was required to

complete the work. The receiver states

that the business will be continued for the

present the same as under the Gleason

receivership.

C. K. Giles, head of the firm, said: " This
change in the receivership was made in a

friendly way to carry out the terms of the

settlement—15 per cent, cash, and 5 per

cent, in 12, and 5 per cent, in 18 months on
my personal note. The judgment creditors

agree to go back of the unsecured to the

extent of being paid after the 15 per cent, is

paid. The arrangement now looks to carry-

ing out in a friendly manner the terms of

the agreement and avoid expensive litiga-

tion sure to occur. In ease of such litigation

best informed authorities say this 15 per

cent, would be consumed in the lawful

expenses, besides a delay of from three to

five years being incurred, in which case

unsecured creditors would get nothing.”

Mr. Giles reports the prospects for a com-
plete settlement are very good. All pa,rties

deprecate any action that will eat up the as-

sets to a greater extent than has already

been done. The receivership of Mr. Gleason

h.as been satisfactory to all, and no fault

can be found with the court rulings. The

5 per cent, of the creditors who have not

signed, Mr. Giles states, represent but 3

per cent, of the total liabilities, and in his

opinion should not militate against the ^97

per cent, signed.

“ It has been an unpleasant duty,” said

he, “to ask friends to accept a loss, but in-

asmuch as this has been unavoidable they

have in a spirit of friendship and in gentle-

manly manner accepted it as an existing

condition which would seem to be to the bene-

fit of all concerned to accept.”

Eastern Manufacturers Offer Opinions

Regarding a Permanent Exhibit.

Providence, R. I., Oct. 26th.—The matter

of establishing a permanent exhibit of the

products of the manufacturing jewelers, in

New York has been broached to the local

manufacturers with varying ideas as to the

beneficial results which might accrue there-

from. When the idea was first advanced

many of the manufacturers thought favor-

able of it, but more liberal thought of the ad-

vantages and disadvantages seems to have

caused many to change their opinion, and to

be either opposed or indifferent as to the

project. Nearly all the manufacturers who
have had exhibits at the World’s Columbian

Exposition have been interviewed, with the

following result

:

Charles A. Russell, of Irons & Russell :

—

There are arguments which may be

brought up for both sides of this question,

but I think that for many firms such an ex-

hibit would prove of considerable value, es-

pecially to those who carr}^ a line of staple

articles. While our house has not received

any direct benefit in orders from the World’s

Fair exhibit, yet we feel that indirectly we
have, and we must reap the benefit later.

So I think it would be with a permanent ex-

hibit. At first it might not prove an over-

whelming success, but as the trade became
cognizant of the fact that goods were always

to be found there they would make that col-

lective rooms a sort of a headquarters.”

Theodore W. Foster, of Foster and Bailey;

—“I have no faith in a permanent exhibit,

and think that it would prove a costly lux-

ury and experience for a majority of those

who entered into such a scheme; at least

this is the way that I look at the idea now,

without further consideration, and I speak

as I feel in connection with my own con-

cern.”

Everett L. Spencer, of E. L. Spencer &
Co.;

—

“I should not have anything to do

with a permanent exhibit. It might do very

well for some, but it would not benefit me a

particle.”

Wm. K. Potter, of Providence Shell Works;
— ‘‘ There would be no benefit to me to par-

ticipate in a permanent exhibit in New
York. My business is staple and steady

and such a scheme would not make, in my
estimation a particle of difference.”

Manager Daughaday, of Albert Lorsch &
Co.:—“ I am of the opinion that a perma-

nent exhibit, centrally located in New York
city, and judiciously managed, would be of

more or less benefit to the manufacturing

jewelers, inasmuch as it would keep the

several lines constantly before the buyers

who are frequently dropping into the metrop-

olis, many times when none of the regular

market representatives are in town.” The
experiment might, he thought, be tried at

a comparatively small expense.

George H. Cahoone, of Geo. H. Cahoone &
Co.:—“ A permanent exhibit would not be

of any benefit to us, and we would not

favor or go into such a scheme.”

Walter Griffith, of R. L. Griffith &Son:

—

“ I should not favor a permanent exhibit for

many reasons, and would not probably go

into one under any considerations.”

Philip Lind, with Thomas W. Lind:

—

“Our concern would not go into another

exhibit, much less a permanent one, as we
do not see wherein it would be of any ad-

vantage to us.”

John J. Fry, of B. A. Ballou & Co.:—“ A
permanent exhibit might prove a benefit to

some concerns, especially those selling nov-

elties, but we would not probably enter into

another exhibit, as we do not feel as though

there is enough in it to remunerate us for

the trouble and expense. There is consid-

erable talk in this city of having the entire

exhibits of all branches of business brought

from the Columbian Exposition intact and
put up in the old State Prison here, for a

permanent exhibit. Well, as far as I am
concerned, if there is any one who desires

to do so and pay for it, all right, but I am
not in favor of it. And I think that a per-

manent exhibit would prove as beneficial to

the majority as it would to bury their dis-

play in the old stone edifice beyond the

Cove.”

Martin L. Read, of M. L. Read & Co.:

—

“ Yes, sir, most decidedly I think that a

permanent exhibit would prove of advan-

tage to the manufacturers. I was the only

one in the entire collective exhibit of the

New England Manufacturing Jewelers’

Association who arranged -goods as though

in a sample box with the number and price

plainly marked upon each card. But by so

doing I have received several orders from

new customers who ordered as they say
‘from the numbers and prices on your World’s

Fair exhibit.’ I went into the Fair business

for what there was in it, and I am more than

satisfied. I think if a permanent exhibit

could be made on very much the same plan

as the collective exhibit at the Columbian
Exposition, that it would prove a big

success and stimulate business, and I for one

would be willing to assist and abet any such

project to the extent of my participation and
ability. If a permanent exhibit is estab-

lished, I shall enter into the scheme and
obtain space and privileges.”,

Nathan Barton, of Ostby & BartonCo.

“Such an exhibit might be a good thing,

but I have not given it consideration enough
to give any definite expression as to its

merits and demerits or whether I should

favor my firm entering into it.”

NEW YORK.
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New Mines of Turquoise in New
Mexieo.*

BY \V. E. HIDDEN.

The group of prehistoric turquoise mines

in the Burro Mountains of Grant

County, which were first publicly noticed

by Snow in the American Journal of
Science (Vol. 41, p. 511, 1891) were visited

by the writer in March, 1892, and the adjoin-

territory was prospected for other possible

occurrences of turquoise. It is interesting

to dealers in precious stones to note that the

locality visited by ^Ir. Snow has been

developed to a considerable extent

in t o years past, and a large

qua of beautiful turquoise has

been snipped therefrom. To the

writer’s personal knowledge no less

than fifty kilogrammes of very pure

material were shipped to New York
during the first twelve months’ work.

In one month over twenty-one pounds
(nearly ten kilogrammes) of fine blue

nodules were mined.

The particular place which has re-

ceived the most development is not

the “prehistoric workings ” noted by
Snow, but is a short distance there-

from. At an entirely new place,

known as “Cow Springs,” some fifteen

miles southeast, turquoise has also

been found. All these locations are

now the property of the Azure Mining
Co.

In the same county, and at a dis-

tance of about sixty miles in a south-

erly direction, is the little settlement

known as Hachita (pronounced “ hi-

cheet-tar ’’), where formerly thrived

a silver and lead mining camp. Here
are numerous outcroppings of disinte-

grating and decomposing trachyte

that are turquoise bearing. Many
so-called prehistoric or “old work-
ings” can be foundhere, much like

those in the Burro Mountains,
but not so extensively developed. For
many years the bits of turquoise fre-

quently found on the surface were con-

sidered to be “ signs of copper ore,” as was
originally the case in the Burro Mountains
(when white men first noticed them) and
prospectors lost much time in sinking shafts

here and there in the hope of finding a cop-

per deposit.

The nearest railway station is Separ cn
the Southern Pacific R. R., and to reach

Hachita one must take a dreary ride of

twenty-two mi^ps, towards the Mexican bor-

der, over a most desolate prairie country.

Excepting in the deeper silver mines at

Hachita and at the railroad company’s steam
pump at Separ station there is practically no
water available for fifty miles in any direc-

tion. One rhust carry water with him at all

times, even when on very short trips. The
Gila (pronounced “hee-lar”) River, sixty

miles distant, is the nearest flowing water.

Eight weeks spent here last Spring, in

opening up several of the “old workings”

and in following down upon outcroppings of

turquoise resulted only in the final abandon-

ment of the whole region. The blue shades

of turquoise were very rare, the common
tendency being towards green. The isola-

tion of the place, the scarcity of water and

the rarity‘of fine turquoise prompted me to

cease work there altogether.

What I particularly wish to announce is

the occurrence of turquoise in a most unex-

pected region and one that promises some
important results in the near future. I re-

fer to the new mines, first identified as

deposits of true turquoise by the writer, in

April of last year. Here again the turquoise

had been mistaken for “ copper stain ” and
therefore neglected by 'previous explorers.

This locality is in the Jarilla (pronounced
‘

‘ hi-re-yar’ ’) Mountains in Uona Ana county.

In its relation to the other noted localities,

it is about one hundred and fifty miles east

of the mines in the Burro IMountains and

nearly two hundred miles south of the tur-

quoise regions in Santa Fe county.* It is

about fifty miles air line north from El Paso,

Tex., and nearly the same distance east of

*In this region is situated the famous Mount
Chalchihuitl Mine, at Turquesa, two and a half miles

from Las Cerillos, a station on the T. & S. F. R.

R., owned by the Cash-Entry Mining Co., of London,

England. It has been described by- Blake, (see

American Journal Science, 25, 227, 185S; 25, 197, 1883,)

and Silliman (ib., 22, 67, 1881.) Here also is the group

of turquoise mines owned by the American Turquoise

Mining Co., among which is the highly productive

Castillian Mine and many other locations where tur-

quoise is found.

Las Cruces, the two nearest railway stations.

The locality is midway between the Organ
and the Sacramento Mountains, about thirty

miles from either range and in the middle

of a very desolate prairie. The Jarillas rise

out of a wilderness of sand and are unin-

habited except by wild animals. The range

is ten miles long in a northerly direction and
is nearly three miles wide. It is crossed

only by the Las Cruces and Sacramento
Road.

To reach the Jarillas, one must cross the

Organ mountains at San Augustine Pass, a

distance of eighteen miles from Las Cruces.

Special conveyances are necessary since

the road is only rarely traveled

These conveyances are obtained at

Las Cruces, (or the A., T. & S. F.

R.R.) It is strictly necessary that all

necessities of life shall be taken along,

such as blankets, tarpaulin, food

(canned and otherwise), cooking uten-

sils and, most important, a plentiful

supply of water. The latter can be

had at Old San Augustine wells on the

eastern slope of the Organ mountains,

twenty-three miles from Las Cruces,

and five miles southward from the

Pass.

While en route one will go through

Organ—a small village sixteen miles

from Las Cruces—and leave one mile

to your right the noted “ Bennett

Silver Mine.” To the east from Old

San Augustine lies an unbroken de-

solation of sand and wild prairie,

while away in the distance can be

seen the low profile of the Jarillas, that

look like foot-hills of the Sacramento

mountains at this distance (thirty

miles) but really mark the halfway post

to the well timbered and well watered

Sacramentos. The Jarillas are a rare

example of almost absolute aridity.

The journey from old San Augus-

tine is most comfortably made in the

night, for the more than tropical

noon-day heat is almost unbear-

able and the sun’s glare from the

heated sands is nearly blinding. It is a

seven to eight hour trip at best, such is the

depth of loose sand in more than eighteen

miles of the road. In the Jarillas, more

than at Hachita, the water question is a most

serious matter; for when we leave Old San

Augustine, we leave behind us our last

chance for water, unless we should per-

chance go on to the Sacrementos. Out of

sheer necessity we must carry with us what

water we will need for ourselves and our

horses. Twelve miles beyond the Jarillas

on the Sacremento road is an alkaline well

where by using a wind-mill, water is raised

about four hundred feet. Here cattle and

horses are watered.

It is a curious anomaly that amid all this

desolation, there could survive from year to

year and in the long intervals between the

rains, (that come very scantily and only

twice a year) any vegetation or animal

life, but here in and near to the Jarillas,

can be found a flora and fanna, so varied
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indeed and so thriving as to excite opr sur-

prise and at times our admiration.* That

anything at all could live in such, a situation

is indeed contrary to our ideas of what is

necessary to sustain mere existence, be it

either animal or vegetable.

PROGRESS IN WATCH MANUFACTURING.

Boston, Mass., Oct. 25, 1893.

Editor (J^The Jewelers’ Circular ;

An article in a late number of The Cir-

cular raised the question whether horology

has reached its limit. As regards American

watches let us hope that it has not. Were
complication a merit, some of our watches

would rank very high, but so long as science

and simplicity are synonymous, we cannot

be enthusiastic over all the traps put forth.

Time was when manufacturers extolled

their watches for their simplicity.

The best examples in foreign watches are

as near perfection in execution of the work,

as we expect ever to see
;
but in perform-

ance they are not always satisfactory, while

on the other hand we occasionally meet

with watches of inferior workmanship that

perform extremely well. These facts indi-

cate that exquisite finish is not the prime

factor in a timepiece, but that correct con-

struction is the important feature.

We find in foreign as well as in American

watches, the largest and smallest balances

making the same vibrations. While the

number of vibrations that a balance can

make in a given time is not arbitrary as is

the case with a pendulum, there is a num-
ber for each size balance that will yield the

best results
;
but scientific con.struction is

violated in so many ways that this is only

an item in the sum total.

When manufacturers understand that as

a measure of economy and profit, as well as

of reputation, an horologist or watch engi-

neer is as much needed in a watch factory

as a steam engineer is needed in building

steam engines, we may expect to see some
progress in horology. Americus.

*Here, on the surrounding prairie, roam occasional

herds of antelope. The prairie-wolf (coyote), “swift,”

fox, badger and skunk seem to thrive. Jack-rabbits

and an uncommonly small variety of “ cotton tail ” are

abundant. Rats, mice and ground-squirrels are very

numerous. On the mountains are found the black-

tailed deer and rarely the mountain sheep (big-horni.

Puma, wild-cat and civet-cat are not rare. On the

plains and in the foot-hills several sub-species of rattle-

snake are common and often of unusual size. Salaman-

ders of many kinds are seen. The vegetation is sub-

tropical, cactii and palmias predominating.

Remarkable Boulton Vases.

NO. III.

A PAIR of large vases, 5 feet 2 inches

high, designed and painted by John

Eyre, the modeled portions being by John
Broad, have been prominent in the Doulton

World’s Fair exhibit. The body of one,

illustrated on this page, has a pictorial

treatment of the legend of “ Perseus and

Andromeda.” The scene represents a rocky

coast. In the foreground, fastened to a

pinnacle, the base of which is washed by

the sea spray, stands the nude rigure of

Andromeda. In the clouds, just discernible

in the purple haze that veils the horizon

may be seen the winged steed Pegasus

bearing the hero. On the opposite side of

the vase is Perseus armed with sword and
Medusa shield, battling with the dragon,

the coils of whose form lash the v'aters in

front of Andromeda.
The companion piece is the “Ariadne”

vase, illustrating the story of the beautiful

daughter of Minos, King of Crete, who after

marrying Theseus was deserted by him
on the Island of Naxos. Here she was con-

soled by Bacchus who gave her a crown of

stars. On one side of the vase, Ariadne is

depicted in red drapery; she stands alone

on the sea shore, unable to call back by her

songs the wandering Theseus, whose galley

is rapidly fading out of sight across the

waters. On the other side is shown an altar

in white marble and a terminal figure.

Seated in front is the sorrowing Ariadne.

Bacchus, crowned with ivy, bends over her

offering a cup. Crouching in front are his

two leopards. The fire from the altar is

beaten aside by the wind and seems to blend

with the clouds of the troubled sky.

The feet and upper parts of the vases, are

appropriately treated with subjects sug-

gested by the legend; round the foot a band
of youthful mermaids support a heavy

wreath of seaweed; these with a collar of

seaweed above are modeled; between them
is a fiat conventionalized design of gurnards.

On the cover is a statuette of Neptune, and

seated oetween the curving dragon headed
handles are figures of mermen and maidens,

with outstretched arms and grasped hands.

Jugs.

WHAT a history there is in jugs—earth-

ernware jugs, and who will write it?

‘PERSEUS AND ANDROMEDA ” DOULTON VASE.

We do not mean water jugs, but jugs which
were used for good old stingo! Ale which
had something in it, and which made history

when our grandfathers and our great grand-

fathers were young, when every decent

householder brewed his own ale from pure
malt and hops, and Burton was a small

town on the Trent, which only brewed the

ale they consumed, and Bass and Alsopp
were not even in name. This was the peri-

od when jugs were appreciated, when they

graced the table as an ornament, with the

adjunct of good crystal glass, which assisted

in the combination; then jugs, glasses and
all formed a glorious trio.

Then, we say again, who shall write the

history of jugs? They point to a time when
wars and tumult raged, and they point to a
period when peace and plenty reigned.

The “ Wilkes and Liberty ” jug, the “ Toby
Philpot,” and a host of celebrities in the jug
form are about our villages

;
Wedgwoods,

Masons’ jugs in ironstone, early New Hall

jugs and Lowestoft and Swansea and Wor-
cester jugs still exist, as well as fifty extinct

houses. Jugs might be collected and what
a grand and interesting collection they

would form

!

Leaving the remote period named, take

the jugs of the last forty years in stoneware,

earthenware, and china—what an interest-

ing collection they even would form ! Why,
the jugs of Charles Meigh alone would fill a

small collection, saying nothing of fifty

others.

We do not use the jugs our forefathers

did; with them the jug was a necessity for

the table
;
now it is not seen on good tables

;

more is the pity. Beer has gone out, and
what has replaced it—we mean in middle-

class life ? Why, the flimsy claret—at is.

—and the black bottle. Shades of our fore-

fathers, save us. What would they say if

they saw this miserable successor to the jug

of ale—good home brewed, nut brown ale

—

such as they brewed (or superintended the

brewing of) when England was natural and
labor was satisfied.

Much has gone out with jugs, much has

come in with their successor. And who
shall say the country is benefitted, notwith-

standing its riches and luxury ! The jug

age was an age of enjoyment and pleasure

which cannot be beaten. Compare it with

the hothouse cultivation of the present, and
luxury is at a fearful discount .—Pottery

Gazette.

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Devices in Small Vases.

There are numbers of pretty devices in

small vases. There is a demand for

them that springs from a lesson we have

learned from the Japanese. This is that a

single flower is worthy of attention and ad-

miration. The Japanese never form a bou-

quet. He groups at the most two or three

flowers more often only one, that all the

beauty of stem foliage, the unfoldingof petals

color and perfume may receive due value. A
large vase is not needed for this purpose,

but one adapted to the size of the flower.

The large vases in Japan are used to hold

branches of flowering plants, such as apple

blossoms, cherry, peach and plum. This

we have not arrived at, but the single flower

is now held in higher esteem than a bunch

of less perfect flowers. For these, smaller

vases of various sizes are required. All

this is preparatory to noticing a tiny double

vase in which two diminutive horns locked

at the base are reproduced in silver.

A neat and useful souvenir of the Colum-

bian Exposition is the glove buttoner and

charm presented by the Waterbury Watch

Co., who were recently awarded medals for

their watches. Century clock, artistic dis-

play and general exhibit. The charm at-

tached to the buttoner is a miniature fac-

simile in aluminum of the “quick winding

Waterbury.”

Regarding Shell Cameos.

The shells chosen for cameos are com-

posed of layers or strata of various

colors and tints, the ground work being one

color, while the figures or bust is developed

in another, and a third layer is often used

for the ornaments, etc. Mrs. Prof. T. S.

Lowe, Pasadena, Cal., has a collection of

shell cameos numbering some two hundred

specimens. Some of these are cut in the

form of brooches, others are set pieces, and

not a few are carved upon one side of the

shell. Although Professor Lowe’s large

museum is a general one, including curios

as well as special collections, there is noth-

ing in the museum more attractive to the

observer than the case containing these

cameos.

The busts cut upon the shells themselves

are not only engraved on Strombus gigas.

Cassis Madagascarensis, Cassis rufa,

the same as those for brooches, but other

shells are utilized, among them being a tiny

head carved upon the little money cowry

(Cypraea moneta). This is done upon the

back or upper side of the shell. Mrs. Lowe

possesses two of these cameos.

In an erudite volume entitled “ The Nat-

ural History of Gems,” the Rev. C. W.

King, of Cambridge, gives an interesting

account of shell cameo work among the Ital-

ians, dating back to 1450. The shells used

at that early date appear to have been much

inferior in hardness to those used in our

century, and as a natural result shell cameo
cutting declined, and in time the art ap-

pears to have become extinct. At the be-

ginning of our century the manufacture of

cameos commenced in Rome. Of the re-

vival of this art Mr. King says: “In our

own times it has taken a fresh and a prodig-

ious development, and is the sole, though

bastard, scion of the Glyptic art that yet

flourishes in Italy. The revival is due to the

introduction of the West Indian conch into

the cameo cutter’s atelier; its numerous and
richly colored layers of varying depths emu-
late and often excel those of the choicest

pieces of sardonyx possessed by the ancients.

The seat of the art is at Rome and at Na-
ples. . . Cameo engraving in shell has

also, within the last quarter of a century,

been transplanted to Paris.”

According to Mr. King, the French being

more ambitious than the Italians, are more
original in their designs. “ Nothing can be

more charming than the groups of Cupids

engaged in infinitely diversified but always

graceful occupations which the Parisian

artist delights to imagine.” In “Commer-
cial Products of the Sea,” Mr. Simmonds
tells how cameos or camei (the Italian form

of the plural being camei) are cut out of

shells. After the piece of shell is cut the

required size and shape, “it is next

cemented to a block of wood, which serves

as a handle to be grasped by the artist

while tracing out with a pencil the figure to

be cut on the shell. The pencil mark is fol-

lowed by a sharp point, which scratches the

desired outline, and this again by delicate

tools of steel wire, flattened at the end and
hardened, and by flies and gravures, for the

removal of the superfluous portions of the

white enamel. A common darning-needle,

fixed in a wooden handle, forms a useful

tool in this very minute and delicate species

of carving. The careful manipulation neces-

sary in this work can only be acquired by
experience; the general shape must first be
wrought, care being taken to leave every

projection rather in excess, to be gradually

reduced as the details and finish of the work
are approached.

If the layers of the shells used in this

work were not composed of numerous plates

or prisms, having a diversity of arrange-

ment, it would not be possible to do fine

carving on them, as the shells would not be

sufficiently tough in their structure. The
different arrangement of the layers of

prisms of these strata and the variety of

colors in the strata of the shells in the en-

graver’s hands result in giving figures in

relief that would be valuable in any collec-

tion, and only need the decree of fashion to

adorn the dress as in time past, when our

good mothers fastened their lace collars

with Roman cameos.

Among them were no end of articles in

silver such as trays, tea sets, cups, toilet

sets, smoking services beautifully chased,

opera glasses adorned with miniature paint-

ing, writing implements in ivory and silver,

etc.

handkerchiefs, fans with tortoise shell

handles incrusted with gold, jewel caskets

in chased sil

ver, and nec-

essaires in

ivory with

gold inlay-
ings.

The 12 cups destined to the head
officers are in silver, of the same pattern as

the gold cup. The 117 other cups are of a

plainer design, having only their stands in

silver.

We reproduce on another page the gold

bracelets, in the shape of an anchor chain

holding a souvenir medal, as already de-

scribed in The Circular, with the brooch

medal
;

all of which have been offered by
Madame Juliette Adam, in the name of the

ladies of France, to the Russian officers for

their wives and female relatives. Also

shown is the pattern of the crosses offered

to the chaplains.

The French Commercial Travelers’ Asso.

ciation presented Admiral Avellan with a

bronze statue, 75 centimeters high, showing
a chaser, repousse^ir, at work decorating a

breast armor. This work, which is one of

the best modelings of Gaudez, was cast by
Susse, one of the French exhibitors at

Chicago. So was the Joan of Arc presented

by Princess Marie d’ Orleans, daughter of

King Louis Philippe. Joan stands in her war
attire, pressing a sword to her heart. The
position of her head, and her countenance

show that she is absorbed in fervent medita-

tion. This bronze, 85 centimeters high, has

been presented to the Russian admiral by
the town board of Orleans.

Among presents offered by the Lorraine

Committee, five large silver cups, one for

each of the Russian visiting ships, are

worthy of mention. They are in the shape

of a nave, supported by four dolphins, two
at each end of the oval vessel. Above the

central escutcheon, bearing the Lorraine

arms, i s a

scroll showing
the name of

the ship. On
the other side

are the arms
of Russia.

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Law Governing Mineral Mines in New
York State.

Albany, N.Y.,Oct. 30. — The Court of

Appeals recently handed down a decision

which decides the ownership of a garnet

mine in the town of Minerva, Essex county.

The discoverers of the mine assigned their

interest to William Moore, of Glens Falls.

When Moore entered upon the land upon

which the mine is located, to commence

operations he found Simon Brown in pos-

session of the mine and working it. Moore

thereupon brought a suit in ejectment to

obtain possession of the land.

The right to work mines discovered upon

State lands is given on the consent of the

Commissioners of the land office and on the

payment of a royalty of two per cent.

Moore was beaten in his ejectment suit, and

the highest court in the State now holds

that he was beaten rightly, as the laws do

not give the discoverer or assignee of dis-

coverers the ownership of the land, but

merely the right to take out the minerals he

has discovered. He should have instituted

a suit in equity and through an injunction

restrained Brown, so decides the Court of

Appeals.

Railroads.

Laporte, Ind., Nov. 3.—A railroad clock

has been devised by B. F. Stockford, of

South Bend, which it is said will be adopted

as an experiment by several western rail-

roads.

The invention is described as an ordinary

clock to which have been added a score or

more of large and small wheels, tickers, en-

graved wheels, indelible ribbons, closed in

a plated metal case, the whole surrounded

by a wrought iron box. The clock will tell

the time of day, the time a train stops at a

station, length of time of stop, the time it

departs, the time the whistle blows and

where, besides giving other information.

The clock in its iron box is placed under the

boiler and over the front pilot wheels of the

locomotive, the revolution of the wheels be-

ing communicated to the clock by rods and
cogwheels.

diploma design -which being the first im-

pression of this document placed before

them through the medium of the jewelrj^

publications will be examined with much
interest by our readers. Every exhibitor

obtaining an award at the World’s Fair will

receive a medal and diploma. There is but

one medal, bronze, which carrying no dis-

tinctive assertion as to the quality of the

goods exhibited by the recipient, is mean-
ingless aside from the diploma. It is here

that we must look for the claims of superi-

ority. The diploma states clearly the claims

allowed. Provided an exhibitor has had one
claim of superiority allowed he has received

a medal. The system of awards at the

World’s Columbian Exposition has excited

some dissatisfaction among the exhibitors,

mainly, we are inclined to believe, because

of the lack of a thorough knowledge concern-

ing it. At first it appears that manufactur-

ers in the same lines obtaining awards are

equally fortunate, because they have all re-

ceived similar medals, but a display of the

diplomas will give all the distinction de-

served.

A Chance for

the Retailers’

Associations.

'T^HE retail jewelers’
'

associations or-

ganized for the osten-

sible purpose of correct-

ing trade abuses, have

a good opportunity to

give evidence of their strength, by endeavor-

ing to obliterate from the face of the

commercial field, such jewelry companies as

those whose business methods are exposed

in this issue of The Circular. Pe’-sons

connected with the Elgin Watch & Jewelry

Co., of Chicago, have been more than once

called into court, while the operations of

The James Jewelry Co., New York, have

aroused the attention of the post office

authorities. A crusade against all such

concerns upon the part of the retail jewel-

ers’ associations would receive the earnest

endorsement of ever)- legitimate jeweler,

wholesale and retail, for they would be

fighting to preserve the integrity of the

jewelry trade as an industry, against sharp-

ers whose practices tend to undermine the

faith in the public mind, in jewelers and
jewelry.

HE decision of the

Court of Appeals
New York.

,jf New- York relating

to a garnet mine in Essex Count)-, referred

to in a report from Albany in another part

of this number, is of much interest as involv-

ing a question of mining law, as well as

demonstrating the necessity of care in seek-

ing legal remedy. Two men recently dis-

covered a garnet deposit in the town of

Minerva, and obtained from the Commis-
sioners of the Land Office a consent to w-ork

the mine under a statute passed in 1890,

which provides that all mines, minerals, and
fossils discovered upon any lands belonging

to the people of the State shall be the

property of the people, but, to encourage

the discovery of u-alnable mineral deposits,

it also declares that any citizen who dis-

covers any valuable mine or mineral upon

the public lands, shall be entitled to work

the mine, and he and his heirs and assigns

shall have the sole benefit of the mineral

produced out of it, upon paying into the

State treasury a royalty of two per cent.,

provided the consent of the Commissioners

of the Land Office shall previously have

been obtained. The discoverers of the Min-

erva mine having secured the required con-

sent, assigned their interests to William

Moore. When Moore attempted to take

out the minerals he found one, Simeon
Brown, in possession of the mine and
working it

;
he thereupon brought suit in

ejectment to obtain possession of the land.

The plaintiff was beaten in his suit, and the

Court of Appeals holds that he.was properly

beaten. The State gives to the discoverer

of a mine on the public lands of New York,

according to the Court of Appeals, the

grant of a mere right or incorporeal priv-

ilege to take out the mineral found within

the land of the State, and to have as his

own onl)- what is so taken out. The act

secures to him a right in that respect ex-

clusive as to all the w-orld and of a duration

measured by the existence of the mineral

deposit, and by his compliance with condi-

tions expressed or implied. Such rights are

fully cognizable in courts of equity, and re-

sort to these courts for purposes of protec-

tion against any infringement of those

rights could not fail of accomplishing all

that is requisite. In this particular case,

therefore, the plaintiff failed, not because he

w-as not entitled to work the mine in prefer-

ence to the defendant, but because he had
made a mistake in reference to his legal

remedy. Instead of bringing a suit on the

jury side of the court, he should have

applied to a judge sitting w-ithout a jury

and should have obtained from him a per-

manent injunction against the defendant.

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THE ROSE OARNET WORLD’S EAIR EXHIBIT.

A t the Paris Exposition of 1889, a small

piece of stone attracted the attention

of one of the French magazines, and an

article was written in same relative to the

specimen. This described the stone as

being of a white color with pink garnets of

large size im-

bedded in it. Mr.

William Niven, a

mineralogist, of

New York, read

this article and

went to Mexico,

where, after a

search of several

months, the
source of the

stone was discov-

ered. A beauti-

ful exhibit of this

stone can be seen

in the Mexican

exhibit. Mines
building, where
hdge pieces of it

are cut into slabs

and columns and
highly polished,

making in itself

a most attractive

display.

The stone is a

white siliceous

limestone, closely

r e s e m b 1 i n g
marble, imbedd-

ed in which are

garnets of a beau-

tiful rose color

and varying in

size from half an
inch in diameter to ij4 inches; also scattered

through the stone is bright yellow vesuvi-

anite. The material is susceptible of a high
polish, the garnets especially being very
brilliant and gem-like. As a material for

high grade decorative purposes, it is very

good, as the exhibit shows. It can be used

for wainscoting, tiling, columns, altar work,

pedestals, table tops, etc. It has already

awakened interest among the decorators of

New York, not only on account of its beauty

but also of its uniqueness. The material is

harder than granite, but can be worked as

cheaply. It stands weather admirably, and
the cost of transportation from the mine to

New York is but $13 per ton.

The quarry, a picture of which we give

herewith, is situated at Xalostoc, Mexico.

It is ten miles from the railroad, and is

reached by wagon roads recently completed
by the company. The blocks qf stone are

shipped to Vera Cruz and thence by steamer
to New York.

The stone aver-

ages about 10

cubic feet to the

ton, and is found

in a low spur of

the mountain.
This spur has a

height above the

plain of 125 feet,

and is quite bold

to the northwest.

Near the summit
of this bluff is a

shaft 14 feet in

depth, which
makes a better

showing at bot-

tom than at top.

The rose garnet

material is found

over a surface of

300 feet by 400

feet, and is ex-

posed on the
northwest for a

short distance to

the depth of 60

feet. Making full

allowance for
irregularity
of surface and for

whatever uncer-

tainty there may
be in the less ex-

posed parts, it is estimated that 240,000

tons of rose garnet are in sight. Lately the

quarry has been developed by a large amount
of blasting and clearing away of waste ma-
terial .—Engineering a 7id MiningJournal.
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SWISS TOOCS AND MATERIALS AT THE WORLD’S EAIR.

EXHIBIT OF THE MANUFACTURERS OF FILES, DIALS, MAINSPRINGS.

Times have changed in Switzerland since

Daniel Jean Richard patiently worked

at his blacksmith’s bench to make the tools

necessary in executing the various parts of a

watch. Perhaps no country but Switzerland

could have made such an exhibit of tools and

materials as confronted one in the Swiss sec-

tion of the Manufactures building. Tools

for watchmakers and materials for watch

making, including files, brushes, hair and

main springs,watch dials, jewel hole jewels,

watch oil and hands, covered the north side

and had a prominent place back of the

Geneva watch pa’ ilion.

It is a toss-up in file exhibits between

Grobet Freres and Borloz & Noguet-Borloz,

both of Vallorbes, but Grobet Freres had

also a fine exhibit in Machinery Hall. In

Manufactures building Grobet Freres had

an upright case with some 80 square feet

of surface, on which were displayed, in

geometric figures, files of every description

from one inch to two feet in length—round,

half round, three-square, square, bent—all

shapes and dozens of files for special pur-

poses. The firm were established in 1834,

and are the largest manufacturers in Swit-

zerland of every kind of fine steel files and

gravers in all sizes and for all uses.

Borloz & Noguet-Borloz, successors to

David Borloz, also of Vallorbes, had a fine

exhibit of files for watchmakers, comprising

every form and cut required for the purposes

of the trade. These thickly covered some
fifty square feet of surface. The files shown
are all for watchmakers’ and jewelers’ use

and run in full sets in every line. It would

seem impossible to imagine a use that some
file in the exhibit is not specially adapted

to, though files the size of the finest cam-

bric needle, but less in length, would seem
to be for exhibit purposes rather than for

actual use. Besides the fine files the firm

also manufacture tools for watchmaking
and fine machinery.

Vautier & Fils, Geneva, had a tastefully

arranged file display that interested the

practical watchman. The line was very com-

plete in both straight and curved, and the

double arch at top of the case was completely

lined with medals won at previous expo-

sitions.

J. Marc Servet, Geneva, exhibited a fine

assortment of watchmakers’ files and the

excellence of the product is testified to by
numerous medals. A very complete line

entirely for watchmakers was shown.

DIALS.

J. Wyss Fils, Chaux-de-Fonds, had three

cushions of rich ivory dials and transparent

enamel dials of all colors, many showing a

remarkable novelty in patented styles and
registered designs. It would be difficult to

adequately portray the beauty of this

exhibit without going into lengthy detail.

The scale of colors was shown in all shades,

and many brilliant hues were particularly ef-

fective. It was the finest dial display at the

Fair and one from which any taste could

easily be satisfied. Sussfeld, Lorsch & Co.,

13 Maiden Lane, New York, are the sole

agents for the United States.

More & Meroz, dial manufacturers, Ge-
neva, exhibited very fine enamels on which

raised gold work is delicately applied.

Medals were awarded at Philadelphia.

Vienna, Besan9on, Berne, Paris, London,

Melbourne and Zurich. The exhibit was one
of special excellence.

A. Boulanger, Marllart& Co., Geneva, dis-

played a fine quantity of dials enameled by

the celebrated B. V. J. process, fancy dials

in underglaze and “gold medal prix de la

rive ” enamels of a superior quality. These
latter include perpetual calendar, chrono-

graph, complicated and plain. A novelty

shown had on either side of the center, with

circumferences touching, a microscopic hem-
isphere in colors, with names of the various

countries. Hipp Didisheim, 83 Nassau St.,

New York, is the selling agent for the

United States.

MAINSPRINGS.

Ulysse Perret, Renan, showed a case of

mainsprings that gave evidence of their

high standing among spring makers. The
firm makes springs of exact metrical dimen-

sions, not necessitating any alterations by

the watchmaker; springs for chronometer

and precision watches; reversed, free,

English and American mainsprings and
springs for scientific chronometry. All these

were exhibited in the form of a lyre body, the

trademark of the firm. When the exhibit

arrived at the Fair it was badly smashed;

but the firm, nothing daunted, forwarded a

duplicate on the first steamer following the

receipt of this cablegram. It was a most
commendable display.

A. Herzog, Geneva, also exhibited main-

springs in the form of a lyre, with additional

designs of clock and compass dials with

figures and letters formed of many minute

tightly coiled springs. The firm was estab-

lished in 1840, and consists of the united

firms of Klein, Custot, Reymond and
Ronmieux. The line shown comprised

mainsprings for all markets and spiral

springs for high grade watches and chrono-

meters. It is stated that out of 48 chrono-

meters premiated at the Geneva Observatory
trials in 1892, 40 were provided with Herzog

springs. London, Lyons, Vienna, Philadel-

phia, Paris and Zurich are in the list of

prizes captured.

Chicago, 111., Nov. 6.—The World’s Col-

umbian Exposition, so far as the American

jewelry exhibit is concerned, lives in mem-
ory only. In the space of one short week
the dismantlement has been complete, and
nothing but the empty pavilions is in evi-

dence of the glories of silver and gold before

which the world has stood amazed.

A LADY’S RAMBLES AMONG THE JEWELERS.

Large horn shaped vases of silver have

basket shaped handles.

A new tea strainer is spoon shaped with

double perforated bowls. The spoon with

the tea enclosed is placed in the cup and

the hot water poured on.

A mounted lemon squeezer is the latest

imported novelty. It is mounted on a silver

plated standard, works with a lever, and is

high enough to allow a pitcher of good size

to be placed beneath.

Silver gilt is having the largest share of

popularity. Queer shaped receptacles on

standards, with handles on one side, are used

for all sorts of purposes. The ornament is

in low relief and has a curiously interesting

ripple effect.

Silver catch-alls have been introduced

that in size are small enough for studs and
buttons, and large enough for gloves and

handkerchiefs. They are all alike in

design, with perforated sides and orna-

mental thumb pieces projecting at the

quarter sections.

There is an undoubted fancy for pictur-

esque enamels. Enamel pictures and re-

productions are found in all sorts of

bijouterie boxes, caskets, bon bon boxes

that are the modern substitute for snuff

boxes, set in perforated silver gilt, cigar

and cigarette cases; matches, postage

stamps and court plaster are all enclosed in

enamel.

There are many odd designs in watches,

such as a cord of gold inlaid with olivines,

and a fringed ball of olivines at the end in

which is the watch. There are also floral

watches and watches that may be found

wherever they are least expected; but these

baubles are not more attractive as ornaments

than the watch that plainly declares its

intention of keeping and telling the time.

There is scarcely an article of jewelry now
so resplendent as the watch. There is a

collection of chatelaine watches now on

exhibition that would be worth paying to

see merely as objects of beauty. The watch

and its chatelaine are intended for one

another, and unite to make a single effect

either in design or color. Thus a chatelaine

of olivines holds a watch of green enamel,

which, perhaps, is encased in a rim of dia-

monds. A chatelaine of red stones, rubies,

garnets, ruby spinels, or perhaps a bow-
knot of red enamel has a watch with a

solid red enamel surface rimmed with dia-

monds. A couple of long diamond loops

hold a watch of black enamel set with large

and small diamonds. The chatelaine may
be a bow-knot, a sword and scabbard, a

leaf, a loop, a dragon, a series of links,

anything; but it harmonizes with the watch.

The plain lustrous enamel surfaces are most
attractive in watches, even when not thrown

out with stones.

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New Mines of Turquoise in New
Mexico.*

I

N spite of the isolation of the Jarilla

mountains and the absence of water, a

permanent mining camp has been established

there, convenient to the turquoise bearing

locations. A house has been built of plank

and timber, hauled thirty miles from the

Organ mountains, and a water and supply

wagon is kept constantly on the road.

There are at least ten places here where
some tribe of people have worked for tur-

quoise in past times, for their stone ham-
mers and fragments of their pottery are

often found. All the work done by them
was very shallow and stopped wherever
firm hard rock was reached. One trench,

dug in a southerly direction up a steep hill-

side, is over 100 feet long, and another pro-

miscuous working covers a space of 140 x 50

feet. The other places are small, shallow

holes, or mere upturnings of the soft, de-

composed surface rock, the debris being

thrown back as the work advanced. As the

old dump heaps are overgrown with moss
and lichens and have a very rusty appear-

ance, they thus give evidence of their age.

The Mexicans believe that both the Pueb-
los and ancient Aztecs worked these mines
for turquoise. It is true to-day that the

Pueblos value turquoise which they term
“ shoo ar-me,” even more than the Navajos.

The Apache name for it is “ steh,” but

they care little for it. The Mexicans call it

“ char-chu-a-tey,” which calls to mind the

Aztec “ chal-chi-hui-tl,” of many authors.

The Jarilla mountains are mainly porphyry
and trachyte with cappings of limestone in

a few places. Ledges of lime garnet are

not rare. Limonite-iron ore is very common,
cropping out boldly in many places. It is

all copper-bearing and at a moderate depth

changes into sulphides of iron and copper.

It carries a small per cent, of silver and
gold(ii oz. and 6 dwts., of silver per ton,

as an average for several assays). Some
years 'ago the Jarillas were the scene of a

boom, and fully $100,000 was wasted in

sinking deep shafts, in prospecting the

limonite and copper stained ledges and in

buying water wherewith to maintain the

camp. During all the excitement the tur-

quise outcroppings were wholly neglected,

or at most, merely superficially prospected

for “ float copper-ore.”

In this connection I would state that

while blasting away a site for our cabin, we
discovered a 4-inch vein of rich copper ore,

mostly chalcocite, which assayed 31 per

cent, metallic copper. This vein I after-

wards traced for over 100 feet up the

mountain. Fine turquoise was later dis-

covered within 50 feet of it.

The richest turquoise belt, as yet found

here, is about 200 feet wide; the trachyte,

which alone bears it, being flanked by
porphyry (chondritic) on both sides. The
turquoise occurs in the seams, cracks and
crevices of the rock, which have commonly
a nearly vertical position. The trachyte is

filled with long seam like cavities which are

lined with minute crystals of quartz, upon
which finely crystallized pyrite is often im-

planted when the rock is unaffected by
decomposition. Unaltered rock is found at

a depth of 60 feet.

A development has been made on the site

of one of the “ old workings” and a depth

of 70 feet reached, at which point

the shaft cut into porphyry and lateral

drifting was commenced. Turquoise was
found from the surface down to the por-

phyry, and it continues in the trachyte

along on the contact, which inclines at

about 20° from the vertical as far as the

work was carried at the time when the

writer left the mine in December last. The
associated minerals near the surface are

limonite, kaolin, gypsum and jarosite, and
at about twenty-five feet depth the only

change is a great increase in the quantity

of kaolin (in its purity) and in the exchange

of pyrite and chalcopyrite for the limonite.

Careful examination of many fragments

of the pure trachyte with a strong lens

failed to discover any mineral resembling

apatite or any phosphate whatsoever, unless

a few transparent light brown crystals

should prove to be monazite. As the lime-

stone overlies the trachyte in many places,

and may have at some previous time wholly

covered it, I am led to account for the pres-

ence of so much phosphoric acid, as the

abundance of turquoise evidences, as being

possibly due to organic causes and not

wholly to the decomposition of mineral

phosphates in the trachyte. Many fossils

can be found in the limestone immediately

adjacent to the trachyte, and upon this ob-

servation alone do I base the above rea-

soning.

As the turquoise is found in its natural

position in situ, it gives strong evidence

that the oxidation of the pyrite is the sole

cause of the decomposition of the trachyte,

the cause of the formation of gypsum and

of the jarosite. The “down-going” waters

being highly impregnated with ferric-sul-

phate from the pyrite and calcium-phosphate

from the slowly dissolving limestone, pro-

duced from the feldspar the kaolin pri-

marily and the turquoise secondarily. The
turquoise occurs as nodules, with peculiar

striated su riaces and as semi-globular concre-

tions in the kaolin. It was always beyond
doubt a secondary product and its very po-

sition in the—at one time

—

cavities of the

quartz veins gave indisputable evidence

that it was the last mineralformed.
Abundant as the turquoise is at the sur-

face, it, too, undergoes decomposition and
sooner or later crumbles into a white dust;

everything of a metallic nature (/. e.—the

iron and copper) having been leached out of

it. Much of the turquoise when first found

is of a magnificent almost etherial tint of

blue, which rapidly fades after it is detached

from its matrix and finally becomes paler

than the so-called “robin’s egg shade.” I

have noticed that if a piece of turquoise ad-

heres to the tongue after it has been out of

the mine for one day, it can be classed at

once as unmarketable, or at best is of very

low grade and value. Where the trachyte

is purest there the turquoise is best and of

normal hardness and greatest durability.

In the Burro mountains nodules of turquoise

ai'e found which are enveloped in a shell

which adheres to them tightly and it has

tended to preserve them from final decom-

position; such nodules are strangely found

quite near the surface. It is a peculiarity

of the Burro mountain mine. It does not

occur in the Jarilla mountains.

During the first six months’ work in the

Jarillas, in the one shaft mentioned, not less

than 50 kilogrammes of turquoise were

discovered, a part of which found a ready

market in New York and London. Atone
time there was exposed a surface on one

side of the shaft of nearly three feet square of

very blue turquoise, some of it nearly three-

fourths of an inch thick. Masses fully

inches thick and two inches across were at

one time found in the new “ drift” from the

60 foot level.

While the common tendency is toward

blue in the Jarillamountain turquoise, more

so than at any of the other places noted,

there also occurs, rarely in the surface veins

some very green varieties, some as oily-

green as chrysolyte-rock, while some has

altered to a dull brown product. Any
tendency toward green is an evidence of

incipient alteration.

As the other “old workings” become

developed they will, in the writer’s opinion,

disclose turquoise as beautiful and as large

as the world has as yet seen. In spite of

the nearness of the Jarilla mountains to the

Mescalero Apache Indian reservation, only

fifty miles northeast, and the natural dis-

advantages of the region, the mines will

be energetically worked as time and the

seasons permit.

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CHJYRACTERISTICS OR OERMAN SILVERWARE.

The jeweler and silversmith who visited

the World’s Fair noticed that in both

silverware and silver novelties the collective

exhibit of the German manufacturers largely

ran to rococco designs, oxidized effects and
form modeling. The designs were artistic,

sometimes appproaching the fantastic in or-

namentation, but oftener ex-

pressing a richness decidedly

pleasing. In the modeling of

male and female forms, cupids

and tritons, the Germans are

peculiarly at home.

Between the nine manufac-
turers of larger wares it were
difficult to call attention to any
one as being pre-eminent, judg-

ing by the exhibits made, as

each had its special points of

excellence in some particular

line. Prominent in the dis-

play of J. D.

Schleissner
Sons, of Han-
au, illustrated

herewith, was
a large jardi-

niere with
t u r n e d-ov e r

pierced rim

and rococco
handles. A
space of some

In the front

center a polished shield in rococco frame
was held between four-inch silver cupids.

German design. Skill in metal working
was shown in three gift cups, some two feet

high, which had a wealth of chasing. A
flower bowl 12 inches in diameter, upheld

by a triton, was a marvel of form modeling,

and a remarkable bit of chasing was shown
in a battle scene on a drinking cup. A

graceful piece of silver work
shown was in a vase 15 inches

high, wherein the modeling of

cupids and rich designs in

floral and scroll chasing were
perfectly carried out.

The excellence of the silver

plaque work of Ott & Co., of

Hanau, was emphasized by a

card on a beautiful piece of art

work—a mermaid rising from
the sea and playing on pipes

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of irregular shape about 30 x 24 inches in

size, sat Wisdom with book in left hand and

a mercury wand in the right hand. At the

opposite end was a female form represent-

ing the mechanical arts, with left hand rest-

ing on a geared wheel and the right holding

out a distaff. In the center Atlas knelt on

a pedestal and supported on his shoulders

the flower bowl, on the edge of which sat

four cupids representing the fine arts. A
pedestal rising from the center of the bowl

supported a female form, nude but for a flow-

ing scarf, and in the familiar pose of Mercery.

Baskets of silver and pearl shells upheld

by female and child forms had spread bases

of rococco and open lattice work. Trays,

mirror and miniature frames, statuettes on

ebony bases, inkstands, paper weights and

blotters, letter scales and pin and ash trays

were largely with cupid ornamentation.

Wilh. Binder, of Gmeund, showed choice

patterns in small silver wares, notabl}^ a tea,

creamer and sugar on a clover-leaf tray,

each leaf in a cockle shelf design ofengraved

silver with edges in “ double cloud ” effect.

A rich tea set of five pieces for body decora-

tion had simply rococco bordered panels

covering the entire sides. The effect was

exceedingly artistic. A liqueur set had cups

of “ oaken bucket ” design, with gold hoops.

A leader in the exhibit of B. Neresheimer,

was a huge crescent laden with artificial

flowers and supported by a rustic stand

decorated with silver roses. Next came a

graceful vase and silver mounted glass

liqueur set. An unusual piece was an ebony

tray, 12x16 inches, with silver trimmings.

E. G. Ziramermann, of Hanau, through

the skill of Professor A. Offterdinger, dis-

played a choice line of silver novelties.

Their richness is difficult to portray. The
most important piece was a fruit and flower

stand on a 24x18 inch base of green marble.

In the center rose a tower of ornamented
silver with pierced sides and work in high

relief. Toward either end of the base ex-

tended a shell shaped fruit bowl with two
shouting fauns perched at the outer

ends. At each side of the base ex-

tended smaller shells. Half way up the

tower at opposite sides sat Pomona
and Flora, nude to the waist, with drapery

filled with fruit and flowers. Just above

their heads the tower supported a graceful

stem of cut glass which broadened into an
outcurving flower vase. A jardiniere with

Cupids sitting on curved handles was also a

choice bit of work. Busts and statuettes on
pedestals of brown, green and red marble
were particularly fine in feature and model-
ing of linibs. Oval cut agate bowls resting

on silver bases and legs had silver work
extending from the base to the rim on each
end, on which sat cupids. A blue agate

bowl, round in shape, was similarly treated

with a lizard creeping over the rim and
darting a forked tongue at a cupid sitting

on a gilt pedestal in the center of the bowl.

Two small trays, one representing an elf

chased by a swan, and in the other by a

crane, were well executed and amusing.

Kimberley, Oct. 2, 1893.—Jagersfontein is

making quite a name for big diamonds this

season. Last Friday there was unearthed a
really beautiful 234 karats fine white stone,

Those who were

rich five years ago and who are poor now,

are many, and these have doubtless been

selling their diamonds and other articles of

luxury to those who were poor five years

ago and rich to-day. If no more diamonds

were forthcoming from mother earth, there

are still enough to allow of a very brisk

trade being carried on for many years.

Returning to the hotel Kelly paid his

board bill with Mr. Schall’s check, receiv-

ing the change in bills. He and the young
woman cleared out and Kelly’s operations

have proved to be a swindle. Kelly is describ-

ed as a man about 60 years old, who looks

like a retired laboring man. The woman is

young and attractive and might easily pass

for his niece or daughter.

Baltimore, Md., Nov. ii.—Upon the filing

of a bill of complaint by Samuel Rosenstock

against Jacob Rosenstock this week in

court. Judge Wright signed an order ap-

pointing Samuel Rosenstock receiver for

the firm of J. Rosenstock & Co., dealers in

jewelry, 301 W. Baltimore St. He gave a

bond of $15,000 for the proper performance

of his duties.

In his bill of complaint the plaintiff alleged

that the defendant is indebted to him for

$10,000 for money loaned and also for goods
sold by him and not yet paid for. He was
informed that certain creditors are threaten-

ing proceedings to obtain satisfaction of

their claims, and in the condition of the af-

fairs of the concern he has good reason to

apprehend that, unless the court intervenes

to preserve an equality among the creditors,

there will be a great wasting of the assets.

In his answer Jacob Rosenstock admits

the allegations in the bill and agrees to the

appointment of the receiver. The attorneys

state that the indebtedness amounts to about

$26,000, of which about $13,000 is held by his

father and brother. It is thought that a set-

tlement will be made and Mr. Rosenstock

will resume business. A deed of assignment

was also filed, Samuel Rosenstock being

made trustee. He filed a bond of $15,000,

indicating the assets to be about half that

amount.

Death of Daniel Becker.

Syracuse, N.Y., Nov. 13.—Daniel Becker,

for over 50 years closely identified with the

retail business life of the city, died at his

residence Saturday night.

Daniel Becker was bom on May 25, 1820,

at Half-Moon-on-the-Hudson, Saratoga

county.

In 1840 he came
to Syracuse and began the manufacture of

gold pens, entering into partnership with

his father under the firm name of Becker &
Co. That business was continued for sev-

eral years, Mr. Becker’s brother James,
now of Lafayette, taking his father’s place

in the firm.

For about 35 years deceased was the senior

partner of Becker & Lathrop, which partner-

ship continued down to the time of his death.

Mr. Becker was a man of retiring nature,

kind and always considerate of others and
numbered all acquaintances as friends. He
was a Mason, a member of Central City

lodge, and a Knight Templer. Six sons and
a brother and a sister survive him.

A pair of old carved

figures mounted with silver and on silver

bases, date 1673, from Lord Charlemont’s

collection. A silver ‘ hef,’ with movable

top, forming a wine cup. These ships were

much used in England during the fifteenth

and sixteenth centuries. From Prince Demi-
doff’s collection.”

Spaulding & Co. accompany Mr. Wells’

gift with a subscription of $5,000 worth of

Exposition stock.

A Paris Diamond Broker’s Son Com-
mits Suicide in Chicago.

Chicago, 111 ., Nov. 9.—J. G. Grunberg,

who once gave his address as Avenue de

rOpera, Paris, and who is supposed to be

the son of a wealthy French diamond
broker, committed suicide by taking mor-

phine at the Southern Hotel Sunday night.

Monday morning when the chambermaid
attempted to enter his room she found the

door locked on the inside, and toward even-

ing again finding it locked she called the

house officer and the room was soon entered

and Grunberg found dead in bed. Scat-

tered around the room were several letters

and three notes addressed to the police re-

lating to the disposition of his body.

He gave no intimation of the cause of his

act. One of the letters was addressed to the

Chief of Police, which, as near as could be

deciphered and intelligently connected, read

as follows;

Dear Sir:—

P

lease telegraph at once to my relatives.

One I inclose you in the letter. The other is for Mr.

L. Tannenbaum, No. 5 Nassau St. They will tell you

what to do with me, as they deal with my people in

Paris, France, every year. I cannot write more. I

feel I am dying, as I took morphine. Yours truly,

Johnny Grunberg.

The reference to an enclosure was to an

address thought to be that of a brother.

It was: “Adolph Grunberg, diamond mer-

chant, No. 8 Maiden Lane, New York.”

Adolph J. Grinberg, 32 Maiden Lane,

stated to a Circular reporter that Grunberg

was no relative of his, but he had had many
dealings with the young man’s brothers who
are importers and commission brokers in

precious stones in Paris and Calcutta. Mr,

Grinberg said that he had arranged for the

suicide’s burial at Chicago, having received

a cable |from Europe instructing him to do

so. Lippman Tannenbaum who also knew
Grunberg stated that the young man’s sui-

cide was not a surprise to him as Grunberg

was not accountable for bis actions,

with polished high lights, pierced wares and
chased gold and silver. A huge fernery

rested on four gilt lion’s paws and had an
overlaid decoration of heavy gilt scroll and
gilt rim. In the center of the fernery a

green enamel base broadened into a cushion

of gilt pierced work eight inches in diam-

eter and two inches deep, with four panels

of bright colored enamels. Above this was
a mold of enamel and mound of gilt ferns

and rockwork, on which stood an eight inch

gilt cupid upholding the flower vase; the

cup of the vase was “ cuspidor ” pattern of

pierced work and enamels and was draped
with festoons of flowers. The bowl of the

vase was wide and nearly flat. Jewel
caskets in richly chased dull and polished

gold had panels on the sides and covers of

green enamel inlaid with silver and gold

flowers. Mirror frames, candlesticks, writ-

ing sets, letter scales and ink blotters were
shown in the same enamel and gilt and
made a pleasing display. Dull gold candle-

sticks and writing sets were brightened

with polished gold. Perforated gilt baskets

had the centers of silver in high chased
design. The chasing on all articles was in

bold relief.

The Dresden Green Vaults yielded up
their wealth of treasure in the exhibit of

S. Garten & Co., of Blasewitz. Two 16-inch

round trays portrayed historical events in

repousse and chased work. Huge carved

ivory mugs and nautilus shells upheld by
male and female forms were shown. A
very attractive exhibit was that of Glaser

Bros., of Hanau, who showed silverware of

smaller kinds in great variety.

All these Arms were represented at the

Fair by Richard Horstmann, the German
exporter.

World’s Fair Exhibitors Must Wait for

Their Diplomas.

Chicago, 111., Nov. 10.—Exhibitors at the

World’s Fair will have to “ take their medi-

cine ” as to awards whether satisfactory or

otherwise.

verbose, while others are ungrammatical and
misleading.

The Circular cor-

respondent was not allowed to see a diploma

selected as a test case, and was informed

that the firms themselves would not be per-

mitted to see their own diplomas until they

were made public.

The reported offer of a Chicagoan to send

a fac-simile of the diploma to successful com-

petitors for a consideration of $2. 50 is scouted

by the authorities.

Signs of Prosperity at the Dueber

Canton, O., Nov. 10.—Three citizens of

Canton went out to the Dueber works one

evening last week and counted the workmen

as they came out of the works. The count

was made from three points of observation

and is verified as correct. They reported

between six and seven hundred including

men and women.
The force will s ill be increased and the

outlook for the future is now so full of

promise that a full force of workmen is ex-

pected soon at these great works. Mr. Dueber

is now assured by Senator Sherman that the

Democratic party will not molest the tariff

in any way to the injury of any legitimate

manufacturing in the United States; and

with honesty and rigid economy in all

departments and taxes limited to the

necessities of the government, the outlook

for all legitimate business is full of promise.

which copper and its alloys predominate, a

similar method is observed. The silver also

is dissolved in nitric acid over the sand or

water bath, and by a careful addition of

either hydrochloric acid or table salt

changed into chloride of silver. This ad-

dition is continued as long as a deposit

takes place, after the solution has been di-

ligently stirred and then left to stand. The
mixture is then set aside, the liquor above

the white, cheesy precipitate is poured off,

and the latter sweetened by copious rinsing

with water as long as the escaping water

reddens blue litmus paper. The sweetened

precipitate (chloride of silver) is best kept in

a black glass bottle with a wide neck.

The following two baths are next prepared

in glazed pots; i. Cyanide bath, consist-

ing of about 10 liters water, 20 grams chlor-

ide of silver, and 60 grams (926 grains)

cyanide of potassium, which mixture is per-

mitted to boil up ;
2. Sa/t bath, of 10 liters

of water, 5 kilograms (ii lbs.) table salt,

5 kilograms white tartar, and 167 grams

(2,577 grains) chloride of silver.

The latter mixture is boiled for one hour,

while constantly stirring, and after cooling

poured into a third pot, in which it may be

kept. The article to be silvered, after hav-

ing been treated with diluted sulphuric

acid, for thoroughly cleansing it, is well

pickled in nitric acid and then pickled clear

in a mixture of sulphuric.and nitric acids, a

little hydrochloric acid to which a trace of

lampblack was added, and well rinsed
;

it is

next thrown into clear water to which a lit-

tle white tartar is added, in which it is kept

until wanted for silver plating. 'I'he water

must not be warm, nor must the article be

kept in it too long, else it would become

dim and no clean plating can be produced.

I'he article prepared in this manner is

first entered into the cyanide bath, in which,

being shaken, it becomes coated with a film

of silver. It is then well rinsed, and entered

into a diluted solution of the salt bath, in

which it remains until it has assumed a

grey-white or yellowish white color; it is

then rinsed again, and returned into the

cyanide bath, rinsed, and thrown into clean

water, or dried in sawdust. Each rinsing

must be performed in different and always

the same vessels. The two baths may also

be preserved and only require an occasional

bettermentof cyanide of potassium (when the

article, when entered, becomes black, which

gradually changes into white) or chloride

of silver (when they assume a yellowish

white color). When the salt bath solution

become weak, a quantity of salt must be

added with' a 7uooden spoon. The cyanide

bath must be shaken every day.

During the procedure of silver plating,

the temperature of the cyanide bath must

range from 176° to 194° F., that of the salt

bath over 212° F.; the cyanide bath must at

each new addition of cyanide of potassium

or chloride of silver be boiled up only once,

before it is used. The silver plating

obtained with these baths is pure white.

A beautiful line of vases in underglaze,

no two alike, but each differing from the

others both in form and ornamentation, are

simply exquisite bits of keramic art. Every
piece is unique, the result of the decorator

being allowed to range fancy free. In the

line of smaller vases, rose, lavender, cream
and blue are the prevailing colors. Of these

the rose is entitled to special distinction as a

color that other manufacturers have failed

completely to produce, and its attractive-

ness is evidenced by the fact that not a

single piece remained unsold at the close of

the Fair. This is also true of the larger

vases and jardinieres.

The present shape in jardinieres is four

narrow upright panels, equidistant, similar

to those on the banquet set, previously

described in The Circular, which seem to

be a keynote to this Fall’s patterns.

“Criminations and Recriminations’’

May End in a Law Suit.

San Francisco, Cal., Nov. 13.—Quite a

little ripple of excitement has been created

in jewelry circles in this city over certain

publications affecting the firms of S. H.

Greenberg and F. L. Cook. It seems Mr.

Cook went east without making the neces-

sary arrangements for meeting some obliga-

tions maturing in his absence. Your corre-

spondent called on the parties to get the

true inwardness of the story. Mr. Green-

berg did not wish to be quoted in the matter,

yet your correspondent was enabled to ex-

tract the following story:

On April ist last Mr. Greenberg sold to

Mr. Cook $1,200 worth of loose diamonds
on six and eight months’ time. In July Mr.

Cook started for Chicago, New York and

other eastern points on a business .trip, and
Oct. ist Mr. Greenberg presented his bill for

one half his account at Cook’s office in the

Chronicle building. Mr. Cook’s representa-

tive claimed to know nothing about the bill.

Mr. Cook was wired to make provision for

paying the bill and his answer stated that

the representative should draw the money
out of the bank and pay Mr. Greenberg.

But the bank would not honor the draft

signed on the authority of a telegram. The
next day, however, a small payment was
made on the account and more promised the

following day. After calling on Cook’s

agent for several days, but without collect

ing any money, Mr. Greenberg finally told

the representative to telegraph Mr. Cook

and ask him to either pay the bill or give

some security that it would be paid in a

reasonable time. No answer was received

to the telegram, supposing it was sent.

Mr. Greenberg was at this juncture in-

formed at Cook’s office that Cook had sold

his business to Alphonse Judas before he

went east in July. Mr. Judas corroborated

this statement. Mr. Greenberg then had
his attorney bring an attachment to seize all

merchandise, accounts or money that might

be in the hands of Mr. Judas belonging to

Mr. Cook. In the examination of Mr. Judas
before the referee it was developed that

Cook had not, as a matter of fact, sold the

business, but merely gave a bill of sale for

security of his accounts to Mr. Judas. A
rival concern circulated a report among the

retail trade that Greenberg had presented a

bill before it was due and had also sued and
attached the goods of the creditor. Mr.

Greenberg took steps to counteract the in-

fluence of this statement by publishing the

facts in the case. On Thursday of lastweek
Mr. Cook returned to the city and settled

his account with Mr. Greenberg as the fol-

lowing, which appeared in a morning paper

will explain ;

D. De Sola Mendes & Co. Win Their Suit

Against Wallach & Schiele.

Judge Truax and a jury in Part IV. of the

Supreme Court Circuit, New York, Tuesday
and Wednesday last, tried the replevin suit

brought by D. De Sola Mendes & Co. against

Wallach & Schiele, and awarded the plain-

tiffs a verdict for $9,299.61.

The testimony showed that on March 29,

1892, Wallach & Schiele held six notes of the

plaintiffs amounting to $7,828.59, falling due
at periods from April 6th to June 14th, and
that on the latter day Mr. Wallach called at

the office of Mendes & Co., and .after con-

ferring with them took away with him five

packages of diamonds, which the plaintiffs

valued at $9,547.01.

On March 31st Mr. Wallach wrote to the

plaintiffs to the effect that he agreed to ac-

cept their offer to take the diamonds in pay-

ment for the notes. Mr. Mendes claimed
that his firm would not agree to any such
proposition and demanded the diamonds,
which were refused. Mendes & Co. then

replevied the goods, but when the sheriff

called at Wallach & Schiele’s office he was
told that the diamonds had been sold. Mr.

Wallach, however, on the witness stand,

admitted that he had not rold the truth to

the sheriff as the goods were at that time

in the firm’s safe.

As the notes became due the defendants

returned them stating that they had been

taken up as per agreement, but Mr. Mendes
in each case sent back the notes stating that

no such agreement existed. The diamonds

were afterward sold by Wallach & Schiele.

The defendants also claimed at the trial that

the value of the diamonds was but about

$7,400. The jury decided that Wallach &
Schiele had unwarrantably held the dia-

monds and awarded the plaintiffs judgment
for $8,473.50 which with interest amounted
to $9,299.61.

The Death of 0. E. Armstrong.

CouDERSPORT, Pa., Nov. 16.—O. E. Arm-
strong, of this town, died on Monday, Nov.

13. He had been troubled for several years

with a nervous ailment which developed

into nervous prostration. For two years he

relinquished business, and during the last

year he was away from home, being treated

for his complaint.

The deceased returned home Sept, i ap-

parently cured, and entered actively into

business, taking his former place in the

store. He seemed and looked to be exceed-

ingly well, but three weeks ago he was

taken ill with typhoid fever, which caused

his death.

Mr. Armstrong was at one time in the

employ of J. T. Scott & Co., New York.

He came to Coudersport about 10 years ago

on account of the nervous trouble he had

contracted by close attention to office work.

In a short time his health had so much im-

proved that he started the present retail

jewelry business, and by careful manage-
ment and honorable dealing he built up a

lucrative trade. The deceased was 39 years

of age at the time of his death. The busi-

ness will be continued under his name.

The Liabilities of Collector William

Jewelers.

FUNGUS sud-

denly appeared

in the jewelry trade

of Cincinnati. At first

its healthy appearance led one to think it a

mushroom, but upon closer study and ac-

quaintance it proved to be but a poisonous

toad-stool. The fungus as rapidly disap-

peared, leaving behind it only a bad taste

in the mouth.

Four “Don’ts” for robbery seems

to have broken out

Jewelers. throughout the coun-

try. The population

of thieves of all classes has apparentlj'

increased and the record of crimes is un-

precedentedly voluminous. Of course the

jewelers are getting more than their due

share of attention from the “ enterprising

burglar ” and petty thief. While it is to be

inferred that the jewelers are exercising

much caution in their dealings with pre-

sumptive customers and are employing

every possible means to prevent burglary

being committed on their premises, it

may not be out of place to present for their

consideration the following “ don'ts ” de-

ducted from occurrences of the past fort-

night : First, don’t accept a check from an

entire stranger
;
second, don’t have confi-

dence in the honest intentions of two or

more men, when one of them questions re-

garding a clock at the rear of the store
;

third, don’t be in a hurry to deliver goods

to an entire stranger just because the order

may be scribbled on a blank of a cus-

tomer
;
and fourth, don’t fail to study the

ways and methods of thieves and swindlers

as they are each week brought to light in

the columns of this journal.

A CENTRAL feature of the World’s

Fair manufacturing exhibit of F. A.

Hardy & Co., wholesale opticians, 46-48

Madison St., Chicago, was a large lens

grinding machine, used in illustrating the

latest improved methods of grinding spec-

tacle lenses. It interested visiting opticians

to follow the lenses through the various

stages from the glass e?i bloc to the ground

lens. The material, glass ai bloc inches

square, and from to ^ inches thick, ac-

cording as it is required for plane or

extreme strength in double concave or con-

vex was sent to the World’s Fair factory.

Here are a large number of “ laps,” lieavy

concave iron bowls, and a corresponding

number of “ blocks,” conve.x masses of iron,

to fit into the laps. A composition of melted

pitch and rosin is placed in the lap and the

heated block is set into it. The mixture ad-

heres to the block having the rougher sur-

face, and forms a surface corresponding to

the curvature of the lap. The glass is then

heated so as to be barely handled with the

fingers, and a number of pieces are im-

bedded in the composition. This is a work
requiring great nicety and exactness to pro-

duce a perfectly ground lens, the best work-

men securing but 80 to 85 per cent, perfect.

The lap is then placed in the lower tier of

the grinder, the block placed in the lap with

glass touching the metal below, and the

power turned on, emery being used for cut-

ting. When completely ground the glass

squares pass to the upper tier of the machine

for a final polishing. The grinding has been

with the face of the glass downward, the

polishing with the face upward, the polish-

ing tool faced with felt, emery in solution be-

ing applied to the blocks with a brush.

The lenses are then removed, the process

is repeated on the other side, and the

glasses are returned to the Chicago factory

of the firm. The lens grinding machine has

six grinding tables on the lower tier and six

polishing tables above. These require laps,

blocks and polishers of all degrees of curva-

ture for glasses of various strengths. The
only other automatic device for grinding

cylindrical lenses is patented by Bausch &
Lomb Optical Co., and is their property.

That machine will grind cylindrical lenses

only, while the device of F. A. Hardy & Co.,

is radically different and can also be em
ployed on a machine grinding spherical

lenses.

In the salesroom of the Chicago firm hangs
the official blue ribbon showing the premium
awarded for lens grinding apparatus exhib-

ited by them. The firm also received high-

est award on trial sets and spectacle frames-

The machine illustrated herewith, is the in-

vention of F. A. Hardy, and, it is under-

stood, received the only award for machines

of its kind.

The design here illustrated was con-

ceived by H. J. Sahm and was em-

ployed in the window of Boettinger & Wal-

ter, 205 W. Lexington St., Baltimore, Md.
On the bottom of the window is a marble

slab on which is a board one inch less in di-

mensions all around. Puffed heavy black

velvet with cotton under it, showing one

inch of the marble at the edge, forms the bot-

tom of the window. The Maltesecrossisraised

three inches from the bottom, and is of heavy

card board covered with white cotton. The
crown is pale blue and the cross is red, thus

forming a masonic emblem. Back of the

cross is a raised piece two inches higher;

this is also of black velvet. On this is a

green a Mlachite set, the bowl containing

growing flowers. To the right and left of

the raised back, are two silver fern dishes

with growing ferns the branches of which

nearly reach the top of the vases at the

back of the window.

The whole display is backed with a curtain

of very heavy, dark purple plush, with poles

and rings at the top. On the left side of

the window is a miiror and at the right side

the pane of the show window. To the right

of the centerpiece is an anchor made of

watches with chains around the watches giv-

ing the. anchor a finished appearance. The
heart to the left is made in the same way
with a fleur-de-lis ring tray in the 'center.

The heart and anchor are flat, and are

glued to the board; all the rest of the bottom
cover is puffed. Cases, velvet show cards

and brooches laid around over the velvet,

fill in the rest of the bottom.

In the centerpiece the crown has a dia-

mond brooch on each point; diamond rings

stuck in the cotton close together form a

crown; the cross is made of polished gold

watch cases with diamond and pearl orna-

ments. They he close together on the raised

red cotton cross. The Maltese cross is made
up of bracelets, hair pins, stick pins and
chains run around the edge.

LEON FAVRE.
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Joe Schwartz “Bobs Up Serenely’’ in

the Queen City.

CiNci.N.xATi, O., Nov. 20.—The jewelry

trade has been all agog over a new com-
petitor who appeared on the scene about the

first of the month. The style of the con-

cern is A. L. Dent & Co., and its rooms
have been on the second floor front of the

Sinton Building, at the northwest corner of

fifch Ave. and Vine Sts. The rooms were
furnished in first-class style, with velvet

carpets and furniture in keeping.

The publication of their peculiar business

proceedings in the local newspapers has

resulted in the departure of the concern to

greener pastures. The firm that sold them
their furniture on payments came upon the

scene and took it away, while the uphol-

sterers tore up the carpet and took down the

curtains.

The personnel of the enterprise is supposed
to be A. L. Dent, Max Crouse, D. Crouse, M.
Weldman and M. Merguese, while the

notorious Joe Schwa'rtz seems to be identi-

fied with the concern in some way. This is

the first appearance of Schwartz in the jew-

elry trade in the last four or five years.

JOE SCHWARTZ’ \ ARIEI) CAREER.

Jos. Schwartz was for many years en-

gaged in the jewelry and pawnbroking
business in Kansas City, Mo., and was the

most notorious in the city. He was well

known by the police to be a crooked man,
and his place was a fence, but he was so

clever in his work that it was hard to get any
criminating evidence against him. Schwartz
at one time had four men on the road selling

painted diamonds, and he made two or three

fortunes in his business, but his penchant

for gambling led to his smash-up.

In the Spring of iSgo Schwartz’ eastern

creditors began to press him, and as the

Summer wore on their demands became
more and more pressing. Finally, early in

October, 1890, a New York firm filed an

attachment against his stock for nearly

$30,000. This attachment was filed on

Saturday night late, and Schwartz in some
way got wind of it.

On Sunday he packed a large trunk full of

watches and jewelry and, taking it to the

Union Depot Hotel, left it there while he
went across the line to the gambling houses,

where he played faro and lost a thousand
dollars. He then returned to the hotel and
registered under an assumed name. Just
after he had registered a man came into the

hotel who knew him, and called him by his

name. This circumstance, together with

the weight of the trunk, and the suspicious

manner in which he acted, caused the hotel

people to inform the police, and Schwartz
was arrested. While the police got Schwartz
they did not get the trunk, for while they

were taking him to the police station a con-

federate, Bob Lyons, got hold of the trunk

and managed to get across the Kansas line

with it. Schwartz was released on bond
and skipped out.

At the time he packed the trunk with jew.

elry he stuffed several garters with diamonds
to the value, it is claimed, of $30,000, and
gave these to a fast woman known as Ruby,
who wearing them, immediately left and
went to St. Paul. Schwartz followed her

there, and being located. Marshal IMcGowen
went there and arrested him

;
again he was

released on bond, and again he skipped out.

Some time after it was learned he was in

Ogden, Utah, where he was about to open
business with the property he had spirited

away from Kansas City. Part of this prop-

erty was found and attached by his creditors,

but the bulk of it he had already turned into

mone\’, and the creditors were never able to

get hold of it. The criminal proceedings

against him in Kansas City were dropped

after a while, and that ended his career in

that city. About a year before the Schwartz

smash-uD, Altman’s jewf*lry store in Kansas
City was robbed in broad daylight of $10,000

worth of diamonds, and the police say they

have evidence to prove that these diamonds
were in the hands of Schwartz two hours

after the robbery.

The Judge Excused Jeweler Schultz from

Jury Duty.

Theodore H. Schultz, of Schultz & Ru-
dolph, New York, when summoned as a

juror Monday, before Justice Truax, of the

Supreme Court, was excused from duty on

his refusal to swear or affirm. He would
not credit the evidence of any witness who
would consent to be sworn or who had to

take an oath to keep from lying. Judge
Trua.x indorsed the notice to attend with

these words: '• Excusedon the ground that

he is not mentally qualified to act as a juror.”

Totten Bros. Systematically Robbed by

an Employe.
Nokih Attleboro, Mass., Nov. 20.—The

police on Saturday made public some facts

which tend to show that Totten Bros, have
for some time been the victims of systematic

robbery.

stealing silver valued at $500. Callahan was

Bros, about six years. According to his own

received and disposed of in Boston. The
latter was employed as clerk at St. George

Hotel, in Providence. He would receive the

goods from Callahan, through Earl & Prew’s

Express, and then take them to Boston.

Day admits complicity in the affair and will

be arraigned to-day. He will be remanded

for trial on the 25th.

Albert Totten said to The Circular

reporter: “We have suffered large losses

by theft the last year. When in Boston I

have been surprised to find goods made by

us in stores where we have not made a sale.

I became satisfied those articles had been

stolen from our place and put the matter in

the hands of the officers with the result you

have seen.”

Death of Simon Stern.

Simon Stern, at one time junior member
of Stern & Stern, 13 Maiden Lane, New
York, who failed four years ago, died Satur-

day, after a brief illness.

Mr. Stern was born in Germany, Nov. 4,

1852, and came to this country when about

nine years old.

It consists of a handle A, perforated

throughout its entire length, and which has

much similarity to a watch screwdriver,

and like this it is furnished with a button G
at its upper end. At the upper end, this

handle A, about three-fourths of its length,

has a slot Into this perforation of the

handle A is inserted a long rod D, which

ends below in a medium thick pivot d with

flat end, which is near its upper end fur-

nished with gauge check F. The rod D
can be pushed up or down in the perfora-

tion of the handle A, whereby the slot n

serves as conduit of the piece F.

The second gauge check is immovable,

and is riveted or soldered at the lower end

of the slot «, direct to the handle A. At
the upper end the slot n is closed by the

button G mounted with a shell upon the

handle A. To a shoulder A^ consisting of

one piece with the handle A, is screwed the

knee shaped arm B, which is furnished pre-

cisely in the axial prolongation of the rod

D, with a thin pivot e; at its upper end,

however, it ends in a spring f. The latter

serves for imparting a soft friction to the

rod D in its perforation. For this purpose

is located on the one side of the handle A,

revolving around a joint i-, the lever arm
CCE which has at its lower end a pin c; this I

pin passes through a hole in the handle A, 1

and stands with its lightly rounded end
upon the rod D. At CE in the arm CCE
is a notch in which the spring _/" braces, so

that it constantly presses the pin c against

the rod D, and thereby imparts to the latter

a sufficient amount of friction in its bearing

that it cannot become displaced by itself—
that is, that it cannot sink down of its own
accord in a vertical position of the tool.

Through the upper end of the lever arm
C passes a clamping screw H, the end of

which supports itself against the handle A.

When now, this screw is tightened, the pin

c presses so strongly upon the rod D, that

this is tightly held in its bearing; the dis-

tance of the two gauge cheeks E and F is

thereby fixed permanently.

This description will readily explain the

manner of using the tool. At first, the

screw H is loosened and the rod D is drawn
out of the handle A until the pivot d stands

almost upon the horizontal part of the arm
B. It is self-evident that the two gauge
checks E and F must be located in such a

manner, that in every position their distance

is equal to the distance apart of the two
ends of the pivots a and e. The cylinder

bridge K is next placed between the arm B
and the pivot <-/, so that this comes to

stand upon the outer face of the jewel hole

in the bridge. By a light pressure upon the

button G the handle A with the pivot e is

pushed down,[until the lp.tter enters into the

lower jewel hole and stands upon the cap
jewel.

At this moment, the gauge checks E and
F indicate the precise height of the cylinder

together with its pivots, and so as to retain

this measurement, the rod D and therewith

the two guage checks are secured in their

position, by tightening the screw H. It is

obvious that by this procedure the in-

strument must always stand truly vertical,

because this is demanded by the placement
of the pivot d in the center of the upper
jewel hole, and by the simultaneous en-

trance of the pivot e into the lower jewel
hole.

If the repairer thinks that the thin pivot

e is too fragile, he may use a conical point,

which then places itself into the sink of the

lower jewel hole. In this case, it is neces-

sary to add to the measured height the

length of the lower pivot.

According to the experience of the invent-

or this gauge renders excellent services by
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turning in cylinders and balance staffs be-

cause the true measure is readily obtained

with it.

Workshop Notes.

Pliable Gold.—Brittle gold to be used

for stamping is one of the crosses of this

life. It may, however, be made pliable by the

addition of a little Dutch metal, when alloj'-

ing it. Melt your gold with the alloy, first

making allowance for a certain quantity of

the metal
;

then roll the bar into a thin

sheet, cut it into pellets, put them into the

crucible together with the Dutch metal, and
melt.

Tin From Gold.—Much depends upon the

treatment the tin received in soldering. If

it received too much heat, it has penetrated

into the gold, and can never be expelled

again. This is known when scratching the

tin. If it is glass hard it has become incorpor-

ated
;

if however, it is still soft, scrape it off

as closely as possible, and lay the article in a

dilute mixture of sulphuric acid and water,

and leave it immersed for a few hours.

Have a care to have the fluid only strong

enough to dissolve the tin, but not to attack

the gold. When after taking out, it should

still show black spots, which is a sign that

more tin is present,scrape and immerse again.

Gold From Exhausted Coloring Baths.

—

The different chemicals employed in coloring

are, all of them, very strong, and being in-

tended to eat away the baser metal used as

alloy from the surface of the article, and to

leave almost pure gold, it stands to reason

that it will also corrode a part of the gold,

and if the goldsmith were to throw these

baths away as useless, he would soon find

out at the end of the year that he has been

a loser. It is necessary, therefore, to collect

them in a sufficiently large stoneware jar.

There are several feasible processes by

which this gold can be recovered; for

instance, take 2 ounces of green vitriol and

about 16 ounces of boiling water, mix to-

gether, and when the vitriol is all dissolved,

add it to the solution in the jar, and stir it

well; the gold will then begin to precipitate;

this treatment is to be repeated each time

after coloring, and, as the jar becomes full,

a little more of the vitriol is to be added,

and the contents well stirred. If this pro-

duces no effect upon the solution, it may be

concluded that the gold has all been pre-

cipitated.

The first glimpse oi)e obtained of the

chryso-ceramic exhibits of the Misses

M. & E. Healey, at the World’s hair,

convinced the onlooker that

A NOTABLE ev'ent of last week was
the presentation by the New York

Board of Trade and Transportation of a

magnificent pair of candelabra to the LTnited

States steamer New York, as a mark of ap-

preciation of the honor conferred

upon the city and State of New
York in the naming of that vessel.

The presentation ceremonies took

place Wednesday afternoon in the

ward rooms of the New York,
where Captain Ambrose Snow, a
former president of the Board of

Trade, and chairman of the com-
mittee, in a few brief remarks
turned the candelabra over to the

officers and m^n of the ship.

Both candelabra, which are the

product of the

and Broadway,
New York, are

the same in

design. The
base, which is

a three sided

pyramid, is sur-

mounted by an
exact represen-

tation of a ship’s

fighting top,
from which pro-

j e c t the five

branches of the

candelabra.
The design
throughout i s

nautical, and is candelabra to

well shown in the illustration herewith,
which depicts the three sides of the base. On
each corner of the pyramid is a representa-
tion of shrouds, running from the flaring

oase to the spreading tops. On one side,

between these shrouds, is a squad of

marines. Over their heads is the seal of

the State of New York. On another side is

represented a group of seamen hoisting the

American ensign. Above them is the cor-

porate seal of the Board. The remaining

side represents a gun’s crew in action.

Above is a block and fall, entwining which
is a ribbon with the inscription; “ Presented

to the U. S. S. New York by members of

the New York Board of Trade and Trans-

portation.”

The base is in dead finish, and the decora-

tions, with the e.xception of three dolphins

at the bottom of the shrouds, are all in bas

relief. The branches of the candelabra in

which the shell pattern predominates, is an

example of artistic chasing. The
candle-holders, trimmed with
white babeches, contain white

candles capped with small white

lace shades. The total cost of the

pair was about §1,400.

The inception of the idea of

pre.senting this gift dates back to

the launching of the New York,
on Dec. 2, 1891, when the com-
mittee which represented the New
York Board of Trade and Trans-
portation were returning from

Phil ad elphia.

’!t was then sug-

gested that the

Board make
some suitable

present to the

n e w steamer,

and the com-

mittee immedi-
ately contrib-

uted t o ward
a fund for that

purpose. When
the fund was
completed de-

signs were so-

licited from the

leading silver-

smiths of New
York. The de-

sign submitted
by the Maiden Lane branch of the Gorham
ilfg. Co. was so unique, and at the same
time so appropriate and artistic, that the

committee, without hesitation, decided that

the candelabra should be made by this

company.

Edward Moulton Files Voluntary a Peti-

tion in Insolvency.

Worcester, Mass., Nov. 22.—Edward

Moulton, 395 and 399 Main St., has failed

with liabilities amounting to about $30,000.

Yesterday afternoon through his counsel,

William B. Harding in his behalf filed a

voluntary petition in insolvency, turning

over all his property to the court, for the

equal benefit of his creditors. Judge Wil-

liam T. Forbes issued a warrant against the

debtor’s estate, returnable Tuesday, Dec.

5th, when the first meeting of creditors will

be held.

Deputy sheriff James IM. Drennan is in

charge of the business as messenger of the

court of insolvency and will run the store by

order of the court, for the creditors, until

some other action is taken. It is expected

that Mr. Moulton will make an offer of com-

position to his creditors through the court

of insolvency. Several years ago Mr. Moul-

ton purchased a drug business and last

Spring expended $3,000 in fitting up a new
store devoted exclusively to the drug trade.

Both stores are affected* by the failure.

Mr. Moulton’s troubles have been brewing

in a small way for several weeks, but came

to a head a few days ago. Out-of-town

creditors began to pile up attachments, forc-

ing the voluntary petition in insolvency.

It was his intention to tide the affair over

until after the Christmas holidays, in hope

of a good trade, in which event he believes

he would have come out all right. He saw

several creditors and they con.sented to such

an arrangement, but others objected and

began to attach the stores.

Since Nov. 9th the stores have been under

attachment and in charge of Charles R.

Kirby, an employe, who was put in as

keeper. Up to the time of going into insol-

vency seven attachments had been put on

the stores, as follows: Nov. 9, Hoffman &
Co., Boston, Mass., for $300; Nov. 15, Tar-

rant & Gismont, New York, $300 ;
Herzog,

Goldsmith & Frank, New York, for $1,000
;

Nov. 16, Fisher M. Keeler, Boston, $300 ;

Nov. 17, Rockford Watch Co., Rockford, 111 .,

$1,000 ;
Nov. 20, George H. Herrick & Co.,

Attleboro, $300; Nov. 21, Max Freund &
Co., New York, $1,000.

After the petition in insolvency had been

filed Deputy Sheriff Drennan received two

additional writs of attachment against Mr.

Moulton by New York creditors. They
were not served on account of insolvency

proceedings. All the attaching creditors

have claims against Mr. Moulton for jew-

elry, etc., furnished, and there have been

no attachments on account of the drug de-

partment of the business.

There are several causes for the failure,

the principal one being the general business

depression throughout the country. Mr.

Moulton has a large stock of jewelry, etc.,

and he has found it impossible to dispose of

much of it during the past six months.

Another cause is the recent enlargement of

his business, Mr. Moulton having taken a

five years’ lease of the building at the cor-

ner of Main and Mechanic Sts., and also a

lease of the adjoining store, 395 Main St.

In April he thoroughly overhauled the two
stores, at an expense of $3,000. The rent

of the new store was $2,500.

Mr. Moulton has been in the jewelry busi-

ness in Worcester about a dozen years. He
formerly was in the same business in Hud-
son. In 1880 he came to this city, and went

to work as a watchmaker for W. A. England,

who at that time occupied the store where

Mr. Moulton now is. He worked for Mr.

England about Two years, and then started

business for himself in a small way, hiring

a window in the drug store of James H.

Frost.

Mr. Moulton was seen Tuesday night by

The Circular correspondent, but did not

care to say much about his failure at pres-

ent. He did not know what his liabilities

and assets were, but thought the former

would reach about $30,000. He said his

stock is worth about that amount, but on

account of the hard times he did not think

he could realize the full value of it.

A Striking Example of Pastoral Sim-
plicity.

Boston, Mass., Nov. 22.—John W. Lane,

hailing from Westbrook, Me., looked every

inch a farmer as he stalked into Wilson Bros.’

store Monday afternoon. But his appearance

did not lead one to infer that he was the suc-

cessful tiller of the soil. His clothes were
shabby, his boots were worse for wear, his

hat was disreputable, and his shock of iron

gray hair suggested no recent acquaintance

with comb or brush. The clerk produced

upon request a tray of rings, one of which

the farmer selected and tendered in settle-

ment an order purporting to be signed by a

well known business man of East Boston.

Mr. Wilson’s suspicions that all was not

right were confirmed when he compared the

farmer’s indorsement with the pretended

signature of the maker of the order, and he

quietly telephoned to police headquarters

for an officer in citizen’s clothes. The result

was that when the farmer left the store he

was accompanied by an employe merely for

the purpose, as Mr. Wilson explained, of

accompanying the farmer to East Boston to-

see that everything was right. On reaching

Scolley Square he was invited to step up to-

headquarters and tell his story to the super-

intendent. He was not a little surprised to

find that Mr. Wilson’s employe was Police

Inspector Mahoney, and after a number of

evasions he admitted to Superintendent

Eldridge that the order was a forgery.

Broadbent had suffered almost constantly,

and there were but few hours, day or night,

in which he was free from pain. In spite of

this, however, he continued to work at his

trade for years, his figure becoming more
and more bent and his stature becoming
shorter.

BANQUET COMMITTEE,
loth Annual Banquet,

KEW YORK JEWELERS’ ASSOCIATION.

The 19th annual banquet of the New
York Jewelers’ Association was held

at Delmonico’s on Thursday evening, and

the occasion was as' brilliant as any of its

predecessors. The dinner was largely at-

tended by the members of the Association

and their guests, and every one fortunate

enough to be present enjoyed the banquet,

which was one of Delmonico’s most epicu-

rean spreads, and the speeches of some of

New York and Brooklyn’s most eloquent

speakers.

It was shortly after 7 o’clock when the

company sat down to the tables, after grace

had been pronounced by the Rev. Dr.

Brown, of St. Thomas’s. Delightful strains

of music from a string band in the

gallery of the banquet hall ushered the

company to their seats, and popular airs

of the day were dispensed while the

courses were being served, and between the

speeches. The floral decorations on the

tables, furnished by J. Simonson, -were

superb and fitly set off the handsome pieces

of silver which adorned the various tables

and loaned by George W. Shiebler Co., and
Dominick & Half. These

pieces included loving cups,

punch bowls, vases and can-

delabra, valued in the aggre-

gate at many thousands of

dollars. A handsome and
celebrated figure, designed

for the World’s Fair, called

“The Awakening of Liberty,” which

was the centerpiece on the president’s

table, attracted much attention and
admiration.

A feature of the dinner was the menu
cards—dainty and worthy souvenirs of

so memorable an occasion. The covers

of each were hand painted, and bore

the member’s or guest’s name and a

water color sketch which in many cases was
very appropriate and symbolized some fad or

hobby of him whom it lay before.

W. Ridgway saw before him a turtle

glancing cautiously into a large iron pot,

with the inscription beneath “ Not in the

soup yet.” Dogs, brownies, geese, turtles,

in quaint and humorous situations, afforded

amusement to many, while some of the

young and gay members were presented

with pictures of ballet girls, green room
scenes, remains of champagne suppers, etc.

The fancy forms on which the sweets were
served were tastefully decorated and were,

with the menu cards, taken home as souve-

nirs by the company.

On the dais were seated Joseph B. Bow-
den, president of the Association, with on

his right, Hon. Edw. T. Bartlett, Elihu

Root, Herbert Ketcham and August Op-
penheimer, president of the New York Jew-
elers’ Board of Trade, and on his left Rev.

George R. Van DeWater, Hon. James W.
Ridgway, Hon. Noah Davis, Frederic Tay-

lor, David C. Dodd, and Charles L. Tiffany.

Shortly after 9 o’clock while the coffee and
liqueurs were being served. President Joseph

B. Bowden rapped the assemblage to order

and delivered the following address:

PRESIDENT JOSEPH U. BOWDEN’s ADDRESS.

Gentlemen :—It affords me a great deal of pleasure

at this, the nineteenth annual banquet of the New
Vork Jewelers’ .Association, to extend a hearty wel-
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come to our guests and to express our appreciation of

their presence here to-night. Is it any wonder that

our members are proud of their annual banquets when

such representative men as I see before me from all

parts of the country join upon these occasions ?

I believe that the best evidence of the esteem in

which our organization is held by the jewelers through-

out the country, is shown through the characters of the

gentlemen that have favored us with their presence

this evening.

Fellow members, I congratulate you upon the pros-

perous and substantial condition of your organization,

upon the benefit it has been to the jewelers for the

past year, and upon the satisfactory condition of our

trade, as compared with any other industry that you

may recall.

And while there have been failures during the past

six months, they are comparatively few when you con-

sider that we have passed through the greatest finan-

cial panic that this country has ever experienced. And
now that the clouds are passing away it certainly

seems that it is a fit subject of congratulation to find

there are so few wrecks upon the shore.

1 am not going to occupy your time longer, for I

should feel guilty. It would be depriving you of a great

pleasure that I am sure is in store for you. Please fill

your glasses and rise I will propose the first toast of

the evening:

“ The President of the United States."

The toast was drunk standing.

President Bowden, continuing :—We have with us a

gentleman to-night whom you all love very dearly

—

the champion of the jewelry trade. I am going to pro-

pose the health of Mr. C. L. Tiffany. (Loud ap-

plause.)

Mr. Tiffany responded as follows, after

his health had been drunk :

ADDRESS OF C. L. I IFFANY.

Mr. President and gentlemen of the New York Jew-

elers' Association:—

\

am very thankful for this cordial

reception and that my life has been spared to meet you

once more; and it gives me very great pleasure to see

you again and 1 thank you most sincerely from the

bottom of my heart for the compliment you have paid

me. (Applause)

.

The President:—The next toast of the

evening is “ Our Country.”

“/ was born an American ; I live an

American; I shall die an American."
" It affords me a great deal of pleasure to

present the Hon. Elihu Root to respond to

this toast.” Mr. Root spoke as follows;

ADDRESS OF HON. ELIHU ROOT.

Mr. President, and gentlemen of the New York

Jewelers' Association:—And 1 mean to include in

these observations everybody in the room except those

who speak for themselves. I came to this banquet

with the liveliest anticipations, which I proceeded to

satisfy in a careful investigation of the napkin on my
plate, of the things under and around my plate, in the

folds of my menu, and through the surrounding parts

of the table, in search of the jewels which I supposed,

of course, would be showered upon the guests of the

‘evening. (Laughter). Whether they would be sap-

phires, emeralds or rubies or diamonds, I anticipated

carrying home a cartload of precious things with me,

but I have been compelled to realize that no one of you

had cast the first stone or any stone at me or at any of

your guests, and it seems possible that the reason why
we did not get those stones was that you were entirely

without sin, as your honest and kindly faces here seem

to indicate.

The compliment, however, that has been paid me by

being called upon to address this Association, includ-

ing so many well-known, esteemed, powerful and hon-

orable citizens of our great country the compliment

which is bestowed upon me in enabling me to sit as a

guest at the same table with the gentleman who has

just been honored by the impromptu toast of the even-

ing—is a bright and particular jewel which I shall set

and wear in my memory for the rest of my life. (Ap-

plause) . The only drawback upon the situation, which

I feel arises from my conviction of my inadequacies to

return the pleasure which you have given me. I feel

in that respect much like the man who wrote in the old

Knickerbocker Magazine the statement that “ any

man in this country can marry any one whom he

pleases: the only difficulty being to find a woman whom
he does please.” (Laughter)

.

I have been asked to respond to the toast of “ Our

Country” - a very large toast. Judge Davis asked me
if it included the whole of the country, but I did not

know, nor can any American tell whether it intended

to include Hawaii. (Laughter). In my contemplation

it includes every rod of land within the circle of the

ocean where men are seeking freedom from ijionarchical

rule.

I have said this is a very large subject, and because I

observe that none of you have brought your beds, I in-

fer that you do not wish me to say everything that can

be said about the country. The late Mr. Josh Billings
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said that the thing that troubled him was not so much
the things which he did not know, as knowing so many
things that were not so. This is my trouble. (Laugh-

ter). Now, 1 shall endeavor to say but a few things

and avoid embarrassing you in that respect.

In all parts of the old world no man can say but that

the next generation beyond him may find his children

flying to this new world to better their condition or to

escape the ills of life on that side of the water. But

those who live in a land which was the land of our cnil-

dren know that our relations to it are fixed and perma-

nent. We occupy much the relation to it which was

expressed by the small boy who was giving his reason

why he thought that it was wrong to cut off the horses’

tails in the fashionable manner. He said he thought it

was wicked because the Bible said “that which God
lias joined together, let no man break asunder.” (Laugh-

ter.) Now, we are very proud of our country, and justly

so—proud of it, not because of its immense extent,

proud of it, not because of its natural beauty, not be-

cause of its magnificent rivers and great lakes, and great

chains of mountains and wide spreading plains, not be"

cause of its immense mineral resources, not because of

its fertile lands—it has all these to a degree which

makes the heart of an American beat with pride as he

views other lands—but it is not for all these things that

we are proud of our land. We are proud of it because

it contains a great people who are worthy of the oppor-

tunities which nature has given to them, proud of it

because the resources possessed by it have been devel-

oped ; proud of it because the natural beauties have been

made the setting of a people of lofty and elevated char-

acter ;
proud of it because of the great possibilities

which have been seized by a people able to grasp them

and able to reach the results which they justify. (Ap-

plause). It is a land where has grown up a people, the

happiest and the freest of any people on the face of the

earth. It is a land where man is more favored by

heaven in finding this his birthplace than upon any

other spot on this earth. (Applause). We seldom

think of it, we seldom realize it
;
we go abroad and see

men seemingly happy and contented in other lands:

we see in monarchical countries men conducting their

ordinary avocations as happily, apparently, as any one
here ; but no people is free, no people is securely happy,
no people can feel that it has left to its children the

heritage of happiness on earth which is in the institu-

tions that make it impossible that liberty shall be taken

away from them
;
and in that respect this land differs

from all lands on the face of the earth. (Applause).

vVe forget what the importance and the value of these

insttiutions are. We forget how readily they could be

taken away from us. We forget what we owe to the

system of government under which we live, and in the

ordinary affairs of life, in our daily walk and conversa-

tion, we lose sight of the greatest blessing, the most im-

portant possession which each one of us has in this

life and in this land. But now and then the people

awaken to the realization of that importance, to a
realization of the value of the prize won for us by our

forefathers, and the importance of preserving it, and
when the people rises, it speaks in tones that cannot be
ignored and that cannot be misunderstood. And 1 may
say without intrenching upon the domain of politics

and without injuring the sensibilities of any good citi-

zen of these U nited States, whether he was one of

those who was successful or who was defeated at the

recent election in this State, or whether he belonged to

those who won or whether he believed with those who
were beaten, that the demonstration which we have had
this month of the power of the people to give effect to

tin ir belief at the polls is the most cheering and most
encouraging illustration (applause) of the successful

working of our political system and of the interest of

the people in governing themselves, which has occurred

in a quarter of a century.

We have not yet made a finished people
; we have

not completed the work of building up our country;

the scaffolding is still around the edifice ; there are still

great stones standing out from its walls from which

the chisel of the sculptor will bring for us beauty and
power. The workmen stand about—the men who have
made America—they stand in the rude garments of

toil with their hands worn by their labor; the very men
who have made America are living among us to-day.

And when the scaffolding shall be taken down, when the

great edifice will stand elevated in all its beauty, per-

fect in finish, symmetry and grandeur, when polish and
cultivation shall give to the edifice completeness and
perfection, then we will see how well they have

wrought. (.-Applause.)

It seems that Dame Nature in her efforts to make a

great nation had started in the east and had tried every

field where men live together and exist, and one after

another she let them spoil by the existence of a subject

race with no power of government. Century after cen-

tury, taking up land after land and abandoning the ex-

periment with each, she came to the shores of the .Atlan-

tic. and then having no more field before her, upon the

further limit of which the course of human progress

would come face to face with the old civilization of the

most incapable people of the world for self-government

—having no more field before her, she said to herself,

“ here I will try my last, my greatest e.xperiment, and
here, from all parts of the old world, I will select the

most vigorous and enterprising of the people who have

failed to accomplish any results at home. I will send

them to this new land; there I will force them, by the

necessities of life, to e.xercise the powers of freemen. I

will let them dwell together there, the strength of all

these nations cultivated by the circumstances of this

new life, a people that shall govern themselves, if self-

government is possible on earth.” And the result is

the American people. (Great applause). The result

will be a people whose influence will reflect back upon
nations of the old world, and will set up freedom and

common justice, equal rights and universal happiness

so far as it is possible.

Gentlemen of the New York Jewelers’ .Association,

this is our country. Above rubies and diamonds and

precious stones, more lofty than the bonds which wed
your calling to that of the painter and sculptor, more
precious than all the wealth that all the trade of all the

Indies can be—is the privilege of doing your part in the

development of this our country. (Applause). Think
of the untold millions of men who have lived and died

as beasts of the fields, think of the countless genera-

tions whose life work has seemed to set the wrong way
towards human retroaction ! What joy should fill ou
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souls as we realize that we are by this great work mak-

ing toward the regeneration of mankind in the building

up of the future of our country. (Applause.)

The president:—Gentlemen, the next toast

is “ The Judiciary.”

" Where law ends, tyranny begins."

“ I have the pleasure of presenting to you

the Hon. Edward T. Bartlett.” Mr. Bartlett

was greeted with cheers. He responded as

follows:

ADDRESS OF THE HON. EDWARD T. BARTLETT.

Mr. President and Gentlemen:—

\

thank you for

this kindly greeting, and I feel the very greatest pleas-

ure in standing here once more as your guest. I was

greatly impressed with your kindly greeting to the

father of your trade, who is present here to-night (re-

ferring to Mr. Tiffany), and I must confess, as I have

sat here during the progress of the dinner, memory has

been very busy, and I have called to mind many who
walk no more in the light of the sun. It was my very

distinguished pleasure and honor to speak at the first

dinner of this Association, which was held in the after-

noon at the old building in Bond Street, and it has been

my privilege to speak at many of the dinners since that

time. But, gentlemen, there are not only vacant chairs

down there in the audience, but there are many genial

faces which we miss at this guest table. The silvered

tongue of Algernon Sullivan, the rollicking wit and

humor of Judge John R. Brady, have sunk into silence,

and the terse, manly eloquence of Gen Sherman is only

a memory to-night. Gentlemen, the Greeks tell us

that inscribed upon the lips of everything human is

this legend: “ And this, too, shall pass away,’^ and I

think when we recall in kindly memory those of our

companions and friends who have fallen out in the

march of life by the way, there is nothing that should

cast a shadow upon this occasion. The thought of

them is rather like that low minor strain prevailing in

some joyous music, and so, while we love them, we do

not forget these friends of other days. (Applause.)

I have imagined as I have listened during the earlier

part of the evening to the life and festivity, the popping

of corks and the clicking of glasses, that the audience

that has assembled here to-night differs very little from

that which sat here in bygone years. There are many
strange faces to me here to-night, and as I sat here I

recalled an occasion when it was my privilege to sit at

this table by the side of General Sherman, and it was
that hour of the evening when the speaking was about

to begin and the boys were in that delightful mood of

which Tennyson, attempting to describe, said, “ The
wine has made Summer in their veins,” and they called

loudly for Uncle Billy—they were boisterous in their

calls -and the President hurriedly addressed the com-

I

pany and then introduced General Sherman, and the

[

General looked blandly upon the audience and opened
''

in this manner : He said, “ Boys, I have been think-

ing what a tough lot of nephews I have.” (Laughter.)

And it has occurred to me that some of the General’s

1 nephews have favored us with their presence to-night

(laughter), and I for one am very glad that they are
I here.

I

And, Mr. President and gentlemen, permit me a

I

serious word before I take my seat. I did not come
this evening with tne intention of making any extended

remarks. When your representative came to me with

the invitation I informed him that the calls upon my
I

time were such that I could not undertake an extended

address. He said: “That is no matter, the committee
will furnish a number of distinguished orators.” And
as I have looked around this table to-night I have

i realized how fully that promise has been kept. 1 thank

I
you for your abounding hospitality that has bidden me
again and again to this board, and I certainly would
treat it with scant courtesy did I not say a word seri-

' ously of the toast A’hich has been assigned me.

We are not here to-night as members of any particular

I

political party, but as citizens of a gi'eat Republic.

I

No matter how we may differ as to questions of policy
' we are all laboring for one result, the good of our com-

mon country. Now I am prepared to say that while

many things enter into the National prosperity, yet no
factor is more important than a pure, intelligent, inde-

pendent, courageous judiciary. (Applause.) The judici-

ary is the last refuge of an oppressed people, the final

asylum of liberty. And the highest function of the judi-

ciary is to construe and make plain those principles of

the fundamental law upon which rests this superstruc-

ture which we call government, and while the time will

not permit of the elaboration of this subject, 1 only wish

to touch upon one truth and leave it with you—a truth

that is commonplace and yet cannot be recalled too often

—that under our government the people are the repos-

itory of all political power. The people are prone to

regard those who sit above them in authority as their

masters, when in fact they are but their servants.

The people who breathe into their nostrils and give

them power can utterly destroy them if they

will. And it is the salvation of republics that this

reserve power, which was once vested in kings, now
sleeps under the shadow of our constitution to be in-

voked at times by the people through the ballot, a

weapon that falls as still as snowflakes on the sod, yet

executes a freeman’s will as lightning does the will of

God, (Applause.)

President Bowden:—The next toast is

“ New York City.”

“ Our cosmopolitan metropolis, wherem
all the world's at home."

“ It affords me a great deal of pleasure in

presenting Mr. Frederic Taylor to answer

to this toast.” Mr. Taylor spoke as follows :

ADDRESS OF .MR. FREDERIC TAYLOR.

Mr. President, and gentlemen of the New York

Jewelers’ Association:—

\

have been thinking, while

sitting here in the enjoyment of your delightful hos-

pitality, that when you jewelry gentlemen get up a

jamboree of this kind, there would be a poetical pro-

priety in the act if you invited the consumers of your

products, the women folks, to share in your festivities.

(Laughter.) But I confess to my inability to follow

out the course of reasoning by which you justify your-

selves in asking any of the malel sex to one of your

feasts, because, while consuming little, if any, of your

products, we must pay for the whole of it. Or perhaps

you are possessed of the idea that inasmuch as you

levy tribute upon all men, you should in simple fair-

ness occasionallylin return “blow off” some of us poor

devils. As for me, when 1 look back over my checkered

career (laughter)
,
when I recall how assiduously, dur-

ing my green and salad days, I did my duty in your

line by several best girls—when I remember how, dur-

ing the latter years of my life, how frequently I have

taken home one of your more or less expensive peace

offerings in a little velvet box (laughter) —when I con-

sider how many a time, for such reasons, I have rubbed

my stomach up against Tiffany in quest of something

that would make a great deal of show for a very little

money, I feel it due to myself that I should have the

right to credit as a very small payment on account of

what you all owe to me. the excellent dinner which I

have eaten, and the devilish little I have managed to

get to drink. (Laughter). I make that statenient

about the little I have had to drink because I 'have been

so unfortunately placed at the table between two bibu-

lous young fellows 1 indicating the oldest gentlemen at

the guest’s table, Messrs. Tiffany and Dodd), that

hardly a bottle has got to me during the whole dinner,

so that rising to respond to the toast, for which I have

been set down, I find myself in no very able frame of

mind, and my amiability has not been enhanced by the

fact that I have been set down to respond to a toast

which is a veritable after-dinner toast, for the wording

of this toast to-night is such that it justifies me in

making no effort to get off anything fresh about New
York. Rather following in the line of my predecessors,

who have responded to the same toast in discoursing

upon the metropolitan future of this great city, I wish

to say that 1 believe that no city in this continent or in

the world is “ in it” with New York. Mention of any
other city in this continent suggests some state or

section peculiar to that locality, but New York sug

gests the continent and the universe

!

There are those who feel ihemselves to be of us and
who share in the glory of our traditions ere their feet

have pressed our streets. You remember that incident

of the Irish immigrant coming up New York Bay in a

steamer. As the steamer sailed past the transverse

streets he could see soldiers marching and hear sounds
of music in the city. “ Faith,” he exclaimed, “and
that is a great country. All they have to do here is to

be walking the streets with guns and music.” The man

at his elbow remarked: “This is Evacuation Day.”
“ Phwat is Evacuation Day?” said the Irishman. The
man explained that it was the day the British left New
York. .A few moments later an Englishman stood near

the Irishman, and seeing the crowds on shore ex-

claimed, “ I say, old fellow, I think it is some sort of a

’oliday.” Pat turned around and volunteered the in-

formation that it was Evacuation Day. I beg your

pardon,” said the Englishman, “ What day did you say

it is?” and the Irishman replied, “I suppose you do
not know what Evacuation Day is. Evacuation Day
is the day we drove yous out.” (Laughter) . While
the people of other nationalities are not always so pre-

vious as our Irish friend, they all soon settle down here

to stay. They say that John Bull is a stranger every-

rs’here except on his own soil. But in this country the

St. Andrew Society meets annually and are perfectly

happy living in this city.

The speaker here delivered a series of per-

sonal anecdotes, introducing the dialects of

the various nations, embracing English,

Scottish, Irish, French, Jewish, Italian and
Chinese vernacular. Speaking in the first

person for each race, he mimicked their

conversation in favor of New York city as

their habitation, in an inimitable way, and
elicited great applause. He paid a tribute

to the industry, activity and intelligence of

the Jewish race, which was most favorably

received by the audience.

Thus, continued he, people [of all nationalities are

dwelling here together in harmony. Of course, every-

thing we see here in New York is not exactly as we
would like it. There are spots upon the sun, but no

one sees them except by looking at them through

smoked glass; so there are faults in this city, but we
are too full to-night to look for them. Like the ship

which, despite the barnacles upon its bottom, goes its

way through the seas, so our imperial city of New York
goes constantly on in its great career, and is daily “get-

ting there ” faster than any city on the globe.

The windows of my business office look upon the

Trinity Churchyard wherein are the tombs of many
great men. including the renowned Alexander Hamil-
ton. 1 have wondered, when I have looked upon his

grave stone, and have wished him to see the New York
of to-day, that if he could come back what a difference

between the New York of ninety years ago and the

New York of to-day he wouldfind. If Hamilton could

come back, how rejoiced he would be to find his old

home from which he went out to meet his so unkindly

fate one morning. And when he stole through the

gray dawn of that fateful morning to meet his death,

he passed thirteen saplings, which he had just planted

to commemorate the thirteen States of the Union, how
glad he would be to find that his thirteen saplings have
grown up to sturdy trees. But in other respects, how
changed the surroundings. When we pause to think

of the position we have taken among the nations of the

earth, it is hardly possible for us to realize that only

four hundred years have passed, a span of time com-
passed by the lives of five old men since our continent

was first discovered.

The speaker closed his address with a

glowing tribute in prose and poetry to the

grandeur of New York city. And his elo-

quent talk and comical dialects frequently

introduced elicited a storm of applause be-

tween the remarks and at the close of the

speech; and many compliments were paid

him by the speakers who followed.

When he sat down, Vice-President Nissen

facetiously announced that Mr. Taylor had
explained that he had had devilish little to

drink in the early part of the evening.

“The reason why.” said Mr. Nissen, “is

that we wanted to hear that excellent speech

from him. Now that he has made so eloquent

a response, we will present him with a brand
new bottle.” And he suited the action to

the word amid the laughter of the company

.
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The President then called on the Rev.

Dr. John Brown, of St. Thomas’, to give an

impromptu address. Mr. Brown said among
things.

I wondered as I sat liere at the close of your dinner

where these men learned their hymns. (This was

received with laughter because Mr. Brown referred to

the singing by the assembly of the popular songs played

by the orchestra.) 1 never heard of Miss Murphy’s

home and these other delighful reminiscences before.

Where do you learn these, on the Bowery ? But as

I heard them I thought your faces indicated the joy

that you have in the fellowship of this evening after

you have emerged from, as one of the speakers has

said, the greatest financial crisis this country has seen.

And when I heard the eloquent speech of Mr. Taylor

and the delighful imitations of everyone of the nations

there are among us in the city, I asked where did this

man come from ? And when 1 was told that he is a

Wall St. broker, 1 said to myself at first, “ He should

be a professional orator,” then 1 said on second thought,
“ Who has a better right to speak so ably than the

man who touches the universe of commercial interests

which represents the grandeur and glory of that city of

which everyone of us to-day is so justly proud.”

In a brief word, as I have spoken to you before of

your Association and your organization built on com-

mercial interests which underlie all the prosperity of

our city, and as I sat with my right hand on the shoul-

der of another veteran of your craft, Mr. Carter (ap-

plause) , I want to say that if you will permit me to be

here another year hence, I hope to be able then to re-

spond again before this body, with the greatest of

pleasure, and again compliment you upon the prosper-

ity which pleases you to-night. (Applause)

.

The president read the next toast:— ‘
‘ Auld

Lang Syne.”

“ Should old acquaintance beforgot.

And 7iever brought to mind? ”

He called upon Ex-Judge Noah Davis to

respond.

ADDRESS OF HON. NOAH DAVIS.

Mr. President and gentlemen of the New York
Jewelers' Association:—When you want a toast that

“suits” all, send for a “ Taylor.” As I have listened

to that gentleman’s eloquence here to-night, upon the

city of New York, I could not help feeling how I should
like to hear him speak on Chicago. (Laughter). Judge
Bartlett did not seem to understand the meaning of

the words appended to his toast “where law ends,

tyranny begins.” My dear Judge, Taylor tells us

where tyranny begins—when ne carried home from the

store of the jeweler an atonement offering for his sins.

My toast is a big one, “ Should old acquaintance be
forgot?” My toast is an excellent one; ‘‘Auld Lang
Syne” is a sweet expression of the Scottish poet.

Here sits the gentleman whom you have just elected

Judge. He is an excellent example of the old acquain-

tance that should not be forgotten His ancestors date

from the earliest days of this country. His father was
born in the same village in which it was my fortune to

be born. His grandfather was the doctor that ushered
me into life. I think I can say that he was the first

person in the world that made acquaintance with me.

So I know in the election of him to the bench, the

people have not forgotten and have a right to say, in

the language of this toast, “ Should old acquaintance

be forgot?”

The toast is just as applicable to the affairs and prin-

ciples of our country as it is to its persons. Old ac

quaintance with the highest and purest principles upon
which our country is based, upon which the constitu-

tion and laws stand, should never be forgotten. I am
happy and proud to stand here, to-day, and say that in

ray humble judgment, within the present month, the

people of this State have shown their strong determin-

ation that the old acquaintance which seemed to be dy-

ing out in our land for those grand old principles which
appear to be the foundation of our land should not be

forgotten. They have placed upon the bench of the

highest Court in our State, this gentleman at my left.

Those familiar with that Court know that it has always
ranked second to the highest tribunal, the Supreme
Court of the United States. Unhappily and unfortu-

nately, it was in danger of having placed there, perma-

nent for fourteen years, one far from that standard of

“auld acquaintance” that our fathers would have

maintained and supported. New Jersey had reached a

position, too, where it seemed it could not be rescued.

Who did not feel that New Jersey was in danger of

never reviving the “ auld acquaintance ” of her influen-

tial citizens of the past in respect to her government?

I recall an occasion when Fred Douglass was speaking

of the freedom of the negroes and the need of emancip-

ation, and an aged colored woman looking up to him,

said: “Frederick, is God dead?” The condition of

New Jersey was such that I really felt that God
had left New Jersey. (Laughter). And yet, in the last

election, the people, irrespective of party, have, in that

State, by the firm, strong views of the ballot box, struck

a blow which revives the “auld acquaintance” of her

early days, and placed New Jersey back again upon a

higher standard of morality and virtue. And when I

heard that beautiful speech of Mr. Root’s and as I lis-

tened to his delineation of the foundation principles of

this government. I felt with him the grand tribute to

those noble principles which has been paid by the

people in the last election.

My friends, let us thank God that at the hour when
danger strikes there is in the heart of the people of this

country a spirit which will awaken the “ auld lang

syne ” that will carry us all back to a sense of duty.

(Applause)

.

The president:—The next toast is “Our
Guests.”

“ How blest is he who crowtis in shades

like these,

A youth of labor, with a?i age of ease.''

‘ I beg to introduce to you the Hon. James
W. Ridgway.”

ADDRESS OF THE HON. JAMES W. RIDGWAY.

Mr. President and gentlemen of the New York Jew-

elers' Association

:

— I felt some embarrassment to-

night, being called upon to respond to this toast, until

the distinguished gentleman who has just been elected

to one of the highest offices in this State apologized

because he was called upon to respond to a toast.

And I felt that if one called upon to discharge the im-

portant duties of that great office should have any em-

barrassment at facing this audience what could pos-

sibly be the embarrassment of a local district attorney.

And I received great encouragement when I saw how
generous you were to respond to that old and well-

worn chestnut Mr. Taylor told you regarding the Irish-

man who arrived herein New York on Evacuation

Day. It reminded me of a little story told me by an

Irish friend, when in the old country, before he came
to America. This Irishman said there was a candi-

date for office in his locality who represented a party

called the “ Far Down Whigs.” The man was a very

ingenious fellow, and while running for Parliament he

obscured his identity, and in going around visiting the

people would take in his pocket what.was known in

Ireland as “ brandy balls,” which is a sort of candy.

He would go from house to house in his own behalf,

and would knock at the door of a cabin, and when he

found that the old man was out he would dwell upon
the virtues of this particular candidate running for

office, which was himself, and then, to make himself

strong with the old woman, give a brandy ball to the

children. Visiting cabin after cabin, he came to one

and tapped on the door and a little child responded to

the knock. He put one of the brandy balls in its

mouth and asked for its father, and the little child said

that its father was dead. Greatly chagrined, the can-

didate ran his finger into the child’s mouth and took

out the brandy ball to save it for a child with a

father. (Laughter.)

Now the subject that 1 have been called upon to re-

spond to, “ The Gue.sts,” cannot be a prepared sub-

ject. It must be made up from what I have heard here

to-night, and I heard a sreat deal. I have listened to

the eloquent address of Mr. Root, that magnificent

tribute to tbis great metropolis of the Western Hemi-
sphere by Mr. Taylor, and I am glad that it has been

my privilege to be here. These subjects are enlighten-

ing and instructive as well as entertaining. Some have

been of a nature that have been beneficial to us, others

have been of a political character. Judge Davis tells

us that he has been a guest here for nineteen consecu-

tive years, and that he is the father of this]Association.

The only ill that I wish the distinguished gentleman is

that he may live to enjoy nineteen more years; but it

struck me as he spoke, that in these trying times, in

these hard times, what a man requires more than a

father is an uncle. (Laughter) . .And this is the first

time that it has become my honor and privilege to

attend a meeting of this society. 1 trust that you will

adopt me as your uncle.

My friend Bowden apologized tome in the earlier

stages of this dinner for the hard times, but as I looked

over tbe board I could not but feel that if these are

hard times and if this was the result of it, what could

a guest expect if we were having an era of good times ?

I sincerely hope and trust that when you meet again

in another twelve months, you will celebrate not only

the re-union of the members of your own society, in-

cluding the father of it that sits at the guest table to-

night, but that you then will have welcomed long be-

fore you meet the dawn of the best prosperity that the

American Republic has ever seen. (Applause.)

The president:— Gentlemen, the next

toast is “ The Ladies.”

“ Drink ye to her that each loves best.

And ifyou nttrse aflame
That's told but to her tnutual breast,

IVe will not ask her ttame."

‘‘I have the pleasure and it makes me very

happy indeed to present the Rev. George R.

Vandewater.”

ADDRESS OF GEORGE R. VANDEWATER.

I doubt very much if anywhere in this whole world

you could have heard speeches of the character made

here to-night and every man go home and feel that all

that has been said has been well said; no feelings hurt,

patriotism triumphant and only the desire in the

breast of every man that truth and religiousness shall

prevail. We would be false to ourselves did we not

for a few moments turn to a subject most dear to our

hearts whether you be son of your mother, husband of

your wife, brother of your sister, lover of your sweet-

heart, for all are women. Next to the love of

God is the love of woman. In the first chapter

of the oldest literature we have on record we

read of her creation; whether the story be mythological

or true, what man in verse or prose could have better

described tbe creation of that lovely being who

was not made from the head of man that she should

lord it over him, nor from his feet that she might be his

slave; but from his side that she might be his partner

for life. All the harangue which poets may indulge in

to her glory or that vulgar innuendo which it is

common to our kind to illustrate when thinking and

talking of that other sex. but which cannot be intruded

before such gentlemen as are here before us, does not

do justice to her or is worthy of woman. Let us come

right down to a few practical thoughts. God made

woman to be a helpmeet to man; her highest pre-

rogatives are wifehood and motherhood. True, she

may never be called upon to have the pleasures of one

or to suffer the pain of the other. It may be necessary

for her to earn her living; such an existence for woman

has to be considered as abnormal. However, if she

enter a profession, if she enter business and is asso-

ciated with you, indulge her, be gentle to her, do not

make her like yourself. Every virtue you have

you owe to woman, every thought a woman has

she owes to man; but the real relation of woman to man

is in that graceful gathering around the hearth in the

presence of the children. Then we get right down to

the bottom influence of love.

When about this time of the year we gather about

the hearth and indulge in our Thanksgiving feast, we

think of the old home, and can we think at such a time

of the wife without thinking of the dear mother?

Woman is to man his inspiration, his joy. Through

God she gives us life, and then by her assistance makes

life worth the living. (.Applause). Have you loved?

A^es? Well, then you know what the ideal woman
is, and what the love of a woman is. Man sins

every time through lust, woman sins through

love. Deal very gently and tenderly with a woman
who has forgotten her womanhood enough to have sac-

rificed it. I am as firmly persuaded as God lives and

that the Gospel is a power to salvation, that the closest

approach to religion and all that is holy on earth, and

anything that we count dear and eternal, is the abiding

presence of a true and honest woman. (Applause)

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The president ;—The next toast of the
evening is “ The Social Side of Commercial
Life.”

“ Variety's the very spice of life

That gives it all its flavor.”

“ I have the pleasure to present Mr. Her-
bert Ketchum.” Mr. Ketchum among other
things said

:

ADDRESS OF MR. HERBERT KETCHUM.

Mr. President and geniletnen of the New York
Jewelers' Association

:

The gentleman who closes the
discussion is generally expected to review the e.xercises

of the evening and present a fair resumd of the subjects
that have been treated. I have not the time nor yet the
patience to listen to a fair review of what has passed,
for you have already enjoyed all that has been pre-

sented. I am like the minister who said one Sunday
morning, when opening his discourse :

“ Brothers and
sisters, I have unfortunately forgotten my manuscript,
and I must depend upon the Lord

; but this evening
I will do better.” (Laughter)

.

Responding to my toast, 1 wish to say that the busi-

ness man has no social life unless he confines it in con-

nection with his business. True it is as such due to

the requirements of his situation as it is to his gregar-

ious nature that he should meet people in social inter-

course. The morals of the business man have now
become, or will shortly become, those of the world,
even as the influence of the business men will be-

come the power of the world. Commerce sustains so-

ciety. As soon as man took to himself a wife, and
formed the unity system, civilization centered around
this system, and so it is with commerce. Nations
had been unknown to each other for several cen-

turies, except by association and introduction of mere
savage intercourse other than commerce. War really

began the union of nations; war carrying the torch
of destruction also carried the first light of civil-

ization. The captive carried to the land of his con-
queror new methods and new ideas unknown before to
the latter. For ages war with exploration and discov-
ery were the only links that bouna nations together.

The president:—Gentlemen,we have with
us an old friend and tradesman; one who
has addressed us before and whom you
know very well. I take great pleasure in

calling upon Mr. David C. Dodd. Mr. Dodd
spoke as follows:

ADDRESS OF .MR. DAVID C. DODD.
Mr. President atid gentlemen of the New York

Jewelers Association:— I am willing to submit to you
as a jury. Is it fair that after the executive committee
of the Jewelers’ Association has selected from the
most brilliant orators of your city, giving them more
than a week’s notice that they were expected to re-

spond to their respective toasts, that at the last

hour—not the eleventh, but at a quarter of twelve—
your president should come to a lover and member of

your organization and ask him to make the closing
words on this occasion? 1 know that you will agree
with me that it is not fair, but at the same time 1 had
no heart to object to the claim which he made upon me
as a member of the organization and to say a single
word before we part to-night.

I have met with you on many occasions. 1 date one year
earlier than the distinguished jurist. Judge Davis, for I

remember well in the hall in which you first met that a
lunch was sMved, and to my surprise I was then called
upon to make a speech, and the gentleman who made
the introductory remarks was the distinguished man
whom you,by your suffrages, have elected to the highest
judicial position in your State. But who should talk

after the king. (Turning to Mr. Taylor.) You have
listened to the graceful orator

; to the man on my right
who has entertained me this evening during the dinner
with his delightful conversation, and to the other
gentlemen who have spoken, for it is unfair that dis-

tinction should be made on an occasion like this when
we are indebted for excellent speeches to a number of

prominent orators.

I have listened to the words of counsel which have
been given to us, not as jewelers, but in a broader
sense, as American citizens. There is an hour when
neither party nor even citizenship is equaled by the

name of duty to our common country, and we con-

gratulate ourselves not as Republicans, not as Demo-
crats, but as Americans, on the evidence that we have
had that there is a virtue and a power in the voice of

the American people expressed through the ballot box,

that gives us a guarantee that the liberty for which our

fathers fought is safe in the hands of their children.

It is of no consequence whether Democrats or Repub-
licans are entrusted with the responsibility of govern-

ment more sacred than we can measure by words, but

the conviction which should be brought home to every

citizen is the responsibility of faithfulness and fidelity

to our country and to its highest interests. (Applause).

After Mr. Dodd had concluded, the presi-

dent bade the company good-night, and dis-

missed them.

THE WIESON TARIKE BILL.

FE.A.TURES OF THE PROPOSED REVISED TARIFF BILL, OF INTEREST TO THE JEWELRY AND KINDRED TRADES.

Washington, D. C., Nov. 27.—After weeks

of preparation the new Tariff bill is at last

completed, and was this morning given to

the public. The bill is the work of the Demo-
cratic members of the committee who have

jealously guarded its details. The follow-

ing is the condensed introductory of the bill:

“ That on and after the ist day of March,

1894, unless otherwise specially provided

for in this act, there shall be levied,

collected and paid upon all articles imported

from foreign countries and mentioned in the

schedules herein contained, the rates of duty

which are by the schedules and paragraphs

respectively prescribed.”

FREE LIST.

Ca^'inets of old coins and medals and other collections

of antiquities, but the term “ antiquities ” as used in this

act shall include only such articles as are suitable for

souvenirs or cabinet collections, and which shall have

been produced at any period prior to the year 1700.

Diamonds and other precious stones, rough or uncut,

including glaziers’ and engravers’ diamonds not set, and

diamond dust or bort, and jewels to be used in the manu-

facture of watches and clocks.

Glass plates or disks, rough cut or unwrought, for use

in the manufacture of optical instruments, spectacles and

eyeglasses, and suitable only for such use.

Iron pyrites.

Jet, unmanufactured.

Medals of gold, silver or copper, such as trophies or

prizes.

Paintings in oil or water colors, and statuary, but the

term “ statuary ” as herein used shall be understood to in-

clude only such professional productions in marble, stone,

alabaster, or metal of a statuary or sculptor only.

Palladium.

Pearl, mother of, sawed or cut, but not polished or

otherwise manufactured.

Platinum unmanufactured.

Philosophical and scientific apparatus, instruments.

Regalia and gems, statues, statuary and specimens of

sculpture where imported in good fdith, for the use of

any society incorporated or established solely for educa-

tional, philosophical, literary or religious purposes, or for

the encouragement of fine arts, or for the use or by order

of any college, academy, school, seminary of learning, or

public library in the United States.

Sweepings of silver and gold.

Schedule B.—Earths, Earthenware and
Glassware :

Clays or earths, wrought or manufactured. China

clay or kaolin, $2 per ton.

White granite common ware, 30 per centum. China,

porcelain, Parian and bisque ware, not decorated, 40 per-

centum. Parian and bisque, decorated, 45 per centum.

Other earthen, stone and crockery ware, 35 per centum,

ad valorem
;
decorated, 40 per centum.

Glass and Glassware—Plain, green and colored glass-

ware, 30 per centum

Fusible enamel and glass slides for magic lanterns 25

per centum. All stained or painted window glass, and all

mirrors not exceeding in size 144 square inches 35 per

centum.

Marble of all kinds in rough 40 cents per cubic foot.

Manufacturers

of marble or alabaster not specially provided for ,30 per

centum.

Schedule C. Metals and manufactures of

iron and steel.

Penknives and pocket-knives of all kinds, or parts

thereof, and erasers, or parts thereof, wholly or partly

manufactured, razors or razor blades, finished or un-

fiinshed, valued at not more than docents per dozen, 35

per centum ad valorem (present law 12 to 50 cents a dozen).

Valued above that 45 per centum ad valorem (present

law, $i to $2 per dozen). Table knives, forks, steels, and

all hunting, kitchen, bread, butter, vegetable, fruit, cheese,

plumbers’, painters’, palette, and artists’ knives
;
also all

carving, cooks’ and butchers’ knives, forks, and steels all

sizes of all of the above, finished or unfinished, 35 per

cent, ad valorem (present law, to $5 per dozen). Files,

file blanks, rasps, and floats, of all cuts and kinds, 35 per

centum ad valorem (present law, 35 cents to $2 per dozen).

Aluminium or aluminum, in crude form, alloys of any

kind in which aluminium is the component material of

chief value, 15 per centum ad valorem (present law, 15

cents per pound).

Pens, metallic, except gold pens, 35 per centum. Pen-

holder tips and gold pens, 25 per centum. Pins, metallic,

not commercially known as jewelry, 20 per centum.

Chronometers, 10 per centum.

Watches and clocks, 25 per centum.

Schedule M.—Sundries ;

BuLons commercially known as agate buttons, 25 per

centum
;
pearl andshell buttons, wholly or partially manu-

factured, 40 per centum.

Jewelry : All articles not especially provided for in this

act and commercially known as “ jewelry,” and cameos in

frames, 25 per centum.

Pearls, 15 per centum.

Precious stones of all kinds, cut, but not set, 15 per

centum
;

if set, 25 per centum. Imitations of precious

stones, composed of paste or glass, not exceeding one inch

in dimensions, not set, 10 per centum.

Manufacture of amter, 25 per centum.

Manufactures of ivory, vegetable ivory, mother of pearl

and shell, or of which these substances or either of them

is the component material of chief value, and manufac-

tures known commercially as beads or beaded trimmings

or ornaments, 35 per centum.

Umbrellas, parasols and sunshades, covered with ma-

terial composed wholly or in part of silk, wool or goat hair,

45 per centum
;

if covered with paper or other material,

35 per centum.

Umbrellas, parasols and sunshades, sticks for, if plain

or carved, finished or unfinished, 30 per centum.

In his statement Mr. Wilson, chairman

of the Ways and Means Committee, says

in reference to the pottery schedule :

“ In the pottery schedule substantial re-

ductions are made. Plain whiteware is

dropped from the high schedule in which it

mysteriously crowded itself. Decorated

ware is reduced from 6o to 45 per cent.

Undecorated from 55 to 40.”

He further says that “the duty on cut

diamonds, pearls, and other precious stones

is increased.”

Representative Turner, of Georgia, summarizes the re-

sults of the administrative changes made in the bill as

follows

:

“The main provisions of the present administrative

act have been retained. The Board of General Appraisers

is continued. The penalty clause for undervaluation of

goods is modified in accordance with the recommendations

of the Fairchild Commission, so as to secure a better ad-

ministrative law. The hearings before the General

Board of Appraisers are made public, and the practice be-

fore the Board is somewhat liberalized.

“ The eighth section of the original administrative act,

which caused so much contention as to ascertaining the

cost of the manufacturing of imported goods has been re-

pealed on the recommendation of persons of experience.

There is also a provision inserted in the new bill, allow-

ing all Collectors of Customs to license Custom House

brokers upon bond being given, &c., with power lodged

in the Secretary of the 'Freasury to revoke such licenses

for cause. But this does not interfere with the right

of an importer to transact his business in person in a Cus-

tom House. Coverings that are intended for the protec-

tion of goods when in process of transportation, which

are now estimated in the valuation of the goods, by the

new law are exempt from taxation.”

The Wiles of Women!

When the Nabob of Ingglepore was in

Paris some time ago, he was offered

jewels which a century ago had been stolen

from his family. The lady who offered to

sell the diamonds declared she was one of

the descendants of the person who, at the

time of the theft was general governor of

India, and who had acquired them from the

thief. The nabob bought the jewels for a

sum, which though large was still much
below their intrinsic value. As soon as the

sale and transfer had been effected, the lady

sailed for the United States.

The nabob was rejoiced at counting the

jewels once more among the heirlooms of

his family, but his joy was to be of short

duration only. Lord G ,
an English peer

and descendant of the Indian governor, de-

clared, when he heard of the sale, that the

nabob had fallen among swindlers. The
diamonds sold him were but imitation of the

real ones which are still in the hands of the

lord. The nabob had his diamonds tested,

and the result was that all of them were

simply paste. Only one half of the purchas-

ing sum had been paid, however
;
the other

half was to be paid by draft at the Columbia

bank, which was at once notified to stop

payment.

The woman who sold the diamonds to the

nabob, is Lady J.—a young widow who was

about to marry a 60-year old banker. The
arrangements for the ceremony had already

been made, when one day she eloped with a

cavalry officer to Paris, and, doubtless,

when funds began to get low, the two con-

cocted and executed the scheme.

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A Referee Appointed in the Actions of

of H. G. Skidmore vs. Jos. Fahys & Co.

Judge Beach, of the New York Supreme
Court, Thursday, referred the fourth and
fifth actions brought by Horace G. Skidmore
against the Fahys Watch Case Co., to An
gustus C. Brown as referee to hear and de-

termine. Mr. Brown was the referee in

the three previous actions which are for ac-

counting for royalties claimed to be due the

plaintiff.

The patent on which the royalties are due
was granted Feb. 10. 1884, to Mr. Skidmore
and C. Wesley Harman, for improvements
in screw watch cases. In April, 1884, the
patentees transferred the right to manufac-
ture silver watch cases under the patent to

the Fahys Watch Case Co., the agreement
being that the patentees receive all the pro-
fit above the cost of production, material ex-

penses, and the company’s profit of 50 cents.

At the time it was also agreed that Mr. Har-
man be employed by Jos. Fahys & Co., and
Mr. Skidmore be made assistant superintend-
ent of the factory of the Fahys Watch Case
Co.

On Oct. 21, 1886, the patentees entered
into another agreement allowing the Fahys
Watch Case Co. to make gold filled and gold
cases under their patent. The patentees
were to receive 25 cents for each case
sold, payments to be made quarterly. The
royalty was, however, not to exceed $6,250 a
year, provided that the royalty on each case
did not then average less than 10 cents.

Skidmore brought five suits to recover
royalties on certain forms of watch cases
which he claimed were within the operation
of the contract, which the defendants denied.
The first suit which was for royalties prior

to 1891 was decided in favor of the defend-
ants, but the second and third actions, the
former for royalties due on silver watches,
and the latter for those on gold watches,
between January i, 1891, and January i,

1892, were decided November 15th in favor of

Mr. Skidmore. The referee found that the
watches in question were within the opera-
tion of the contract and awarded the plain-
tiff $2,338.24 on the one action and $3, 136. to

on the other. Judge Beach on Friday
granted the plaintiff an extra allowance of

five per cent, on the amount of recovering
in both actions, $48.70 on one and $166.65

on the other.

The fourth and fifth actions which have
gone to the referee are for the royalties due
on thp silver and on the gold watches,
between January i, 1892, and January i,

1893.

Mr. Skidmore, Monday, entered judgments
against the Fahys Watch Case Co., aggre-

gating $6,719.54.

Extradition Laws Favor Shapiro, the Al-

leged Gold Dust Swindler.

Providenxe, R. I., Nov. 25.—Abraham
Shapiro, who with a partner, A. larmubia,

was alleged to have victimized George B.

Brooks, of this city, by selling him an

amount of gold dust, which he claimed tojbe

genuine, but which was discovered to be
adulterated with brass filings, was brought
before Judge Sweetland this morning.

His lawyer demanded that Shapiro be
liberated, as the law states that a prisoner

cannot be held for officers of another State

more than 13 days. This time has expired

and the New York authorities, by whose
instance Shapiro was arrested, have not

been able to secure the requisition papers.

Judge Sweetland denied the plan tiff’s

motion, and ordered the date for Shapiro’s

release to be fixed for Dec. 5. Shapiro has

been out on $6000 bail, but by the advice of

his counsel he refused further liberty, and
this morning delivered himself up.

The counsel for Shapiro immediately filed

a writ of habeas corpus, which set forth the

petitioner’s claims. It seems that according

to section 6 of the Extradition act, the fugi-

tive warrant, by which Shapiro could have
been taken to New York must be forthcom-

ing within 13 days. No warrant appeared,

and hence the prayer for release. A short

time after the defence filed its statement,

the Chief of Police discontinued the ca‘^e

and Shapiro was released.

William Wilkinson is Away and His Store

Closed.

Pendleton, Ore., Nov. 23. — Until the

January term of the Circuit Court the jew-

elry store of William Wilkinson, who is still

absent, leaving his affairs in an unsettled

condition, will remain closed. After, the

suit to recover the stock or value had been

brought by D. E. Joseph!, of San Francisco,

who holds a bill of sale of the store, and a

bond for $10,000 filed, the attaching credi-

tors filed a counter bond in a like sum, and
retain possession of the property until the

case is settled in the courts.

Two additional attachment suits have
been filed against Mr. Wilkinson, both by
San Francisco jewelry houses. They are

for the collection of accounts amounting to

about $1,000. The aggregate of the claims

now standing against the missing jeweler

is in the neighborhood of $3,100.

Come to Book for an Almost Forgotten

Robbery.

Toledo, Ohio, Nov. 27.—Detective Mc-
Laughlin has finally succeeded in landing the

individual supposed to have robbed the jew-

elry store of J. J. Freeman about five months
ago. Sylvan Leopold, a former trusted

employe of the establishment, has been

hauled up at Frankfort, Ky., charged with

the crime. At the time of his arrest he was
giving a series of lectures on hypnotism and

mesmerism, under the name of Prof. Lee,

with the assistance of his wife.

Shortly after the robbery, in which three

magnificent diamonds and $1,200 worth of

silverware were taken. Detective McLaugh-
lin was employed on the case. He soon be-

came convinced that it was not a burglary,

as appearances indicated, but a robbery

committed by some one in Mrt Freeman’s

employ.

Mrs. Leopold accompanied her husband
and the detective as far as Cincinnati, where
she left them. Leopold has been bound
over to court, and is now lying in the Lucas
County jail.

President Clark, of the Winsted Optical

Co., Honored.

West Winsted, Conn., Nov. 25.—The em-

ployes of the Winsted Optical Co. gave a

surprise party to Mr. and Mrs. F. A. Clark,

at their home, last night, the occasion being

the twenty-fifth anniversary of their mar-

riage.

Mr. Clark has been the president and

manager of the company since its founda-

tion, and by his many acts of kindness has

endeared himself to his employes.

A Lively Chase After a jeweler on a

Bicycle.

Birmingham, Ala., Nov. 25.—-At Hunts-

ville yesterday, William Sutton, a jeweler

from Bell Buckle, Tenn., was arrested on a

telegram from that place, charging him with

accepting jewelry to be repaired and selling

it and appropriating the proceeds.

Sutton was passing through Huntsville on

a bicycle, when officers, after a lively run,

arrested him. He was placed in jail to

await the arrival of officers from Tennessee.

All Jewelers Should Sign This Petition.

A petition urging Congress to speedily

pass the Torrey Bankruptcy Bill, is being

circulated by the New York Jewelers’ Board

of Trade. All members of the trade are re-

quested to sign it. The following letter re-

ceived last week explains itself:

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Proceedings of the American Horological

Society.

Chicago, 111 ., Nov. 22.—At the regular

monthly meeting of the American Horolog-

ical Society held Nov. 13th, the applications

of Loren L. Boyle, Julius Solomon, Silas B.

Frank, E. E. Hart, and Stephen Parlin, of

Chicago, W. K. McNaught, Toronto, Can.,

and E. O. Furin, Oakland, Neb. were re-

ported upon and they were unanimously

elected to membership.

The committee appointed to revise the

Constitution and By-Laws reported and sub-

mitted a revised Constitution and By-Laws.
Under the Constitution and By-Laws it is

necessary for the amendments to lay over

for one month, and if no objection is offered

they will go into effect after the meeting of

Dec. nth.

The question of an emblem for the use of

the society next came up and the designs

submitted (ten in number), in response to

the society’s offer of a cash prize of $10,

were examined. After considerable debate

it was decided to reject all designs offered,

and that the secretary be instructed to re-

turn them stating the criticisms made.

It was suggested that the design be not

larger than a five cent piece, and be one that

not only the trade but the public will recog-

nize as typical of the watch trade. Mr.

Ashby then read an essay on “ A Practical

Method for the Making of Balance Staffs.”

J. H. Purdy called the attention of the

members to the fact that the Constitution

provided for the establishment of a museum.

Fuller Details of the Failure of S. H.

Greenberg.

San Francisco, Cal., Nov. 22.—S. H.
Greenberg’s business as a wholesale jeweler

was interrupted on Thursday last by an at-

tachment levied by the California Jewelry

Co. for $8,200 for wares delivered, and after

this suit tied up his stock, other liens came
rapidly in, until his place was under attach-

ment for $30,000 of debt. Greenberg had
conducted his wholesale business here for

eight years. For a long time he was in the

employ of S. B. Dinkelspiel & Co., and left

them to start a retail store in Portland,

where he prospered. He returned to this

city and engaged in the wholesale trade

here.

Mr. Greenberg’s creditors deem that he

laid in too large a stock. His orders for

loose diamonds alone are said to have rep-

resented a cost of $40,000. In July he went
east and made large purchases. He ex-

plained that the other wholesale dealers

were so short of stock that they could not

supply the demand when an improvement
in business should occur, and he wanted to

be in position to take advantage of any
activity in trade. Among the importers

who sold him goods were Wallach & Schiele,

L. & M. Kahn & Co., Bruhl Bros. & Co.,

and H. Dreyfus & Co.

After Mr.Greenberg left New York, Bruhl

Bros. & Co. stopped by telegraphic order

delivery of $12,000 worth of diamonds en

route by express, though they had filled an

order for him for $10,000 worth of stock.

The reason was said to be that Bruhl Bros.

& Co. had learned of Greenberg’s valuable

purchases from other firms.

Wallach & Schiele sent out an agent who
is said to have offered to take back the dia-

monds and jewelry at 15 per cent, advance

on the price for which they were sold, and
even offered more advantageous terms to

Mr. Greenberg, who declined to accept

them, saying he would pay his bills in full.

A few days later, Mr. Kahn, of L. & M.

Kahn & Co., reached the city and endeav-

ored to make a settlement. The report

among the creditors is that Greenberg of-

fered to settle the account with the L. &
M. Kahn & Co., at 40 cents on the dollar.

This was refused and Mr. Kahn left for New
York. Shortly after he wrote his agent

here to make any settlement that he thought

best. This agent offered to take the 40 per

cent, but Greenberg asserted his intentions

to pay every dollar that he owed.

Among the wholesale traders of this city

it has for some time been feared that Green-

berg’s failure was only a question of time.

The limit of its existence was set as the date

of maturity of a promissory note held by

the London, Paris and American Bank.

That note will fall due this month, and the

local creditors attached the jewelry in order

to protect themselves. It has been inti-

mated for some time that Greenberg was
selling watches at the same discount the

manufacturers give jobbers, and possibly

some of his indebtedness is represented by

his losses on watches.

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Should the Fork be Lubrieated?

A QUERY in the correspondents’ col-

umn, I answer by saying that the fork

notch should be lubricated, especially if the

fork is of steel, into the notch of which a

jewel impulse pin depths. When steel and

jewel operate one on the other, it is always

necessary to lubricate the rubbing faces, but

more especially in a case when the effect, as

in this instance, takes place with a propor-

tionally large sliding, largely before the line

of centers and therefore with an entering fric-

tion. Lubricating can be dispensed with

only when the fork, or, at least, its rubbing

faces, are of brass, aluminum, bronze, gold,

or some other metal of a similar behavior

in its friction upon the jewel.

That the lubrication in the present case is

able to cause certain errors, cannot be

denied, as the thickening of the oil has an

unfavorable effect upon the time-keeping of

the watch, and beside this, dust, filing, etc.,

will adhere more readily upon the lubricated

faces, whereby the resistances are also in-

creased. Furthermore, if oil is supplied

carelessly or in too great a quantity, it will

run along the prongs, the safety pin, the

body of the fork, etc., and cause the gluing

of the fork to the banking, or of the safety

pin to the roller, or perhaps also of the im-

pulse pin to the prongs.

These several undesirable results, how-

ever, cannot lead us to the conclusion that it

is preferable not to lubricate steel forks at

all, in view of the circumstances that any

degree of care in the oiling is sufficient to

avoid these defects almost entirely, and the

consequences likely to ensue if no oil is added

in this case or analogous cases are doubtful.

I frequently remarked, for instance, with

short steel forks, especially of very fine

Swiss watches, that a hollow was worn on

the sides of the fork notch at the place

where the impulse pin strikes. When this

had occurred, I found almost every time

upon the lower plate, immediately at the

place underneath the fork notch, a dark red

powder, an oxide, which had formed by the

dry friction. In these cases, I could never

discover even a trace of . oil on the sides of

the notch or on the impulse roller.

This injury occasionally caused a fairly

large amount of shake of the impulse pin,-

which influenced the amplitude of the bal-

ance vibrations, and even the rate of the

watch. This defect cannot sometimes be

corrected at all, or else only with great dif-

ficulty, because these forks are frequently so

weak at the corresponding places, that a re-

polishing is out of the question; the next

remedy, the replacement of the fork is done

with great difficulty and is an expensive

job, because the fork is of one piece with

the pallets.

Another occurrence which proved to me
that oil is necessary when steel and jewel

rub one upon the other, I noticed in a Swiss

pocket chronometer. It had a steel escape

wheel, and since, as is known, the points of

chronometer escape wheels, which are

nearly always of brass, are generally not

lubricated, the watchmaker had adhered to

this rule also in the present instance and
placed no oil on the steel escape wheel teeth.

When the watch was placed into my hands,

not only the tooth points were entirely worn
down, but also the impulse pin.

I will state here in a few words that with

cheap watches with light balance and soft,

heavy fork it occurs frequently that the lat-

ter is not worn in spite of the circumstance

that it was not lubricated. This may be

explained in several ways, but does not alter

anything of above facts
;

if the repairer

wishes to go secure, he must with steel forks

invariably put a little oil in the fork notch,

but this, as already stated, must be done
very carefully

;
according to my experience,

it is best to simply moisten the notch and
operating faces of the impulse jiin, so that

there is no chance for the oil to spread.

The question whether long steel forks or

short ones require oil, I answer by saying

that both should receive it. If it can at all

be dispensed with, it would sooner be with

long forks than with short, because the

pressure and therefore also the friction of the

latter are greater than of the former.

The Clickwork.

The material of which the clickwork

ought to be made is hardened and
well tempered steel, at least for the ratchet

and click. The spring might as well be
made of some other metal of sufficient

elasticity, but steel is generally preferred

for the more striking appearance which
its polished surface gives to the move-
ment. The form of the ratchet tooth

is not indifferent. It acquires a greater

strength if its back is made a trifle convex

instead of quite straight. At the same time

the acting extremity of the click is weak-

ened; but this is, in case of wear, much easier

to mend or replace. The acting straight

side of the ratchet tooth ought to be a little

undercut, in order that the resistance to the

strain may be uniformly supported by the

whole acting face of the tooth. The dura-

bility and good service of the clickwork

depend mainly on the good execution of

these particulars. It is also very important

that the straight line drawn from the

center of motion of the click to its acting

point be a tangent to the circumference of

the ratchet, or, what would be the same,

that it stands at right angles to the radius

of the ratchet at the point of action. In

case of a deviation from the right angle, it

must be inward—that is, the angle must be

obtuse, if the click is so arranged that it is

pushed back by the action. If the click acts

in a tractional way the angle can be sharp.

Lubrication.—The method of distributing

and applying the oil is of more importance

than rpight be thought and has a very

marked influence on both the time of going

and the rate. Oil that is fluid may be used

for the escapement and fine pivots where

only a small quantity is needed and the

pressure is slight, but it is not suitable in

other places on account of its tendency to

spread and thus leave the rubbing surfaces.

If too much oil is applied, the effect is the

same as if there had been too little; it runs

away and only a minute quantity is left

where it is wanted.

ORIENTAL ART RRODUCTS KOR JEWELERS.

PART I. JAPANESE POTTERY.

The keramics of Japan, which form a

salient portion of the art of that coun-

try, have received the admiration of the

world. Before Japan Avas opened to

foreign intercourse, the few articles that

were to be found in museums and col-

lections were highly valued for their in-

trinsic beauty of design and rare per-

fection of finish. Undoubtedly these

specimens stimulated a new style of

decoration and laid the foundation for

the newer schools, and as Japanese pro-

ductions became better known, there

arose in America and other countries a

constantly increasing demand for her

unique and beautiful shapes and decora-

tions until now there is scarcely a house-

hold in the land but has not in it several

ornamental and useful pieces of the

handiwork of her wonderful artists,

which, owing to the low price of skilled

labor in that country, may be obtained

at a cost less than that of articles of

equal artistic value produced in other

countries.

Perhaps the jeweler can obtain no
clearer idea of the different classes of

Japanese porcelain and pottery adapted

to the demands in the field of his busi-

ness, than that which he may gather from

a consideration of the lines contained in

the vast stock of A. A. Vantine & Co.,

877 Broadway, New York.

The first potters were brought from Corea by
the Japanese to the province of Satsuma,

and There worked for many^ years”before

artistic pottery was generally known among-

thejapanese. The original designs of Sat-

uma were simply a dark brown bodies

without coloring, but with beautiful

glazes; later with fine enameled decora-

tions of blue and red. At the present

time it is made in highly embossed gold

and rare colors, with mythological^and

landscape decorations. The modern fine

Satsuma is without an equal in* min-

This decoration is used on all kinds of

table articles and dishes, cracker jars, etc.

A ware designed with elaborate decora-

tions is the Kumidzu. It is an odd and very'

effective decoration on porcelain, its charac-

teristic feature being a combination of bril-

liant colors and gold. Being one of the

latest decorations from Japan, it meets with

much favor with buyers, by reason of its

unique appearance and harmonious blend-

ing of colors.

A salient feature of Japanese pottery at

the present time and one that is particularly

adapted to the jewelry trade is the assort-

ment of flower and rose bowls which dis-

close about the same decorations as the tea

pots of the lines before enumerated. Another
is the extensive line of cups and saucers in

designs ad infinitum. This line comprises
after dinner coffees, teas, coffees, bouillions,

and chocolates in both high and low shapes.

In price these dainty articles range from

15 cents to S3.00 and would doubtless, yield

a good profit to jewelers handling them.

Among them are some e.xquisite new tints

with gold hawthorne decorations inside and
tinted outside. The hawthorne is known to

the Japanese as plum-blossom beneath
snow. This peculiar decoration is one that

has been handed down from the early

Chinese, and is in great favor with the

Japanese at the present time. The body is

of blue, with blossoms and stems in white
;

where gold is added, outlining the leaves

and stems, it is still more effective, and is

then called hawthorne and gold.

To treat of Japanese vases even super-

ficially, would require a chapter alone.

Volumes after volumes have been produced
upon the subject, and still all has not been
said regarding them. Here we note man-
tel, floor and cabinet vases, and koros or

incense burners used in temples to drive

away evil spirits or call the good spirits, in

sizes ranging from a few inches to six feet

in height; also jars, bottles, vases, urns,

jardinieres and umbrella jars.

In connection with these productions in

pottery, it is proper to treat of the cloisonne

vases. Cloisonne is considered one of the

most wonderful productions of the Japanese
workman, and the great number of awards
at the World’s Columbian Exposition given
to this nation in this line of art work, is but
a just recognition of its pre-eminence. The
work shows the unlimited patience, artistic

taste and skilful manipulation of materials by
the Japanese. It is formed of a copper base,

with intricate designs in a variety of pat-

terns in fine wire beaten thin like a ribbon,

which is soldered on the base. The cloisons,

or cells, are filled in with different colored
vitreous pastes, which are baked. As they
shrink greatly through action of the heat,

this process has to be gone through until

the cells are all thoroughly and perfectly

filled; it is then ground down to an even
surface, smoothed and polished until it

shows the perfection which is so greatly ad-

mired. The firm carry a varied and exten-

sive line of this fine ware, and considering
its intrinsic worth and artistic appearance,
the prices demanded are moderate.

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COIN DECORATIONS IN ARTISTIC SILVERWARE.

PROBABLY no piece of silverware pro-

duced in recent years has told the

story of an epoch in history more beauti-

fully or more interestingly traced the events

associated with the subject as the massive

punch bowl executed by Tiffany & Co. for

the Society of Colonial Wars. The story of

the colonial wars and the

spirited scenes of the

period in which they oc-

curred are graphically

pictured in bas-relief, re-

pousse and etched work
artistically introduced
upon the body and foot

of the bowl. The wavy
effect of the border

around the top also comes
into play in a modified

form as a back ground
for the artist’s decora-

tions, and the raised

lettering is in the same
effect. The two figures

conspicuous in the pic-

ture, in a kneeling po-

sition at the base of the

bowl, area North Ameri-
can Indian and an old

colonial soldier. They
are both historically cor-

rectly attired and equip-

ped, the Indian with his

tomahawk, and the colo-

nial soldier with his

blunderbuss.

Around the body of the bowl are the arms
of the nine original colonies, Virginia,

Massachusetts, New York, New Hampshire,
Connecticut, Rhode Island, Maryland, New
Jersey and Pennsylvania, exactly as they
appeared on the shields. There are also
two animated scenes etched on the bowl.
One pictures a three masted boat sailing

into the harbor along the Massachusetts

coast, and the rather warm reception which

the new arrivals received at the hands of

the native Indians who greeted the intruders

with a shower of arrows. The other etch-

ing is a battle scene in the colonial days,

between the Puritans and the Indians in

BOWL TO THE SOCIETY OK COLONIAL WARS.

the northern part of Massachusetts. On the

opposite side of these etchings, or front of

the bowl, is the following inscription'in wavy
letters; Society of Colonial Wars in the

State of New York, 1607-1775.

Not the least interesting feature of this

bowl, is the remarkable collection of genu-
ine old colonial silver coins, obtained after

much difficulty and at great cost. There
are twenty-four of these

;
twenty-three sil-

ver ones are on the bowl, and one gold one
IS in the bowl of the ladle. To collectors

and numismatists these will have a special

interest, as the collection contains specimens
of most of the English, Dutch, and Spanish

coins that circulated in

the colonies from Henry
VIII. in 1509 down to

George III. in 1760.

These have been moun-
ted on the bowl, appar-
ently scattered over it

but yet in a chronological

order, as follows :

New York State Jewelers Organizing Pro-

tective Bodies.

Syracuse, N. Y., Nov. 29.—As a result of

a preliminary meeting of the jewelers of

Syracuse, held at The Yates last Tuesday
evening, a permanent organization will be

formed soon with the object in view of pro-

tecting the interests of the trade and to pre-

vent the ruin of their business by illegal

schemes.

It is proposed to form a permanent asso-

ciation, elect officers, adopt a constitution

and by-laws and lay out plans for future

action.

A MEETING IN ROCHESTER.

Rochester, N. Y., Nov. 28.—On the invi-

tation of Newton Dexter, secretary of the

Business Men’s Association of the State of

New York, the jewelers of this city met a

few days ago at the Hotel Livingston for

the purpose of discussing the advisability of

forming a branch association of the State

body. For a number of years past, it is said,

the jewelry trade of the entire country has

been suffering great losses by reason of the

illegitimate methods of some manufacturers.

ORGANIZATION IN UTICA.

also to urge

Common Councils, in the interest of the pur-

chaser, to enact ordinances regulating the

fake sale of jewelry by auction, and several

other important measures. Last week the

jewelers of Buffalo and Rochester organized

and last night the craft at Syracuse took

steps for the same thing.

Charles L. Tiffany Sued for $10,000 for

Libel.

Judge Beach, in the New York Supreme
Court, Friday, heard a motion for a bill of

particulars made by Ten Eyck & Reming-
ton, attorneys for the defendant, in the suit

brought by T. Wain Morgan Draper against

Chas. L. Tiffany to recover $10,000 damages
for alleged libel.

Mr. Draper, who is a genealogist of "con-

siderable experience, alleges in his complaint

that he was employed by Mr. Tiffany to

compile “ The Genealogy and History of the

Tiffany Family in America.” Mr. Tiffany

sent out a circular stating that he had
decided not to publish the work as the com-

pilation had not been made in a satisfactory

manner. He cautioned everybody not to

make advance payments for the book and
said he would have nothing to do with the

publication.

Mr. Draper asserts that this circular was
libelous and damaged his business to the

extent of $10,000. Mr. Tiffany’s lawyers wish

him to give particulars of the alleged dam-
ages. After hearing the plaintiff’s attorneys,

Warner & Crawford, in opposition to the

motion for a bill of particulars, Judge Beach

reserved his decision.

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Diamond Importers Protest Against an
Increased Tariff on Precious Stones.

The proposition, as embodied in the Wil-

son Tariff bill, to increase the tariff on dia-

monds and precious stones, cut and unset,

has raised a storm of disapproval among
the importers, as evidenced by the drafting

of the following petition by some of their

number

:

To the Honorable Chairman of Committee of Ways
and Means, Washington, D. C.

Having noticed in the proposed tariff bill, submitted
to the public a few days ago, an intended change of the

duty on polished, unset diamonds and precious stones,

from 10 per cent, ad valorem to 15 percent, ad valorem,

we, the undersigned, representing the importers of said

articles, respectfully submit to you our reasons of the

inadvisability of the proposed change ;

Under the present e.visti ng tariff of 10 percent, ad
valorem on precious stones the incentive for smuggling
is not as great as it would be under a higher rate of

duty, which fact has been recognized by former Com-
mittees on Ways and Means who had this same sub-

ject under advice, and to whom it was proven that the

revenue of the United States would not be increased by
an increase in the duty, besides putting the honest im-

porters at a decided disadvantage.

We therefore respectfully solicit your honorable

Committee to retain the old rate of 10 per cent, ad val-

orem.

Any of the undersigned will be pleased, if your com-
mittee so desires, to present these views in extenso,

either personally or by a further petition.

A reporter of The Circular last week ob-

tained the following expressions of opinion

from diamond importers regarding the pro-

posed raise of duties on diamonds and pre-

cious stones from 10 per cent, to 15 per cent.

:

Chester Billings, Randel, Baremore &
Billings;—The rise would not be good pol-

icy', and would be disadvantageous to the

trade. The duty is now high enough to

keep the market steady and an increase

would only offer inducements to'smuggle and
would make the private sales in Europe
greater. Smuggling would be so great that

the revenue would be less than that collected

now. The present tariff offers hardly any
inducement to smuggle, as the margin of

profit is not large enough.

Alfred H. Smith. Alfred H. Smith &
Co.:—The duty of 15 per cent, will un-

doubtedly conduce to smuggling and throw
the importation of diamonds into irrespon-

sible channels. Ten per cent, is the maxi-
mum duty that can be collected. The raise

of five per cent, may be enough to force

many private parties to buy their goods in

Europe.

Mr, Hedges,'of Wm. S. Hedges & Co.,

thought the proposed increase of duty on
diamonds would not increase the revenue of

the Government as it would be conducive

for dishonest parties to smuggle, and it

would also be detrimental to the interests of

the importers and retail dealers, because

many private parties would i.probably be in-

clined to purchase their diamonds in Europe
under the erroneous impression that they

could buy cheaper there than in this country.

C. T. Cook, of Tiffany & Co.: Being ex-

tensive manufacturers ourselves, we natur-

ally advocate a high tariff, but there is one

item in the proposed bill I think is unwise,

and that is the raising the duty on gems
from 10 to 15 per cent. It offers an induce-

ment to corrupt people to smuggle; it sends

rich people abroad to buy their gems, and
prevents a man of moderate means from

buying. It would be better to allow the

duty on gems to remain as it is, for greater

revenue to the Government will accrue.

E. Aug. Neresheimer, E. Aug. Neres-

heimer & Co.:—The proposed duty would
cause the Government to collect less, and
would hurt the legitimate diamond trade.

It would compel diamond importers to pay
more for their goods and they would there-

fore buy less. During the present stringency

the increase in the price of diamonds would
tend to decrease the market. Smuggling
also would be extensive enough to affect the

legitimate trade.

Louis Kahn, L. & M. Kahn & Co. :—

A

change to a 15 per cent, duty would simply

be putting a premium on smuggling. A
duty of 10 per cent, can be honestly col-^

lected, but anything above that sum will

bring no more revenue aud perhaps net
even as much. The increase would be of.

no advantage to the trade
;
in fact it would

be in all probability a disadvantage, as it

would discriminate against honest im-

porters.

A. Hodenpyl, Hodenpyl & Son There
would be as much imported at 15 per cent,

as at 10 per cent, but more would be smug-

.

gled and the honest -dealer would have to

compete with the dishonest.

G. F. Veith, Oppenheimer Bros. & Veith-

—It would be of no benefit and perhaps a'

slight detriment to the trade, as it would
decrease sales. It would make no material ^

difference, but as the-present tariff is just

right, it would be better to leave it as it is.

S. C. Scott, J. T. Scott- & Co.:—The gov-

ernment would collect more revenue by the

change, though it would probably conduce

.

to smuggling. If smuggling could be

stopped, a duty of 20 or even 25 per cent,

would not hurt the trade, out as it is, the

increase would force honest goods to com-

pete with smuggled goods.

Max Freund, Max Freund &Co. :—The
change would act as an inducement for for-

eigners and people outside the trade to

smuggle and compete with legitimate deal-

ers, and even less revenue would be col-

lected then than now.

Lippman Tannenbaum, L. Tannenbaum
& Co. :—A 10 per cent, duty is just right and
should not be increased. No, I do not think

that 15 per cent, would increase smuggling
to any extent, but that duty would make it

hard for the importers. We have a very

fair duty now aud it should be left as it is.

D. E. Oppenheimer, Falkenau, Oppen-
heimer & Co.:—If that change goes into

effect, those who will not smuggle will be

forced to buy from smugglers.

Louis Herzog, Herzog, Goldsmith &
Frank:—It will give an inducement to un-

scrupluous persons to smuggle, and will be

undoubtedly detrimental to the interests of

the better class of trade. The revenue to

the Government will not be increased.

Henry Dreyfus & Co.:—It will not affect

business seriously, but will undoubtedly in-

crease smuggling.

Samuel Wallach, Wallach & Schiele:

—

A decreased income to the government

would undoubtedly result. The change

would be a bad thing for the trade in gen-

eral, as it would induce many foreigners to

smuggle and thereby allow them to sell

their goods at prices which it would cost the

legitimate dealer to import. The injury to

the trade through this smuggling -x’ould be

exceedingly great.

Louis Strasburger, L. Strasburger’s Son

& Co.;—A duty of 15 per cent, would, no

doubt, increase smuggling. It would, how-

ever, have no other effect upon the trade,

than that which would result from unprin-
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cipled dealers putting smuggled goods upon

the market.

B. H. Davis, B. H. Davis & Co.:

—

There has been so little business lately that

an increase in duty would have an injurious

effect. The proposed advance of five per

cent, would make a slight difference in the

amount of smuggling. American dealers

could not take advantage of the increase by

buying before it went into effect, as they use

“ spread” goods, which are not now to be

found in Europe.

D. J. Frankel, Jos. Frankel’s Sons;—The
five per eent. difference is sufficient to cause

extensive smuggling, as many would take

chances at a margin of 15 per cent, who
who would not at 10 per cent.

C. J. Fox, M. Fox & Co.:— The Govern-

ment would not collect as much under the

proposed as under the present duty. Smug-
gling would be sure to become more gen-

eral and the legitimate dealers would not

be able to compete with those who smug-

gled.

Geo. Doerflinger, Kuhn, Doerflinger &
Co.;—No bad effects will accrue from the

change, as we can compete better at 15 per

cent, than at 10 per cent. The extra five

per cent, will not affect the American mar-

ket at all, nor will it be sufficient to in-

duce smuggling to increase much. The
man who will smuggle will do so when the

tariff is 10 as well as when it is at 15 per

cent.

R. A. Breidenbach:—The extra induce-

ment of five per cent, would undoubtedly

cause smuggling to greatly increase.

Dealers are now selling at a margin of from
five per cent, to 10 per cent., so that those

who smuggle their goods and avoid paying

the 15 per cent, duty, can sell at the price

that it costs honest dealers to import the

goods and still make five per cent.

Veit Hirsch, Veit Hirsch & Co.:—The
change will have no effect at all upon the

trade. The extra 5 per cent, would not act

as any more inducement to smuggle than

the present 10 per cent. Those who smug-
gle, will smuggle anyhow, be the duty large

or small.

G. F. Eisenmann, Eisenmann Bros.:

—

The increase in itself would not hurt busi-

ness, for people would have to pay more for

goods, but the inducement would be suffi-

cient to cause extensive smuggling.

Arthur J. Kahn :—No more would be col-

lected at 15 per cent, than at 10 per cent.

Undervaluation and smuggling would be-

come extensive and the change would lower

the standard of the diamond business.

Goodman Bros. :—The increase would be
a blow at the honest trade and put a premium
on smuggling. It would not affect the trade

in any other way.

A. Krower, Albert Lorsch & Co.:—The
effect would be to divert the trade from
regular to irresponsible channels and would
increase smuggling greatly. If smuggling
were prevented, the raise in itself would not

^hurt trade.

.

Leopold Stern, Stern Bros. & Co:—It will

not effect the trade one way or another or

cause any increase in smuggling. It -will

make but little difference to the cutting

industry as that is amply protected by the

present duty.

Eichberg & Co.:—It would be better to

let well enough alone. At 10 per cent,

nearly all people are willing to pay the duty.

At 15 per cent, smuggling will be sufficient

to hurt the first class houses.

Henry E. Oppenheimer, H. E. Oppen-

heimer & Co.:—If the proposed duty goes

into effect, merchants will have either to

buy from smugglers or get out of business.

There is no other alternative.

Theodore H. Schultz, Schultz & Rudolph;
-—Additional duty would be an incentive to

smuggling, but I do not think that it would
hurt the American market.

I. C. Yauger, Victor Bishop & Co. :—The
Government will not collect as much on a

15 per cent, duty as on a 10 per cent. The
proposed raise is very much in favor of dis-

honest houses and against the legitimate

trade.

Mr. Bass, Bruhl Bros. & Co. ;—The in-

crease would be detrimental to the trade in

general. A 10 per cent, duty is just right

and any increase would surely hurt busi-

ness. There are many who would risk

smuggling at 15 per cent.

N. Glauber, N. Glauber & Co. :—It would
slightly increase smuggling, but -would have
no other effect.

S. Jacobson, Jacobson Bros. :—Any in-

crease in duty on an article so easily

smuggled puts a premium on dishonesty
;

but the extra five per cent, would hardly be
sufficient ^o increase smuggling to any ex-

tent. No effect would be felt from the in-

crease in duty alone.

Koch, Dreyfus & Co. :—The trade can

-well stand the five per cent, increase. It

will not effect smuggling to any extent.

J. Heilbronn, Heilbronn & Blank:—Its

effects can only be hurtful, and the advance
is sure to increase smuggling.

Opinions Respecting the Proposed De-
creased Tariff on Clocks.

WiNSTED, Conn., Dec. i.—-James G. Wood-
ruff, of the Wm. L. Gilbert Clock Co., in an

interview said: “The proposed new tariff,

if carried into effect, will reduce protection

on clocks about 30 per cent. This must be

met largely by reducing the lab.or cost in

the goods, if we continue to manufacture

them. It does not require a great head to

see this.”

G. B. Owen, manager of the same com-

pany, said: “ It has been stated by the best

'authority that skilled labor in clocks and
clock movements in Germany, France, and
other foreign clock producing countries,

average from 40 to 60 cents a day. In this

country, workmen average from $1.50 to

$2.50 a day for the same labor. With the

present McKinley tariff, we manage to just

keep out the cheapest clocks. Previous to

the McKinley bill, large quantities of these,

as well as the most expensive clocks, which

are still imported, were sent over. The
McKinley tariff has checked this for the

present. The mere proposition of a change

in the tariff retarded our business and re-

duced prices to such an extent that we were

compelled to reduce wages. What effect

the actual execution of the plan would have,

can readily be seen by anyone. ”

IDEAS FROM BOSTON.

Boston, Mass., Dec. 2—Such concerns as

the E. Howard Watch & Clock Co. and
American Waltham Watch Co. are looking

forward to the debate on the tariff by
Congress with great interest. A repre-

sentative of one of these concerns said that

the bill would probably curtail operations in

American factories while pending, and
might still further effect employes ad-

versely, if it became a law.

MR. KROEBER EXPRESSES HIS IDEAS.

“ In my judgment the proposed change
of duty from 40 to 25 per cent, will have
very little effect on the clock business,” said

Mr. Kroeber, of the F. Kroeber Clock Co., to

a Circular reporter. “ In the first place it

must be borne in mind that the cost price of

the imported article remains the same. Be-

cause the difference in duty is 15 per cent,

many people not deeply interested have a

hazy idea that the price is increased 15 per

cent. The fallacy of such reasoning is shown
by the fact that a dollar article, which under
the present tariff is worth $1.40, under that

proposed would be worth $1.25, a difference

of only a fraction over 10 per cent. Look-
ing after my own manufacturing interests I

am a high tariff man, but the proposed re-

duction should not cause a moment's un-

easiness.”

Lambert Bros. Reticent Regarding Their

Robbery.

The jewelry store of Lambert Bros.,

at 58th St. and Third Ave., New York, was
robbed sometime between Saturday even-

ing and Monday morning. The robbery is

believed to be an extensive one although

the safe was not broken into.

The burglars effected an entrance by cut-

ting a hole through the ceiling of the cellar

into the store just behind the counter. The
goods stolen, which were principally articles

of silverware, were taken from the show
cases. It is believed that the thieves obtained

$4,000 or $5,000 worth of goods.

A member of the firm of Lambert Bros.,

who was seen by a Circular reporter Mon-
day afternoon, refused to give any details of

the robbery although he admitted it had
taken place. He said the firm were then

taking stock to find out the amount lost.

The police at the 57th St. station house

were equally reticent.

Lambert Bros, are members of the Jew-
elers' Security Alliance but wdll receive no
benefit therefrom as this organization only

insures goods in the safe.

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An Interesting Decision In the Canadian
Courts.

Montreal, Can., Nov. 30.—Judge Gill

rendered an interesting judgment yester-

day, in the insolvency case of Spalding, the

jeweler. This was a rule taken by the in-

solvent against the provisional guardian, on

the refusal of the inspectors to authorize the

curator to take action against such guardian

because of his default to remit to the cura-

tor a quantity of jewelry which had been
entrusted to his care.

After the judicial abandonment, the in-

him for rent due in his store. The seizure

was served upon the guardian or some one
representing him, at th“ store, and the sale

under such seizure subsequently took place,

none of the interested parties except those

representing the landlord being present

to protect their interests, the insolvent

himself having had no knowledge whatever
of the seizure and its results.

This change

is to be deplored as it is in favor of

foreign manufacturers, and will lead to

frauds upon the customs, tempting men to

become perjurers, and exciting a large

amount of disputation and litigation. All

experience has proved that specific duties

are the most just, the simplest, and the most
easily collected.

The New York Chamber of Commerce, the New
York Jewelers’ Association and other business bodies

that give annual dinners to which particular guests

are invited and at which speeches are made by persons

other than the members would perhaps do well to warn
all speechmakers against delivering partisan tirades that

may be offensive to some of the guests at the table.

Buyers of goods at the world’s Fair

should not be impatient if the promises

of the exhibitors who sold the articles are

not carried out to the letter.

Precious Stones, son Tariff bill to increase

^
the duty on diamonds

and precious stones cut and unset, from 10

per cent, to 15 per cent., has raised a uni-

versal and decided protest from the diamond
importers of the country, as evidenced by
their unhesitating signing of the petition

conceived and circulated by some of their

number. Various tariff reformers in different

administrations have looked toward a high

tariff on cut and unset precious stones as a de-

sirable economic condition and have always

been met with the same arguments annihil-

atory to their ideas. While the objections

set forth in the petition reprinted on another

page of this issue are terse and pointed, it

may be well to resuscitate the arguments
embodied in the petition drafted by The
Circular in. April, 1890, when in the Mc-
Kinley bill it was proposed to increase the

then existing duties on the articles of 10 per

cent. These were as follows :

There is no other merchandise of such positive value

and small bulk as precious stones, and, once being

passed into the country and bulk broken, so impossible

of identification. No other cout try exacts duty at all

on precious stones. An increased duty means simply

this—an invitation to unscrupulous foreign dealers to

invade the country with smuggled goods, so that

American dealers who will not smuggle, must give up
business altogether or purchase their goods within the

country.

The diamond importing business would degenerate

into a contraband trade, and the Government would

get little or no revenue from it, and that at an enor-

mous expense for inspectors, detectives, etc. The
present duty of 10 per cent, is all that can surely be

collected.

Interviews with a number of the importers

as published in this issue strengthen these

arguments. Almost universally are the

same ideas expressed. A 10 per cent, duty

is amply sufficient to carry out the principles

of Democratic legislation. It can.be collected

as it leaves little or no margin of profit to

would-be contrabandists Any increase

would mean so much profit to the unscrupu-

lous and an incentive to increase smuggling;

thus the Government would acquire less

revenue than at present, while legitimate

trade would suffer from the competition of

law breakers, and soon reach a demoralized

condition. Again many private consumers

would purchase precious stones in Europe
under the erroneous impression that they

were getting them cheaper. Altogether the

enactment of the measure so far as it refers

to these articles would be a discrimation

against honest importers, which is not the

purpose of Government legislation. Dia-

monds and precious stones occupy a unique
position in the list of imports, and the pres-

ent duty of 10 per cent, seems just right, as it

fosters the lapidary industry, while it dis-

courages ruinous competition from illegal

operators. Let 10 per cent, remain un-

changed,

000. It is not, however, so much due to the

claims that they are troubled, as to the laws

which govern the case.

The laws of California in relation to busi-

ness troubles protect only the creditors

located in the State. This law says that

creditors in the State must be paid in full

before those in other States are settled with.

This being the case, creditors here and in

Attleboro are extremely anxious as to how
the affairs are to end.

Several concerns are, however, congratu-

lating themselves upon the fact that they

recently refused to ship orders which

amounted to several thousand dollars.

Two Jewelry Stores Burned as a Re-

sult of a Railroad Wreck.

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The Jury Believed Van Diver Did Not In-

tend to Defraud the Government.

Philadelphia, Pa., Dec. 2.—The case of

custom house broker John L. Van Diver has

been on trial this week before J udge Butler

in the United States District Court. The
charge is the making of false entries of

merchandise in an attempt to defraud the

Government out of custom duties.

As readers of The Circular will remem-

ber, the goods were imported lenses, which

are dutiable at 45 to 60 per cent., ad val-

orem. The claim of the Government was

that these were entered as glass discs, which

are free of duty. The charge was that he

did this knowingly, because at the time of

attempting to perpetrate the fraud he had

in his possession the money with which to

pay the duties, the samples showing what

the goods were and a letter from his cus-

tomers showing the rate of duty.

Van Diver’s defense was that the goods

were brought over for T. A Willson & Co.,

Reading, for whom he acted as broker, and

that he thought from the invoice and low

price that the merchandise were glass discs.

Being the consignee of the goods he was
protecting himself, as theie had been a

number of protests, and therefore received

the money to pay the duties, as he was not

sure but that liquidation would have to be

made as lenses.

A large number of witnesses yesterday

testified for the defense, among them being

President Williams, of the Philadelphia

Optical and Watch Co. He related that

Van Diver had gone to him and made in-

quiries regarding the character of the mer-

chandise. The witness told him the goods

were lenses, but that there was a doubt in

his mind regarding part of them. Mr. Will-

iams described glass discs as cylinder glass,

plain on both ends, intended for lenses not

ground.

Judge Butler charged the jury briefly, and
a verdict of acquittal was agreed to after

six minutes’ deliberation.

Failure of Perhaps the Oldest jewelry

Firm in Kentucky.

Louisville, Ky., Dec. 4.—Fletcher Ben-

nett & Co., successors to the late C. Fletcher

Bennett, one of the oldest jewelry firms in

the State, made an assignment on the 29th

to the Fidelity Trust & Safety Vault Co.

In 1818 Henry Fletcher established the

business at Lexington, Ky. In 1830 he

moved it here. The business afterward

passed into the hands of C. Fletcher Ben-

nett, Henry Fletcher’s nephew. C. Fletcher

Bennett, conducted the business up to the

time of his death when he was succeeded by

his son, Henry Bennett, and some of his

daughters, composing the firm of Fletcher

Bennett & Co. ,
which is located at 509 4th

Identifies

Missing Case.

Chicago, 111 ., Dec. 2.—Thursday Joseph
Cejsar, a Pole, visited Lieutenant Ptacek at

the Hinman St. police station and told him
that Carl Johannas, a merchant tailor, had
brought him a satchel and had asked him to

keep it for him, promising to pay well for

the favor. He said the satchel was so large

and so carefully fastened that his curiosity

had been aroused and he had looked into it,

expecting to find a dead body or something

of a similar nature. He was far more terri-

fied to find thousands of dollars worth of

bright new jewelry glittering before his

eyes and so great was his fear of some terri-

ble result of his inquisitive act that he had
hurried to impart the news of his discovery

to the lieutenant.

The latter was inclined to disbelieve the

story, but he sent Detectives Danner and
Sheahan with Cejsar and was surprised half

an hour later to find his office littered with

trays of jewelry ranging from valuable gold

watch chains down to plated trinkets. The
trays were such as are usually used by jew-

elers to keep sample jewelry in. Lieut.

Ptacek immediately thought he was on the

track of some burglar who had looted a big

jewelry establishment.

He hurried out with Detectives Danner
and Sheahan and in a couple of hours they

arrested Johannas at his home, at 2107 \V.

38th St. He was immediately put in the

“sweat-box” but the only information

which could be elicited from him was that

his 12-year-old boy had found the satchel

last March. He had brought it home, he

said, and had kept it there until his wife be-

came frightened and threatened to notify

the police if he kept the property around

any longer.

Lieut. Ptacek ordered Cejsar placed un-

der surveillance and Johannas held for fur-

ther developments. Meanwhile the satchel

was identified by Mr. Kramer, city salesman

for Stein & Ellbogen Co. and by the cor-

respondent of The Jeweler’s Circular, as

the sample case lost March 27, by a porter em-

ployed by John Platt, traveler for Foster &
Bailey, Providence.

Mr. Kramer and The Circular’s corres-

pondent met in Chief of Detectives Shea’s

office, bound on the same errand and pro-

ceeded to the station where the case was
fully identified. A number of chains and

several small pieces were missine, but they

formed a small percentage of the whole.

Mr. Platt, having finished his work for

the day, started from the corner of Mon-

roe St. and Wabash Ave., Dlarch 27th, to

walk to the Tremont House, leaving his

porter with two sample cases to take the

cable for the same place. The porter, hav-

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ing placed one case containing a line of

lockets, crosses, bracelets and other goods,

on the platform, was thrown down by the

sudden starting of the train. Before he

could recover himselt the car had sped on

its way. He crossed on Monroe St. to State

St. to intercept the train as it came south,

but no car passed with the case. He then

took a cable train south with the remaining

case, and made diligent search, but failed

to recover the lost one.

In the meantime Mr. Platt, the porter fail-

ing to appear, notified the police, fearing an

accident had occurred. Later in the even-

ing the porter telephoned from the south

part of the city notifying Mr. Platt of the

loss. Every effort was at once made to

locate the missing case but without success.

The case is the smaller of two carried by

Mr. Platt, and was valued at between $800

and $900. The chief value, however, lies in

the fact that it contains some patterns of

which the firm have no duplicates.

Frank Flint has Forged Notes Instead of

$2,500 Worth of Diamonds.

Cincinnati, O., Dec. 4.—A warrant has

been issued for the arrest of Walter Pence,

charging him with forgery. The complain-

ant is James K. Bingaman, manager for

Frank Flint, the jeweler in the Palace Hotel

building.

Pence purchased several diamonds, aggre-

gating $2,500, giving in payment three notes

for the amount. The notes appear to have
been endorsed by Pence’s father, Lemanuel
Pence, and his father-in-law, I. D. Powell,

both of whom are wealthy and respected

residents of Urbana. Mr. Flint sent an

agent to Urbana for the purpose of ascer-

taining if the notes were good. The cashier

at the bank informed the agent that they

would be paid any time after they had ma-
tured upon presentation and the jeweler was
satisfied.

A few days ago one of the notes for $800

became due. Then it was discovered that

the names of the indorsers on the notes had
been forged, and both gentlemen repudiated

their alleged signatures. Then the second
surprise came in the knowledge that young
Pence had disappeared and could not be
found. Suit was entered for the value of

the notes in the Urbana courts the 17th of'

the month, but a verdict was returned

against Flint in the civil courts.

New smoking sets have a dull finish with
bands of raised work. A set seen has a
tobacco jar and attached in four places to

the body small round receptacles for cigar-

ettes and matches.

A coffee set has a modern Vienna machine,
egg shaped, of dull finished silver. The
sugar and creamer have covers with ivory

knobs. The cups are new. These are of sil-

ver with handles and with the silver cut out

and ivory inserted where the mouth touches

the cup. This serves two purposes, being
more agreeable to the taste and less liable

to burn the mouth than the silver. It is set

out on a little oak mounted butler’s tray.

In carvers, perhaps the most acceptable

have ivory handles. These are solid, round,

with silver mountings only at the end; others

have the angles inclosed in broken silver

edges. The buck horn handles have swell-

ing curves, and are mounted in silver. They
have an imposing air of business, and it

seems would be preferred by a proficient

carver. Carving sets with silver handles

follow the fashions described above.

Everything that looks toward hospitality

is prominent at the jeweler’s. Notably are

knives and forks. Polished surfaces with

broken edges seem to prevail in all sorts of

table ware. Newer than these, however,

are straight, raised parallel lines on the

stems of forks, expanding in plain, lustrous

surfaces at the end. The knives to corre-

spond have parallel raised lines. The severe

chasteness of these is agreeable. Other

knife and fork handles are in raised lines.

JEWELRY, WATCHES, ETC.

Fine cat’s-eyes are still in vogue, as are

moonstones.

There are numbers of flower shaped

watches in enamel, such as the pansy, daisy,

and open rose.

The cigar cutter is apparently one of the

most desirable articles in the market. It is

of gold with sunken jewels.

Roman enamels which foreign travelers

used to bring home in everything from

brooches to boxes, are seen again in brace-

lets.

Flower jewelry in enamels and stones is

pretty and popular. The enamel petal, as

in the wild roses and pansies, has each

edge encrusted with stones.

The tobacco worm is the latest thing in

brooches. One seen is of pearl, its ridges

accentuated with green enamel, in which

are sunk tiny diamonds, and a green

enamel head and feelers finely tipped.

Majolica Vase to [Pope Leo XIII.

STANDING in the fore front of the Mon-
aco exhibit at the World’s Fair, was

the great majolica vase dedicated to

Pope Leo XIII. This beautiful and orig-

inal vase was exhibited by special permis-

sion of His Eminence, the Bishop of Mon-
aco. There exist only two such vases in

Ihe world; one is in the library of His Holi-

ness Pope Leo XIII. in the Vatican at

Rome, and the other here referred to. De-

siring to commemorate the 50th year of

priesthood of His Holiness, Pope Leo XIII.,

the Principality of Monaco decided to pre-

sent His Holiness with a beautiful and mam-
moth vase. M. Louis Cavallero, the direc-

tor of the Monaco pottery, was intrusted

with its execution.

The vase has the shape of a church cup,

such as those used on the altar to celebrate

the holy mass, and is made of majolica,

enameled in white and gold, and is about 9

feet high. On the top of the lid is the

Redemptor with the world in one hand and
the keys of heaven in the other, with the

inscription in Latin

—

Tu es sacerdos in

aeier7ium secundum ordinem Melchisedech.
On the border of the lid, which is 32 inches

in diameter, are six angels disposed in

groups of three, which are meant to repre-

sent the handles of the vase. These six

angels hold religious attributes, such as the

palm, the cross, the pastoral mace, the holy

water cup and the incense burner.

The body of the vase, which is shaped as

a church cup, is covered with allegorical

ornaments, and has two medallions, one of

which represents His Holiness, the Pope
when made a priest (50 years ago) cele-

brating his first mass, surrounded with

angels in the act of praying. This bas-relief

or medallion is headed by two angels hold-

ing the coat of arms of Count Pecci, the

Pope’s name before he was ordained a

priest.

The other medallion on the opposite side

represents His Holiness sitting on the pon-

tifical throne in the act of being congratu-

lated on the occasion of his jubilee by priests

and friars of every order, with two angels

on each side, one holding the Holy Sacra-

ment, the other in the act of offering a book
with the inscription, “ Queni admodutn
solicitus pastor.” This medallion is headed

by two more angels holding the pontifical

coat of arms. At the base of each medallion

there are three cherub heads, with the dates

1837 and 1887.

Just under the three angels on the lid are

several heads of cherubs surrounded by

V.^SE DEDICATED TO POPE LEO XIII.

clouds, and on each side the heads of St.

Peter and St. Paul. On the lower part of

the body of the vase are four heads of lions

in gold enamels. Lower still, on what may
be called “the stem” of the cup, are the

heads of four saints, which are made to-

represent the four doctors of the church

from whom His Holiness takes his daily

inspirations. These four saints are St.

Leo, St. Gregory VII., St. Joachim and
St. Charles. The name of this latter saint

was also the name of the Prince of Monaca
at that time, Charles III.

On one side of the foot of the vase there is

a coat of arms of Monaco, and on the other

side the coat of arms of Bishop Tenvet of

Monaco, who was the interpreter of the sen-

timents of the inhabitants and parishioners

of the Principality of Monaco in ordering

the vase to be made. On the pedestal there

are four inscriptions :

Oh. Eius Att. Sacerd L. Auetori Svo,

Dioec. Motioecen. Leoni XIII. P. M.
The pedestal is of various turquoise colors

in enamel. The prevailing color being white,

the details in the illustration are not def-

initely brought out; they should be gleaned

from the text. The larger panels on the bowl

are of pale yellow and much of the raised

ornamentation is in dull gold. Bands of

gold encircle the bowl and stand, and the

inscription on the cup is in gold letters on a
white ground. The kiln alone was specially

constructed at a cost of $20,000. It was
broken on the completion of the second vase

and no further reproductions can be had.

The vase will be exhibited at the Antwerp
Exposition. »

Notes on Foreign Fancy Goods.

L
atterly there has been issued a new

series of exquisitely modeled parian

figures, chiefly seated on artistically desigpied

chairs.

Green and ruby plush velvet have been

impressed into the service of the fancy goods
dealers, on which to fnount a series of hand*

painted landscapes on terra-cotta.

Eight pretty miniature tumblers, neatly

cut and mounted in silver plate, with a small

decanter to match, with mounted lid, form a
very neat and attractive liqueur set, especi-

ally when placed, cruet fashion, on a small,

leaf shaped, silver plated tray.

German makers were early in the market

with a novelty for Christmas in ruby decan-

ters. They are of rather a tall shape and
hold about a pint, perhaps a little over.

They are perfectly plain, with the exception

of a tooled demi-crystal handle. The stop-

pers are simply plain ground stoppers. One
pair on view were not exactly of the same
height, but then, what can be expected when
the goods are retailed in medium class shops

at IS. each.

The new glass trinket sets made in Bo-

hemia are making a field for themselves.

The new goods are really very neat and very

salable. New patterns are now being rushed

on the market in various colors, ruby, green,

canary, and a new shade of amber predomin-

ating. All are gilded with exceedingly

good taste, chiefly in raised gold floral dec-

oration. The shapes of the bottles in the

new goods are well adapted to their intended

use. The vase shapes are most artistic,

although those after the style of the now
popular tall spiral claret jugs, crowned with

their heavily gilt knobs and handles, are the

most attractive. The trays are also very

neatly got up.

If jewelers would provide some narrow

silver belts to wear about the little basques

in vogue they would be taken up. Wide
belts are not in harmony with these.

Women are forced to wear twisted rolls of

velvet. Slender threads of silver would be

desirable.

Etruscan art is intermediate between

the Greek and Roman styles, and was
the art of a colony of people known as the

Etruscans, whose country Etruria, was

located in western central Italy. Of the

origin of the Etruscans but little is known,

but the most reliable tradition is that they

were a Phoenician colony, which fact ac-

counts for the Egfj’ptian and Asiatic feeling

that characterizes Etruscan art, for it is

known that the Phoenicians were very active

in assimilating the art of their neighbors,

while they were not great artists them-

selves. Much of

their work is cop-

ied from Greek

chambers with small rooms or alcoves open-

ing from them, and in the central chamber
an alcove or sarcophagus of stone or terra

cotta, with usually a recumbent figure of

religious symbols painted with red and yel-

low ochres. Some of these tombs were
decorated to resemble the interiors of the
wooden chambers of Troy, while others,

were intended toimitate in their appearance
the house used by the deceased during his.

life.

From the fact that many of the Etruscarc

tombs were decorated and furnished tc>

represent houses in real life, we are able to

form a very correct idea of the manner andi

mode of life of these ancient people. Oner

jewelry. Gold was a fav'orite metal, and
with it was employed amber, glass and pre-

cious stones, and occasionally enamel. The
leading characteristic of Etruscan jewelry is

the absence of the filigree work used in

Greek jewelry to produce the design, the

pattern being produced in most cases by

solid globules of gold, each separately made
and soldered together, according to the ar-

rangement. Glass was made into beads and
amber served a number of purposes, such as

beads, necklaces and
amulets mounted with

gold. The illustra-

tions of Etruscan jew-

elry show some fine

examples, the origin-

als of which are pre-

.served in Paris.

The Etruscans were

very fond of mirrors,

which were made of

bronze, polished on

one side, and on the

other side a uesign

was engraved, taken

in many cases from

Greek legends or my-
thology. The designs

were based on Greek

models. The scarabeus also was engraved

upon their gems, usually of cornelian or

agate. The gem had a flat face, the design

being engraved in intaglio. Work of this

kind belongs to the seventh century B. C.

Etruscan pottery was made in a great vari-

ety of forms, and noble vases were modeled

in the black clay, without glaze or enamel.

The relief ornamentation was produced

either by moulds applied to the surface or

'by separately modeled reliefs set in upon the

surface.

Jeweler Abell Indicted for Usingthe Mails

for Lottery Purposes..

Columbus, O., Dec. 9.—The United States

Grand Jury has indicted Lorenzo D. Abell,

jeweler Zanesville, and David Harris, a far-

mer, near that place, for mailing lottery let-

ters. They formed a partnership and adver-

tised a gift enterprise, to take place on Nov.

30, when $60,000 would be given away.
This prize, they claimed, was represented

by a farm and six horses. Tickets were
disposed of at $i apiece.

It is claimed the farm and horses were
not worth one-tenth of the $60,000. Letters

were sent through the mails advertising the

scheme and the men were arrested.

Demise of Casper A. Kuster.

Droz had been a familiar figure in the

watch business for over 50 years, and his

office at 92 Fulton St., has been a veritable

landmark among the old jewelry houses of

the metropolis. His loss is one that will be
felt not alone by his family and friends, but

by the watch trade in general.

Mr. Droz was born in Lode, Switzerland,

Dec. II, 1819, and was a compatriot of the

naturalist Agassiz and the geographer Ar-
nold Guyot. He remained in his native

country until his twelfth year, and then

went to New York where his father, Edward
Droz, and his uncle, Julien Droz, subse-

quently founded a watch importing business

at 216 William St. At the age of 17 Mr.
Droz returned to Switzerland and spent two
years in learning the trade of watch and
case maker.

In 1839 the deceased succeeded his father

in business, and continued as a partner of

his uncle until 1845. On May ist of that

year the partnership was dissolved, and Mr.
Droz established himself at his late quarters,

92 Fulton St., where he remained in busi-

ness by himself ever since. At first his

business was importing Swiss watches and
manufacturing cases; but later he became
also a jobber in American watches and a
manufacturer of rings.

Thro ghout his career Mr. Droz always
stood high in the opinion of the trade. He
was known as an honorable and courteous

gentleman, and a careful business man.
The immediate cause of his death was

paralysis which resulted in heart failure.

Mr. Droz suffered from a paralytic stroke

in June, 1892, and from that time his health

had not been good. Mr. Droz was a mem-
ber of the 7th Regiment Veterans and
was for 25 years a trustee of the Treno it

Presbyterian Church. He leaves a widow,
one daughter, six grandchildren and ore

great-grand child. The funetal services,

were held at his residence Saturday evening.

Several Firms of Newark Affected by

Death of Major Leverett G. Hemingway.

New Haven, Conn., Dec. 10.—Major

Leverett G. Hemingway, a brave officer of

the late war, and at the time of the break-

ing out of the conflict holding a responsible

position in the prominent jewelry store of

the late Everard Benjamin (now Geo. H.

Ford Co.), and later a member of the Hart-

ford jewelry firm of Hemingway & Stevens,

died suddenly of apoplexy yesterday at the

home here of his daughter, at the age of 66

years.

He resided in Woodbridge, six miles from

here, where in late years he conducted a

large farm. He also was proprietor of a large

creamery in this city. He entered the war

as a captain in the ist Connecticut heavy

artillery and rose to be major of the regi-

ment. He fought in many of the chief bat-

tles of the war. He was for a number of

years a prominent jewelry merchant in

Hartford. He was in partnership with

James R. Stevens, the firm being the pre-

decessors of the Ernst Schall Co. Fail-

ure of his eyesight owing to a w'ound

received in battle was the cause of his re-

linquishing the jewelry business.

Co. offered

for subscription at par through the Rhode Is-

land Hospital Trust Co. has been taken, and

to-day the vendors had advanced the price to

$102 a share, or $2 above par. This sale has

been the feature of the week in the local

stock market.

The old capitalization of the company was

$4,200,000, of which $1,200,000 should be cu-

mulative preferred stock, entitled to 6 per

cent, dividend, and $3,000,000 should be com-

mon stock. The old stockholders of the com-

pany took all of the common and one-half of

the preferred stock, and offered the balance

as stated.

The properties of the company are en-

tirely free from encumbrances. The new
works at Elmwood were constructed without

any addition of capital by the Gorham Mfg.

The bill was ad-

mirably drawn to provide for the economical

settlement of the affairs of honest insolv-

ents for the just advantage of creditors, and

at the same time to guard against any dis-

honest or unjust advantage for either cred-

itor or debtor. Its passage would have

added greatly to the certainty and stability

of commercial credits throughout the Union

and would have been equivalent to the re-

mission of what now amounts to a heavy

and unfair tax upon all business. It had
the warm support of all the principal com-

mercial bodies in every section of the land,

representing all varieties of interests. The
difficulty has been the refusal of various

representatives and their constituents to

concede something of selfish aims to the in-

terest of the mass, while a more important

obstacle is the refusal of members of Con-

gress to stay in their places and attend to

their business. It was the business of the

supporters of the measure, who were in the

majority, to attend and vote. The mer-

chants of the whole country demand bank-

ruptcy legislation that will cover the whole

country, for it is impossible to secure jus-

tice and promote popular rights and con-

venience when one set of rules prevails in

one State and a different set over the bor-

der in another State.

Death of the Inventor, Henry Goebel.

The late Henry Goebel, believed to be

the inventor of the incandescent electric

lamp, who died at his residence, 504 Sixth

Ave., New York, on Dec. 4th, was for many
years of his early life a watchmaker in Ger-

many and New York. Mr. Goebel was
born on April 20, 1818, at Springer, Ger-

many. As a boy he took up the trade of

watchmaker and optician. He invented

many new devices in the mechanism of

clocks and watches, and experimented with

lenses and optical instruments of his own
construction. Later he w'ent to the Techni-

cal School, of Hanover, where he became
interested in electricity. He went to New
York on Feb. 2, 1849, with his wife, and es-

tablished himself in a small house on Mon-
roe St., where he hung out his sign as watch

and clock maker. The business prospered,

and Mr. Goebel further pursued his experi-

ments with arc lights. He then gave up

his trade as watchmaker.
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The Death of Hon. Isaac C. Lewis.

Meriden, Conn., Dec. 7 .—Hon. Isaac C.

Lewis, president of the Meriden Britannia

Co., successor of the late Horace C. Wilcox

in the position, died very suddenly at his

home to-day while sitting in his chair. His

death was wholly unexpected. The sad

news spread with great rapidity throughout

the city, causing everywhere surprise

• and sorrow, the deceased gentleman

having been not only highly respected

but universally loved in this, the

city which he had helped so con-

spicuously, with his colleagues, the

late Mr. Wilcox, Mr. Curtis and others,

to build up.

Mr. Lewis had been suffering

with a slight cold, but it was not

severe enough to confine him to the

house. He was feeling as well as

ever at 9 o’clock this morning.

Soon after 10 o’clock he complained

of having a pain in his stomach. Un-
til the arrival of the physician the

family administered some simple

remedy that relieved Mr. Lewis and
not the slightest alarm was felt by
any member of the family until 11.30.

At that time Mr. Lewis was sitting

quietly in an easy chair in his sleep-

ing apartment. Suddenly his face

became swollen and purple and in an

instant, while surrounded by his wife

and daughters life came to a close.

Death was caused by apoplexy.

Only yesterday Mr. Lewis was at the

office of the Meriden Britannia Co.,

attending to the business of the com-
pany in his capacity as president. He
had of late years entrusted his business

affairs, aside from those immediately

connected with the corporations of which
he -was president, to his faithful pri-

vate secretary, Selah A. Hull. Mr. Lewis
was directly interested in many of the lead-

ing industries of Meriden. Besides being

president of .the Meriden Britannia Co. he
was president of Miller Bros.’ Cutlery Co.,

Chapman Mfg. Co., Meriden Trust & Safe

Deposit Co., a director of the Meriden Na-
tional Bank, trustee of the Meriden Savings
Bank, and up to six months ago was a direc-

tor of the Wilcox & White Organ Co., when
he disposed of his stock. He was also in-

terested as a stockholder in several other

local enterprises and had considerable money
invested outside of Meriden.

Mr. Lewis was for a long time one of the

local trustees of the Connecticut School for

Boys. He every year gave away without

the slightest ostentation a small fortune in

benevolences. He was particularly inter-

ested in the Universalist Church, the splen-

did new edifice being due principally to his

generous gifts.

Isaac C. Lewis was born in Meriden, Oct.

19, 1812. He was a son of Isaac and Esther
Beaumont Lewis. When he was about ii

years old his father died, and five years
after his mother died. He attended school

until the death of his father. When in his

15th year, he was apprenticed to Hiram Yale,

of Wallingford, to learn the britannia ware

trade. His employer died when Mr. Lewis

was 19 years old. He remained with the

family a short time, and worked about two

years for Lewis & Holt. In 1834, being then

in his 22d year, Mr. Lewis formed a copart-

nership with George Cowles, under the title

of Lewis & Cowles, and hired rooms in a

factory in East Meriden, for the manufac-

ture of britannia metal goods.

They remained here about two years,

when they closed up business, Mr. Cowles

going north and Mr. Lewis west. This was

in the Summer of 1836. Mr. Lewis returned

in the Fall and commenced business again

with the late Lemuel J. Curtis as partner,

under the name of Lewis & Curtis, in a fac-

tory in East Meriden. After two years the

partnership was dissolved, Mr. Curtis com-

ing to Meriden Center. Mr. Lewis soon

after purchased a house and small farm

about one mile east of Meriden and built a

shop and put in horse-power. Business

increased to such an extent that a small en-

gine was put in
;
but that proving to be in-

sufficient, he bought the factory where he

first commenced business with Mr. Cowles.

He soon after associated with Daniel B.

Wells, a former apprentice, under the name
of I. C. Lewis & Co. Mr. Wells died soon

after and Mr. Lewis bought his interest.

In 1852 the Meriden Britannia Co. formed

with Mr. Lewis as president. He remained

president of the company about 12 years,

when he declined holding the office any
longer. He still remained a member of the

company and took an active interest in the

business. L’^pon the death of Horace C.

Wilcox, he was again elected president, and
had held the position up to his death.

Mr. Lewis represented the town in the

Legislature in 1848, 1859, 1862 and 1866.

In 1872-73 he was elected Mayor of Meri-

den. Mr. Lewis married, in 1836, Harriet,

daughter of Noah Pomeroy,' and had six

children, viz: Melissa N., Martha E., Henry

J., Isaac, Frank and Katie A.

Mr. Lewis commenced life without a dol-

lar, and by his own exertions and strict

attention to business accumulated a large

fortune. He never had a note protested,

never was sued, nor did he ever

enter a suit against any man.

Meriden, Conn., Dec. ii.—The
funeral of Isaac Lewds took place to-

day at 2 o’clock at the residence of the

family. It was attended by a very

large concourse of sorrowing friends

including representatives of the many
notable corporations with which the

deceased was identified.

W. S. Perkins, of St. Paul’s Univer-

salist Church conducted the services

at the home. The interment was
in Walnut Grove Cemetery.

In accordance with action taken by

All this time they were

accepting the good dollars of the jewelers

tor running their “ads” at a ridiculously

high figure. A committee was appointed

to wait on them, consisting of all merchants

interested, and as a result they were made
to see the error of their w \ys, and very

gracefully agreed to give up their merchan-

dise business to their ad,vertising patrons.

This work will be appreciated by all jewel-

ers of the south, for all were affected by the

trade of the unfair competitors.

A meeting will be called early next month
of all the jewelers in the State for the pur-

pose of organizing a State association.

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Large and Small Balances.

HY CLAUDU'S SAUMEK.

The question is often asked if a large

balance is jjreferable to a small. It

is difficult to answer it, because explanations

are necessary- which lead to no tangible re-

sults. Again, the majority of these ques-

tioners forget the occasionally large differ-

ence between the apparent radius and that

which impinges at the point where the mass
of the balance in motion acts with the great-

est concussive force.

As the apparent radius or diameter is in-

dependent from the manner of distribution

of the mass in its several parts, it is easily

measured with a graduated ruler. The
motion radius or diameter (the knowledge

of which is important for the watchmaker)

is dependent upon the manner of this

distribution, and can therefore be ascer-

tained onlj- by calculation.

For those who experience difficulties in

the management of figures, we have made
use of demonstrating by illustrations.

Let us examine the two balances P and
G 'represented both in elevation and cross

section p p and g g, figs, i and 2, after

having been turned out. Roth vary in size;

both are equally heavy, but the mass is

divided differently in both.

With P, fig. I, the arms are heavy, and
the central part is thick. The arms and
central part of G, fig. 2, on the other hand,
have only been left sufficiently heavy not to

impair their strength. Beside this, a much
larger part of the mass has in this smaller

balance been placed in the rim. From this

follows that the motion

circle for G passes
through a and for P
through h.

When we compare the

apparent diameters gg
and p p with the deter-

The following is the re-

sult of an experiment

which demonstrates the

change experienced in the

rate of a balance, if the

mass is divided in differ-

ent ways.

In a cylinder move-

ment the anular balance

was replaced by a flat bar

a a, fig. 3. This bar had

at its ends two small arms

that could be turned with

strong friction, each of

which carried a weight, m. From fig. 4 will

be seen that the small arms could be bent

in such a way that the\' would either assume

the position m
,
w, or those of with-

out disturbing the equipoise of this new

balance. At first glance will be seen that

we have three different balances before us

which we will designate as the large, the

medium and the small, which are identical

to each other as far as the division of the
mass

;
nothing of them has been changed as

regards their total weight, the activity of

the balance spring, or in the frictions.

Which, now, is the indicative characteristic

that determines the value of these balances
of j)recisely the same weight as the regu-
lator of rate ?

Apparently this characteristic lies in its

resistance, its insensibility to changes, such
as the transgressions of the impelling force

and their resistance to concussions in wear-
ing. In order to arrive at a conclusion by
means of experiment, we placed upon one
of the arbors of the train a small cylinder

upon which was wrapped a thread with a

weight suspended to its end. Under the

actuation of this weight, the train was per-

mitted to run until the balance with the

massesat m m, fig. 3, had made 8.815 vibra-

tions. The time consumed was determined
by a second regulator.

The experiment was then repeated first

with the position of the masses as shown at

Wj Wj, and next, as shown at w„, ob-

serving for each experiment the time con-

sumed in obtaining the same number of

vibrations. The result was as follows : The
large balance required 42 minutes 38 seconds,

the small 34 minutes 53 seconds
; the me-

dium a space of time lying between the

two.

When this experiment was repeated by
using masses four times as heavy, the fol-

lowing result was obtained : The large bal-

ance required 42 minutes 35 seconds, the

small 34 minutes 44 seconds.

The change of rate of the large balance

with a power four times as large amounted
to 3 seconds, while that of the .small balance

was 9 seconds. Three facts result from

these experiments with thi-ee balances of

the same weight

:

1. The smallest balance moves quicker

(shortening of the radius of motion).

2. The angular motion of the small bal-

ance is more extended (by about 10° on each

side) than that of the large.

3. It appears to emanate in this last in-

stance for this case that the fourfold pres-

sure upon the cylinder v is a much stronger

cause for retarding with the large balance

than with the small.

4. In consequence of the larger angular

motion of the small balance the ways passed

through from a certain point of the circles

of motion could not vary greatls-, if the ais-

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tance of these two circles were lessened in a

certain quantity.

There is, therefore, a point where the ex-

tension of the angular motion equalizes a

certain diminution of the diameter by re-

ducing the resistance of the air and, per-

haps, the differences in the horizontal and

vertical positions. Does this not solve a part

of the problem about determining the size of

the balance, as this stands in a reverse pro-

portion to the number of the vibrations per-

formed in one hour? We regret that the

want of time prevents us from entering

further into this subject.

Those of our readers who have no theor-

etical education will readily see by the

above stated experiments why it is possible

to increase or decrease the number of vibra-

tions of the balance by augmenting or

diminishing its weight without changing

the balance spring, because in the first case

the motion radius becomes shorter, and in

the second case, larger. If the difference

of rate is small, and the arms are strong

enough, it simply suffices to enlarge the

motion radius by making the arms and the

center thinner. No definite ruje can here

be established because it is necessary to take

into account the nature of the material, that

is, the larger or smaller resistance it offers

to bending, as well as the elasticity of the

bi-metallic rim of the compensation bal-

ance.

According to paragraph 1,342 of the large

Traitd de PHorlogerie Moderne we know
the solidity of brass and steel, and that the

mass of a balance throughout its different

parts is properly distributed when in the

following proportions.

Loose Hole Jewel.— frequent cause of

trouble is a loose hole jewel. In setting

these jewels the sockets are frequently cut

out larger than the jewels meant to go into

them. Then the bezel is burnished down
over the jewel, and for the time being, the

jewel is tight. But it is held only by the

pressure of the brass on its surface
;

all

around its rim there is a space between it

and the brass, leaving its edges unsup-

ported. A hard jar may move this jewel

sideways, ora heavy strain, like that on the

third-wheel jewel, may do the same, and
the watch will lose its free motion and stop.

Have you the key ? The watch was made
by Fitter, of London, in the i6th century

and is a double cased open faced timepiece

with second hand on plate.—Yours etc.,p. s.

Answer : In our researches we have not

alighted upon any key to the foregoing

table; but we offer the following solution

which may be taken for what it is worth. The
table is the calendar of one day only, for the

entire year. Taking the year 1893, it is the

calendar for every Wednesday, for we find

that Mar. i and Nov. i, Aug. 2, May 3, Oct.

4, April 5 and July 5, Sept. 6 and Dec. 6, and

June 7, all fell on the same day, Wednesday;
hence every seventh day calculated from the

foregoing days, is Wednesday. January

and February are exceptions and need cor-

rection, which makes us infer that the table

was a private calendar of the possessor of

the watch, who used it from year to year.

Knowing the name and date of any day of

March, November, August, May, October,

April, July, September, December and June,

of any year, the name and date- of any other

day of these months could be readily learned

from this calendar; while by a simple calcu-

lation the name and date of any day in

January and February could be deduced
therefrom.

The Crown Derby China
Workers.*

The great beauty of the fictile produc-

tions of the different epochs of the

Derby china workers have, for nearly a cen-

tury and a half, secured the admiration of

all lovers of the fine-arts, and, as years have

gone on, they have become the most cher-

ished treasures of the connoisseur. It has

been fully established, within the last few
years, that the Derby China Works was
started prior to the year 1750, some years,

therefore, before the creation of the Worces-

ter Works.

The first maker was one Planche, the son

of a French refugee, who went to Derby
after having learned the art of china making
at Meissen. The reason of his migration

from the Saxon city to an inland county

town hasnever been fully established. The
first articles made were animals, which were

fired in a pipemaker’s oven on Cockpit Hill.

To Planche may be accorded the absolute

honor of being the first to manufacture

china at Derby. Somewhere about the year

1750 he became connected with William

Duesbury, an enamel painter hailing from

Longton Hall, a man of rare and consum-

mate ability, and it was mainly due to his

genius the that ultimate success of the Der-

by Works was assured.

About the year 1755 Alderman Heath, a

rich banker of the town, and owner of some
common pot works on Cockpit Hill, was at-

tracted by the works which the two potters

were producing and entered into partner-

ship with them. The deed by which this

arrangement was effected is still in existence.

It does not appear that Planche remained
for a long time in the firm. Although a

clever man, he was of an erratic disposition

and unstable to the last degree. It is quite

clear that three years after the date of the

partnership deed, Duesbury and Heath were
the only remaining members of the firm.

Planche died at Bath in the year 1804.

In a few years, through the vigorous ex-

ertions of Duesbury, aided by Heath’s

pecuniary assistance, the business rapidly

increased and assumed the most eminent
position, through the superior excellence of

the china produced, the colors, especially

the mazarine blue and the gold, being

brought to a higher state of perfection than

had ever been attained in England up to

that period. Mr. Duesbury’s rise to promi-

nence as a china manufacturer was phe-

nomenal, for in 1760 he was enabled to

send a very large consignment of finished

porcelain to London for sale
;

it consisted

of all descriptions of domestic ware, with a

great variety of busts, flower jars, and
other kinds of ornaments. That they were
of commendable merit may be inferred

from the fact that only a limited quantity

fetched nearly seven hundred pounds at the

first day’s sale
;
the whole realized a very

substantial amount. Through the ill-health

of Mr. Sprimont, the owner of the Chelsea

china works, that business came into the

market and Mr. Duesbury entered into

negotiations for its purchase, and on Aug-
ust 17, 1769, an arrangement was come to,

the purchase being completed in the Febru-

ary of the succeeding year, and the payment
of four hundred pounds was made on ac-

count by him, the acquisition of this estab-

lishment entitling Duesbury to be recog-

nized as the largest china manufacturer in

the kingdom.

For a number of years Duesbury carried

on both this establishment at Chelsea to-

gether with his works at Derby, which had
been considerably enlarged in addition, he

bought the works that had been carried on

at Bow, Giles’s, Pedlars’ Acres, Vauxhall,

and Kentish Town. It will be thus seen,

that the combined business attained very

large proportions. In the year 1784 it was
thought advisible to close the Chelsea

works
;
consequently they were dismantled,

and the moulds and all that was useful were
subsequently removed to Derby, and so

totally put an end to the manufacture of

“Chelsea china;” thither also the best of

the workmen migrated, and about the same
time the stock-in-trade from Bow and the

other places were transferred to Derby, the

works there having to be considerably en-

larged to accommodate so great an addition.

It has been said, and generally believed,

that the excellence of the Derby works dates

from the time when the Chelsea workmen
and Chelsea models were brought to it, but

this is without the slightest doubt a great

and grave error. The exact truth is, that

the works at Derby had risen to such ex-

treme eminence, and had attained to so

great a degree of excellence as to more

than outrival Chelsea, which, in consequence

of that, and the ill-health of Mr. Sprimont,

began to decline. The successful owner of

the Derby works,— Alderman Heath had

previously retired from the firm,—was thus

enabled to purchase the interest of his com-

petitors, and by that means disarm those

opposed to him in businesg.

Duesbury, both at Derby and Chelsea,

availed himself of the best talent to be found.

We find that Sir James Thornhill designed

for him, as well as Nallekins, the great

sculptor, who, with his rival Bacon, did

much work for the Derby manufactory.

The principal modelers at Derby were

Spengler, Stephan, Coffee, Duvivier, and

Dear, together with many others. Among
the painters maybe mentioned Bowman,
who was taught at Chelsea, and who was

one of the best landscape and flower paint-

ers of his day, Billingsley his pupil, whose

flower pieces have never been surpassed;

Hill, a famous painter of sylvan scenery;

Brewer and his wife, respectively landscape

and figure painters; Keys, a clever artist,

who ended his days with Messrs. Mintons;

Thomas Steel, whose painting of fruit was

inimitable. Cotton and Askew were the

best figure painters, and Webster and the

two Hancocks were the finest flower paint-

ers; besides these, many very clever artists

were employed, and it is a noteworthy inci-

dent that “ Wright of Derby,” the celebrated

portrait painter, the contemporary and fel-

low pupil of Sir Joshua Reynolds, lent his

powerful aid to the works of his native

town, in supplying on many occasions

drawings and otherwise assisting with ad-

vice, as also did Bartolozzis, De Bceuff,

Sanby, and many others of eminence.

Derby porcelain, by this time, had taken

a firm hold on the popular taste, and Dues-

bury was the recit^ient of many orders con-

ferred on him by King George HI. and his

consort, while the Prince Regent was a very

large customer for dinner, tea, coffee, and

dessert services. Besides these august per-

sonages, the Duchess of Devonshire, so

famed for beauty, William Pitt, Lord Howe,
and the Duke of Northumberland were muni-

ficent patrons to Derby; indeedit maybe
said that their customers included nearly

every title to be found in the peerage of
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that day. There were also amateur painters

in China even at that early period, for we
are told that Lady Margaret Fordyce, Lady
Plymouth and Lady Aubrey executed some
beautiful drawings, which are still preserved

as heir-looms in their respective families.

Duesbury also made some wonderful figures

of horses for the famous Duke of Newcastle,

who lent him the bronze figures from Wel-

beck Abby to copy. Altogether, the Derby
works, during the latter part of Duesbury’s

life-time and during the lire of his son, who
at an early age was admitted a partner,

were the most successful and best conducted

establishments in the kingdom.

ONE of the most promineat Parisian

jewelers, L. Falize, who could not in

time make up his mind regarding the making
of an exhibit at the World’s Fair, prepared

an important display of bracelets, at once

remarkable for the variety of patterns and
for the thorough finish of the work. We
reproduce here some of the pieces. Of all

jewelry articles, bracelets afford, no doubt,

the greatest scope for fancy,'both in shape
and decoration.

One prominent bracelet consists of

diamonds of different sizes arranged

specimens of the goldsmith’s art, all differ-

ent in style. Figure i is a fancy barbaric

pattern in gold jonc (wire); the design is

somewhat elaborate yet symmetrical. The
band of figure 2 is bordered with

stalks from which shoot clusters of

laurel leaves
;

this pattern is sim-

ple, yet it produces a very pleasant

effect
;

the knotty parts of the

stalks, and the nerves of the leaves

are delicately drawn. Figure 3 is

an artistic bracelet in Gothic style,

with a motto, meaning devoted
love, engraved on it. Figure 5, a

neo-Japanese pattern, exhibits only

a sprig of flowers, finely chased,

with two birds as real as life while

figure 6 shows a very symmetrical

design, being a succession of rosa-

ceae divided with conventional

leaves, slanting lines separated

by groups of pearls. Figure 4
reproduces a bracelet in antique

style, with^a medal in the center
; the band

is adorned with sprigs of laurel leaves, that
spread in a graceful manner about the
medal which contains a very expressive
portrait of _Lysimachus, the Macedonian
general.

There was, therefore, no necessity for a

formal disposition of his property by will.

According to the laws of this State, one-

third of the property of an intestate

goes to the widow for her use during life,

and the remainder is distributed among the

children.

Mrs. Martha A. Pales and Selah A. Hull

were appointed administrators of the estate

of Isaac C. Lewis by the Probate Court to-

day, no will having been found.

The Dangerous Predicament in Which
Jeweler Straus Was Placed.

S.4N Francisco, Cal., Dec. 12.— An at-

tempted burglary was frustrated in this city

last week by the fact that one of the firm of

Julius Straus sleeps in the jewelry store at

1734 Market St. Young Straus was awak-

ened by the noise of men moving about in

the store and raised an alarm.

As soon as they were out of

sight, Straus made an alarm, which so

frightened the burglars that they dropped

their package on a roof, and escaped un-

detected. The police found the jewelry.

Young Straus was considerably battered

by the burglars.

AT RUSTENBURG GREEN DIAMONDS FROM

KLERKSDORP.

Kimberley, Nov. 8.—The Cape Govern-

ment for some reason or other, has ceased

to announce the value or the quantity of

the monthly export of diamonds from Kim-

berley. The Free State Government has

declared the October export from Jagers-

fontein at 14,547 karats of the value of

^25,950.

The De Beers Co. will shortly hold their

annual meeting. The directors announce

that the “ blue” ground “insight” would

more than cover their total liabilities.

Beds of opals are reported to have re-

cently been found in the district of Rusten-

burg, Transvaal. So far as I can learn this

is the first discovery of opals in South

Africa. Somewhat strange to relate, an

old shaft, one hundred feet deep, evidently

worked in prehistoric times, has been found.

So far the explorations in this shaft have

only revealed copper and nickel, the latter

in large masses. Both the copper and

nickel carry gold. The samples of opals

which have been shown are of a promising

nature.

Digging operations have been vigorously

carried on at Klipdam and Hebron. The
green diamonds which are being found in

small quantities at Klerksdorp are much
appreciated in London and realize an av'er-

age of per karat. The stones vary from

a half karat to three karats in weight. No
large ones have yet been found. They are

eagerly purchased, and stones weighing

only half a karat realize £1 on the spot.

English Capitalists After an American

Plant.

Pawtucket, R. I., Dec. 15.—At a recent

meeting of manufacturing jewelers of Attle-

boro, Mass., it was stated in connection

with the discussion of the probable effect

of the proposed Wilson Tariff Bill, that an

English syndicate has already tried to gain

control of a factory in this city which manu-
factures seamless wire, the plan being to

send the wire to France or England, make
it into curb chain, in which form it was
believed it could be returned to this country

and sold as low as the manufacturers can

produce it here. It was believed that the

Standard Seamless Wire Co. were referred

to, and through the courtesy of the secre-

tary, David J. White, The Circular repre-

sentative is enabled to confirm the report.

“ It is true,’’ says Mr. White, “ that over-

tures have been made to this company by

out-of-town capitalists and competing manu-
facturers with a view of forming a syndicate

or removing the plant, but as the stock is a

10 per cent, paying investment it is not

probable that the stockholders will move
very rapidly towards abandoning their in-

terests. The factory is running full time

and we have plenty of business.”

An Episode of the Civil War Not Recorded
in History.

Birmingha.m, Ala., Dec. 15.—While work-

men were excavating in the yard of J. M.

Steiner, at Greenville, Ala., a few days ago

they dug up a small iron chest which upon
being opened was found to contain a num-
ber of v'aluable pieces of jewelry worth per-

haps $5,000. It developed that the jewelry

had been buried by Mrs. J. K. Henry, wife

of a jeweler of Greenville, during the late

war, to prevent its falling into the hands of

the northern soldiers who invaded the place.

The exact spot where the box was buried

was forgotten and repeated searches for it

failed to disclose it. Mr. Henry died soon

after the war and Mrs. Henry sold the home-

stead to Mr. Steiner. The latter was hav-

ing the 3’ard laid off and beautified when
the workmen dug up the box. Mrs. Henry
remembered distinctly the articles in the

box and giving a description of them the

jewels were turned over to her. They were

well preserved.

When 10

years of age, with his parents he removed
to this city. He entered the manufacturing

jewelry establishment of John E. Maintaine,

in this city, as an apprentice, when about

17 years of age. Attaining his majority, he

engaged himself to Joseph B. Mathewson
& Co. , with whom he remained a short time

and then accepted a situation with Sackett,

Davis & Co. About 1864 he, with D. C.

Percival, who had for several years

been a salesman for Sackett, Davis & Co.,

withdrew from their employ and with

Daniel Morris, forming a co-partnership as

D. C. Percival & Co. began the jobbing

business on Washington St., Boston, near

the Old South Church. Here for 18 years

they prospered until the disastrous fire of

October, 1872, swept across that section of

Boston. Their property was entirely con-

sumed, but being protected by insurance

they recovered sufificiently to resume busi-

ness. In a short time, however, Mr. Salis-

bury ^ old out his interest to Mr. Percival,

and returned to this city, where early in the

Spring of 1873, he began business for him-

self in Butler’s Exchange as Henry T. Salis-

bury & Co.

Commencing business at a time when the

country was just recovering from a financial

panic Mr. Salisbury built up an immense
trade and enjoyed unusual prosperity for

about eight years, when he sold out, being

succeeded by Floyd, Pratt & Rounds, who
in a few months removed the business head-

quarters to Boston, where it has since con-

tinued, the firm name now being Floyd,

Pratt & Co.

Retiring from active business, the de-

ceased remained at ease a few months, but

the energetic nature of the man would not

permit the continuance of inactivity and

he accordingly again launched into the job-

bing business, making his residence his

headquarters. From then to the time of

his death he has carried on the business.

He leaves a widow and two daughters, who
state that the business will not be continued.

after taking an inventory of same to dispose

of it to the best advantage, and after paying

costs of executing the trust, attorney’s fee,

etc., distribute the residue among the cred-

itors.

Meriden Britannia Co. Sued by French

Statuette Makers.

Meriden, Conn., Dec. 16 .—A dispatch

from Paris says that the case of the Soleavs,

bronze statuette makers, against the Meri-

den Britannia Co., Meriden, and S. H. Mil-

ler, Wallingford, came up for a hearing in

the courts there yesterday. The plaintiffs

claim that the defendants are pirating

French statuettes. Counsel for the plaintiffs

stated that the American firms, by super-

moulding, reproduced thousands of statu-

ettes, the original models of which are owned

by the plaintiffs. He said that the law of

the United States did not prevent this being

done, but the defendants through M. Na-

quet, their Paris agent, retailed copies of

these statuettes at half the price charged by

the Soleavs for their copyrighted production.

He, therefore, asked that the pirated copies

in France be confiscated and that the Soleavs

be awarded 5,000 francs damages from each

of the defendants.

The case was defended by the French rep-

resentative of the defendants. The plain-

tiffs are being backed in the litigation by the

syndicate chamber of bronze makers. Among
the evidence submitted was the report of Al-

bert Suuse, government delegate to the

World’s Columbian Exposition. In this

repcrt IM. Suuse said that he was disagree-

ably struck by the wholesale piracy of French

statuettes in America. Judgment was de-

ferred. The case has been pending for two

years.

Richard Miles, the former Paris agent of

the Meriden Britannia Co., when shown the

dispatch, said that it would take three more

years to settle the case. He thought law

was the cheapest and slowest thing in

France. The company are not anxious about

the matter.
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The Old-Established House of W. H. Wil-

liams & Son Goes Under.

Albany, N. Y., Dec. 15.—An assignment

of William H. Williams and Robert D. Wil-

liams, forming the firm of W. H. Williams

& Son, was filed late Monday afternoon in

the office of the county clerk.

The assignment is made to Dexter Hun-
ter, and makes the following preferences :

R. D. Williams, having held positions of

honor and trust, notably as member of the

school board and judge in the department

of awards of the World’s Fair.

Dexter Hunter said to a reporter in sub-

stance as follows: “ As everyone knows, last

Summer and Fall were very dull, especially

in the jewelry business. People have had
little money to spend on jewelry and those

who had lacked the inclination. There is

one thing certain and that is that the fail-

ure is an honest one. From what I know of

it I believe that the liabilities are about $25,-

000. I do not know the extent of the

assets, but I think they will be found suffi-

cient to meet all demands. The failure is

not a bad one, and I do not think it will

seriously cripple the firm.”

A Suit of Spencer Optical Mfg. Co. Before

the New York Court of Appeals.

Albany, N. Y., Dec. 15.—Before Justices

Mayham, Herrick and Putnam, in General

Term this week was case No. 86, Carl F.

Glocker, respondent, against the Spencer

Optical Manufacturing Co., appellant,

Lewis Cass, appearing for the former and
William B. Ellison for appellant. This is

an appeal from a judgment of the Supreme
Court, entered in Albany upon the report of

a referee, in favor 6f the plaintiff for $695.78

and costs.

The action is upon a written agreement

or license executed by the plaintiff and the

defendant made Oct. 24, 1891, to recover

$300, the minimum amount of royalty for the

first year, on a contract giving to the Spencer

Co. the right to manufacture and sell cer-

tain improvements upon opera glasses and

opera glass patents. The defense was a

denial that the written contract, as

executed expressed the real agreement of

the parties and that the instrument was
executed under a rnutual mistake as to its

contents and effect. Decision reserved.

Treasurer John S. Spencer, of the Spencer

Optical Mfg. Co., stated to a Circular re-

porter that the suit was purely the result of

a misunderstanding. The company he
said wanted a revision of the contract in

question as that document did not express

the terms understood prior to the drawing
of the same.

The Head of the Match Flew Off and Set

the Window Ablaze.

Bucyrus, O., Dec. 16.—Frank B. Kehrer

had a narrow escape from a disastrous fire

a few evenings ago. In striking a match

the head flew off and fell on the cotton and

celluloid which covered the show window
and on which a number of fine pieces of gold

and silver were displayed.

In an instant the whole window was

aflame and a disastrous fire was threatened.

However, as soon as this inflammable

material was consumed the fire was easily

put out. The damage will amount to $100

or more.

The American Filled Watch Case Co. Will

Sue Several Jewelers.

Cleveland, O., Dec. 16.—The attack

made on aline of watches carried byj. L.

Hudson, clothier, led Sipe & Sigler who
manufactured the cases, under the name of

the American Filler Watch Case Co., to sue

E. R. Hull & Dutton for $25,000 libel dam-
ages. A statement that the watches were

cheap affairs and suffered severely under

acid test was signed by ten Buffalo dealers,

and the same number of Cleveland firms.

After the libel suit had been brought Sipe

& Sigler visited the Cleveland signers and

secured the following correction :

“We, the undersigned, having to-day

signed a statement with reference to the

watches on sale at J. L. Hudson’s, wish to

correct the same. We were under the im-

pression at the time of signing the article

that the case was a plated case, but find

upon examination that they are filled cases

and of reliable quality.
”

This was signed by Sigler Bros., the

Cowell & Hubbard Co., and C. F. & L. Uhl,

Bowler& Burdick Co. also made a correction,

though they did not sign the paper submit-

ted to the others.

Sipe & Sigler informed The Circular re-

porter that they would at once enter joint

suit against the jewelers who failed to sign

the retraction, for $25,000 damages, and
that a warrant for criminal libel would be

issued against Henry Welf, who had been

active in circulating the original paper. At
the time of writing, however, no such ac-

tions had been commenced.

Diamonds Stolen in Transit to a Texas
Store.

Austin, Tex., Dec. 17.—It developed to-

day that the express company was a consid-

erable loser by last Sunday night’s train

robbeiyon the International Road at Duval,

more than at first estimated. There were

$2,700 in diamonds stolen that have not

been recovered as yet, though it is asserted

they are buried near the scene of the

robbery.

These diamonds were shipped a week pre-

vious to the robbery by a St. Louis firm to a

jewelry firm in Tyler, Tex. They were not

properly transferred on the down trip and

sent to Tyler, but were carried on through

to Laredo, and were being sent back when
stolen.

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Death of Caleb Cushing Adams.

In the death of Caleb Cushing Adams,
which occurred early Wednesday morning
at his residence, 395 Claremont Ave., Brook-

lyn, N. Y., the Grim Reaper removed one

of the best known jewelers of the United

States, and one whose loss will be keenly

felt by his friends throughout the entire

trade. Mr. Adams was the head of the firm

ef C. C. Adams & Co., retail jewelers,

Fulton St. and Elm Place, Brooklyn.

While at his store last Tuesday afternoon

he was suddenly taken ill, and Dr. Hudson,

a physician near by, was called in to attend

him. Though prostrated he soon rallied

and was taken home in a carriage. When
Dr. Hudson left him he seemed to have re-

covered and no fear of a return of his illness

was anticipated. At 3 o’clock Wednesday
morning, however, Mr. Adams was again

attacked, and the family physician. Dr.

Williams, waS summoned. He found the

patient suffering from acute indigestion,

which induced apoplexy. Mr. Adams died

at 6 o’clock. During the previous week or

so the holiday business, with its throngs ef

customers, had made heavy drafts upon Mr.

Adams’ energies and induced irregularity

in his habits of eating, to which is ascribed

the illness which resulted in his death. His

health for two years past had been ex-

cellent.

Caleb Cushing Adams was born in New-
buryport. Mass., March 25, 1833. He re-

ceived his education at the famous colonial

institution, Dummer Academy, and later,

when a boy, started his business life in the

employ of Joseph Moulton, an old jeweler

of Newburyport. When about 17 years of

age he went to New York city, and became
a salesman for Ball, Black & Co., now Black

Starr & Frost, with whom he remained
about three years. Leaving them, he went
to Columbus, Ga., and established a jewelry

store in that city. Somewhat more than a

year later he sold out his interest and re-

turned to New York, taking a position with

Rogers & Bro. With this firm he remained

but*a short time, until 1858, when he joined

Gorham & Co. as a traveler.

In this position he was very successful and
made many trips which, at that time were

considered very unusual, such as to New
Orleans, California and Cuba. He remained
with Gorham & Co. as salesman and as their

New York agent, until the incorporation of

the Gorham Mfg. Co. in 1865. He then be-

came an officer in that company and was
elected their agent. He had charge of the

New York business until his retirement in

1875.

A/ter leaving the Gorham Mfg. Co. he
was for about four years a partner in the

Adams & Shaw Co., which sold out their

silverware plant to Dominick & Haff. At
the expiration of the next two years, during

which Mr. Adams was connected with Leroy
W. Fairchild & Co. as salesman and super-

intendent of their factory, he became buyer
for N. Matson & Co., Chicago, 111 . After

about a year with this firm he left them and

became a partner in the Eugene Jaccard

Jewelry Co., St. Louis, Mo. It was during
his four years there that the firm so success-

fully exhibited at the Atlanta and Denver
Expositions. In 1886 Mr. Adams returned

to New York and settled in Brooklyn. The
next year he formed the firm of C. C. Adams
& Co., which soon became one of the lead-

ing jewelry firms of that city.

Mr. Adams was known for his genial,

hearty and kind disposition, and was a

. -'>7;
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favorite with the patrons and employes of

the establishment. Although a Mason of

the 32d degree he never affiliated with any
Brooklyn lodge. In'politics he was a Demo-
crat of the Cleveland stamp, but his only

active political work was in connection with

the anti-snapper movement. Mr. Adams
was for over 40 years a member of the Jew-
elers’ League, and of the Commercial Trav-

elers’ Association.

He leaves a widow, two daughters and
three sons. His brother, John P. Adams,
is the present Commissioner of Public

Works of Brooklyn.

Cushing Adams, the eldest son of the

deceased, will take his father’s place in the

business of C. C. Adams & Co., which is an

incorporated company. The funeral ser-

vices held at the Adams residence on Fri-

day were largely attended. The interment

took place Saturday at Newburyport, Mass.

The Police Make What Seems to be an
Important Capture.

Philadelphia, Pa., Dec. 16.—The police

made what is regarded as a very important

capture here yesterday afternoon. W. A.

H. Waldeck, alias “ Captain Hibberd,” and
Mrs. Waldeck, of Toronto, Canada, went
into Bailey, Banks & Biddle’s store, and
while negotiating a purchase, Waldeck
picked up a $25 diamond ring and substi-

tuted a rhinestone in its place. Private

Detective Henderson followed the couple

from the store accompanied by Mr. Butler,

the salesman. They pointed the pair out to

Detectives Hamm and Donaghy, who
promptly arrested them.

When searched at the Central Station the

stone could not be found, however, and the

detectives explained this by saying that the

Waldecks ascertained that they had been
followed and dropped the ring. Waldeck
was very indignant at his arrest. He said

he was a captain in the British Army in

India, and that with his wife he was making
a tour round the world. Mrs. Waldeck wore
a badge of the King’s Daughters, and said

she and her husband had been living at 17th

and Arch Sts., for the past 10 days, and
were on their way to New York when ar-

rested.

To-day the couple were given a hearing

before Magistrate Clement, and Mrs. Wal-
deck for the first time seemed to realize the

nature of her position and sobbed hysteric-

ally. The circumstances leading to . the

arrest were related and then F. C. Bode,

1804 Market St., identified the defendants

as being the pair who visited his place on

the previous week. He testified that Wal-

deck substituted a paste ring for a diamond
one, but the witness immediately noticed

the trick and asked Waldeck what he meant.

The defendant asked to be excused and with

his wife walked from the store Both

defendants protested their innocence, but

they were nevertheless held in $2,000 bail

for a further hearing on the 21st.

sold under contract to the Non-Magnetic

Watch Co., but which, owing to dulness of

trade, they were unable to meet payments

on when due.

“ The company have no creditors in the

trade and their present difficulties are

chiefly confined to complications in connec-

tion with the purchase of the business of

the Non-Magnetic Watch Co. of America,

and due to the hard times which have made
it impossible for them to procure capital

with which to complete their contract for

the purchase of the business.”

It is understood that a movement is

already on foot looking to a reorganization.

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Chicago Wholesalers Regret the Defeat

of the Torrey Bill.

Chicago, 111 ., Dec. 13.—Had a member of

the House of Representatives who voted

against the Torrey Bankruptcy Bill followed

in the footsteps of The Circular correspon-

dent as he sought opinions on the failure of

the bill to pass the House, he would have

heard some emphatic and uncomplimentary

remarks that would have satisfied him he

was not in touch with the people—at least

with Chicago business men. There was no

mincing of words in the disgust felt at the

action of that representative body, in deny-

ing to the business interests a bill fi r relief

that has occupied some ten years of time

and the best minds of mercantile circles for

its fruition. The following opinions of mas-

ters of credit show the need of such a bill as

that rejected :

Mr. Meacham, manager of credits for

Meriden Britannia Co.:—“ It is an outrage.

The Torrey bill was what w’e needed and
was championed by the business interests

of the country. The present law’s are one-

sided and not conducive to honesty in busi-

ness dealings. A safe bill, a proper bill,

was presented by business men and received

a death blow in the branch of Congress sup-

posed to represent the people. It is too bad.

I was chairman of the local organiza-

tion of leading houses to promote a bank-

ruptcy measure and the Torrey bill met the

approval of our association, as well as that

of 95 out of every 100 of the business men in

Chicago.”

Mr. Kehoe, manager of credits for Otto

Young & Co.;—“ I should have liked to see

the bill passed. It would have been better

for both the creditor and debtor. The pres-

ent State laws precipitate failures wdien pre-

ferences are allowed, as is the case in Illinois.

The rule now is, first come first served, and
it depends on the friendliness between
debtor and creditor as to who is the lucky

one. I think business risks would be less

hazardous, not only for the creditor, but

also for the debtor, had the Torrey bill

passed.”

Mr. Parsons, manager of credits for Benj.

Allen & Co.:—“ It w’ould be a good idea to

have a general bankruptcy law, a uniform
law throughout all the States. Our old law’

was burdened with expenses. There is

practically no law whatever in individual

States, and no recourse for creditors. We
need the Torrey bill or a similar bill to serve

as a general bankruptcy measure.”

C. H. Gleason, of C, H. Knights & Co. ;

—

“ I haven’t looked into the matter carefully,

but certainly think we w’ouldbe better off if

W’e had something like the old bankruptcy

j

law’ to work under without the attendant

expense. There certainly cannot be any-

thing more fair to creditors than to have an

estate divided pro rata. Where a man is

I allow’ed to give preferences, it is usually in

I

favor of relatives and a fraud on merchan-
dise creditors. The failure to pa&s the

Torrey bill w’as a Congressional mistake.”

Mr. Alister, of B. F. Norris, Alister &

& Co. :
—“The present law’s are all w'rong.

The first man in gets all and the hindmost

nothing. It is a misfortune that the bill

failed of passage.”

Mr. Tow’ers, manager of credits for Lapp
& Flershem:—“We w’ere in favor of the

bill and w’ere sorry to note its failure. The
time w’as ripe for its prompt passage by
Congress.”

Manager Prentiss, of the Gorham Mfg.

Co.;—“ I am very sorry to see the bill failed

of passage. We need just exactly such a

measure, nothing more, nothing less. The
bill was in the interest of both creditor and
debtor and was the most equitable that

could have been devised.”

Manager Todd, of the Towle Mfg. Co. ;

—

“ I am not surprised, not a bit. You can’t

get a law’ passed that anyone wants that has

justice in it. We never needed a law of this

nature so badly as we do at this minute.

The bill w’as a move in the right direction

and I am thoroughly disgusted with the

whole action taken on it by Congress.”

Manager Burchard, Rogers & Hamilton

Co :

—“ It W’as a great mistake. A measure

that was indorsed by a very large majority

of business men of the country demands
better consideration by the people’s repre-

sentatives. It looks as though the men at

Washington were doing their utmost to

endanger the business interests of the coun-

try.”

Manager Corey, Pairpoint Mfg. Co.:

—

“ The Torrey bill was "the best measure

that could have been suggested. We have

felt the want of such a bill for a long time

as a safeguard against fraudulent failures

and this bill, after examination by the best

credit men and found to be, as modified and

in its present condition, the best bill that

could be framed, w’as defeated.”

Manager liarnum, Ansonia Clock Co. ;

—

“ The bill is a dead cock in the pit. Busi-

ness men/ everyw’here favored it and it

should have passed. There is no National

bankruptcy law and this bill seemed to meet

the requirements of such a law. It was

beneficial to all parties and we regret that

Congress saw fit to kill it.”

Treasurer Henshaw’, Geneva Optical Co.;

—“We regret the action of Congress, and
think every business man does. Uniformity

is needed in present State laws, many of

which seem to be for the benefit of people

who want the best of it—and get it too. It

is to be regretted.”

Thomas Davies, secretary o£ the local

organization :
— ‘

‘ The defeat of the bill means
a loss of $1,000,000 a year to the merchants

of Chicago alone. National bankruptcy

legislation is sadly needed, and we are not

going to give up the fight until we get it.”

While Mr. Torrey, the framer of the bi 1 ,

has received a rebuff from Washington, the

feregoing opinions of conservative business

men assure one that he w’ell deserves the

title of the “ business man’s friend.”

of silver gilt are mounted and wreathed in

enamel.

The taste for the grotesque in scarf pins

increases. Enamel roosters, monkeys on
poles, dragons curling their tails, are among
these,' and no skill is considered too great

to be lavished on them.

The oblong enamel trays for the toilet ta-

ble are the prettiest of novelties. Some are

in solid enamel, others have dull, flat bot-

toms enclosed in enamel raised bands.

The contrast is very pretty.

The di.splay of canes in some of the shops

is interesting enough for a museum. They
are all mounted in silver, but the mounts
are no more interesting than the woods.

The most interesting wood is Hungarian,

and has a name that it is impossible to spell.

Its color is dark brown and its mountings
look like carved hieroglyphics and eastern

ornamental tracery. It is difficult to believe

that it is natural. Another interesting wood
is wechsel. The markings of. this consist

of knots closely set and wflth absolute regu-

larity. Congo, with its curious green tint

and similar markings, is another beautiful

wood. Irish furze is equally handsome.

There is a Chinese reed akin to the bamboo,

but curving in an interesting manner be-

tween more closely set rings and of curious

green color that is very interesting.

There is no end to the temptations set be-

fore men to solace themselves with pipes

and cigars. It would be curious to know
the number of men employed in designing

smoking sets. Each week brings out new
varieties. One of the latest looks some-

thing like an old-fashioned cake basket with

cups let down at intervals around the edges

to hold matches, cigars and cigarettes,

while one is the lamp. The shallow center

is for ashes, burned matches and stumps.

A smoking set in silver wire is constructed

on something the same principle, but is

lower. The lamp makes the center orna-

ment and wire bands hold the cigarettes

and cigars. Some of the smoking sets are

constructed like civic monuments, the lamp

taking the place of the effigy, and the open-

ings at the base being the receptacles for

the tobacco.

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The Story of a Silver Maee.

I

N the State capitol of South Carolina is

kept a silver mace which is still used as

an emblem of government and is always

carried at the head of the procession when the

Governor is inaugurated. Its history is lost,

and therefore, several traditions have arisen

concerning it which are incorrect. General

Edward McCrady, a prominent lawyer of

Charleston, is preparing a history of the

State, and requested James Allan, Jr., of

James Allan & Co., to e.xamine the mace

and endeavor to get at its true history. The
following letter gives the results of Mr.

Allan’s investigations and contains much
information interesting to all jewelers and

silversmiths:

Dear Sir:—In accordance with your re-

quest I have examined the mace kept in the

State House at Columbia, and after taking

it to pieces and carefully inspecting each of

the parts, found four English hall marks on

the top of the bowl uhder the crown.

These hall marks show that the mace was

not made until the year 1756, so that the

theory as to its being the “ bauble ” referred

to by Cromwell is incorrect, nor could it have

been sent over to the colony with the first

Royal Governor in 1721, as was believed by

Gen. DeSaussure and others.

There is considerable dispute as to the

whereabouts of the mace alluded to by

Cromwell. It is thought that it was taken

to Jamaica by Lord W.ardsor in 1672 and
lost during the terrible earthquake of 1692,

which occurred at Port Royal, Jamaica,

while the council was in session. Some per-

sons in Jamaica have believed that the

South Carolina mace was the one lost by
them at that time, which will account for the

claim made that it was the property of

Jamaica. Of course such is not the case.

Even in London not long ago, according

to an article on maces written by the Hon.

Chas. Clarke, formerly Speaker of the

Ontario Legislature, there was much dis-

cussion about the mace in use there. Some
contended that the mace used in the House
of Commons was the one made for Charles

I, and ordered to be removed by Cromwell,

while others claim that a mace which is in

the possession of the College of Physicians

is the original “ Parliamentary bauble.”

It may be interesting in connection with

this matter to know how the date can be

fixed so definitely, and, in order to under-

stand the course to be adopted in finding the

date of manufacture of any English silver it

will be necessary to refer to the history of the

London Goldsmith’s Guild, a brief synopsis

of which is as follows:

A guild or association of gold and silver-

smiths existed in London in the twelfth cen-

tury, and in the year 1300, during the reign

of Edward I. there was an ordinance passed

that “ no goldsmith of England, nor none

other where within the King’s dominions,

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shall henceforth make or cause to be made
any manner of vessel, jewel or any other

thing of gold or silver, except it be of true

alloy (that is to say, gold of a certain touch,

and silver of the sterling alloy, etc).” This
ordinance further required that all articles

made of silver .should be assayed by the

wardens of the craft and marked with the

leopard’s head. The leopard’s head was
taken from the arms of the Guild and had
been “anciently ordained” to denote the

jjroper standard.

The Guild was regularly incorporated in

1327, and in 1366 its ordinances required

that all wares of gold and silver should be

brought to the hall of the company to be as-

sayed, and if found to be of the required

standard they should be marked with the

maker’s initals, with the assay mark, (prob-

ably a letter of the alphabet,) and lastly with

the mark of the Goldsmith’s Hall, a leo-

pard’s head crowned. Thus we have the
origin of the term “ hall marked.”

In 1363 that part of the ordinances of the

Guild just mentioned, relating to the use of

the maker’s mark as well as the leopard’s

head ordained in 1300, was enforced by
statute.

There is no positive mention of the use of

the alphabet until the year 1597, when the
attorney general filed an information against
two silversmiths for the fraudulent use of

the marks of Her ^Majesty’s lion, the
leopard’s head limited by statute and the
alphabetical mark approved by ordinance.

The mark of the lion passant, which was
taken from the royal arms, had probably
been in use since 1545, but the mention
made by the attorney general is the first

actual record of such a mark; the origin and

intention as well as the precise date of its

introduction are unknown.

We will see from the foregoing that after

1597 there were four marks for silver re-

quired by law. These remained unchanged
until 1697 when the standard of quality was
raised, requiring ii ounces, 10 pennyweights
of pure silver to the pound troy, the
“sterling” standard being ii ounces, two
pennyweights; the marks were accordingly
changed, so that instead of the lion passant
and leopard’s head, the figure of a woman,
commonly known as Britannia, and a lion’s

head erased, were substituted. In June,
1720, the “old sterling” standard was re-

stored with the old marks, and since 1784
the .stamp of the reigning sovereign’s head
has been used with the other marks to

denote the payment of a duty which was
first imposed in 1720. Since then the five

marks have come down to the present day,

except that the leopard’s head is without
crown after 1822.

The .system adopted with reference to the

assayer’s or alphabetical mark was to divide

the years into cycles of twenty years each,

and use twenty letters of the alphabet, one
letter for each year, this letter was stamped
on every article assayed at the hall that

year, after employing the twenty letters;

another style and character of letter was
laken for the next cycle, for instance from
1696 to 1716 a Court hand letter was used;

I he next cycle, from 1716 to 1726 Roman
capitals; the next small Roman letters and
so on, so that anyone knowing the style of

letter used in each cycle can easily deler-

inine the date of manufacture.

To recapitulate ; On silverware made in

London we find the following marks of

some of them in accordance with the several

ordinances and statutes mentioned ;

From 1300 the leopard head has been
used

;
from 1336 probably the annual letter,

but not positively until 1597 ; from 1363 the

maker’s mark; from 1545 the lion passant

;

from 1697 the lion’s head erased and the fig-

ure of Britannia
;
from 1794 the sovereign’s

head.

We will now see what marks are on the

mace and their significance: First are the

letters M. F., the maker’s mark, in a

lozenge shaped shield, -the shape denoting

a woman. We find this is the registered

mark of Magdalen Feline in 1753, who
probably succeeded her husband, Ed Feline,

in business. Next is the leopard’s head

crowned, denoting the quality, “sterling

silver.” Third the lion passant from the

royal arms, and last the letter of the alpha-

bet, an old English A. From its shape it

shows that the mace was made the beginning

of the cycle 1756 to 1776, when George II.

was King.

I have examined the journal of the

C 'ommous in Columbia and the files of the

South Carolina Gazetle for that year, but

could find no mention of the mace. How-

ever, I am now in correspondence witli

several gentlemen in this country and in

Europe, and hope to be able before long to
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clear up the history of this interesting link

between the past and present, the only

English mace in use in the United States at

the present day.

IDEA LX.

Regarding the Tax on the New Stock of

the Gorham Mfg. Co.

The following appeared in the Providence
Journal on Saturday: It is understood that

the Gorham Mfg. Co. have been engaged in

a controversy with the State departments
as to the amount of tax it should pay on the

new stock soon to be issued. The State tax

required of corporations is one-tenth of

one per cent, of the capital stock. The
company paid a tax of $1,200 on its original

charter, which called for a capital stock of

$1,200,000, or 1,200 shares, at $1,000 a share.

At the January session, 1892, the company
obtained an amendment to its charter

authorizing it to issue not exceeding 50,000

shares of capital stock of the par value of

$100 each.

The question has arisen whether this

amendment increased the capital stock of

the company to $6,200,000 or $5,000,000. If

it is the former the company would have to

pay $5,000 to the general treasurer before the

new stock could be issued, but if the latter

is the case the tax would only be $3,800. It

is understood that the attorney general and
the secretary of state’s department are of

the opinion that the amendment increased

the capital stock to $6,200,000.

This, the company claims was not the in-

tention when the act in amendment was ob-

tained, and upon laying the matter before

the general treasurer, yesterday, he took

the company’s view of it and accepted the

payment of $3,800. It is now the question,

so it is claimed, whether the secretary of

state will have any right to issue the new
charter upon the tax received by the general
treasurer, and if he does, whether or not the

new stock which has been largely and
quickly subscribed for will be legal if issued.

When a Circular reporter showed the

above to Mr. Holbrook, at the New York
store, 19th St. and Broadway, that gentle-

man read the account ov'er carefully, and
said that it was very greatly exaggerated.

His statement was almost literally as fol-

lows: “The company have already given
their check for $3,800. There can be no
question as to the legality of the issue; the

attorney general has already ruled on it.

The only controversy which can arise is

whether the company have the right to

issue $6,200,000 or only $5,000,000, the

amount they applied for. In any case it

cannot affect the stock issued, as they have
kept much within the smaller amount. The
check was accepted Saturday. There is no
question about a new charter. The com-
pany are acting under the old charter with
its amendments.”

The creditors of Fletcher Bennett & Co.,

Louisville, Ky., held a meeting a few days
ago, and reached an agreement to close out
the business at auction at an early day.

Statments of assets and liabilities were read
and appraisement of the stock given. At a
fair valuation it was shown to be worth an
amount well over the liabilities. The cred-
itors feel assured of their protection.

Best adapted

tor this is, perhaps, the duration of one

week, as the wearer can readily accustom

himself to perform a certain piece of work
on a periodically recurring day of the week,

while it is much more difficult to remember
doing it every three, four or five days.

When, however, the

rate is limited to two or three daj^s, the cali-

ber may tec evised in such a way as to omit
the extra wheel, so that the movement can
be made smaller. Readers of The Cikcul..\r

will readily understand these remarks.

The Circular learns from the Deutsche
Uhrmacher Zeitung that the watch man-
ufacturers, Coullery Freres, of Fontenais,

Switzerland, are at present engaged in

making such a watch, illustrated in accom-
panying cuts. This watch goes fully 72

hours, although the train only contains the

usual number of wheels. But, since, as

above explained, the wearer most generally

forgets to wind the watch every three days,

or else he forgets on what day he did wdnd
it, these watches are provided with a so-

called “up-and-down indicator,” or, more

correctly speaking, with a “Zugfederanspan-

nungsan-Zeiger,” patented in Switzerland,

and shown in the illustration.

Fig. I is the dial w’ith the graduated divi-

sion and the indicator o, which shows thj

prevailing tension of the spring, or, in other

words, the length of time the watch has run

without being wound. The indicator in the

illustration stands at 36, which means that

the watch has already run 36 hours. By
the way, the movement is a key winder.

In fig. 2 the dial is removed ; T is a

bridge furnished with two projections, y’ y,

and sunk into the plate I; this bridge forms

at the same time the fixed barrel. The
great wheel is in this watch mounted with a

revolving motion upon the barrel arbor not

only during the winding, but it also remains

constantly in a slow

rotation—of course, in

a reverse direction

during the going of the

watch. The actuation

of the up-and-down

indicator is based upon

this.

The end of the

barrel arbor turned

toward the dial is in

fig. 2 visible at C, and

in the usual manner

it carries the stop fin-

ger. Beyond this the

extreme end of the

barrel arbor still projects a little and carries

a small pinion m, which constantly stands

in depthing with a large and finely toothed

wheel X. The pipe of this wheel X is

pushed upon the pipe of the hour wheel P,

and carries the tension indicator o, fig. i.

When now, the watch is wound, the pinion

w, fig. 2, takes along the wheel X in the

direction that the indicator 0, fig. i, comes

to stand upon zero, as soon as the watch is

fully wound. During the running down,

however, the pinion m turns with the bar-

rel arbor in a reverse direction
;
the indica-

tor 6 , consequently advances slowly, and

after exactly three days reaches to the fig-

ure 72, whereby the wearer is notified that it

is fully time to wind the watch again.

A watch is frequently pulled out of the

pocket for consulting it, whereby the eye

must involuntarily fall upon the indicator 0,

and it is therefore next to impossible to omit

the winding at the right time.

Workshop Notes.

Transparent Blue Enamel.—Five parts

crystal glass, one part cobalt oxide, one part

borax. Melt the glass and add the borax;

then while stirring, put in the o.xide. Pro-

vide a good cover to keep out ashes, or else

the mass will assume a dead appearance.

It is usually sufficient to melt the mixture

only once, but at times it becomes necessary

to do this twice or three times. Do not cast

the enamel until satisfied that all parts are

thoroughly mixed.

Cleaning Gilt Ware.— In cleaning gilt

ware there is a difference to be observed be-

tween articles gilt by fire or by the galvanic

process, and articles gilt with imitation gold.

For cleaning articles gilt by the first two
methods, one part of borax dissolved in six-

teen parts of water may be employed.

With this solution the article is to be care-

fully rubbed by means of a soft sponge or

brush, then rinsed with water and finally

dried with a linen rag. If convenient, the

article should be warmed previously to be-

ing rubbed to insure brilliancjL

Loose Cap Jewel.—A pi' ’.ific cause of

trouble is a loose cap jewel ov ^r the balance

pivot. It will seem tight an 1 all right when
the watch is first put togel er, but soon

gets displaced a little to one side, turns up
a little inclined to the end of the pivot,

pressing it to one side of the hole, and per-

haps pinching it so much as to check the

motion, or it may let the piv’ot through the

hole so far that the shoulder rubs. Cap
jewels should always be tight enough to in-

sure that they cannot turn up inclined, nor

let the pivot through the hole jewel more
than the normal amount; that is, they must
stay practically put as they are placed at

first. If they are foot jewels or caps for the

lower pivots, they should either be set in the

cap or cemented there. If on the out-

side or top and canno be kept tight in

any other way, they had better be cemented
there also, doing it so that the cement is not

visible outside.

Transfer printing on china appears to

have been introduced at Derby in 1 764.

some years before Wedgwood printed his

own ware; the process did not, however, find

very much favor
;

.Duesbury evidently

found that hand-work was more adapted to

his goods. The biscuit figure produced in

the best days of the Derby works are mar-
vels of great beauty, nothing could exceed
their sharpness of touch and delicate fine-

ness of modeling
;
they have never been

surpassed and scarcely ever equalled. The
material was a discovery of the Derby works
and peculiar to it

;
indeed it was due to an

accident in an experiment made by one of

the Derby workmen, who had engaged him-
self to Alderman Copeland, that the beauti-

ful “Parian” body was discovered. He
was seeking to determine the secret of the

biscuit composition in use at Derby, instead

of which another material of equal ele-

gance was produced.

William Duesbury the elder, after a long
and useful life, died on Nov. 2, 1786, and
was buried by the side of his wife in St.

Alkmund’s Church, Derby. His son, who
for some years had devoted himself entirely

to the advancement of the works during the

latter part of the father’s life, was until

1795 the sole proprietor of the business. In

the last mentioned year it was found that

the constant application to business and in-

cessant anxieties had made fearful inroads
on his health, and he was induced by his

friends to take into partnership a Michael
Kean, an Irish miniature painter, who
brought his talents and skill in drawing to

bear on the works. In 1796 the second
Duesbury died, and he in turn was suc-

ceeded by his son. In 1815 Duesbury leased

the premises to Robert Bloor, who had been
confidential clerk to his father, to whom the

concern ultimately passed, and for the first

few years was carried on with skill and
judgment.

Before Bloor’s time it had been the con-

stant plan of the Duesburys—so tenacious

were they of their reputation and of keeping
up the unblemished character of their works

^Adapted From the Pottery Gazette.

—to allow none but perfect goods to leave

their premises, no matter how costly the

articles or how trivial the fault, frequently

only apparent to the most practiced eye.

Everything not perfect was stored away in

rooms, and thus accumulated to an enor-

mous extent. When Bloor took to the busi-

ness this stock of seconds goods became an
almost exhaustless mine of wealth. Having
to pay for the business by instalments, he

found the easiest method was, to finish

these goods, take them to different large

towns, and there sell them by auction, as

well as having sales at the manufactory.

One of these sales in 1822 continued for 25

days. By this means Bloor amassed large

sums of money, as the Derby china found a

ready sale wherever it was offered.

Mr. Bloor was assisted in the business by
his brother Joseph, and in conjunction with

him the works were carried on until their

death, which happened somewhere about

the year 1846, when they passed into the

hands of Thomas Clark, who had married a

grand-daughter of the elder Bloor. This

gentleman carried them on until 1848, when
they V'ere discontinued. Most of the models
went to the Staffordshire potters, the greater

bulk going to the late Alderman Copeland
and John Boyle. Nearly all the workmen
followed the moulds. Two or three went to

Worcester and Coalport, while a few of the

old hands, actuated by a laudable desire to

keep afloat an industry which had existed

for over a century in their native town,

joined together under the name of Locker &
Co. They took premises in King St. and
went on making “ Derby china,” very prop-

erly adopting a distinctive mark. Mr.

Locker, who was a clerk at the old wc^'ks,

died in 1859, and the works were then con-

ducted under the style of Stevenson & Co.

and Stevenson, Sharp & Co. Lastly, they

passed into the hands of Sampson Hancock,

who continued them until a few years ago.

Although they did not rival the glory of the

old works, some of their productions exhibit

conspicuous taste and skill, and at least do
credit to the town of Derby.

It was in the year 1877 that the late

Edward Phillips, having given up his ap-

pointment as one of the managing directors

of the Worcester Porcelain Co., conceived

the idea of reviving the past glories of the

old Derby works, and with characteristic

vigor at once set to work. He was joined

in the project by William Litherland, china

dealerof Liverpool, and John Mclnnes: and

a limited liability company was formed with

a capital of 68,000/. Mr. Phillips had there-

fore considerable wealth at his command,
which, combined with his energy and great

knowledge of the potters’ art, was sufficient

to insure the ultimate success of the under-

taking. It was the want of resources that

crippled Bloor’s successors and caused their

business to languish, especially during the

latter part of their existence.

The first works were built in the Osmas-
ton-road, but the old workhouse shortly

after came into the market, and was pur-

chased by the company for upwards of

10,000/.
;

it comprised the buildings and a

considerable plot of land, in all covering

some fourteen acres. Extensive alterations

were made in the buildings to adapt them
for a china works, and many additions were
made to the fabric, as well as all the most
modern requirements for turning out a vast

quantity of finished w'are. In 1878 the first

goods, undecorated, w'ere sent away, but it

was not until 1880 that the w'hole manufac-

tory wms brought into full and complete

working order.

In the following year, 1881, Edward Phil-

lips died. William Litherland only lived

twelve months longer than Mr.- Phillips, whe
was succeeded in the management of the

company by Henry Litherland and Edward
Mclnnes, tw'o gentlemen whom he had care-

fully trained for a number of years, and
whose capable management of the works is

conspicuous by the gratifying success which

has crowned their efforts.

The Derby Works have made a notable

specialty of vases
;
they are of every conceiv-

able design and style of decoration, many
examples of which are typical of the best

and most classic periods of the Renaissance.

The first modeler employed by l\Ir. Phil-

lips was R. G. Morris, who did some impor-

tant work
;
he was succeeded by Ingram,

who had as assistants Simpson, the two
Bournes, Stephen (a descendant of Stephen

who worked for Duesbury), and Warrington

Hogg, who was the first apprentice Mr.

Phillips had, and to whose prolific hand
many of the modern shapes at Derby owe
their origin

;
while the late Jas. Rowse who

workedfor the Duesburys as a flower painter

1
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came back to the old place—his son as a

landscape painter was also employed
;
Holt-

zendorff, a painter of dreamy landscapes
;

Platts, the figure painter, and Deakin.

Among the accomplished staff of gilders

that have been or are now employed, men-

tion must be made of Piper and S. F. Lam-
bert.

One of the main aims of the Derby Co. is

the revival of the old “Crown Derby"
shapes, colors and patterns, both in services

and other useful classes of goods, in vases

and many other ornamental articles. The
famous old Derby blue and the red, and
style of gilding, are reproduced in all their

original fulness, and not only have the

decorator but the thrower and the modeler

have caught the spirit of the old workman,

and the result is that but for the modern
mark they' might almost be taken to be genu-

ine old examples. Most of the best known
old Derby patterns in tea and dessert sets are

thus resuscitated, as are also the most

famous shapes of vases, such as the

“Kings” and the “ Kiddleston,” which are

faithfully copied from original specimens

Nor is modern art allowed to be neglected;

the Derby' Co. keep well up to the spirit of

the time. Some of their vases are lovely'

specimens of the potters’ art, both as regards

modeling, in a style particularly original,

but also in the chaste beauty of ornamenta-

tion. In egg-shell china the> Derby Works
is far ahead of its competitors.

In 1891, aided by the late Duke of Devon-

shire, the Derby Co. received the much
coveted privileges of a “Royal” factory,

and of “ Manufacturers of porcelain to her

Majesty at Derby,” with the use of the royal

arms.

A
burglar, desirous of obtaining a kit, will go
to a hardware store and purchase drills,

brace and bit, punches and wedges, these

latter being in a series, from those the thin-

ness of a knife blade toothers the thickness

of one’s hand. This assortment of seem
ingly innocent tools he takes to a mechanic
with instructions to temper them to a cer-

tain hardness.

To another blacksmith he goes, and,

drawing a diagram, has a piece of iron

made in accordance. Still another makes
him a second part, and finally the thief has

a “ drag,” the most powerful and perhaps

the most useful tool, from his standpoint,

that can be used in opening a safe. It con-

sists of a long screw, with simple iron

braces to be attached by a link to the knob
of the door.

A hole is bored through the front of the

safe by means of a bit, a block adjusted on

the inside, and on this is placed the point of

the screw, which is turned by a crank. As
the screw revolves it penetrates further and
further until the back is reached. Then as

the tremendous pressure continues, some-
thing has to give, the front generally being

ripped out. This apparatus, in addition to

its simplicity and quick work, has the ad-

vantage of being noiseless.

Bonbon boxes with portraits of famous
beauties in enamel, heart shaped and round
and encased in pierced mountings silver

gilt, take the place of snuff boxes of the last

generation.

Is This Find a Fact or is a Land Boom*
ing Scheme on Foot ?

Milwaukee, Wis., Dec. 19. — Last

October a young son of Charles Devine,

who resides on a farm two and a half miles

southwest of the village of Oregon, Dane
county, found a brilliant little stone in a

pebbly clay bank and carried it home as a

curiosity. Last week the father submitted

it to William H. Hobbs, professor of miner-

alogy and metallurgy in the University of

Wisconsin, and he very quickly ascertained

that it was a genuine diamond.

The stone measures ^ of an inch in

diameter, weighs four karats and is a rhom-

bic dodecahedron with its twelve faces

slightly rounded. It was in the glacial

drift, and came, of course, from the north

where geologists think conditions exist fav-

orable to diamond discoveries. This find

recalls the big diamond found at Waukesha
in 1884, which sold for $1,000 and about

which extensive litigation occurred. Boih

finds were in the same drift. The Oregon
diamond bed is among the Sugar River

pearl fisheries oTsouthern Dane county.

Important Tariff Decision Regarding

Pearl Opera Glasses.

Washington, D. C., Dec. 20.—A number

of belated tariff decisions were announced

in the Supreme Court of the United States,

a few days ago. Several of these cases were

suits brought against Anthony F. Seeburger,

collector at Chicago, by Francis A. Hardy

& Co., and by T. Jesse Spaulding, collector

at Chicago, against Otto Young & Co. In

these cases the question involved was as to

the rate of duty to be imposed upon pearl

opera glasses made of glass, metal, and

mother-of-pearl, under the law of 1883.

In the Circuit Court for the northern dis-

trict of Illinois, whence the cases came on

appeal, the articles were treated as falling

within the |provisions of the section which

required duty to be assessed upon an article

into the manufacture of which more than

one material entered at the highest rate im-

posed upon the chief component part. The
question to be decided, said Judge Brown,

was whether or not in imposing that rate

of duty the value of the article should be

taken in the rough or at the time it entered

into the finished article. The Supreme
Court, he said, were of the opinion that the

contention of the importers was correct, viz.

:

that the value should be computed upon the

article in its finished state.

The judgment of the lower court was af-

firmed.

A man of

good appearance, well dressed, entered his

store and asked to see some watches and
other jewelry. After he had examined the

same for several minutes he stated to Mr.

Letmate that he had two brothers in

Oregon, and desired to send them each a

Christmas present. He was a man of

affable manner, and kept up a pleasant con-

versation during the examination of the

presents.

The customer selected a fine gold watch

for each brother and two handsome
chains, besides some jewelrj', his bill footing

up to $178.25. He asked Mr. Letmate to

place the goods one side for him, as he

hadn’t sufficient money with him to pay for

them, stating further that he would be in

some time during the afternoon with the

mone}'. The customer then bowed himself

out of the place. In the evening he re-

turned and asked for his purchase, and the

goods were placed on the showcase before

him. He produced a check book and asked

if his check would be accepted in payment.

Mr. Letmate told him that he would not be

able to take his check, as he was unknown
to him, and had come without identifica-

tion.

This did not seem to disconcert the

stranger in the least, and he said that it was
immaterial, that he could wait until morning

anyway by which time he could get his check

cashed, although he was very desirous of

getting the goods off that night so that they

might reach their destination before Christ-

mas. “ I even brought a box with me,”

said he, ‘‘to pack the jewelry in. I was
afraid that you did not have one strong

enough. If you have no objection, I will

pack them in well now, and it will be

already to ship when I come in the morn-

ing.” The stranger looked so little like a

thief that Mr. Letmate reluctantly con-

sented, and a little box was drawn from his

pocket, into which the jewelry was carefully

packed.

Mr. Letmate oarefully watched h is every

movement, thinking that if the fellow in-

tended to rob him, he certainly could not do

it under his very eyes. So the jeweler al-

lowed him to wrap the goods in manilla pa-

per, which he took from his overcoat pocket.

This last action strengthened the suspicions

of the jeweler, but Jlr. Letmate kept his

eyes wide open and watched every move-
ment. The box was wrapped and tied se-

curely, and then the stranger, with an air of

satisfaction said, “ A very neat job, isn’t it.

It isn’t a very heavy package tocostsomuch

monej", but I would be afraid to carry it in

in my hand. I wonder if it would be very

bulky in my pocket.” And suiting the ac-

tion to the word, he placed the box in one of

the rear pockets of his coat. The jeweler

was about to offer an objection, but before

he could say anything, the stranger had re-

produced the package, asking at the same
time that the package be put one side for

him until the following morning, when he

would call with the cash, and again he

bowed himself out of the store.

Mr. Letmate’s suspicions were so thor-

oughly aroused, that he instantly cut the

strings of the package,and at once found

that he had been made the victim of what
is known among the light-fingered gentry

as the two box game. Insteap of the jew-

elry was some stones. 1 he circumstance

was reported to the police, but thus far the

thief has not been apprehended. He is

a man under medium height' with a narrow

face, though not decidedlj' so, gray eyes and

a thin reddish mustache. Hehad on a black •

shaggy overcoat, of a military cut and wore

a brown derbj-.

The Gorham Mfg. Co. Enter Suit Against

John W. Knox.

Df..nver, Col., Dec. 21.—The Gorham
Mfg. Co., of New York, have brought .suit

in the District Court against John W. Knox
to recover the sum of $8,939. 26,of which they

claim to be unjustly deprived through the

the action of the defendant. The complaint

charges that the Gorham Mfg. Co, have for a

long time done business with the Green-Smith
Watch and Diamond Co., of this city, and
in June last received from them notes aggre-

gating a large sum of money, for the pay-

ment of which several notes were given.

Later, as the notes came due, an extension

was asked and refused because of the com-
plainants’ knowledge that large sums were
due the defendant, J. W. Knox. Upon his

agreement, however, not to press his claims,

the notes were finally extended. Thereupon,

it is alleged, the defendant Knox brought

suit by attachment and wrecked the Green-

Smith company’s business, damaging the

complainants in the amount claimed.

A Swindler Does a Good Day’s Work in

Bridgeport.

Bkiugepori , Conn., Dec. 21.—A clever

swindle transpired in this city Monday. A
well-dressed man, who introduced himself

as E. F. Fisher, of the Cincinnati carriage

concern of Emerson, Fisher & Co., swindled
G. W. Fairchild, the jeweler, out of a $250
diamond. He ^left large ^orders for goods

with the Bridgeport Coach Lace Co. The
swindler having completed his business with

the lace company, expressed a desire to see

the town, and asked where a jewelry store

could be found as he wanted to purchase

some diamonds. A member of the com-

pany introduced the man to G. W. Fair-

child.

With a great flourish Mr. “Fisher” an-

nounced that he was prepared to pay right

then and there for all he got. Diamonds

were shown and in a short time Mr. “ Fisher ’

had made a choice, a S250 one. Calmly and

collectedly Mr. “ Fisher ” produced his check

book and wrote out a check for the full

amount. For just one instant Mr. Fairchild

hesitated, and then the thought of suspicion

vanished. The goods were delivered, the

check handed over, and Mr. “ Fisher” left

the store with a most polite and affable fare-

well.

The true facts appeared an hour later, but

the swindler had gone where the woodbine

twineth with his diamond.

The Sensational Domestic Troubles of

Jeweler Ira N. Clawson.

Elmira, N. Y., Dec. 21.—-Mrs. I. N.

Clawson and her daughter, l\Irs. Clara

Baker, who were arrested in this city at the

instigation of Mrs. Clawson’s husband, I.

N. Clawson, jeweler, of Watkins, N. Y., who

charged them with the larceny of $1,500

worth of diamonds, were released from cus-

tody upon Mrs. Clawson producing the arti-

cles. Mr. Clawson was satisfied with the

return of his property and did not desire to

prosecute his wife and daughter.

Mr. Clawson telegraphed the Elmira

chief of police Jilonday morning to meet the

Northern Central train upon its arrival here

from Watkins, and have officers shadow his

wife and his son, whom he suspicioned as

knowing something about $1,500 worth of

missing jewelry. Owing to the prominent

standing of the jeweler and his family in

the community, the aft'air created a big

sensation. Officers met the train, but

failed to detect Mrs. Clawson and her

son. Later, however, Mrs. Clawson

and her married daughter, Mrs. Clara

Baker, of Watkins, were observed in this

city. They were taken to Chief Little’s

office and closely questioned. They were
found to have pawned two valuable diamond
rings in this cit}’. A number of valuable

diamond rings, together with other articles

of jewelry and $130 in money were found
upon their persons. The women were locked

up after being searched, to await the arrival

of the sheriff of Schuyler county in this city,

Mr. Clawson having sworn out warrants in

Watkins for their arrests. The women
claimed that the articles they pawned were
their property.

It transpires that Jeweler Clawson has not

been living with Mrs. Clawson for three

months past. Mrs. Clawson accounted for

the robbery by claiming that her husband
lost his jewelry.

Curry vary
anywhere from 50 cents to about as many
dollars. About 75 per cent, of them are

looked upon as good. They are scattered

all over the city and some are located out of

town.

The debts and liabilities of Mr. Curry are

given in the schedule as amoiinting to

$5. 573-05. most of which are owing for goods
bought in New York, Boston, Provi-

dence and other cities. The nominal value

of the entire list of assets is given as $11,-

703.62, and the actual value as $7,660.43.

The assignee hopes to pay the obligations

of Mr. Curry in full.

OLDEST RING MAKERS' IN AMERICA.
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The Jewelers of Attleboro Petition Con-
gress.

Attleuoro, Mass., Dec. 23.—The follow-

ing petition, directed to Senators Hoar and
Lodge and Congressman Elijah A. Morse,

has been signed by all of the leading jewelry

manufacturers in this town, and the citizens

who earn a livelihood in the factories :

“ We, the undersigned citizens of Attle-

boro, in the County of Bristol and Common-
wealth of Massachusetts, sincerely believing

that the so-called Wilson Tariff Revision

Bill, now pending for the consideration of

the Congress of the United States, if enacted

will be disastrous alike to labor and capital

and to the manufacturers of the Common-
wealth, and especially in the prevailing in-

dustry of this community, to wit : the manu-
facturing of jewelry, the protection of which

said industry has been reduced by said pro-

posed bill from 50 per cent, to 35 per cent.;

that under said reduction it is impossible to

successfully compete with foreign manufac-
turers in said industry without a correspond-

ing reduction in the price of labor
;
that

such reduction would result in great hard-

ship to labor, which is by no means at pres-

ent overpaid
;

hereby enter our protest

against the enactment of said bill, and we
sincerely and earnestly appeal to our repre-

sentatives in Congress to use all Jionorable

means to prevent said enactment.”

The number of signatures affixed to the

petitions like the foregoing was several

thousands and every person in an}" way con

nected with the jewelry industry was
anxious to sign. In the course of a couple

of weeks a mass meeting will be held in the

Bates Opera House for the purpose of

making another protest against the pro-

posed reduction.

The Decree Setting Aside the Assign-

ment of John Mason.

The decree of Judge Lawrence, of the New
York Supreme Court, in the suit of Edith M.
Faxon against John Mason, setting aside

the assignment made by Mason to John
Oscar Ball on June 21, i 8q 2, was filed Wed-
nesday. By this decision the assignment is

adjudged fraudulent and void as against Mrs.

Faxon, and is set aside and annulled as to

her. It is decreed that she have a lien upon
all moneys and property held by the assignee

under the assignment for the full amount of

her judgment, $78,576.60, with interest from

August 10, 1892.

Edward L. Patten is appointed referee to

take and state the accounts of the assignee

and to report what sums he should be

charged with and what amount of money
should be paid to the receiver. Out of such

proceeds the receiver is ordered to pay Mrs.

Faxon’s judgment with interest.

The motion made by Mr. Ball for a stay

of proceedings pending an appeal from this

decision to the General Term of the Supreme
Court was denied by Judge Lawrence un-

less the following conditions be complied

with : That Ball forthwith turn over to the

receiver all property as directed, that the

defendants shall serve the attorneys for

the plaintiffs with a copy of the proposed

appeal before Jan., ist. and that the appeal

be argued at the February General Term.
If these conditions are complied with, the

stay will be granted.

The Proposed Tariff

on Jewelry.

n'
ANUFACTUR-
ING jewelers of

Attleboro and vicin-

ity, as well as their

employes, have made known their opposi-

tion to the item in the Wilson Tariff bill,

relating to jewelry, by means of a petition

to the representatives of their State in Con-

gress, as elsewhere published in this issue.

They maintain that if the proposed reduc-

tion of the tariff on jewelry from 50 per

cent, to 35 per cent, be carried out, their

industry will be jeopardized, as it will

be impossible to successfully compete with

foreign manufacturers. This deduction is

essentially logical; but the difference be-

tween the two duties, 15 per cent., would

not prove sufficient as a stimulus to in-

creased importations of foreign jewelry

which at the present day is thoroughly un-

suited to the demands of the American peo-

ple. Foreign made jewelry for years has

been practically a lost quantity in American

markets. However, that Germany, France

and Austria are looking with eyes of long-

ing upon the United States as a profitable

market for their jewelry was evidenced by

the numerous elaborate and carefully pre-

pared exhibits these countries made in this

line at the World’s Columbian Exposition

and by the large number of delegates com-

missioned to study and report upon the pro-

cesses of manufacture, tashions, wages and

other matters of interest in connection with

the jewelry industry. The proposition to

reduce the McKinley protective tariff, follow-

ing this enterprise, seems all iu favor of

foreign to the disquietude of domestic manu-
facturers and their armies of employes. The
Committee ofW ays and Means were quick to

detect their error when they first proposed

to reduce the duty to 25 per cent. Neither

the principle of taxation for revenue only,

nor protection, nor the establishment of in-

dustrial stability would be served by the

reduction of the tariff on jewelry from 50

per cent, to 35 per cent, and it would there-

fore be a wise decision to leave |;be existing

duty alone.

T has been announced that debate on the

Tariff bill will be begun immediatelj-

after the holiday recess, that is on Jan. 3,

and that the measure will have precedence

of all others. It is earnestly desired by

merchants that all unnecessary debate on

the bill and delay in its passage or defeat be

obviated.

After leaving Louis S. Fel-

lows & Schell, Edward Schell became secre-

tary of the Manhattan Savings Institution,

and later, in 1876, was elected its president.

He was also a director of the Butchers’

and Drovers’ Bank, the Union Trust Co.,

the Manhattan Life Insurance Co., the

Citizens’ Bank and the Third National Bank.
For thirty years he was a warden of As-
cension Church and a vestryman of Grace
Church, Rye. N. Y.

Argument in the Opera Glass Holder
Suits Concluded.

The argument in the suit of \Vm. Mack
against Levy, ITreyfus & Co. before Judge
Wheeler, of the United States Circuit

Court, Xew York, which commenced
December 18, was concluded Wednesday.
The suit as already stated in The Circular
is to restrain the defendants from using or

selling opera glass holders which the plain-

tiff claims infringe a patent obtained by
him on November 28, 1882. Mack’s holder

is telescopic, having at the end a clutching

device with jaws opening and closing

longitudinally.

A previous suit by Mack against Levy,
Di'eyfiis & Co., to restrain them from using

a holder similar to the foregoing was decided

by Judge Shipman, May 20, 1S90. By his

decree Judge Shipman sustained ISIack’s

patent on two claims as follows:

“ The combination with an opera glass A,
of the handle B, in sections, as described

and arranged to close telescopically, the end
section thereof provided with a fastening

device or clutch in the manner set forth

(longitudinal) and the combination with an
opera glass handle of a handle made in

sections and arranged to close telescopically,

the end section being provided with clutch-

ing devices, and the section itself at its end
being provided with a bifurcated slot for

the purpose set forth and described.”

Some time later Mack brought a suit

against the Spencer Optical Mfg. Co. tore
strain them from using opera glass holders

with a clutch which opened and closed later-

ally. The case was decided by Judge Coxe,
of the United States Circuit Court, Nov. 28,

1892. In the salient point of his decree,

filed Dec. 6, 1S92 he says it is “ Ordered,
adjudged and decreed as follows, to wit :

That complainant’s Letters Patent No. 2O8,-

112, one of the letters patent on which the

suit is brought, are good and valid in law,

and are owned by the complainant, as

charged in the bill of complaint, and that

the complainant was the first and original

inventor of the new and improved opera
glass holders described and claimed in the

said Letters Patent No. 268,112, and that the
said defendant, the Spencer Optical Manu-
f.icturing Company, has infringed upon
claims four and seven of said Letters Patent

No 268,112, and upon the exclusive rights of

the comiilainant under the same.”
Claim four to which he refers is the first

of the claims sustained by Judge Shipman.
Claim seven is more general; it is as follows:

“ As an article of manufacture an opera

glass handle made in sections and provided

at its end with clutching devices, substan-

tially as described.”

After Judge Coxe’s decision JIack brought
a second suit against Levy, Dreyfus & Co.,

to restrain them from using all holders

which, under this later aiul Viroader decision,

would infringe his patent.

A motion was subsequently made by the

Spencer ( iptical Mfg. Co. to re-open this case

to admit new evidence on affidavits of Jas.

D. Shoats, Clarence E. Carpenter and
Robert Collwell, all of Horseheads, which
tended to show that Mack’s holder was
antedated by one similar, made by Shoots in

the Fall of 1880
;
also upon the affidavits of

.Samuel W. Cushing, Vergennes, Vt., who
claimed to have made a holder similar to

Mack’s in the Spring of 1881. Judge Coxe
refused to open the case to admit the Horse-
heads evidence, but allowed the Spencer
Optical Mfg. Co. to proceed, in connection

with Levy, Dreyfus & Co., and take testi-

mony in regard to the Vergennes holder
;

this testimony to be introduced in their suit

and the similar suit against Levy, Dreyfus
& Co., which has just been argued.

Judge Wheeler’s decision, it maybe in-

ferred, will be an important one to all par-

ties concerned as all the testimony in rela-

tion both to the Cushing and the .Shoots

holders has been introduced in this suit. So
this decision may not alone settle the case

of Mack vs. Levy, Dreyfus & Co., but also

virtually decide whether or not the suit

against the Spencer Optical Mfg. Co. shall

be reopened. Argument for the plaintiff

was presented by H. Alburtus West, and
that for the defendants by Jas. A. Hudson.

With every safeguard it is impossible to

always circumvent ingenious thieves. We
have no well denned suspicion as to whom
the thieves in this case were, and for my
part, with the start thej* have, I do not

expect to recover the lost articles. Several

parties looked at the rings between

8.30 and 9.30 p.M. Tuesday but it is a diffi-

cult matter for a person to accurately des-

cribe a large number of customers. We
are obliged at this season of the year to

largely increase our selling force and this

gives added opportunity to thieves, as new
men are less skilful than the older ones in

caring for stock. It is possible the thieves

are experts and in that case the stones may
be removed and the gold melted, which

will destroy the identity of the goods and
render recovery impossible.”

“ There is probably no house in the coun-

try ” added Manager Stevens, “ that within

a few hours of the robbery could give the

detectives a list number of ever}" ring in

any one individual tray. Yet our reward,

with numbers and descriptions, was issued

immediately on the discovery of the loss.”

A private detective of the firm had his

attention attracted to a lady with a full

wrap accompanied by a well dressed man
who looked at the rings just before closing

time. Other matters took him to a distant

part of the store. During the examination

a third person looked at the rings and

presently left. The lady with the wrap paid

a deposit on a small solitaire and was to

return the following day but has not yet

been heard from. It is thought possible

that while the salesman’s attention was
diverted by No. 3 the lady concealed the

tray in her wrap. The recollection of the

appearance of the couple by the detective

is the only evidence of a cl.ew obtained so

far.

The Danger of Carrying Cases in the

Rear of a Buggy.

Chicago, 111., Dec. 25.—Thieves find easy

victims in jobbers who visit the cit}- retail

trade in buggies. K. Landau, a wholesaler

at room 101, Adams Express building, lost a

telescope case containing a general line of

jewelry valued at $800, and C. T. Wittstein

of the Columbus building, lost a case valued

at $300.

The series of experiments recorded, cover-

ing a period from 1879 to 1885, while accord-

ing well with the theoretical deductions of

others, reveal phases of the problem that

mathematical investigation has not, so far.

The book is, in fact, a record of ob-

servation of actual practical problems, com-

ing before the watchmaker. The author

needs no introduction to watchmakers. Edu-

cated in the horological schools and factories

of Switzerland he came to America as a
youth and has spent a lifetime at the bench.

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Chuck Making by the Horologi=

cal Tool Works.

TO the watchmaker, whose vocation re-

quires a degree of mechanical work

•closely approaching absolute accuracy, there

is no tool so all-important as a perfect chuck,

and none in which wisdom in selection is

more essential. Few among the trade know
of the difficulties experienced and the many
special machines required in producing the

useful little tool, and doubtless not a few be-

lieve they are turned out in great grosses by a

single machine. In this the}^ err greatly. A
mere contrivance for holding material in a

lathe is not a chuck in the watchmaker’s

acceptance of the term.

The making consists of many operations

in which machinery of a very high class is

subordinate to the skill of the individual

workman.

Through the courtesy of Mechanical Su-

perintendent Hardinge, of the Horological

Tool Works, 1036 Lincoln Ave., Chicago,

the writer was enabled to follow a chuck

from the raw material to the finished pro-

duct, each operation being a matter of inter-

est to the practical mechanic. The bar of

stock, which is a steel rod, passes to a turret

lathe and requires nine operations to com-

plete the plain blank. The stock is run

through a hollow spindle against a stop

w’hich governs its length, the end is trued,

and the stock is turned parallel and round

to a uniform size and reduced to within

3. 1000 of the finished size of the chuck.

It is then further reduced to 5. 1000 larger

than the thread on the end, and the shoulder

is turned to the proper angle. The thread

is then cut by the first die.

It is now carried to another machine, and
the body of the chuck is sized to the exact

standard cylinder guage. The head is then

ground in a special machine, and a special

appliance cuts the key way to a standard

depth and width
;
the head is rounded, name

stamped on the side, and the large rear hole

bored, leaving a length for front bearing

equal to the longest made. The number is

tnen stamped on the face, and the hole in

the back is re-bored to leave a length of

bearing that is exactly proportionate to the

diameter of the hole. The hole is then-

bored in front, a size corresponding to the

number, and smaller than when finished.

It is then splined or split, and taken to a

machine where it is perfectly trued, while

in a soft state. After truing it is hardened,

ground and finished all over.

The last and most important operation

determines the usefulness or uselessness of

the chuck. This requires seven automatic

machines, looked after by cue man who
thoroughly understands the art, and upon
whose skill depends the excellence of the

chuck. It consists of grinding the holes

round, parallel and central, in the strictest

sense of the terms, and is the essential of a

perfect tool. These machines, supplemented
by the skill of the operator, are capable of

turning out 125 finished chucks per day.

All but two or three of the machines used

by the Horological Tools Works are special

patterns designed and constructed by Su-

perintendent Hardinge, and the exceptions

have been entirely re made to suit the spec-

ial requirements. The works are but three

years old, but the improvements shown be-

token a much longer period. That so much
can be accomplished in so short a space of

time is notable. Spacious vault rooms on

the first floor of the two story brick structure

protect the special lathes at night, and here

are also stored a stock of 8,000 finished

chucks and complete sets of tools for manu-
facturing each of the twenty-four kinds of

chucks made at the works. Each kind has

a complete set.

The firm pride themselves on the quality

of their work. Enterprise is a character-

istic of the firm that shows in both factory

and product. From the standpoint of

manufacture there would seem to be
no demand the watchmaker can make
upon it that the Dale chuck will not fill.

Besides the Dale chucks, which are a spec-

ialty with them, the firm also manufacture
Hardinge roller removers and hand wig-

wags, Gem chucks, pivot drill chucks and
centering tools.

A Sign of the Times.

“
I
’VE half a mind to hang up a sign ‘ No

I Goods on Memorandum,’ ” said a well-

known Maiden Lane manufacturer the other

day. “As a matter of fact I might almost

keep a clerk busy making out memorandum
bills. I have requests for single minor arti-

cles worth perhaps 25 or 30 cents. It would

seem to me that surely this sum might be

risked by a jobber without danger of bank-

ruptcy, and yet he asks for the article on

memo. To my thinking, it is only a ques-

tion of time, when the almost universal

abuse of the memorandum privilege will

drive manufacturers to the dry goods houses

or the retail trade direct. Man)^ of the job-

bers simply won’t carry any stock. When
an order comes in the goods are obtained

on memo.; this leaves the jobber without a

particle of risk, and he need only look out

for his profits.

“ I know of an instance where a country

dealer who had an order for a pair of earrings

which were to cost but little more than $50,

sent to no less than six New York houses for

packages of stones. Each, thinking itself

the favored one, sent the goods. One manu-
facturer here who is best at copying pat-

terns, calmly sends tohis competitor for half

a dozen articles on memo. When he sends

them back he doesn’t even clean off the

finger marks of the workman who has been

duplicating the design.

“ In very many ways the memorandum
system is convenient and labor-saving, and

if honestly used would work no one harm.

As it is abused to-day, I think that my sign

of ‘ No Goods on IMemorandum,’ would soon

be followed by lots of others.”

the Oriental Art Exhibition, recently opened
at the Palais de PIndustrie, has given rise

to a style in jewelry introducing fancy Moor-
ish, Persian, or Indian motifs variously ren-

dered. Brooches, studs and watch cases

are adorned with arabesques in pale blue or

green translucent enamel on a yellow or

brown ground, resembling grained wood.
Elaborate rosacea; formed of narrow
curved lines crossing and recrossing each

other, produce a charming effect. These
lines being in translucent enamel of various

j

depths, with a gold backing, burrow from
light numerous pretty shades. Rosacea;

may be replaced by bouquets of conventional

flowers boldly drawn with well cut outlines.

These flowers are in translucent enamel,

showing various shades of pink, set off by
the green and brown colors of the leaves

and stalk. They have a subdued brightness,

which is very pleasant and attractive. Ara-

besques and motifs of various Asiatic styles

are also obtained bj- a tasteful arrangement

of precious and semi-precious stones.

Sprays of foi'get-me-nots and daisies in

enamel applied on a close gold net work,

form a pretty' decoration for bracelets and
brooches. They are not flatly' applied on

the ground, [butj,'appear to rest on it, thus

I showing various reliefs.

' 'I'lirquoises are now associated with dia-

monds in the costliest sets. Boucheron

exhibits a very elaborate necklace of a floral

design consisting of different sized dia-

monds, with large turquoises looking like

flat berries of an unknown tint, forming
pendants. Vever has a iraine of diamond
daisies with a turquoise in the heart of each
flower.

A pretty bracelet consists of a succession

of octagonal crystal plates, [bordered with
gold, showing portraits and scenes pro-

duced by the underneath part of the crystal

plate being incised like an intaglio, which
gives the illusion as of the work being in

relief on the top part.

At the last Salon des Champs Klysies,

the well known medal engraver, Roty, ex-

hibited among other works, a gold medal
daintily engraved showing an infant held

by its mother who softly kisses it on the fore-

head. This familiar combination was made
by the artist to commemorate the birth of

his own child. Accepting the idea, jewel-

ers are endeavoring to bring birth medals
into fashion. Of course all such medals
need not be made in gold; therefore, there

should be] purchasers for this new kind of

articles, in every class of society'.

The Pottery and Porcelain of the United

States. An Historical Review of

American Ceramic Art from the Earliest

Times to the Present Day. By Edwin
Atlee Barber, A. M. Ph D,, with 223 il-

lustrations. G. P. Putnam’s Sons, New
York. Price, $5.00.

To the literature of art no volume could

be a more welcome addition than “The
Pottery and Porcelain of the United States.”

We have had volume after volume devoted

to the keramic art of Japan, England and the

continental countries of Europe, while the

art in the United States has received little

attention from writers. Thus Dr. Barber’s

work is a welcome production not only be-

cause it treats of one of the most enchanting

of industries, but also because it will prove

a standard work of reference. A furor for

keramics has been blazing for some years

past, and this exquisite and useful volume
will be received with enthusiasm by many.
Dr. Barber is an authority on the subject he

handles, having made it his specialty many
years ago, and pursued it with unceasing

zeal ever since. As honorary curator of the

department of American pottery and porce-

lain in the Pennsylvania Museum, he has had
unusual opportunities for study ot his sub-

ject, and the book is the result of persistent

and conscientious labor. The work is not a

compilation but is based almost entirely

upon thorough personal investigations. As
far as the printer’s, engraver’s and book
binder’s arts are concerned nothing is left to

be desired. The book is admirable in every

respect. With the increasing coalescing of

keramics with jewelry and its kindred lines

in the composition of the stock of the pro-

gressive jeweler, an extended knowledge of

the history and literature of the former art

becomes more and more necessary on his

part. Dr. Barber’s meritorious work will

appeal to this class of persons as well as to

the student of keramics and collections.

RIGirrS OF HEIR IN IlOMKSrK.M) KXEMI'IToN.

The constitution of 1885 does not under-

take any more than did the constitution of

1868 to regulate the descent of property,

but it simply exempts a portion of the es-

tate of the he.ad of a family residing in this

State from forced sale under process of any
court for the debt of such head of the family,

and to continue this e.xemption after his

death to his widow and heirs.

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The Compensated Balance.

The author of the following article, Mr.

Pierret, which The Circul.^r trans-

lates from n Union Horlogere de France

recently died in his native town, Bucy-les-

Pierrefront, France, where he was born in

1806. He left a fortune of two million

francs, honorably acquired in watchmak-

ing. He was an inventor of more than

ordinary rank, especially of watchmakers’

tools, several of which have largely been

adopted by French watchmakers.

The marine chronometers, he says, which

are furnished with the compensated balance,

are most assuredly masterpieces of mechan-

us ? But few people know that in

order to make them so perfect, more than

a century was necessary, and during these

many years, many unfruitful experiments

hav’e been made by watchmakers, whose
pain and trouble will forever remain un-

known. History has not even honored

them by transmitting their names to poster-

ity. The many attempts made to overcome

the results of the frictions and temperature

in these timepieces, will doubtless remain

secret forever.

It is well known that the compensated

balance, as used at present, is generally in-

sufficient to preserve the rate when the

timepiece is exposed to extreme tempera-

tures. To obviate this difficulty, Pierret

furnished the balance with two small masses

A A upon the springs B B, introduced in-

side of the balance, and fastened by the

screws C C.

The ends of these springs B B rest upon

the points of screws P P which are situated

at a point where the metallic arc B 1 has

only a very slight motion. These springs

B B are of a thickness only sufficient to be

held in place by the screws C C.

The balance is shown in a state of a mean
temp>erature of 60° F.

;
to understand the

-effects, observe first the distances left be-

tween the points of the screws n n and o 0

between them and the springs B B
;
sup-

pose, next, that this temperature be raised

to 76° F, then naturally the metallic arc B^

will have made a re-entering movement,
and the points of the screws 0 0 will have

pushed the springs B B toward the center

of the balance, and consequently also the

masses A A with which they are furnished;

let us again suppose that the temperature

continues to increase until it is 88°
;

the

result will be that the screws n n will act

in their turn against the springs B B, and
that by reason of the position they occupy.

they will serve as supplements to the insuf-

ficiency of the effect then produced by the

metallic arc N *
;
this explains the circum-

stance that by changing the place of the

screws 0 0, n «, and likewise that of the

masses, the balance is rendered more or less

sensitive. I have experimented during the

Winter of 1879 to 1880, in temperature of

from 17° to 20° F., and then raised it to 104°

F., by means of a stove, and the adjustment

has at all times fully responded to demands.

In order to be certain of the efficacy of a

compensated balance of even the best make,

it is necessary to submit it to tests
;
which

must be executed with the greatest

degree of care. No part of watchmaking

requires so much ready tact, and the ad-

juster before he undertakes to correct faults

must assure himself that they are entirely

owing to the timekeeping qualities of the

balance.

New Displaceable Work Stool.

The work stool described in the follow-

ing, was recently patented in Ger-

many, and is intended for watchmakers,

jewelers, engravers etc. ;
it is distinguished

especially for the ease with which it may be

displaced in all manners of positions. The
inventor avers that the number of positions

is more than one hundred.

The accompanying cut represents the

stool which consists of a support a, furnished

with 20 holes
;

it is both above and below

provided with a metallic housing d and a

steel pivot. The support a is about 800

millimeters (31^ inches) long, but, if de-

sired, it can be made still longer. It is placed

between floor and bench leaf so that it

stands vertically, and turns around its

pivots, and in a certain sense serves as

bench foot. If the support is too long for

use, the lower metallic housing d is un-

screwed, and the support shortened to the

required length, after which the housing is

screwed on again. Should on the other

hand, the support be too short a small block

of wood ma}^ be fastened upon the floor and
furnished with a hole for the reception of

the pivot.

The double bar b, furnished. at its lower

side with a number of half round notches is

hinged to the support a by an extra strong

bifurcated arm c, and carries a comfortable

seat at its end. Strong iron bolts are in-

I

serted in the holes of the support a, upon

which the double bar b with its semi-circular

notches is laid in such a manner that it

stands at right angles with the support. In

a similar manner the upper end of the

forked arm c can be fastened with a bolt in

any desirable hole of the support a. In

When he has to do a piece of work by

which he rather stands than sit, for instance,

when filing, he turns the seat simply under

the work bench, and thereby it will not be

in his way. The support is of hard wood,

while the housings are of iron
;
the whole

seat, therefore, is almost indestructible.

The only objection The Circular can urge

is that the upper fastening of the pivot may
be rather fragile, if not made very strong

and secure, especially in cases when the

whole work bench is rather shaky and

doubtful.

ORIEXTAL ART RRODIJCTS FOR JEWELERS.

The Japanese have

long been famous

as manipulators in bronze

which for ages has been

the favorite rnaterial of

artists. Weapons and

working utensils of

bronze, made very hard

KIOTO BRONZE, by repeated hammering,

were preferred by Japanese to those of iron.

The oldest prehistoric discoveries in America

were bronze bells and arrow heads, con-

cerning whose origin and age we can only

speculate.

In the mixing of alloys Japanese bronze

workers have surprised those of all other

nations. Their great skill consists in pro-

ducing alloys that will take on a patina

which shall become more beautiful by the

wear and polish which an article in daily

use will be sure to obtain. By these com-

binations a work in bronze attains almost

the quality of a painting in colors. Two of

the favorite alloys are shakudo and shibui-

chi. The charming metal used by the

Japanese artificers in their finest work is

shakudo, which is of slightly varying color.

The best, however, is black with an almost

imperceptible shade of blue. Shibuichi is

lighter in color and bears a slight resem-

blance to pewter ; but it is very hard and of

exceedingly fine texture. The former con-

sists of about 95 per cent, of copper, to

4 of gold, 1 to of silver, and traces of

lead, iron, and arsenic. The latter contains

from 50 to 60 per cent of copper and from

30 to 50 of silver, with traces of gold and

iron. !

The process of modeling and casting is

one which requires infinite patience and
skill. The body of the work is first made
in clay and upon this the decoration is mod-
eled in wax. It is then covered with clay,

a most difficult process, especially when the

design contains dragons with innumerable

quills, horns and other protuberances cover-

ing their bodies. When the clay is hard

enough to handle it is held in fire and care-

fully turned. This process melts the wax,

leaving the hollow into which the molten

bronze is poured, and when this is cooled

the outer clay is dug out and the inner dug
out and the object is ready for the chiseler.

When the chiseling and polishing are com-
pleted the bronze is treated with chemicals

to produce a patina of the desired color.

Artistic Japanese bronze work of the pres-

ent day finds its most important and many-

sided employment in the manifold decora-

tions of Buddhist temples, many of which

impress the beholder by their exceeding fine

casting, from the gigantic temple bells, im-

mense holy water vases, etc., to the smaller

articles, such as lanterns, vases, koros or

censers, flowerpots, hibachi or braziers, and
okimono, or sma'ler articles of decorations.

The great characteristic of Japanese

bronze work is surprising originality of de-

sign, as may be seen in the illustration of

the murdering monster on this page. Dur-

ing a visit at the showrooms of A. A. Van-

tine & Co., S77 Broadway, New York, the

writer was in a constant state of amazement
at the startling individuality of each piece of

bronze brought to his notice. Among
modern decorative bronzes is a piece 9 feet,

6 inches in height, 3 feet 4 inches in diame-

ter. The lower 'section is decorated with

5^1otus leaves and flowers, applique, with

water in relief. Above this, from a rock-

work base, rises the shaft of the vase, which
is encircled by a spiritedly modeled dragon.

The shaft is covered with representations

of ancient coins and with longevity tortoises

in relief. The body of the vase has elephant

head handles finely finished with the graver.

On the front is a reserved panel, with a

representation in relief, of a boat sailing

up Yedo Bay, the sail being decorated with

the characters Dai Xipon (Great Japan) in a

circle. Fujiyama is in the distance.

Upon the back is a similar panel on which

is a scene from early Japanese history. The
other portions of the body of the vase are

covered with figures of hoc kirin, longevity

tortoises and clouds in relief. The cover,

or upper section, is decorated with cranes

and clouds in relief, surmounted bj- a rock-

work on which stands a spirited figure of

Shoki, “The Demon Expeller,” driving the

imps of sickness from him. It is a magnifi-

cent specimen of modern casting, and is an

eminent example to show the extent of the

realm of fancj' of the Japanese art workers

in bronze. Its price is $2,500.

Coming down to the commercial lines we
note a new production, the Kochi, embody-
ing the same elements of originalitj* as in

the higher grades, though of course in a

lesser degree. The Kochi comes in small
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decorative pieces rich and delicate in effect.

The details of the designs, as panels showing

birds and dragon heads, are interesting and

finely worked. This ware is very reason-

able in price, a fair assortment being ob-

tainable for $25. The ware holds its color

and is not brittle.

In the Tokyo and Kaga bronzes, the more
expensive productions, representative lines

are shown,
while many artis-

tic pieces are
seen combining

gold and silver

and real bronze,

with chromatic

decorations pro-

due e d by the
application o f

natural metals.

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The World of Invention.

A COMPLETE STRIKING TOWER CLOCK.

The electric motor has been made to

perform a great variety of work for-

merly done by manual labor. Among re-

cent uses is that made by the Standard

Electric Time Co., New Haven, Conn., in

operating their tower clocks. A motor not

only operates the hands, but also the strik-

ing apparatus for tolling off the hours of

night. The mechanism which has now been

brought out by this company is a complete

striking tower clock, a cut of which is shown
herewith.

Two electric motors are used to operate

this clock. The motor used for driving the

hands is connected by a gear and worm to

an upright shaft, on the top of which is the

usual gearing for the dial works. The motor
circuit is closed every minute by a pair of

magnets connected to a fine self-winding

regulator, and after making the required

number of revolutions to move the hands
through a space of one minute on the dials,

breaks its own circuit and there rests until

the regulator closes the circuit on the next

minute. A larger size motor is used to oper-

ate the striking mechanism
;
its size varies

according to the weight of the hammer to be

used. In this case the circuit is closed once

an hour, and after striking the required

number of blows breaks its own circuit,

where it rests until the circuit is again

closed.

Some appreciation of the labor saved by
this arrangement may be gained when it is

understood that the ordinary tower clock

operating four pair of 6 foot pointers, and
striking the hours on a i,ooo pound bell, re-

quires from 1,500 to 2,000 pounds of weight,

that must be wound up every eight days,

besides the regulating necessary to keep it

correct. One of the most important feat-

ures of this arrangement is the use of the

ordinary open-circuit batteries for operating

the motors. The motors are so wound that

but a small amount of current is used, and
the motors will last from one to two years

without renewing the elements, which are

only sal ammoniac and zinc
;
and only ten

cells are required for operating the hands of

four 6 foot dials. The number
_
used for

operating the striking mechanism varies

according to the weight of the hammer
used. The speed of these motors is very

slow, the efficiency high and so arranged

that they will always start, even with a

dead load.

The electric tower clock complete, as

shown, will weigh about 400 pounds. Besides

the advantage of weight is the fact that

secondary dials may be operated through-

out the building from the same regulator.

Both the time and striking machinery is

very simple, and being operated directly by
gears it is not liable to become disarranged

in any way.

Watch Oil.—A good watch oil should not

have a disposition to “creep” between 0°

F and 100° F. The gradual spreading of a

drop of oil over its immediate surroundings

is an imperfectly understood phenomenon,
but it depends among other things, on both

the oil and the surfaces to which it is ap-

plied. It is probable that some preparation

could be found which, applied around any
given oil about a pivot hole, would limit the

oil within the circle described by it. So far

as the “ creeping ” belongs to the oil itself,

it may be tested by the glass plate placed

horizontally in the oven or refrigerator.

Let a drop fall in the middle of the glass

plate, and examine it at the end of a week,

and then at end of a month. In the case of

some oils of very good repute for their other

qualities, it will be found that the drop has

spread over sev^eral square inches. In the

case of the very best oils, however, the drop

will remain as at first put on the plate,

round, with no border to it.

A quaint old watch with an even more
quaint fob chain lies in the display window
of James T. Edwards’ diamond room, 67

Washington St., Chicago. The watch is of

gold, verv thin, open faced, and of French

make, with engraved silv^er dial and gold

hands. It strikes the hours and quarters

on single and double gongs. A double

strand fob chain has antique sides and seals

deeply engraved.

A HIG DEAL IN DIAMONDS PRICES STEADY
NOTWITHSTANDING GENERAL BUSINESS

DEPRESSION A MILD STIR IN KIMBERLEY

SMALL GREEN DIAMONDS FROM KLERKS-

DORP.

Kimberley, Nov. 20, 1893.— There has
been another big deal in diamonds this

week. Mr. Barnato, on behalf of Barnato-

Bros. , has'purchased from Mr. Rhodes, the

head of the De Beers Co., all the diamonds
held by that concern for one million pounds.

The trade can now easily see through this

sort of transaction. Both the two gentlemen

are directors of the De Beers Co. and it is

about on a par with one partner in a busi-

ness selling part of the stock to another and
quoting the prices to the public. Although

there is a general business depression at

present prices in diamonds remain practi-

cally stable, while those for other commodi-
ties which constitute the prime necessities

of life exhibit a constantly declining ratio.

The predictions of economists who have
argued that ah enhanced supply of an

article de luxe in civilized centers must of

necessity bring about a lowering in prices

have been at fault. So were the geologists

who scoffed at the possibility of extensive

deposits of the rarest of gems in such strata

as we have here. We have lived to .see and

to profit by the non-fulfilment of their

prophecies. If anyone 25 years ago had

ventured to predict that the Cape Colony

would have become an exporter of diamonds

at stable prices to the value of seventy mil-

lions within a generation, he would doubt-

less have been regarded as an idle dreamer.

Some stir is being caused here by the an-

nouncement that the operations in Kimber-

lej’ mine are extending under a portion of

the town. There is no alarm felt, for as the

workings are deep enough there can be no
danger. The cause of the mild excitement

is on account of the peculiar developments.

If the mining is being carried on under the

town it is only correct to suppose that the

diamondiferous deposit extends that way.

There hasforj-ears been a popular theory

on these fields that the whole of the four

great diamond mines, Kimberley, De Beers,

Dutoitspan and Bultfontein, converge into

one at a lower depth.

Considerable quantities of small green

diamonds are being found at Klerksdorp

and are regarded as such curiosities that

they are in steady demand for London and

Paris at per karat. St. George.

The wearing of a bracelet among men
seems to be growing in popularity.

Luther called the gentlemen to order and
said

:

“I am sorry to announce that E.S. Horton, the chair
1 man of the committee of arrangements is unavoidably
I detained on account of sickness and the duty of pre-
siding therefore devolves upon me. This organization

j

is one of which we may justly feel proud. This is our

tenth anniversary and we can safely say that we find

ourselves in greater strength and unity than ever be-

fore, although our numbers may not be as large as

what we may desire. At the bottom of every sentiment,

of every feeling, we are all working for one common
end, the welfare of the jewelry industry In the year

to come I hope that there may be certain reforms, in

which, however, let us commence by reforming our

own individual business. It is very well that we should

have sociability mixed in with the more serious

thoughts of business, and this afternoon we are to

have mixed with enjoyable feast of which we have par-

taken something which will I hope better fit us for the

business relations to come and I therefore have the

pleasure of introducing to you Hon. Nelson W.
Aldrich, Senior Senator from Rhode Island.”

Senator Aldrich was received amid great

applause, and spoke with considerable vigor

for about 20 minutes, his remarks being fre-

quently interrupted by applause. He sa d;

“ I share in the feeling of pride which every citizen

of Providence must have in the growth and develop-

ment of the jewelry industry in this city, and the in-

fluence which it has in the affairs of the country. It is

not marked in numbers, but in character. I remember
when I first came to this city, and as I contrast those

days with the present, in my own mind 1 cannot help

wondering at the possibilities of the future under the

benign influence of favorable surroundings. It seems to

me that commencing with the Centennial Exposition

at Philadelphia in 1876, that the American people have

advanced in their ideas of personal adornment, of

architectural adornment, in adornment and ornamen-

tation of every description, more than any other people

on the face of the earth. In fact they have caused a com-

plete revolution. Purchasers of jewelry now demand
artistic designs; consequently skill and taste are re-

quired by you on the part of your employes if you are to

be successful in your business. It is unfortunate for you

as well as the entire country, that the success and pros-

perity of business are due to circumstances that are com-

pletely beyond your control; that during the next

year business is dependent upon'legislation. The jew-

elers more than almost any other line of business de-

pend upon the wage earning of the masses of the peo-

ple. If they do not earn more than enough to purchase

the actual necessities of life they cannot purchase lux-

uries, and under the latter heading comes jewelry.

Many have turned their attention to the West Indies,

Central America, South America and Mexico as a pos-

sible market for their productions
;
but when you take

into consideration the magnitude of tl.ese markets as

compared with the American wage earners, they pale

into insignificance. It must, therefore, be apparent to

you all that business depends largely upon the amount
of wages earned by the masses.

“You may think to cheapen the cost in the production

of a piece of jewelry by reducing the wages of your

help ; by doing this you may possibly save one-half

what you now pay, but in doing this you would lose

largely in the influence which this action.would have

upon other business enterprises. While we recognize

that the business welfare of the country is not depend-

ent upon any one industry, still if we level the wages
of the jeweler it means an equivalent reduction of level

in all other lines of business. Therefore it is unde-

niable that any legislation that decreases the wage
level of the laborer is disastrous to the very principles

of our government. 1 firmly believe that if there are

any changes made in the tariff or any radical tariff

legislation that it will have mote influence on the

wages of the American people than in any other way.
“ Another question which may materially affect you

is the rate of duty on articles that you are interested

in. It is the cry of the free trader that luxuries should

be subjected to a high tariff. Now, if that is the case, I

cannot see why the duties on jewelry should be reduced.

If they are, 1 do not undertake to say what the effect

will be upon your business, as that is something which
you understand better than I can tell you. But this I do
know, that the manufacturing jewelers of Switzerland,

of France,of Germany, and of England have theirjagents

in this country studying the improved machinery that

we have introduced into our workshops; tliey'are watch-
ing out Patent Gazette and are taking every advantage
possible to make use of the ideas of our mechanics so

as to cheapen the cost of production by labor-saving

devices so that they can the more readily compete with

our American laborers and artisans. We are several

generations ahead of them in these matters, and when
they have adopted all of the improved machines which

we have in use, competition on equal terms will be im-

possible, owing to the great difference in the scale of

wages which exists in the European countries and

America.

"It is all very well to say that we are far in advance

of them. It is true that we are, but with equal advan-

tages of machinery we cannot compete at 20 to 35 cents

an hour with labor of from 10 to 12 cents per hour. I

honestly believe that the worst misfortune that could

possibly happen in this country is the reducing of

wages of labor. It means not only the loss of a pur-

chasing power, but also the restriction of the educa-

tional privileges which are the bulwark of American
independence, and dwarfs the hope .and ambition of

the rising generations. I think that this is a question

that should be above any partisan feeling, and I hope

that in the future you, as well as all other branches of

industry, may be relieved of the uncertainty which

changes in National legislatures are so liable to bring

about. High wages is one of the highest considera-

tions that the American people can possibly have, for

it not only makes your business active, but profitable,

and the country prosperous.” (Prolonged applause)

.

Chairman Luther—“ I am certain that

you will all agree with me that this has

been an interesting afternoon and that we
have been greatly benefitted and in-

structed by the able address to which we
have just listened. Rhode Island is a small

State but we have large thoughts and we
feel proud that we have one who can so ably

represent us in the legislative affairs of this

great nation. We have with us President

J. H. Fanning of the New England Manu-
facturing Jewelers’ Association whom I now
have the pleasure of introducing to you.”

Mr. Fanning said:

“ Gentlemen, it would be out of place for me to at-

tempt to make extended remarks after listening to such

an address as that to which we have just listened. It

seems almost Providential to have him with us on this

our tenth anniversary. He has spoken on a business

question which is above politics. Democrats and Re-

publicans should unite on such a question and hold to

that which is for the best interests of the country. The
theory of the free trader is all right in theory as many
of the theories taught in the schools and colleges, but

they are only theoretical in practice, they fall flat be-

cause they are radically incorrect, and become almost

an impossibility. Protect luxuries is the free trade cry,

yet they propose a reduction of li per cent, on jewelry.

Their plea is that this will discourage smuggling but I

do not believe any such thing.”

Similar and brief remarks were made by
George W. Parks, John Knox and secretary

Marcus W. Morton. William R Dutemple
offered a resolution that the thanks of the

Board of Trade be extended to Senator
Aldrich for the interesting and instructive

address which he had delivered, which was
unanimously carried by a rising vote.

William H. Wade offered a resolution to

the effect that a resolution be placed upon
the records of the Board that it is the sense

of the association that the duty on jewelry
be not reduced and that a copy of the

same be forwarded to the Rhode Island

representatives in Congress. This was un-
animously adopted. Chairman Luther in

closing said: “Do not be discouraged
by the past year but with pluck and skill

we must surmount all obstacles and
come out victorious. Wishing you all a
Happy New Year, I will now declare this

annual meeting adjourned.”
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Attleboro Jewelers Forward their Peti-

tion to Congress.

On Thursday morning he went to Camer-
den & Forster’s store, 1154 Broadway, and
ordered a diamond ring worth $185, to be

sent to the Fifth Ave. Theatre box office.

He explained that the ring was to be pre-

sented to an actress in Rose Coghlan’s com-

pany. He then went to the box office of

the Fifth Ave. Theatre, and stated that he

had been sent by “ Mr. David Lewis,” the

business manager of the “ Dark Secret”

company, to have a box reserved for him.
“ Mr. Lewis” had a niece in Miss Coghlan’s

company, the young man explained, to whom
he intended to present a diamond ring.

The ring was to be sent to the theatre, and
the young man left a check to pay for it.

This check was drawn on the Pacific Bank
of this city, for $175, and signed “ David
Lewis.”

The you,ng man went away and a few

minutes later a clerk came in with the ring

and was given the check. About seven

minutes later the clerk came rushing back

to say that the check was drawn to the order

of the wrong person and to get back the

ring. The ring was returned and the check

was sent to the Pacific Bank, where it was
stated that “ David Lewis ” had no deposit

there.

The young man called at Palmer’s Theatre

and engaged another box and left another

check to pay for a ring which was to be sent

from J. Alexander, 1189 Broadway. This

check was drawn on the Chicago National

Bank for $185, and signed “ David Lewis.”

Mr. Alexander’s clerk arrived in due time

with the ring, but refused to accept the

check, and took the ring away with him.

At the Standard Theatre he gave a check

signed “ David Smith,” and the ring came
from Tiffany’s, but the messenger declined

to accept a check in payment and would not

leave the jewel.

With Benj. S. Wise & Co. the swindler

was more lucky. Here he gave his card and
stated that he wished to present a pair of

diamond earrings to a young lady in

Thatcher’s “Africa” Co., at the Star

Theatre. He selected a pair worth $60,

which he asked to have delivered to the Star

Theatre box office. Later he visited the

theatre and asked the man in the box office

to set aside for him a small box that might

come from Wise & Co. and left a check. In

due time the purchase came and Wise &
Co.’s representative went away with the

check. Then Mr. Lewis called and got the

box before the swindle was discovered.

From Charles Casper & Co., 36 E. 14th St.,

he also succeeded in getting a pin worth

$20, which he had sent to the 14th Street

Theatre. From Mrs. T. Lynch’s store he

attempted to get a gold snuff box, set with

diamonds, worth $500, which he wanted
sent to Palmer’s Theatre. The clerk su.s-

pected something was wrong and refused to

send it. From Reiman’s, 1255 Broadway,
he attempted to have a pin worth $200 sent

to the Bijou Theatre, but was equally un-

successful.

The police were notified of the swindle by
the managers of the several theatres, and

the next day, Friday, Lewis was captured

on the Bowery, after attempting to pass a

bogus check at Brokaw Bros.’ clothing

establishment. At the station house he

gave his name as Daniel Levy, 19 years

old. His father, Louis Levy, is a real

estate broker, residing at 281 Union St.,

Brooklyn. He had a pocketful of blank

checks on the Pacific Bank and the Chicago

National Bank. He also had business

cards, reading “David Leiyis, ‘Dark
Secret’ Business Manager.” He was held

for examination.

The American Optical Co. Protest Against

the Proposed Tariff Change.
SouTHBRiuGK, Mass., Dec. 26.—The follow-

ing is a copy of a letter that has been for-

warded the Senators and Congressmen from
Massachusetts to Washington :

The proposed change in the tariff on the goods we
manufacture from 60 per cent, to 35 per cent, on spec-

tacles and eyeglasses and spectacle and eyeglass

frames, and from 45 and 60 per cent, to 35 per cent, on
lenses, will prove a very serious blow to this industry ;

and in order to continue their manufacture will compel
a radical reduction in the wages to produce the goods.

This is unavoidable from the fact of the sharp compe-
tition at the present time with the foreign article pro-

duced by labor costing one-third the amount paid for

the same work here; and as from 80 to 90 per cent, of

the total cost of these goods is in labor, it is evident

that if the proposed change in the tariff is made the

labor cost of the goods must be lowered to correspond.

The competition at home as well as foreign has caused
large reductions in the selling prices of these goods by
the manufacturers. For instance, it has been but a
few years that lenses for spectacles and eyeglasses

have been made in this country to any extent
;
but in

that time the prices have been reduced 25 per cent, and
this without any change in the tariff, which remained,

as now, 45 per cent.

As a matter of comparison, we would say that spec-

tacles and eyeglasses, with tlie excessive amount of de-

tail connected with their manufacture, should have

more protection than pocket knives, which are rated 45

per cent.; and certainly more than wheels of iron and
steel, file blanks, etc., and beams, girders, etc. Spec

fades and eyeglasses are given no more protection than

the sheet steel from which they are made, notwith-

standing the enormous amount of labor cost of the for-

mer goods. We do not claim that the above noted

goods have too much protection, but as compared with

spectacles, eyeglasses, lenses, etc., that the latter

should be restored to the rates now in force.

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Death of Hayward S. Cozzens.

The announcement Friday, of the death

at Lakewood, N. J., Thursday evening of

Hayward S. Cozzens, with Tiffany & Co.,

caused genuine grief among a wide circle of

people connected with the New York jewelry

trade. His popularity was not limited to his

immediate associates in the business ;
it ex-

tended all over the house of Tiffany & Co.,

wherever his sunny temperament had a

chance to shed its lustre and his generosity

an opportunity to do an act of kindness.

Hayward S. Cozzens went with Tiffany &
Co. when a boy, 23 years ago, and held a

position which for many years brought him
in contact with the principal manufacturers

of jewelry in the country. There was per-

haps no one better known in the trade or

more liked for his amiable qualities. He
was an enthusiastic sportsman, and spent

much of his leisure time preparing for his

annual Summer outing in the woods, where
he was wont to camp and hunt or fish; and
to this pleasure he finally sacrificed his life.

While camping in Maine last August he

contracted a cold, which developed into

typhoid fever. He lingered for a long time

between life and death, and late in the Fall

rallied sufficiently to be taken to Lakewood,
where other complications set in. On
Christmas his associates at the store sent

him a beautiful vase filled with fresh cut

flowers; but in his rapidly sinking condition

he never learned of their thoughtfulness,

and on Thursday evening, at 8 o’clock, he

passed away.

An Exciting Chase for a Couple of

Thieves.

PHii.Anm.i'HiA, Pa., Dec. 29.—Frederick

Schiller’s store at 530 W. Lehigh Ave., was
robbed last night of nearly $500 worth of

jewelry and the police subsequently had an
exciting time with the thieves, who, how-
ever, managed to escape. About 3 o’clock

in the morning Policeman Adams was stand-

ing at the corner of 6th and Norris Sts.,

when he saw two men crossing Norris St.,

and go into Manakin St. Each was carry-

ing large bundles and was walking at a very

slow pace.

Encumbered by his

heavy coat, Adams was unable to catch the

fellow, and fired the shots, hoping to wound
him. The fleeing suspect turned half

around as he ran and returned the police-

man’s shot, but no damage was done on

either side. By this time Policeman Mer-

cdiant was attracted to the scene and joined

in the chase; but being fleeter of foot than

either of his pursuers, the thief eventually

escaped.

The officers having gone back and picked

up the bundles, notified the nearest police

station, and the reserve squad was scattered

over the district, but the thieves were not

found. Early this morning the booty was
identified by Mr. Schiller. It consisted of a

silver ice pitcher, 25 pieces of silver, four

salt cellars, seven pairs of opera glasses, a

silver knife, a silver ladle, two silver spoons,

a dozen and a half teaspoons, three dozen

.silver knives, two butter knives, seven small

spoons, a pair of sugar tongs, five dozen

spoons and 54 forks.

Science, entitled “ On the Diamond in the

Canon Diablo Meteoric Iron and on the

Hardness of Carborundum,” by George F.

Kunz and Oliver W. Huntington, Ph. D.,

will be read with interest by precious stone

dealers as by gemotologists.

The discovery of diamonds in the Canon

Diablo meteoric iron was first announced by

Dr. A. E. Foote in this journal for July,

1891. He found in the cutting of this me-

teorite that it was of extraordinary hard-

ness, a day and a half of time being con-

sumed and chisels destroyed in the process

of removing a section. In cutting the chis-

els had fortunately gone through a crevice

filled with small cavities. The emery wheel

used to polish this surface was ruined, and

on examination the exposed cavities were

found to contain hard particles which cut

through polished corundum as easily as a

knife cuts gypsum. The grains exposed

were small and black, and Professor Geo.

A. Koenig pronounced them diamonds be-

cause of their hardness and indifference to

chemical agents. The extreme hardness

was subsequently verified by one of us (G,

F. Kunz), who carefully examined the type

specimen.

On July 8, 1892, Dr. Oliver Whipple Hunt-

ington gave the result of his experiments

with this remarkably interesting Canon

Diablo iron. Taking one hundred grams of

the iron he placed it in a perforated plati-

num cone, suspended in a platinum bowl

filled with acid, the cone being made the

positive pole and the dish the negative pole

of a Bunsen cell. The iron was slowly dis-

solved, leaving on the cone a large amount
of black slime. This|was carefully collected,

digested over a steam bath for many hours,

first with aqua regia and afterwards strong

hydrofluoric acid. A considerable part of

the residue disappeared, but there remained

a small amount of white grains which re-

sisted the action of the acids. These par-

ticles, when carefully separated by hand,

had the appearance of fine beach sand.

Under the microscope they were found to

be transparent and of brilliant lustre. One
of the grains was then mounted upon a

point of metallic lead, which, when drawn
across a watch crystal, was found to give

the familiar singing noise characteristic

of a glass cutter's tool and with the

same result, namely, cutting the glass com-

pletely through. It deeply cut glass, topaz

and a polished sapphire. These facts, first

announced in Science, April 8, 1892, were

presented at the meeting of the American

Academy of Arts and Sciences on May ii,

1892, and were published in the proceedings

of this Academy, new series, vol. xxii, pages

252-253.

Later M. C. Friedel says, in the Bulletin

lie la Societe Francaise tie Mmeralogie,

that he took a fragment of the Canon Diablo

meteorite, weigl'.ing 34 grams, which gave

the characteristic Widmannstattian figures,

and treated it with hydro-chloric acid. He
digested the residue in aqua regia and ob-

tained a black powder. After various treat-

ments he thus separated about 35 gram of

a powder which he presented to the Acad-

emy. The powder sank in a solution of the

iodide of methyl having a density of 3.3.

No grains measuring more than .5“'" to .8""“

were found, the powder being fine and im-

palpable, capable of scratching corundum.

He also burned some of the black residue,

and as a product obtained COg-

At the meeting above refen ed to of the

Academy of Arts and Sciences, Dr. Hunt-

ington showed to the members, under a

microscope, the slightly yellow transparent

grains he had obtained and called attention

to their adamantine luster. Not enough of

the clear material was obtained at the time

for a chemical test, and, on account of the

association of the diamond grains with

amorphous carbon, 'such a test would not

have been conclusive without a perfect me-

chanical separation. One of us (G. F. Kunz)

suggested that, if enough of the clear grains

could be obtained to polish a diamond, it

would conclusively prove that the material

was diamond. For this purpose about 200

pounds of the meteoric iron was carefully

examined, and specimens which appeared

to contain diamonds were dissolved. The
method used will be published by one of us

(O. \V. Huntington) later. After enough

material had been separated by Dr. Hunt-

ington, on Monday, September ii, 1893,

through the courtesy of Messrs. Tiffany &
Co., we were enabled to try the desired ex-

periment in their diamond cutting pavilion

inthe Mining Building of the World’s Col-

umbian Exposition, they having prepared a

new scaif or wheel, measuring 10)4 inches in

diameter, which was placed in position, the

The UX. B. & E.
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wheel having been specially planed down

and prepared with the radiating scratches

so as to be easily charged with diamond

powder.

A diamond was then- soldered in a metal

dopp and placed on the clean wheel, which

made 2,500 revolutions to the minute. This

diamond was tried for more than five min-

utes by itself without the slightest polish

being produced, and no markings other

than such as would be produced by the

minute shattering of the diamond at extreme

edges, due to the friction, as when a dia-

mond is placed on uncharged wheel. At

9.20 a cleavage, weighing five thirty-seconds

of one karat was set with solder in the

metal dopp which was placed on the wheel.

The diameter of the wheel where the dia-

mond was to be placed was four inches.

The wheel was then charged with the resi-

due from the meteorite (the powder mixed

as usual with oil). The moment that the

diamond was placed on the wheel a hissing

noise was apparent, showing to an expert

that the material was really cutting the

diamond. At 9.23 a flat surface measuring
3mm py j been ground down and pol-

ished. At 9. 30 a small crystal with a natural

face up was set in the metal dopp, the

crystal being a small natural complex twin

weighing four thirty-seconds of one karat.

It was first tried on a protecting angle. The
cutting was very slow for a time, as the

natural face of a diamond is always exceed-

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ingly hard. The position of the stone was
then slightly changed, and a face measur-

ing 2“'“ by 1““' was ground on the stone

and cut. Three minutes later the surface

had been cut down somewhat and a decided

polish was produced on the triangular face,

which was 3"'"i by 125. The fragment used

was one of the octahedral faces of a crystal.

The face ground down was at the angle of

45 degrees with the octahedral face. The
entire time of this experiment was 15 min-

utes. The two experiments having been

made with great care with both of us pres-

ent, we cannot hesitate to pronounce the

material diamond or a substance with the

same hardness, color, luster and brilliancy.

In August last, one of us (G. F. Kunz)

while examining the hardness of “ carbo-

rundum,” a carbide of silicon, made by Mr.

Acheson of Pittsburgh, it was found that it

readily scratched red, blue, white, pink, and
yellow corundum in the form of fine gems.

It having been suggested that this material

would cut and polish a diamond, an experi-

ment was made on a new wheel. After

several trials had been made, it was found

that carborundum would not scratch or pol-

ish the diamond, but on the other bandit
was easily scratched by diamond cleavages,

and crystal faces. This experiment is only

mentioned as it precludes any possibility of

the material which has been found in the

Canon Diablo meteorite being any such

compound of carbon and silicon, such as

the new and interesting abrasive material

just mentioned. But it establishes the fact

that we have an artificial substance that ex-

ceeds all natural substances except the dia-

mond in hardness, i. e. being harder than 9

—but still far distant from 10.

He did as large a

jewelry business as some of the stores given

exclusi' ely to that trade, having a large

number of country customers.

Nathan Bros. Expect to Settle With Their

Creditors.

The store of Nathan Bros., at 2246 Third

Ave. , New York, was seized by the sheriff

Tuesday, Dec. 26th, on an execution for

$5,248, in favor of Moses Mayer, for money
loaned. The partners are Michael and
Daniel Nathan, who formed the present

firm in April, 1892. Both had previously

been in the jewelry business. A writ of

replevin was obtained by Carter, Sloan &
Co., but was later withdrawn. A Circular

reporter learned from creditors of Nathan
Bros, that they had offered to settle at 25

per cent, cash or 33 per cent, in endorsed

notes. Louis Steckler, 275 Broadway, the

attorney for the insolvents, estimates their

liabilities at about $20,000. The failure is

due, he says, to bad business of the past six

months.

The attorney stated that he thought no

meeting would be called as creditors repre-

senting over half the indebtedness had
agreed to accept the settlement which he

expected would shortly be consummated.

The miniature Ferris wheel has become
a popular element in window decora-

tion, and is peculiarly effective in a jewelry

store window. The wheel here shown was
designed by L. F. Whitney, jeweler, and

Albert E. Cross, watchmaker, Clinton, Mass.

It has four rims made of ^ inch rattan

stock, bent perfectly round, the two outside

being 48 inches in diameter, the two inside

being 38 inches in diameter. These rims

are held apart by smaller sticks of |rattan,

making the wheel .seven in hes wide.

base; on this rests the steel cones. On the

frame work, 10 inches apart from each other,

are cross pieces running around to make it

stronger. The frame is built of square

pieces of white wood, inch thick, and is

painted red. The wheel portion is painted

black.

An electric motor for power is used; the

motor is under the wheel, and between the

frame work a silk cord runs entirely around

the outside rim. The wheel makes one

revolution in two minutes.

A PRETTY FERRIS WHEEL DECORATION.

The hub is a spool 2 inches in diameter

at the ends, and i inch at the center. The
spokes a!re No. 26 blued iron wire, laced

from the hub to the inside rim, as in a bi-

cycle wheel. The wire is drawn so as to

bring the wheel perfectly true. There are

15 cross pieces between the rims, on which

are hung baskets instead of cars. These
baskets we filled with cotton, on which

goods are displayed.

The wheel runs on cone bearings and
makes very little friction. The frame work
at the base is 16x23 inches; there are eight

uprights, four on each side of the wheel

extending to an apex 30 inches from the

The bottom of the window is 37x67 inches,

and is covered with black felt. The design

is changed every dajL This window at-

tracts much attention, and the designers

have received many laudatory comments

from the local newspapers.

Up Wheel Teeth.

BY CLAUDIUS SAUMER.

The machine for dividing the circum-

ference of a wheel, termed the wheel

cutting engine, one form of which is shown

in accompanying figure, is well known to

nearly all workmen. The wheel is fixed to a

chuck B by wax or screws, or by the pressure

of a hollow cone or “ sugar loaf ” of steel, to

the apex of which pressure is applied by the

arm D, or in other ways. The wheel may
be centered either by a centerer within

the chuck, or some other appliance.

The chuck B that carries the wheel is

rigidly connected with a large brass plate

A A, on which are concentric circles of divi-

sions, and the whole can be maintained

stationary by setting the point of the index

CC in any desired hole on the division plate.

The cutter is carried on an arbor (shown

separate at L) between horizontal bearings

in the frame J, and is caused to revolve by
means of the pulley K. The several parts

lettered E, F, G, H, are for bringing the

cutter against the wheel, and modifying the

direction in which it moves, so that the

machine can cut straight or inclined teeth,

level or crown wheels, etc. It should be

added that the engine here represented is

more complex than those ordinarily used for

cutting wat-h wheels, although the princi-

ple on which it acts is the same.

The teeth may be cut by circular cutters

of the nature of files, by a small straight

cutter, similar to those used in a slide rest,

projecting from a rotating axis, or by
several such cutters mounted on a disc

which is caused to rotate. For the sake of

distinction it will be well to refer to the first

of these as file or mill cutters, while the

second and third may be termed respect-

ively single and multiple blade or compos-

ite cutters.

Watchmakers rarely possess a sufficiently

large assortment of file cutters, for making
all the various forms of teeth that are met
within horology; but this deficiency can be

be supplied by making them for themselves

to any required pattern in the manner sub-

sequently to be described in these columns

of The Circular.

Observations.—The wheel cutting engine

in which the plate is caused to rotate by
means of a tangent screw is usually the

most accurate. If the pitch of the screw is

fine, it will give all the subdivisions of a

circle that are required for ordinary work,

but it is essential that a good form of cutter

be attached to the screw, and a certain

amount of calculation is always needful.

The engine that has a division plate with

conical holes arranged concentrically over

its surface, is simp-

ler, and better

adapted for rapid

work. The larger

this plate, the

greater is its

chance of being
correct, and, at the

same time, it

affords room for a
larger number of

divisions.

It is preferable

that the cutter
frame rise and fall

in a vertical dove-

tail, for when the

arbor is carried in

an //-shaped arm
pivoted on two
screws, the teeth

are always slightly

dished. The en-

tire apparatus should be somewhat heavily

constructed, and supported on a solid bed

so as to prevent the vibration of the cutter

arbor from being distributed over the entire

machine.

The highest numbers on the plate should

be used whenever it is possible, so as to

diminish the errors due to irregularities in

the subdivision. These remarks will prob-

ably be sufficient to enable any watchmaker
who possesses a wheel cutting engine to

employ it with success.

consists of a metal ring r, suitably fast-

ened at the upper part of the case in

such a manner that it will revolve; the

lower part of the bracket is furnished

with two small round buttons. The
bracket joints are gotten up in such a way
that the ring r cannot open any further than

shown in the illustration. When closed the

ring r lies snaj'ped into a groove around the

rim of the back, so that the small buttons a a
only project very slightly beyond the case

rim. When the watch is to be set up, the

ring r is opened like a bezel.

The bracket arrangement may also be
disposed of in another manner, by using,

for instance, the back cover of the watch
direct as a bracket; again, the supporting

ring may also be combined with the case,

by, for instance, furnishing the back cover

with two claws, which embrace the pendant
button, etc. The principal object of all

these devices, however, must be to use
nothing that has any projecting parts about
it, as these might tear the watch pocket, in-

jure the wearer’s fingers, etc.

I was reluctantly compelled to decline for

still, I had sufficient time to be
freely informed by him of the Chicago

Jewelers’ Association. It was organized in

I 1876, incorporated in i88c, and counts at

present 54 of the largest firms as members.
The Association meets on the first Wednes-

' day of every month, when the members, in

contradistinction to those of our asso-

ciations, appear almost invariably in full

numbers to debate over affairs of common
interest, black ball, bad pays, and swindling

firms, and listen to instructive lectures.

The bureau of information adjoining the

meeting, reading and writing rooms, is

very comfortably furnished, many of the

members having donated oil paintings and

costly clocks. The western representa-

tive of the Meriden Britannia Co., of IMeri-

den, Conn., Mr. A. L. Sercomb, is the presi-

dent of the association.

At the desire of Mr. Monsch I placed my-
self at his disposition, very early on the fol-

lowing morning, to undertake the visit to

the “ colleagues” without loss of time. My
trip was most pleasant. I was promptly

shown, usually by the heads of the establish-

ment, the most noteworthy things. In

many cases the kindness of my conductors

led them to present me specimens of their

most recent manufactures and catalogues,

beautifully bound, as recollections of my
visit. Thus, for instance, I obt*ined from
the Towle Mfg. Co. , a handsome heavy silver

coffee spoon of the latest device in rococco

style
;
from the Holmes & Edwards Silver

Co. a Mocha spoon of a most pleasing and
delicate pattern

;
from the Meriden Britan-

nia Co., a giant catalogue, gorgeously

bound, and which I was barely able to carrj^

away. This characteristic feeling prompted
by the sincerest disinterestedness of the

Americans, vividly reminded me of my stay

at Philadelphia, in 1876, when in the jewelry

store of Pearce, Kursh & Co.
,
which I visited,

a box containing a great number of solid

gold rings was handed to me with the re-

quest to choose one as a memento of my
visit there.

My visits in New York were equally

pleasant. I went through the establishments

of Tiffany & Co., Gorham Mfg. Co., Chas.

W. Schumann’s Sons, and many others.

Everywhere I received the same extremely

kind reception, and an earnest endeavor to

eliminate from the minds of strangers any
prejudice still entertained abroad toward
Americans. The disinterestedness and
amiability of ^Ir. Schumann went so far as

to place his time for the entire day at mj'

disposal. Mr. Schumann, a German-Amer-
ican, is a “ self-made ” man in the truest ac-

ceptation of the word. He landed in Amer-
ica as an impecunious jeweler’s journeyman,
and is now the owner of one of the largest

jewelry stores in the best part of Broadway,
in the Empire City. After he had shown
me over his vast store, we went to his fac-

tory in John St., where he has two large oil

paintings, one of which, the “ Russian Wed-
ding Feast,” is of great artistic value, and
cost Mr. Schumann $20,000. After the busi-

ness routine had been gone through with,

my new friend informed me that I had come
at a fortunate time, it being the 6zd anni-

versary of his birth, and therefore desired

me to quaff with him, in a circle of invited

friends, “one” glass of wine of a good
brand for his future good success. To the

latter I acquiesced most gratefully, but with
the best intentions I could not comply with
the former, because the “ one ” glass became
the precursor of innumerable others.

Next morning I went aboard the Saale
for the homeward journey, during which I

found ample leisure to recall again and
again the weeks so happily spent in Amer-
ica, and to wish the best of good fortune to

all who, in such an affectionate and disin-

terested manner, had contributed to make
my stay among them one continued round
of pleasure.

Despondency Urges H. G. Scoville to

Suicide.

Portland, Conn., Jan. 5.—Henry G. Sco-

ville, an Englishman, 35 years old, and

doing a jewelry business on Main St. as

agent for Ryan, Barrows & Parker, Middle-

town, was last seen alive Christmas day.

Scoville

lived alone in a room connected with the

shop. 'When last seen he was very de-

spondent, presumably from business mat-
ters. He owed some small bills, among
them about $25 for rent, which he had said

he was unable to pay. He had no relatives-

in this couutry. ,

Death of George E. Hambury.

Worcester, Mass., Jan. 4.—George E.-

Hambury, a well known jeweler of Spencer,,

died quite suddenly Dec. 31st, at his home,
after a brief illness from inflammation of
the bowels.

Deceased was 47 years old, and a native

of Spencer. Mr. Hambury was born in

Spencer and when the war broke out went
into the army, remaining three years. He
was a member of the North Brookfield body
of Odd Fellows, and until within two years

was a member of Post 37, G. A. R., of

Spencer. After the war he was a boot and
shoe cutter but later learned the jewelry

trade in which he had been engaged many
years. His health had been poor for several

years. He leaves a widow and four small

children.

Wm. Rogers Withdraws His Suit Against

Simpson, Hall, Miller & Co.

Hartford, Conn., Jan. 3.—The suit

which William Rogers, of this city, brought

some months ago against Simpson, Hall,

Miller & Co., Wallingford, to prevent that

firm from stamping his name on silver

plated ware, has been withdrawn.

The contract between the present William

Rogers and Simpson, Hall, Miller & Co.

was made in the year 1878, and the elder

and original William Rogers died in 1873.

At the time of his death he, together with

his son William, were under contract with

the Meriden Britannia Co., which contract

did not expire until 1877, and not until that

time and after a failure to arrange a new
contract with the Meriden Co., was the

matter arranged with Simpson, Hall,

Miller & Co. by which that company have

used the name of William Rogers on flat-

ware, and now the contract which was for

15 years, and expired several months ago,

has been renewed and Rogers is to

receive $10,000 a year for 15 years for the

use of the name William Rogers.

"Tried to Work Two Jewelers With the

Same Spurious Check.

Worcester, Mass., Jan. 2. — Geo. F.

Dodge, son of Rev. John W. Dodge, of

Newburyport, was arrested in the city

a few days ago on a charge of forgery.

He had been stopping at the Lincoln House

for a month under the name of Roeer Slater,

New York. While in Worcester Dodge
passed a forged check for- $150 on W. A.

England, jeweler, 394 Main St., and at-

tempted to pass one for the same amount on

Nelson H. Davis, jeweler, 301 Main St.

Mr. England discovered the forgery before

Dodge was arrested and got his goods and
money back.

Saturday, Dec. 23, Dodge asked Clerk

Johnson, of the Lincoln House, to refer him
to some good jeweler, as he wished to make
some purchases. Mr. Johnson suggested

W. A. England’s name, and thither Slater

or Dodge went. He looked over some rings

and watches and Anally purchased a time-

piece and a finger ring. The bill amounted

to $70, and in payment the purchaser ten-

dered a check for $150. It was accepted

and $80 in cash was given Dodge as his

change. The following day Mr. England

grew nervous about the check.

Mr. England found young Dodge, and

told him that he wasn't satisfied with the

check he had taken. His purchaser wasn’t

at all displeased, but handed over the

watch and ring and gave back the change

cash he had received from Mr. England.

On Christmas day he took the same check

and went to Nelson H. Davis’ store and

picked out a diamond ring valued at $50.
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He offered a check in payment, but Mr.

Davis was unwilling to accept it. “All

right,” said Dodge, “ If you don’t want to

take it, I’ll go out and have it cashed and

come around to-morrow for the ring.”

Before he got around he was arrested.

Dodge was wanted in Farmouthport, Keene,

N. H., and Portland, Me.

The Court Decides that L. Tannenbaum
and G. Armeny were Partners.

Judge Truax, of New York Supreme Court,

handed down his decision Thursday in the

case of Lippman Tannenbaum against Gj’ulo

Armeny, which was tried before him June

22, 1893. The action was brought to declare

the parties to the action copartners, under a

verbal agreement of copartnership, which

was disputed by the defendant, and also to

declare the defendant a trustee of such co-

partnership, in the purchase by him of the

mine which was acquired by the Azure Min-

ing Co., and for an accounting of the profits

and expenses of such property.

Armeny denied that he was a copartner

of the plaintiff, so far as this transaction was

concerned. Judge Truax has decided that

a partnership existed between the litigants

which has never been dissolved, and that

the Azure mine was partnership property.

He orders the usual accounting in actions

of this kind. In this suit Franklin Bien ap-

peared for the plaintiff, and Otto Horwitz

and M. M. Friend for the defendant.

A New York Jobbing Firm Assigns.

'William J. and Charles I. Smith, com-

posing the firm of W. J. & C. I. Smith,

jobbers in men’s jewelry, 598 Broadway,

New York, made an assignment Thursday

to Lorraine F. Dilleber, a clerk in their

employ, giving no preferences.

E. A. Jacob, the attorney for the Smiths,

stated to a Circular reporter that the

failure was due to recent losses, bad debts,

and the general stagnation in business.

He estimated their total liabilities at about

$17,000, nearly $11,000 of w’nich was for

merchandise and $6,000 for money loaned

by Alfred Cooley, a former partner. A
note for part of the latter fell due on Jan.

4th and was the direct cause of the assign-

ment. The attorney stated that all memo-
randum goods held by the insolvents and

the proceeds realized thereon had been

returned to the consignors. He said he

had called a meeting of the creditors to be

held at his office, 320 Broadway, Friday

next.

The present firm of W. J. & C. I. Smith,

was formed Jan. i, 1893, and succeeded

Smith Bros. & Co., Alfred Cooley retiring.

Before starting in business for themselves

both partners were connected with Flomer-

felt & Co. On Jan. 1, 1892, they left that

firm and formed the firm of Huss, Smith

Bros. & Co. Six months later Mr. Huss went
out and the business was changed to Smith
Bros. & Co.

A Cooley, on Monday entered a judgment
for $2,077.35 against Wm. J. & Chas. I.

Smith, confessed that day.

G. W. Chatterton Gives in to Adverse

Circumstances.

Springfield, 111., Jan. 4.—George W.
Chatterton, owner of the large jewelry and

music store on the west side of the square

adjoining the Ridgely National bank, on the

ist made an assignment of all his property

to C. C. Brown. The financial stringency

under which Mr. Chatterton had been labor-

ing for some time, came to a crisis Saturday

when Attorneys Conkling & Grout filed a

confession of judgment in favor of the

Ridgely National bank for $16,499.53. The
confession was made on a judgment note

dated Aug. 21st, for $16,700 payable to the

Ridgely National bank on demand. The
papers were placed in the hands of sheriff

Patrick Murray, who closed the store. Mr.

Chatterton immediately made an assign-

ment to Mr. Brown.

The doors will remain closed until the

property can be sold at private sale, and it

is thought that the stock of jewelry and

musical instruments, together with the other

personal properties coming under the head

of stock which is now in the hands of the

sheriff, will eventually be turned over to the

assignee. A number of suits are now pend-

ing in the Circuit Court against Mr. Chat-

terton, brought by jewelry firms in New
York and the east.

from loss; the business of the company is of

such a nature that great injury would result

if any creditor took judgment, and in this

way precipitated all others to push their

claims, leading to endless litigation and

losses to all concerned.

When it became known that a receiver had
been appointed several large creditors ex-

pressed themselves that this was the best

way to close up the business and prevent

loss. At a meeting of some stockholders

and directors Tuesday morning the course

pursued was agreed upon and Mr. Converse

authorized to commence the action. The
amount of outstanding obligations is about

$250,000. For some time an effort has been

made to reorganize the company and put it

on its feet, and up to Saturday night $15,000

of new capital had been subscribed.

When run to full capacity the factories

employ about 400 hands.

Under Missouri law a debtoi

may at any time give a deed of trust and

therein prefer certain creditors to the entire

exclusion of others, and arrange matters in

three hours to put a trustee in charge.

There is urgent need of a National bank-

ruptcy law.

A meeting of creditors was called by Kitt

Gould, Saturday, to take action regarding

the stock at his Roseland store. Gould re-

cently made a voluntary assignment, and

claims assets of $5,500, and liabilities of

$4,100. The store is closed and a custodian

is in charge. Inasmuch as expense was be-

ing incurred with no corresponding income,

Mr. Gould'thought action was necessary.

He expressed a desire to have the property

turned over to him, and that he be allowed

to continue the business. No definite action

was decided on by the creditors.

H. F. Hahn & Co. have leased the entire

third floor of the Champlain building, now
in course of construction at the northwest

corner of State and Madison Sts., and will

move into their new quarters as soon as

they are completed. The contractors think

the structure will be ready June i, but it is

probable the firm will not be justified in

moving in before July.

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A “ Gold Dust ” Victim Has His Apparent

When the dust was brought to Buchsbaum
he pronounced it gilded brass filings.

The Elgin National Watch Co. Reduce
Their Working Time.

Elgin, 111., Jan. 2.—The Elgin National

Watch Co.’s factory posted notices to-day

that it would run but three days per week.

Last August the company reduced their

working force of 3,400 employes one-half,

and have recently run five days a week.

In an interview President Avery and
General Manager Cutter said in substance

to The Circular Chicago correspondent

:

“When sales fell from 2,100 watches daily to

1,000 a day we reduced the force one-half,

and until trade revives we will run for three

days a week. Last month we sold our

product and reduced stocks somewhat by
selling 1,200 a day. Jobbers are carrying

no more goods than are absolutely neces-

sary. Their stocks are down to a minimum.
Our business has not up to date suffered

more than the general average has suffered.

Necessities are not in demand in excess of

one-half what they were, and watches

are necessities to a man employed.

Our reduction of working days is indicative

of nothing more than an attempt to under-

stand the condition of the market as it is

just now. We are making no estimate of

future requirements, but are simply trying

to run the factory as the immediate pros-

pect demands.”

CONDITION OF BUSINESS WITH THE ROCKFORD

WATCH CO.

Rockford, 111 ., Jan. 6.—The announce-

ment that the Elgin National Watch Co.

have reduced their working time to three

days per week, has been received in this

city. Secretary G. E. Knight, of the Rock-

ford Watch Co., was seen by The Circular

correspondent, and in reply to the question,

“ How is your factory ? ” said :

A Letter from J. L. Torrey Regarding the

Bankruptcy Bill.

Chicago, 111 ., Jan. 6.—The Torrey Bank-
ruptcy bill is still an issue between the busi-

ness interests of the country and Congress.

The columns of The Circular weekly show
the imperative need of a National law tend-

ing to uniformity in all the States and the

regulation of preferences. The following

letter from the pen of the framer of the bill

will be of interest to advocates of a National

law;
St. Louis, Mo., Dec. 26th.

Mr. M. N. Burcharu, Chicago.

Dear Mr. Burchard:

—

I am in receipt of your
considerate favor of the 21st inclosing clippings from
The Jewelers’ Circular, and thank you. Our
friends confidently believe that the striking out of the

enacting clause by tlie House will operate only as a
temporary delay in the.passage of the bill. The fact

that the leader of the opposition, Mr. Bailey, of Texas,
immediately introduced a bill and secured its favorable

report to the House the day following the action with
reference to our bill indicates that the opposition re-

alizes that there is a demand for legislation on this

subject. The admission of this fact is the great thing
'for which we have labored and we now believe that the
only question is which of the two bills shall be passed.

Our friends have heretofore relied upon the intelligent

and patriotic action on the part of Congress and have
not thought it possible that the bill might be defeated
without consideration. The action is therefore calcu-

lated to make them “ hump themselves,” and it is

therefore probable that we will have much more aggres-
sive assistance from all over the country than we have
had in the past.

of the committee. Mr. Lissauer was made
temporary chairman.

A committee of five was appointed to de-
cide upon the scope of work of the organiza-
tion, which will be called the Jewelers’ Re-
lief Association. This committee will report
Friday afternoon, when the regular organi-
zation will be formed. The meeting will

be held at the rooms of the Board of Trade,
41 Maiden Lane.

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Last Honors to J. D. Yerrington.

The funeral of the late James D. Yerring-

ton, New York, whose death was announced

in last week’s Circular, took place Friday, at

his residence in Creskill, N. J. Nearly 50

gentlemen, representing all branches of the

jewelry trade, were present at the services

which were largely attended, the Rev. M.

Eells officiating. The bearers were C. J.

V. Cottier, James P. Snow, Wm. L. Sexton,

F. C. Tomlinson, Richard H. Roberts, and
Chas. H. Blyth. The interment took place

at Englewood, N. J.

Among those who by their presence

showed the high esteem in which the

deceased was held by his business associ-

ates, were ; E. E. Kipling, J. R. Greason,

Geo. F. Kunz, \V. E. Hidden, William

Vogel, Ernest Adler, L. Bonet, Jno. L.

Shepherd, H. E. Somerville, R. W. Bostel-

man, Mr. Washburn, Wm. H. Ball, Geo.

Hoyt, Wm. Bardel, Gilbert T. Woglom,
Thos. Worrall and many others.

James D. Yerrington was one of the best

known dealers in precious stones in the

United States. He was born in Providence,

R. I., sixty years ago. He made his debut
in business life in the employ of G. & S.

Owen, of that city, the predecessors of

Snow & Westcott. Later with Charles

Gorham, a son of Jabez Gorham and brother

of John Gorham, Mr. Yerrington formed
the firm of Gorham & Yerrington, manu-
facturing jewelers. When this firm dis-

solved, Mr. Yerrington went to New York
and entered the employ of Baldwin, Sexton

& Peterson, as clerk, and later as salesman.

After leaving Baldwin, Sexton & Peter-

son, Mr. Yerrington started in business

under his own name at 192 Broadway, as

the New York agent for the Morse Dia-

mond Cutting Co., Boston, Mass. In 1881

he formed a partnership with Richard H.
Roberts under the style of Roberts & Yer-

rington, at 176 Broadway. The partnership

was dissolved in 1888, and from that time

Mr. Yerrington continued the business

alone.

Early in his career Mr. Yerrington de-

veloped a remarkable facility in distinguish-

ing the value of gems, and for many years

was recognized as one of the best gem ex-

perts in the United States. He was called

in as an expert by a syndicate of English

capitalists to determine the value of the

Montana sapphire mines, and the final con-

clusion of the syndicate as to the purchase

of the property was based almost wholly
upon his report. He was appointed a Com-
missioner of Awards on precious stones at

the World’s Columbian Exposition. Mr.

Yerringto'n was a warm exponent of Mon-
tana sapphires, and at the time of his death

was the American agent for the Montana
Sapphire & Ruby Mine Co.

Personally Mr. Yerrington was unassum-
ing, sincere and generous almost to a fault.

He was a man who was universally loved

and respected by all with whom he came in

contact. He was one of the founders of the

Jewelers’ League and was its first secretary.

He was also a member of the Commercial
Travelers’ Association of Syracuse.

Geo. Wolf & Co. Make an Assignment.

Louisville, Ky., Jan. 8.—Geo. Wolf &
Co. assigned Saturday to Harry Stucky.

Their liabilities are estimated at about $65,-

000, and the assets composed of stock and
accounts, at $100,000. Dull trade and poor

collections are given as the causes of the

assignment.

The firm originally started as Wolf & Der-

ringer in 1869. Mr. Derringer died in 1872

and Mr. Wolf continued the business alone.

In 1874 he failed for $90,000 and settled with

his creditors at some figure between 25 per

cent, and 50 per cent. In 1882 T. J. Pottin-

ger was admitted into the business, but he

later retired to take charge of the Rodgers

& Pottinger Jewelry and Optical Co. On
March 12, 1892, Geo. Wolf & Co. incorpor-

ated under the same name with a capital

stock of $100,000, with privilege of increas-

ing it to $200,000. Liabilities were not to

exceed two-thirds of the capital stock. The
incorporators were Geo. Wolf and Geo.

Reiger.

M ax H. Kling Transfers His Stock for the

Creditors.

Max H. Kling, dealer in diamonds, in the

Corbin Building, New York, transfered his

stock and accounts Saturday, to L. & M.

Kahn & Co., 170 Broadway, as trustees for

all the credi*^ors.

Louis Kahn, to whom a Circular reporter

was referred by Mr. Kling, stated that the

smaller creditors would be paid in full im-

mediately, while the large creditors would

be offered stock to the full amount of their

claims. Mr. Kahn said that he could give

no more information until he had seen the

principal creditors.

Mr. Kling, whose name was originally

Klinkowstein, was before starting in busi-

ness, a salesman for Traitel Bros. After

leaving that firm, on Jan. 10, 1885, he be-

came a partner in the firm of Elbe & Klin-

kowstein. In 1888 his name was changed

by order of the court to Kling and the firm

name was changed correspondingly. May
ist, 1889, Elbe & Kling dissolved, each

partner taking half the stock. Since that

time Mr. Kling has continued alone.

Meeting of the Creditors of W. H.

Williams & Son.

A meeting of the creditors of W. H. Wil-

liams & Son, Albany, N. Y., was held at

the rooms of the New York Jewelers’

Association, Saturday afternoon, A. K.

Sloan, of Carter, Sloan & Co., presiding.

Mr. Williams presented a statement which

showed his firm’s assets consisting of stock,

accounts, cash and checks to be nominally

worth $35,568.51, and actually worth $18,-

395.30. The total liabilities amounted to

$20,506.64, consisting of preferred claims

$8,280.56, bills payable $5,000, and open

accounts $7,226.08.

Mr. Williams offered to settle on a basis-

of 35 per cent., 25 per cent, to be paid cash

and 10 per cent, in a note, with satisfactory

indorsement, due in nine months. A paper
embodying this proposition was signed by
the creditors present.

Death of Benjamin F. Davies.

Utica, N. Y., Jan. 6.—Last evening

Benj. F. Davies died at his home. He was-

for many years Utica’s leading jeweler and

was known throughout the whole of central

New York. About four weeks ago he was
taken with a slight attack of the grip.

Thursday he complained of pains about the

heart, and last evening went to bed from

which he never arose.

Mr. Davies was born in Utica, Nov. ii,

1829. He was a son of Thomas Davies, a

well-known jeweler, who started in business

here in 1820. Mr. Davies graduated from

Mr. Sanderson’s academy in 1843 at Me-

chanic’s Hall. His father’s store was
located at 60 Genesee St., and here the

young man went to work and remained in

service until 1848. Then he went to Ithaca

and had charge of Daniel Place’s store and

shop. He remained in Ithaca one year

and then went to Watertown and opened a

branch store for his father. It was destroyed

by the fire of 1849, and then he returned to

Utica, and in 1850, while on a visit to Water-

town, learned telegraphing.

In 1858, with his brother, Thomas M., he

formed a copartnership in the jewelry busi-

ness, the firm being B. F. & T. M. Davies.

They began business at 42 Genesee St.

where they continued until 1863, when they

moved to the corner of Genesee and

Whitesboro Sts. Mr. Davies remained in

business on that corner for 23 years, his-

brother. Col. Thomas M., dying in 1882.

Following 1886, Mr. Davies was in business

in the Hackett block two years, and since

then he has kept a store bn Devereux St.

Mr. Davies was the first member initiated

by Faxton Lodge, Free and Accepted

Masons, on its formation about the year

1870. In his day he was one of the most

talented vocalists of Utica.

Second Meeting of Louis Hahn’s Credi-

tors.

The second meeting of the creditors of

Louis Hahn, New London, Conn., was held

at the Astor House, Friday afternoon. The
committee appointed at the previous meet-

ing reported that they had- proceeded to

New London as directed, to make an exam-

ination of Hahn’s stocks and accounts, but

that this privilege was denied them by the

sheriff and the probate judge.

He went to Meriden Aug. i, 1862, and
remained there 16 years, when receiving

an offer from the Wallaces, of Wallingford,

he joined them, and his time of service with

them has been of equal length as with the

Meriden Britannia Co., 16 years.

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Automatic Drop Adjustment.

I

T is a well-known and at the same time

deplorable fact, that people will neither

set nor suspend their wall or mantel clocks

so that the pendulum beats in rhythm
;
in

fact, readers of The Circular know that a

clock correctly placed is an exception. To
remedy this, the clo.k manufacturer, C.

Werner, at Villingen, Baden, has devised

a simple arrangement, by the aid of which
the drop is regulated automatically when
the pendulum is started with a certain force,

no matter whether the clock hangs straight

or to one side.

Quite a number of experiments have been
tried to obtain this result, by making the

the pallets upon the tooth bottom the

limitation for the motion of the pendulum.
This arrangement, however, has several de-

fects. First, the striking of the pallets

upon the bottom of the escape-wheel

teeth is directly dangerous for both

the escape-wheel and pallets
;

second,

the fork frequently moves with too much
friction upon the screw-thread—a difficulty

not readily corrected
;

third, the intended

purpose is but imperfectly effected thereby,

if for instance, the lifting planes of the pal-

lets differ in length slightly one from the

other
;
so that the way passed through by

the pendulum from the point of drop to the

striking of the pallet upon the tooth bottom
differs on both sides.

These objections, the readers of The Cir-

cular will perceive by studying the illustra-

tion have been avoided in the Werner’s

Drop Adjustment
;
on the one hand by an

improved fastening of the fork upon the

pallet staff, and on the other by a special

device, shown in accompanying illustration.

This gives a perspective view of the pallets

together with the inner side of the front

plate P.

The fastening of the fork upon the pallet

staff differs from the customary style by
making the fork d revolvable with a shell b

upon the staff w, between two milled discs

c and fi. Of these the last is fixed station-

ary upon the staff w, while the disc c is

screwed on, and can be loosened or tight-

ened at desire. In this way the pallet staff

may be fastened in a moment in the desired

manner, so that it will turn neither with

too great nor too loose a friction upon the

staff IV.

For the purpose of limiting the pendulum

oscillations a firmly fixed collet with a

slightly elastic arm a, about 25 millimeters

long, is fastened upon the front end of the

pallet staff; the upper end o'- of this arm
forms a right angle, and thereby projects

beyond the plate P. To the front side of

the plate P is screwed a bracket shaped

bridge G, the bifurcations of which are fur-

nished with two adjusting screws s s.

Against these, the plate a'^ banks to the

right and left, when the pendulum is

started.

It is evident that by means of the adjust-

ment screws s s the limitation of the pendu-

lum oscillations can be controlled in such a

manner that not only the pallets are pre-

vented from striking upon the bottom of the

scape wheel teeth, but that also the way
passed through from the drop up to the limi-

tations of the oscillation is made uniform

upon each side.

It will therefore be seen that it is indiffer-

ent whether clocks furnished with this

device be set or suspended obliquely either

by accident or carelessness. As long as the

adjustment screws s s are set correctly and
close enough so that the pendulum can just

oscillate freely, the drop will equalize itself

after a few oscillations. . It is not necessary,

for The Circular to specify the many dis-

agreeable occurrences the watchmaker
occasionally experiences, when he delivers

a new or repaired clock to his customer,

who will take it home and generally set it

on a shelf or suspend it on a wall and in

either case get it out of true.

New Tool for Holding the Center
Staff, Etc.

For uprighting the - center wheel in

watches, or for truing the plate, a

turning arbor is generally pushed into the

center pinion; this is then placed in a double

caliper, after which the plate is, in the usual

manner, tested whether it runs true. Many
watchmakers do it also in such a manner
that they simply fasten the square of the

center staff in a pair of pliers, and judge

whether the plate runs true.

This last method cannot be done by every,

body, and it requires a good deal of practice,

and the former is not very convenient, be-

cause the turning ar-

bors can be placed

with difficulty only in

the ordinary calipers,

as their opening width

is more adapted to the

flat parts of the watch
than to the much
longer turning arbors.

For this purpose I

constructed a tool
which will take the

place of the figure of 8

calipers, and largely

facilitates the truing

of the plates. This

tool consists in a pair

of pliers, of the form
as shown in accom-

panying cut.

The cheeks B and B^ of the pliers stand at

some distance one from the other, ever in a

closed condition, the distance being about

as much as the height of a very flat watch
movement. In the cheek B are two large

sinks a a for the hand square, in the cheek

B two smaller sinks b b for introducing the

front end of the center staff. By reason of

the circumstance that the cheeks B B^ never

close entirely, as well as the fairly large

distance of the sinks a a and b b from the

motion center of the pliers, the two cheeks

B and B^ remain for every length of the

different center staffs almost parallel to each

other
;
the center staff is therefore always

held secure and firm between the plier

cheeks. A turning arbor is thereby entirely

superfluous.

In order to have a point for the true

motion of the plate P several long set

screws with milled heads are located in the

cheek B^; the screw c shows the manner of

using. — H. OsTERSETZER, in Deutsche

Uhrm.

Keramic Work in Cincinnati.*

The decorative pottery movement which

has made Cincinnati celebrated as a

jceramic art centre may be said to have had
its inception in 1875, when Mr. Benn Pit-

man, of the Cincinnati School of Design,

procured from the east some overglaze

colors and invited a.few of the ladies of that

city, who were interested in the subject, to

meet at his office in the Carlisle Building to

talk over the matter of form-

ing a class to receive in-

struction in china painting.

It was in these rooms that

the first experiments in por-

celain decoration were made,
under the direction of a

young German lady. Miss
Eggers, who had previously

acquired some knowledge of

the art at Dresden. Follow-

ing closely on these some-
what imperfectly successful

efforts came a “ Centennial

Tea Party,” held by the

“Women’s Centennial Exec-

utive Committee, of Cincin-

nati,” for the benefit of the

Mount Vernon fund. The
pieces of china, which had
been painted by the ladies

especially for this occasion,

were placed on exhibition

and afterwards sold by auc-

tion. Good prices were
realized, the highest being

$25 for a cup and saucer.

This event marked the first

step in the progress of the

ceramic art in Cincinnati.

In the same year. Miss M.
Louise McLaughlin painted

some white porcelain plates

in blue underglaze designs,

which were sent to Messrs. Thomas C. Smith
& Son, proprietors of the Union Porcelain

works at Greenpoint, Long Island, by whom
they were fired, and one of these first at-

tempts is preserved in the Cincinnati Mu-
seum of Art.

During the Centennial Exposition, in the

following year. Miss McLaughlin was par-

ticularly impressed with the exhibit of the

then novel Limogesfaience, and on her re-

turn home she determined to discover, if

possible, the method of its decoration. Her
first experiments were attempted in the

Fall of 1877, after having procured colors

from Paris, at the pottery of Messrs. P. L.

Coultry & Co., where common yellow ware
was made. These experiments were con-

ducted under great disadvantages on ac-

count of the limited facilities at command.

The first piece taken from the kiln, in Sep-

tember, 1877, demonstrated the practica-

bility of the process. In May following

some pieces were shown at a local loan ex-

hibition, and others were exhibited in New
York in October. Pieces were also ex-

hibited at the Exhibition Universelle at

Paris in 1879, and received honorable men-
tion.

The success attained by Miss McLaughlin

stimulated other ladies to renewed efforts in

the same direction, and soon a little colony

of workers had sprung up in the Queen
City. In April of 1879 Miss McLaughlin

gathered around her a number of ladies

who were interested in decorative art, and
the Pottery Club, which afterwards became
an important factor in the development of

the ceramic art industry in Cincinnati, was
organized, with Miss McLaughlin, presi-

dent
;
Miss Clara Chipman Newton, secre-

tary, and Miss Alice Belle

Holabird, treasurer. This

was probably the first club

of women organized for such

a purpose in the United

States. A room was rented

in the pottery owned by Mr.

Frederick Dallas, on Hamil-

ton Road, where white and

cream colored wares were

produced. Two kilns for

firing underglaze and over-

glaze ware were erected

here, the cost being defrayed

by Miss McLaughlin and

Mrs. Maria Longworth Nic-

hols. Experiments were pro-

secuted with greater vigor

and rapid improvement in

methods was made through

the intelligent co-operation

of Mr. Dallas and his fore-

man, Mr. Joseph Bailey, now
superintend, nt of the Rook-

wood Pottery. Mrs. Nichols

and other ladies, not mem-
bers of the Pottery Club,

worked in another part of

the building, which had
been erected by the mother

of Anthony Trollope for her

country house during her

residence in Cincinnati.

Various styles of work

were attempted here during 1879 and

1880.

Among Mrs. Nichols’s best pieces of this

period are three vases, shown in the illustra-

tion, the largest being 32 inches in height, in

bold relief and underglaze color. Possessed

of rare and versatile talent, she has since

produced a great variety of pieces, original

in conception, artistic in treatment and bold

in execution.

O UR forefathers were acquainted with

glass at the date of their arrival in

Britain. Many examples of extremest

beauty have been found in Norway and
Denmark, the finest of which, however, bear

Greek or Rofti'dtf inscriptions, showing that

they were plundered—for it is unlikely that

traders would carry such fragile goods so

far. It must be suspected that all the very

grand specimens dug up in Scandinavia are

foreign, though many of them have no

classic character. Such are not found in

Britain nor in North Germany, which is

further evidence. But besides these we find

several classes of cup, not only distinct

from classic models, but strangely identical

among themselves, whether unearthed in

England, Germany, France or Scandinavia.

These represent the native style, and the

identity is very interesting. Some of their

peculiarities survive among us to this day.

As our jug is represented in very early MS.
exactly the same in shape as that familiar

to ourselves, so we trace various forms of

the tumbler—both unknown to Greeks and
Romans.

This characteristic ornament has been dis-

covered only once, we believe, in Scandi-

navia. But the reverse form—with indenta-

tions to hold the finger and thumb—is

common to all. So is the funnel-shaped

cup, which could not be made to stand up-

right under any conditions. So is the cup

fluted below, bound
^

with lines about the

brim. Pleasing enough are many of the

forms—some look quite modern, even to the

style of decoration. They have been found

in tombs which showed no trace of iron

among the remains discovered there. It is,

in fact, certain that the manufacture of

glass was known as early as the memorials

of the Teutonic race extend .—Pottery Ga-

zette (London).

The “noon-mark,”—a groove in the

floor, just within the house door, at

an angle with the threshold—along which
the sun struck at mid-day, is within the

memory of manj' readers Little more
than half a century ago, many villagers of

New England knew no other way of telling

the time, with the help,

possibly, of rude

notches cut in the win-

dow-casing to mark the

hours.

Inflnitely more sol-

emn than the fall <4

weights or the recoil of

springs is the warning
finger of the sun-dial.

Impressive, silent, for-

ever true, it seems to

tell us that weights

may be raised and
springs rewound, but

never again will this

day’s sun cause a

shadow here.

A tree or pole fixed in

the soil, the shadow of

which reached certain

marks on the ground,

was employed as a

method of telling time

long before the creep-

ing sands of the hour-

glass apportioned the

day. It is practiced to

this day in parts of

L’pper Egypt. Closer

study showed that if the pole inclined so as

to point to the North Star and run parallel

with the axis of the earth, a more exact

division of the day would result. The con-

struction of a complete dial, marked with re-

gard to the locality for which it was design-

ed, and either vertically or horizontally

placed, required astronomical and mathe-
matical knowledge. Once fixed, these chro-

nometers required no attention
;
they were

warranted to go for all time ; no regulation

was needed, and there was only one condi-

tion essential to their perfect service—

a

clear sk)-. Yet, even when clouds blotted

the sun from view, and the dial was dumb,
man knew that behind the clouds the great

timepiece was moving on—how far, the

truthful gnomon would tell on the instant

SlN-niAL, GOLDEN' GATE PARK, SAN FRA.NCISCO.

when the dark hour had passed.

A writer on Biblical archaeology’ considers

that “the invention of the pole and gnomon
combined, producing an instrument perfect

in itself for all observations, was probably
connected with the rectification of the

Babylonian calendar in b. c. 747, nineteen

years before the accession of Ahaz.” A
flight of steps caught the shadow in the

open air, “ or more probably within a closed

chamber, in which a ray of light was ad-

mitted from above, and which passed from

Winter to Summer up and down an apparatus

in the form of steps. Such chambers were
in use in Eastern observatories till the

middle of the last century.”

A writer describes the dial of Ahaz as
“ a concave hemisphere, in the middle of

which was a globe, the

shadow of which fell

upon diverse lines en-

graved on the concav-

ity.”

Scientific opinion says

that the gnomon must
slope to the horizontal

plane at an angle equal

to the latitude of the

place, and must also

lie due north and south.

In ignorance of this law,

says Mrs. Gattyin “The
Book of Sun-Dials,” the

Romans blundered in

bringing a Sicilian sun-

dial to Rome. After the

mathematician had pro-

perly lineated a dial,

which the engraver
then fixed in imperish-

able bronze or copper,

the finishing work was
done by the mason ;

and the construction of

dials became a neces

sary qualification for

this artisan. The chief

requisites for the set-

ting of dials were a candle, apiece of string,

and the North Star. These data may
furnish thought for an inquiring mind.
Although simple at first, sun-dials reached

a degree of elaborate perfection during the

latter part of the seventeenth century, and
in the beginning of the eighteenth century

they were doomed to he superseded by
clocks. Speaking on the subject, Mrs.

Gatty, in her “ Book of Sun-Dials,” repeats

a common saying of the undergraduates of
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DEITSCH BROS.,

In the history of ancient Greece during

the Attic period, reference is frequently

made to a shadow by which the time of

day was determined
;
but what the sub-

stance was which cast this shadow has

been a matter of conjecture. In attempting

to solve the problem a curious theory was
advanced, that the mysterious gnomon was
each man’s figure, the shadow of which he

measured—probably by pacing off the dis-

tance it covered—and made his calculations

accordingly. This ingenious theory is

supported by the fact, that whatever their

method was, it was imperfect and required

frequent alterations during the year. The
mystery surrounding this timepiece pales

into insignificance, however, beside that

secret of the heavens possessed by the first

inhabitants of Arabia, who could, without

any instrumental aid, determine the time

of day and the time of the year with

accuracy. Perhaps the key to a lost science

lies buried here.

Dials were often of beautiful and fantas-

tic designs. The obelisk now in the Piazza

IMonte Citorio, Rome, was set up as a

gnomon in the Campus Martius, by the

Emperor Augustus, who brought it from
Egypt. The marks in the pavement around
it were lines of bronze, which were sunk as

deeply in the ground as the height of the

obelisk.

In Mahometan countries dials abound,
and on many of the mosques they are to be
found bearing a line which points toward
the sacred Mecca, and also marks for the

five divisions of the day when prayer is

required to be offered.

Dials were sometimes horizontal and
sometimes vertical, but those made during

the thirteenth century were generally on
cylindrical surfaces. An ancient writer

named Berosus, a Chaldcean, was the

inventor of the semi-circle hollowed in a

square, and inclined according to the

climate.

In China dials abound. On the flat

board in front of a palanquin, on the

houses, portable dials in boxes with silken

strings for gnomons—they are found in

many devices, sometimes being com-

bined with moon-dials and compasses.
A ring-dial which was found at Kemerton

Court, Gloucestershire, is thus described :

“ The small piece of projecting brass, with
a hole in it, slides in a groove, and acts the
part of gnomon.” It is suspended in the
sun’s light, “ with the side having the
sliding hole offered to the sun, whereby a
ray falls on the numbers inside the ring,

and declares the hour. Such instruments
may have been used for astrological pur-
poses. They used to be made in great
numbers in Sheffield.”

Formeily, in Paris and elsewhere, a

cannon was placed so that the rays of the
sun being concentrated on a magnifying
glass, would ignite the powder at the hour

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Interesting Decisions by the General

Appraisers.

Washington, D. C., Jan. 13.—The Gen-

eral Appraisers have recently rendered de-

cisions touching fusible enamel that will be

of interest to the watch-making trade. The

first of these is in the matter of the protest

of Baldwin Bros. & Co., against the decision

of the Collector at New York, as to the rate

and amount of duties chargeable on white

fusible enamel imported by that firm in June

last. The opinion, which is in the language

of General Appraiser Sharretts, is as follows:

“ We find as facts in this case that Bald-

win Bros. & Co. , acting as agents for the Ham-
ilton Watch Co., of Lancaster, Pa., imported

into the port of New York 200 pounds of

white fusible enamel, to be used in the man-

ufacture of watches. The Collector classi-

fied the merchandise as fusible enamel, and

assessed duty thereon at 45 per cent, ad val-

orem, under paragraph 122. It is claimed

by the importers that the merchandise is en-

titled to enter at 25 per cent, ad valorem

under paragraph 21 1. In our opinion, the

contention of the appellants is not well

founded. Paragraph 21 1
provides for

watches, parts of watches, watch cases,

watch movements, and watch glasses, but

fusible enamel in bulk can hardly be termed

parts of watches. It is no doubt true, as

alleged by the ultimate consignees of the

merchandise, that this enamel is intended

to be used in the manufacture of watches
;

that is, in enameling watch dials or faces.

It is true that these dials or faces are parts

of watches, but paragraph 21 1 does not pro-

vide for the material from which parts of

watches are made. * * * The protest is ac-

cordingly overruled and the Collector’s de-

cision is affirmed.”

In the matter of the protest of Leeder &
Bernkopf, against the decision of the Col-

lector at Providence, concerning the rate

and amount of duties chargeable on white

enamel, the opinion rendered says :

“The merchandise in question is white

enamel, cylindrical in form, one- eighth of

an inch in diameter. This enamel is fu-

sible and is commonly used by jewelers in

the manufacture of sleeve buttons, watch
dials, clock faces and for other purposes.

The collector classified the merchandise as

manufacture of glass, and assessed duty

thereon at 60 per cent, ad valorem, under

paragraph 108. The appellants claim the

same is dutiable at 45 per cent, ad valorem

under the provision in paragraph 122 for

fusible enamel. In our opinion the conten-

tion of the appellants is well founded . The
merchandise is nothing more than fusible

enamel, and although it differs in form from
fusible enamel usually imported for manu-
facturing purposes, it is not made into a

new and different article, nor is it fitted for

any other use than that to which fusible

enamel is usually applied. The protest is

sustained and the Collector’s decision is re-

versed.”

a drawback will be allowed equal in amount
to the duty paid on the rods used, less the

legal deduction of i per cent. The quan-

tity of imported rods used in the manufac-

ture shall be determined by adding to the

net weight of the exported article as certi-

fied by a United States weigher, 16 per cent,

of such weight. The drawback entry must
specify the size of the springs and the gross

and net weights of each package to be ex

ported, and the manufacturer's declaration

on the entry must show that the springs

were manufactured in accordance with their

sworn statement, dated Aug. 9, 1893.

E. H. Proudman protested against the

decision of the Collector at New York, re-

garding the duties, rate and amount, charge-

able on certain jewelry^ cases imported by
him over a year ago. “ This protest,” says

General Appraiser Sharretts, “is lodged

against the amount of duty assessed on cer-

tain jewelry cases. The Collector classified

these articles as manufactures of silk and
wood, silk chief value, and assessed duty

thereon at 50 per cent, ad valorem, under

paragraph 414. The appellant claims the

same is dutiable at 40 per cent, ad valorem,

under paragraph 355. These jewelry cases

consist of small wooden boxes, covered with

silk and cotton velvet and lined with satin.

They are of the kind commonly used by
jewelers for holding rings, earrings and
other small articles of jewelry. We have

no doubt that .silk is of more value than the

wood from which these boxes are made, but

the statute requires that in estimating the

value of the component materials entering

into the fabrication of the merchandise in

question we are to take the value of the

wood in the condition in which we find it

—

that is, in the form of a box, exclusive of

metal parts. The evidence in this case

shows that the value of one of these wooden
boxes, together with metal springs, hinges

and tacks, is more than double the value of

the silk and cotton covering and lining on

the same. It is thus in proof that either

wood or metal, not silk or cotton, is the

component material of chief value in said

goods. An inspection of the metal parts

thereof shows that metal is of far less value

than wood. We accordingly find that these

cases are manufactures of which wood is

the component material of chief value. The
appellant having claimed that the merchan-

dise was dutiable as a manufacture of cot-

ton, we are forced to overrule his protest

aud the Collector’s decision stands.”

found in convulsions on the floor.

The proprietor went out for an officer,

and when he arrived Schroeter was dead.

A half-filled phial of morphine told the

story of his death. Deceased was about 48

years old.

Porter Rush Did a Jewelry Business on
His Own Account.

—William Rush
has come to grief. Since many moons ago
William, whose complexion is between a

do so, and Saturday afternoon Detective
Wooten placed the porter under arrest.

Recently Mr. Cochenthaler has been dis-

playing in his window a fine collection of

jewelry valued perhaps at $5,000. Since

his store has been under the protection of

the John A. Grose Protection Co. ^Ir. Coch-

enthaler has left valuables in his windows
with perfect confidence. On arriving at his

store this morning he was astonished to find

the bulk of the jewels gone from the win-

dows. Next door to Mr. Cochenthaler’s

store is a stairway, carpeted with cocoanut

matting. A few steps up this matting had

been cut by the robber apd one of the stairs

sawed out. Through this aperture he got

under the stairs which forms a sort of

lumber cupboard. From there a door leads

into the rear of the store. The door was
boarded up with strong boards. One of

these the thief removed and got into the

store. This door was specially guarded by

the wires of the protection company. No
person sleeps on the premises and no lights

are kept burning at night. Nothing but the

contents of the window was touched.

Here’s a Clever Swindler With a New
Game.

Kansas City, Mo., Jan. 13.—A man call-

ing hi? aself Joseph Irven, latelyfrom Hono-
lulu, pretending to be an agent of the Pro-

visional Government, came to Kansas City

three weeks ago with his wife and little

daughter, lived like a prince without spend-

ing a cent, and fled a day or two ago after

having defrauded one jewelry house and
attempting to “ work ” two others.

By means of a smooth tongue and a worth-

less draft he secured considerable credit,

using one merchant as reference to another.

He ordered a typewriter on approval and
pawned it. He bought $209 worth ot silver-

ware from A. L. Sanderson & Co., and gave
a note and mortgage for it. This and other

movable goods he packed in a trunk and

skipped to Milwaukee, and he there ordered

another bill of $1,200 wcrth of table silver

from Sanderson & Co. which was not filled.

He ordered $95 worth of jewelry from the

Hart Jewelry Co. When it was delivered,

he asked the messenger to leave it until the

next day, but the man refused. He ordered

gold pens and opera glasses worth $61 from

Osborne & Pitrat, but the clerk, after taking

them to Irven’s house refused to leave them.

The Hart Jewelry Co. notified the detec-

tives, and Irven took warning and fled,

buying a ticket to Chicago. Telegrams

were sent to cause his arrest and to seize his

trunks at Milwaukee, but no Captures were

made.

Irven is an Austrian and speaks with a

decided accent. He is a small man, with a

short brown beard, and is about 35 years

old.

Daniel C. Elsheimer Transfers His Stock

of Jewelry.

Jeweler Korn Viciously Beaten and His

Store Robbed.
Elizabeth, N. J., Jan. 15.—Gustav Korn,

proprietor of a jewelry store at 29 Broad

St.j was brutally beaten Saturday night by

two men who entered his store and made
good their escape with the most valuable

portion of his stock. The shop is situated

in the center of the principal business

thoroughfare. Korn was busily engaged

about 1 1 o’clock in placing his goods in the

safe, when two strangers entered and asked

to be shown a clock that stood on a shelf.

As Korn turned to reach for the clock he re-

ceived a vicious blow on the side of tlie head

from a slung shot.

The men dragged him to a rear room, and

finding that he was still conscious they beat

and kicked him into an insensible condition.

Proceeding to the open safe they then took

from it $10 in cash and all the watches and

other valuable jewelry in sight, not forgetting

several watch cases in the showcase in the

window. They left the store by the front

entrance leaving the door ajar.

Lewis Newburger, a friend of Korn, in

passing the store half an hour later, noticing

the open door and the absence of the pro-

prietor, entered and found Korn in an uncon-

scious condition lying in a pool of blood in

the rear room.

The Failure of the Philadelphia Optical

& Watch Co.

Philadelphia, Pa., Jan. 13.—On Thurs-

day executions were issued from the Com-
mon Pleas Court against the Philadelphia

Optical & Watch Co., 916 Chestnut St., on

judgments entered on bonds and warrants

aggregating $239,262.55.

A similar action for $25,000 was
begun Wednesday against the company
by Charles C. Harrison, in which three lots

of ground, at 42d St. and Mantua Ave. were

attached.

A deputy sheriff took charge of the

property of the company at gi6 Chestnut

St. Thursday.

On Friday attachments were issued

against the Wilmington (Del.), creditors of

the Philadelphia Optical & Watch Co., at

the instance of Simons, Bro. & Co.

The failure did not surprise the local

trade, and it is believed the total amount
involved will be in the neighborhood of

$300,000. The failure of Owen O’Neill, re-

ported in last week’s Circular, is said to

have been the indirect cause of the collapse.

It is reported that O’Neill exchanged accom-

modation notes with the company as long

as he could stand the burden, and when he

was compelled to go under, the company

unable to meet their pressing obligations,

were forced to the wall.

The judgment and stock attachments

were made very largely to protect the Phil-

adelphia creditors, and with the exception

of the Keystone Watch Case Co., these

creditors had loaned the company money.

Among the merchandise creditors in ad-

dition to those named in the executions are;

Robbins & Appleton, the Elgin National

Watch Co., Hamilton & Hamilton, Jr., the

Derby Silver Co., Meriden Britannia Co.,

Meriden Silver Plate Co., Reed & Barton,

Rogers & Bro., and silverware and jewelry

firms in Newark, Providence and Attleboro.

Representatives of Robbins & Appleton and

Rogers & Bro. have been here looking after

their firm’s interests.
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It is understood that in addition to the

creditors of the company in the watch, jew-

elry and silverware trades, there is a large

amount tied up in the optical branch of the

company’s business, which was really one

of the most important branches of the trade,

and was, in fact, the first branch of the

business established by W. Reed Williams,

the president and general manager of the

company. The company, it is said, owe

comparatively small amounts in Philadel-

phia for merchandise outside of their indebt-

edness to the Keystone Watch Case Co.

Among their local creditors are D. F. Con-

over & Co. and the National Optical Co.,

but their amounts are not large.

The Philadelphia Optical & Watch Co,

is the outgrowth of the Philadelphia Optical

Co., started in this city at gi6 Chestnut St.

about nine years ago by W. Reed Williams,

who had been in the employ of Morgan &
Headley and Hagstoz & Thorpe. Williams

started the company several years ago and

a little over a year ago the company was

incorporated. W. Reed Williams was

elected president and general manager,

Dayton Ball, secretary, Joseph W. Robin-

son, treasurer, and W. Howard Williams,

superintendent. The authorized capital

was $200,000, of which amount it was
claimed there was $100,000 paid in.

The crisis in the company’s affairs was
forced by the action of a creditor, who
issued a foreign attachment against the

firm. The reason for the failure in trade

circles is ascribed to the methods of the

company in doing business on too close a

margin of profit. It is said that they

attempted to undersell the market on

American watch movements and on large

consignments of jew elry and silverware.

Death of Lyman F. Munger.

Rochesti-.k, N. Y., Jan 13.—Lyman F.

Munger died at about noon Monday, aged

71 years. He was a man of remarkable

mechanical genius, being one of the most

expert horologists in this country.

Deceased was a native of \-ermont but

came to this neighborhood in early life

engaged in business and remained here some
years. Then he went to Massachusetts and

became foreman of the Yale Lock Co.’s

manufactory at Shelburne Falls. Twenty-
five years ago he returned to Rochester and
entered the employ of Sargent & Greenleaf

as mechanical expert and inspector. At the

time of the invention and introduction of

the time locks he was placed in charge of

the department. He left their employ some
five or six years ago and has since been in

business for himself.

organization. The finance committee will

have charge of the raising of the necessary

funds, and the relief and employment
committee will attend to the duties dele-

gated to theih by the executive committee.

The officers shall consist of president,

vice-president and treasurer. The ex-

ecutive committe will consist of seven

members who will have power to ap-

point a secretary, not a member of the

organization, and who shall be the only

salaried officer. The president, vice-presi-

dent and treasurer are to be members.

The committee appointed at the

recent meeting of the trade in the rooms of

the Chicago Jewelers’ Association perfected

its organization, and the districting of the

city into sections and the down town district

into the various branches of the trade was
completed. It will be some days before

full reports are received from the outlying

districts and many names will yet be added
to the down town list, but the plans so far

undertaken shows thorough and efficient

work and methods.

The jobbers’ list was looked after by Lem
W. Flershem, of Lapp & Flershem; that for

the manufacturers by Paul Juergens, of

Juergens& Andersen Co.; optical lines by

F. A. Hardy; and retailers on the South Side

north of Van Buren St. by C. D. Peacock.

The results exceed the early expectations

of the promoters and show that the jewelry
trade of Chicago is composed of men whose
hearts are in true sympathy for their less

fortunate fellow men.

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TRADE CONDITIONS AND EROSEECTS

A REVIEW OF THE BUSINESS IN VARIOUS LINES DURING 1893, AND THE

Chicago, 111., Jan. 5.

—

In the subjoined

report on western trade for the past year,

the greatest care has been exercised in ar-

riving at the facts as given. Talks with

business men during the year have been

compared with recent interviews and de-

ductions drawn that are warranted by the

facts. There have been wide differences in

the reports of individual houses in each

branch of trade, one claiming an increase

while another admits a decrease. The sum-
mary gives a correct general view of the

condition of the various branches.

silverware.

There is no branch of the trade of greater

value to the commercial life of the country

than that of silverware. The product of

the silver factories not only forms an im-

portant part in the business of every whole-

sale house but in addition finds an outlet to

the retailer through the western branches

of a score of manufacturers of high stand-

ing. The influences brought to bear on sil-

verware during the year were varied, but

all tended to a wider distribution of goods

made under usual circumstances than would
ordinarily have been the case.

The increase in the volume of sales owing '

to the reduction in the price of silver, under
ordinary circumstances, would have more
than offset the reduction of price; as it was,

the money value of sales was reduced

thereby. Sales of sterling decreased iq to

15 per cent, for the year, and of silver

plated ware 35 per cent. Conservatism in

credits will account for some 10 per cent, of

the loss. Small purchases enhanced the

cost of receiving and shipping orders, and
as much work was required to do Si,ooo

business last year as $2,000 required the

year before. Business started out well in

January, and up to July exceeded in volume
that of 1892. This was especially true of

flat ware, trade in this line being largely

augmented by special World’s Fair busi-

ness in furnishing hotels and restaurants.

This formed an important factor in Spring

trade. During the Fair silver novelties

sold well to the city retailers, and souvenir

spoons were in demand. In July, August
and September, sales fell off very percep-

tibly. Expectation was somewhat raised by
flurries of good trade in October, but

November disappointed all hopes, and
December closed most unsatisfactory to

both jobber and retailer. The grand ex-

hibit made by American silverware houses

at the World’s Fair has brought forth praise

from foreign silversmiths and will undoubt-

edly result in increased foreign trade.

JEWELRY.

Interviews with twenty-four jobbers indi-

cate a decrease in sales for the year of 25

per cent. So many elements enter into the

computation that only an approximate esti-

mate is possible. The record is a flattering

one when compai'ed with other branches of

trade, at least in comparison with reports

now current. It is to be borne in mind that

comparison is made with 1892—a most pros-

perous year. The trade of 1892 exceeded

that of 1891 by 10 to 15 per cent., reducing

the trade of the past year to only 10 to 15

per cent, below the normal standard, and

this may be largely accounted for by a ten-

dency to restrict credits. Business was
about even with the previous year up to

July, but the last half of the year showed a

decrease, with holiday trade barely one-half

of that a year ago. The good effects of the

light buying are shown in the fact that the

books of jobbers have not for years shown
so many accounts closed. The country

dealer has scaled down and concentrated his

indebtedness in few hands. Jobbers enter

upon the new year with a confidence born

of the knowledge that they are not com-

pelled to carry so large a number of cus-

tomers as formerly, and look forward to

fair trade by reason of light stocks through-

out the country. “ It’s either buy or go out

of business,” said a jobber in speaking of

the retailer.

The small purchases of the past six

months have a reassuring effect when the

first three months of 1894 are considered.

Duriijg these months a number of failures

are reported but they give no cause for

anxiety. Most of such concerns have been

tottering for months and were only kept

afloat by hopes of the holiday trade infusing

new life. The collapse of such houses

indicates nothing and rids the business

fabric of a weakness.

DIAMONDS.

The diamond trade of Chicago followed

closely that of jewelry and a decrease is

noted of 25 per cent. The early season was
well up with the year previous. This esti-

mate can only be approximated as the dia-

mond business has become a factor of

importance in many of the jobbing jewelry

houses. There has been a feeling that

diamonds, as articles of luxury, would make
a poor showing, but the facts do not sup-

port the theory. The business is in strong

hands.

WATCH MANUFACTURERS.

The first three months of the year showed
an increase in the distribution of product.

From March to the end of the year there

was a decrease of 50 per cent. Commencing
with April there was a sharp falling off till

August, when low water mark was reached.

Business revived in September, and up to

Christmas there was an increasing demand.
In August two leading factories reduced

their working force one- half, curtailing the

possibility of any large surplus of the stock.

The decrease in distribution for the entire

year was slightly in excess of 40 per cent.

IN THE WEST.
PROSPECTS FOR 1 894.

Among the factors interfering with business

was a disposition to realize on job lots.

Manufacturers report the stocks in dealers’

hands lighter than ever before, so far as

they can learn. Undoubtedly the large

stocks in the hands of jobbers at the com-

mencement of the season had the effect of

decreasing the manufacturers’ business be-

fore that of the jobbers was affected.

WATCH JOBBERS.

Sales for January, February and March
were equal to or showed an increase over

1892. April was poor
;
May picked up on

account of orders being filled that had pre-

viously been given in anticipation of in-

creased business resulting from the World’s

Fair. Up to May trade held even with the

previous year. The succeeding months all

fell short, with an average decrease for the

year of 33 )/^ to 40 per cent. City retailers

bought heavier than usual previous to the

Fair, and the stocks remaining unsold the,

holiday distribution by jobbers was lessened.

WATCH CASE MANUFACTURERS.

Trade followed closely that of watch man-
ufacturers, with the exception that a de-

crease continued from April to the end of

the year, with November the only month of

fair sales. Percentages of sales were the

same as those of watch manufacturers, and

solid and filled goods were similarly affected.

WATCH TOOLS AND MATERIALS.

This branch shows an increase for the

year. Trade was steady the year round.

Usually business with material dealers de-

clines when holiday trade sets in, but the

present year showed no such decline.

Dealers attribute the increase to a larger

trade looking to Chicago for supplies—more

business from the far west and the east

—

and to an increase in repair work.

jewelers’ findings.

This branch increased its sales fully 30

per cent, for the year. Special work requir-

ing large orders for findings was brought

about by the Fair and business was largely

increased by orders from badge makers and

manufacturers of “Summer Resort” and
“ World’s Fair” jewelry. Aside from spe-

cial orders by reason of the Fair the general

business showed a distinct increase.

WATCH CASE REPAIRERS.

Repairers of watch cases increased their

regular run of trade for the year. The
“ strangers within the gates” undoubtedly

contributed to this result, especially when
the “ gates” were World’s Fair and Illinois

Central turnstiles. Whatever the cause, the

doctors who preside over watchcase hospitals

are happju
CLOCKS.

The year started out well. Up to May
sales were considerably increased over those
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of 1892, and this increase carried the houses

over the dull months of the Summer. The
last of August found the volume of business

transacted equal to that of the previous year.

September showed considerable of a falling

off. October, November and December
were very quiet, particularly the last month.

The general average of the year was 25 to

30 per cent, below 1892.

GOLD PENS.

Gold pens sold 10 per cent, better than in

1892. The first four and the last three

months were ahead. May was all right,

but the bottom fell out during the mid-

summer months. November exceeded ex-

pectations and holiday trade was fine. The
year showed a 10 per cent, increase with

better accounts on the books.

MANUFACTURING JEWELERS.

There was a lessened demand in order

work, taking the year as a whole. The
first four months showed a gain. In May
trade seemed cut off. The Summer months
ran behind, though considerable work was
occasioned by the large number of World’s

Fair visitors, as was indicated by a sharp

falling off after Nov. i. October and No-

vember were the only really dull months,

when business tell 25 per cent, behind.

More men were kept on stock and manu-
facturers closed the year with more stock

than usual on hand. Small factories dis-

posing of manufacturers’ stock did but 50

per cent, of last year’s business
;

repair

and order work factories kept within 15

per cent, of 1892.

OPTICIANS.

The first half of the year showed an in-

crease of 20 per cent, in sales of optical

goods; the last half there was less demand.

The year’s business, however, resulted in

an increase of nearly 10 per cent, on the

previous year, and of about 30 per cent, over

1891. Optical houses have made rapid

strides forward in recent years, and while

the usual increase was not made, the results

were very satisfactory.

SMELTERS AND REFINERS.

Before the commencement of the silver

agitation business was good, but was affected

by the talk on repeal later on. Previous to

the silver talk mines were running full blast.

Their shut-down on the passage of the re-

peal bill curtailed deliveries of ore, and the

latter part of the year smelting decreased.

Chicago works were affected less than al-

most any others, as they draw from all sec-

tions, while Denver works depend for ore

on Colorado and neighboring States. In

mine work there was a decrease. _ In sweeps

and old gold and silver there was a marked
increase.

There is a hopeful sign for the future of

silver. More silver was exported the past

year. India, the Straits and China are using

it and Russia is talking of doing so. Each
year more is used in the arts and sciences.

As the price is cheapened there is an in-

creased demand. It is believed the price

has reached low water mark. The day
must come when the nations of the earth

will meet and agree on a ratio between sil-

ver and gold.

PROSPECTS FOR 1894.

There is good reason to look for fair busi-

ness during the present month and Febru-

ary. March and April promise to be quiet

;

May should be a good month, and the re-

vival then begun may be expected to con-

tinue through the Summer, with a Fall busi-

ness nearly or quite normal. All conditions

point to a material gain over the' year just

closed. The following opinions of conserva-

tive men in jewelry and cognate lines, who
daily feel the pulse of western trade, are

worthy the reader’s serious consideration :

Manager Burchard, Rogers & Hamilton

Co.—Our conclusions are that trade in the

Spring will be healthy, for the reason that

stocks are depleted, the dealers having

bought from hand to mouth for the last few

months. People must have goods, and

these are not in the hands of the trade.

Manufacturers look for good business the

present year. The volume of trade will de-

pend largely upon the crops.

Manager Purple, Holmes & Edwards Sil-

ver Co. and Manhattan Silver Plate Co.

—

Business economy dictates that a line of

goods .shall be carried from which a cus-

tomer has good choice of selection. A
dealer cannot sell goods without such a line,

and with it trade will be all right.

C. H. Knights, of C. H. Knights & Co.—
We do not look for any great business till

May. Then there should be a good trade.

Our mail shows that the small dealers had
a better holiday trade the week before

Christmas than they expected, and this in-

dicates that their stocks need replenishing.

C. M. Weber, the Weber Co.—Dealers

bought carefully and are paying well, show-

ing a good disposition on their part.

Things are brightening up and we feel

greatly encouraged. We look for a good,

substantial increase in business over the

year just closed.

Manager Jewett, New Haven Clock Co.

—Prospects are good for the reason that few

purchases were made in the last six months.

The policy universally prevailed among
country dealers of selling from stock on

hand. The country stocks are now reduced

and stocks in jobbers’ hands are light.

Manager Sercomb, Meriden Britannia Co.

—The jobbers are not now carrying the

country merchant—the country merchant is

carrying the farmer. The books of Chicago

houses are in better shape than ever before.

Dealers must buy if they want to sell or get

out of the way of more progressive rivals.

Prospects were never better.

G. A. Webster—The silver houses, so far

as I know, are not reducing expenses
;
they

are, rather, increasing them and look for

better rates than in 1893. Business has

opened up well and the outlook is bright.

George M. Wallace, R. Wallace & Sons

Mfg. Co.'—The prospect for large trade is

very good. The retail trade is out of goods

and are calling for them from the jobbers,

who are making arrangements to stock up.

The Spring should develop a good demand
for lower priced goods. We look forward

to a good year’s business and are making
preparation for it. 1 know of no Spring

when we were negotiating so many large

deals as at present.

H. M. Lane, manager Reed & Barton

—

Since the 25th ult. city business has been

better than a year ago. We will have a

fair trade in January and ought to have a

fair Spring business. Fall trade depends a

great deal on ihe action taken by Congress

on the tariff question.

A. Hirsch, A. Hirsch & Co.—Prospects

are good for those who have done business

on strict business principles. The tendency

has been to increase expenses for stores and

fixtures and then decrease the profits.

When the situation is realized, it will be

found that the conservative houses have not

only not lost money but have made some,

and it will be a practical lesson for others.

There is no question we will have a

material increase the present year and we
have increased our traveling force for that

reason.

Max Mayer, secretary Western Watch
Case Co. —There will be a gradual recov-

ery and we will have a fair Spring trade.

When the tariff bill passes trade will show a

reaction for the better. Stocks are small

and the people must have the goods.

Prospects are good.

Louis Manheimer—My idea is that we
will have a healthy Spring trade. While it

may not be heavy' I think it will be a nice

average business. There is one thing sure:

jewelers throughout the country have not

heavy stocks and must replenish. The
times have made everybody conservative

and it has resulted in placing business in a

healthy condition.

Samuel Swartchild, Swartchild & Co.

—

We are doing business now and I think we
will have a legitimate business in our line.

As Spring progresses there will be a notice-

able increase, w’hich will develop into a good

Fall trade.

Manager Rich, Alfred H. Smith & Co.

—

We had more orders between Christmas

and New Year than we had the week
before Christmas. The first few days of

’94 show an increased business, with orders

for larger stones than in December. I don't

attempt to account for it. We will begin

to have a good business in August or Sep-

tember and the Fall will show up all right.

M. A. Mead, M. A. Mead & Co.—The
end of 1894 will find trade on an ascending

plane, whereas the end of 1893 found it on

the decrease. We look for a fair Spring

business as compared with the Fall of ’93,

followed in the Fall of ’94 by a very material

improvement.

HIGH ART IN CH.

FIELD HAVILANO CHINA.

P ROBABLY the

most radical de-

parture shown among
the keramics at the World’s Columbian Ex-

position, was the decoration upon the Exhi-

bition banquet service in the pavilion of E.

Gerard, Dufraisseix & Co., Limoges,

France, the makers of the Ch. Field Havi-

land china. This decoration consisted of

oxide colors (seven in all), fired at a heat of

3,000° F. Unlike former underglazed

decorations, these colors are applied upon
glazed hard porcelain {porcelame dure,) and
the piece then heated until the decoration is

forced under the glaze. With the exception

of bleu defour and a few sombre colors, all

experiments in this line have previously

proved unsuccessful. This was the first

time in the history of keramics that a bright

cheerful decoration has ever been shown
under the glaze.

AN D STOR E DEGORATION.

Members of the trade who think thfey have an attractive window are invited to send us a photograph,

or ’a pen and ink or pencil sketch of the same, which will be published if we consider the window
contains any originality or lesson.

IDEA

The window design^here depicted was
the work of George Lees, with

Thomas Lees, Hamilton, Can. The illus-

tration which is reproduced from a photo-

graph hardly does justice to the window, as

there was so much reflecting surface. The
photographer had to cover the back mirror

with a black cloth, otherwise it would have

reflected himself and camera.

The window front is 7 feet long and 2 feet

deep. The mirrors are 30 inches high, the

back one being hung on weights so as to

slide up, while the side ones are stationary.

On the mirrors are hung small silk curtains

from small brass rods and tied back with

cord and tassels. The mirrors have a nar-

row oak frame, not more than i inch wide,

so'as to show as little wood work as possible.

The bottom of the window may be varied

every day if desired with very little trouble,

in the design here shown there is a semi-

circle board in the center which, by reflec-

tion, becomes a complete circle. At each

side is another board fitted to make a circle

by reflection. The side mirrors being at an
angle of 45" reflect the whole window at

each side. The white letters are on the

window. The bottom is generally covered

with cotton. After putting in the blocks

they are covered with light colored silk.

The cotton takes away the rough or sharp

corners or edges of the blocks. The end of

the window' has a mirror with its back to

one of the others, and the mirror at the back

of the wnndow is hinged at one side to open

to allow a person to reach the goods

part of the window. The effect of these

tw'O mirrors is attractive and the ensemble

has been pronounced by travelers to be one
of the most attractive wdndow's in Canada.

of noon. The platform on which the gun
stood was marked as sun-dial.

In Iceland, as late as the beginning of the

present century, the method of telling time

was most primitive. The natural horizon

of each township was divided into eight

equal parts, either by mountain peaks or

pyramids of stone, which had been kept in

repair for generations. A dial exists upon

the Isle of Man, which is formed of a ring

mound forty-five feet in diameter, and has

eight radiations. Parallel rows of stones

regularly placed on these form the dial.

The floral dial is another form of the

horizontal dial, a beautiful example of

which exists in Golden Gate Park, San

Francisco. On the northern' half of the

circular plat, closely clipped plants form

the numerals, while on the southern half

the motto, “ I only mark the sunny hours,”

is a fine piece of ornamental gardening. A
pole, from which hangs a screen of vines,

forms the gnomon, which points far to the

northeast.

In Ireland, dials are frequently found on

upright stones in graveyards, and are very

ancient, two being thought to bear the date

of A. D. 661. Some of these are described

in “ Old and New London.”

Little remains with which to trace the

progress in the manufacture of sun-dials

during the Middle Ages, but during the

Renaissance the subject received much
attention. They became a luxury within

the reach of people of ordinary means,

either in a portable form for the pocket, or

on pillars or walls as an adjunct to a well

appointed house. Charles I. was much
interested in the subject

;
and during the

reign of Queen Elizabeth, many defaced

crosses were crowned with sun-dials. Es-

pecially are they to be found in the church-

yards where mortuary crosses had been cut

down, and the remaining pillar crowned
with plate and gnomon. A record is in

existence whereby “ the Company of Clock-

makers, incorporated in 1631, were given

jurisdiction, not only over clocks and
watches, but over dials also, and were
authorized to search for and break up all

bad and deceitful works.” It would be

difficult to parallel the power thus given

to a trades union in modern times. Many
beautiful designs were executed about this

period, but most of them are not now in

existence.

One of the most beautiful and compli-

cated dials in the world stands near Malaga,

Spain. The structure is of white marble,

elaborately carved, and there are in the

cluster 150 dials after different models, so

ingeniously included in the ornamentation

that they are not apparent at a first glance.

With few exceptions a dial had always a

motto inscribed upon it, and these were
sometimes quaint and impressive. Nearly

all contained a warning of the briefness of

life and the near presence of death. Inex-

pressibly more solemnj than any other

instrument for telling the time, the dial

assumes a vivid personality. Charles Lamb
affirms that ‘‘ they are more touching than

tombstones. ” What a sepulchral intonation

has this one from the Riviera, “ The last

hour to many, perhaps to thee.” Prince

Albert Victor’s dial bears the following

:

“ Time, as he passes us has a dove’s wing,

unsoiled and swift, and of a silken sound.”
” The hour flies; pray !

” is the motto on a

dial at Catterick Church, near Richmond,
Yorkshire. Its striking admonition led Mrs.

Gatty, a daughter of the rector, to begin a

collection of sun-dial mottoes, and from this

evolved a history, which forms a most in-

teresting volume. Much of the information

of this article was derived from this work.

mon fixed to its center.

The faithfulness of the dial, even though

clouds render it dumb, is shown in the

motto, “ True as the dial to the sun, al-

though it be not shone upon,” taken from

Hudibras, and engraved on a dial in Halifax

Church, Yorkshire. ‘‘You have seen me
rise, but may not see me set,” St John’s

Churchyard, Margate.

Dials are not all ancient, though com-

paratively few are erected at the present

time. On a modern one, erected at Pegli

in 1874, which proclaims, ‘‘ I am a bar, dark

and immovable, yet I am a servant to the

sun and a slave to motion,” the idea of

eternal service and faithfulness is given.

INOENUITY IN MECHANICAL CLOCK XIAKINO,

This journal has had several occasions

to describe specimens of unique
mechanical clocks, but

perhaps none has em-
bodied more mechanical

ingenuity nor has con-

tained more interesting

illustrations than the

Columbian Clock recently

completed by P. M. Koch,
jeweler, Columbus, O.,

seen on this page. The
work occupied 15 years of

close study and hard labor

in its construction, being

commenced in 1878 and
finished a few months
ago. Being completed
in the year of the great

World’s Fair, it was chris-

tened the Columbian
Clock.

The clock is made of

solid walnut wood and is

highly finished. Its

actual height is i6 feet

while its width at the base
is 5 feet, 8 inches. In front

of the first section ap-

pears a shield represent-

ing the American flag,

with a star for each State

of the Union, the Amer-
ican eagle resting on top

of the shield. Above
the eagle is a clock which
operates the two move-
ments; one to the right

gives the changes of the

moon, while that to the

left gives the changes
of the months, the days
the calendar for eight

years up to 1900 A. D.

On one side of the shield

may be seen a thermom-
eter, on the other a barometer. The pipes

of the organ occupy the lower part of the

section as shown in the engraving herewith.

farmer representing a haymaker sharpen-

ing his scythe; next to him is a blacksmith

at labor in ms snop, botn representing-

American industry.

In
the center are closed

doors, which at intervals

of every five minutes-

open, revealing a skele-

ton typifying death. To-
the left of Death stands-

piece of wood carving representing the Last
Supper; around the table are seated Jesus
Christ and his twelve disciples partaking

of bread and wine.

A careful in-

spection of the inventory and appraisement,

he says, will satisfy the court that the

property and assets in his hands will not

bring enough to pay the debts.

A Bold Robbery and Exciting Chase in

Boston.

Boston, Mass., Jan. 17.—Shortly before

6 r. M. to-da}' a daring robbery took place

at the store of Harrington & Freeman, 59

Court St. An unknown thief hurled a brick,

wrapped in ne wspaper, through one of the

plate glass windows of the jewelry store.

Close upon the crash of breaking glass fol-

lowed the report of a revolver.

The thief had seized a trayful of diamond
rings and fired the weapon for the purpose

of warning the gathering crowd to keep its

distance while he made his escape. He let

no ice melt under his feet but -was away like

the wind before anyone could head him off,

and vanished around the corner and down
Cornhill.

When the glass was broken one of the

proprietors and four of the clerks were in the

store and a crossing policeman was on the

corner not a stone’s throw from the window.

The street was crowded also. The brick

smashed the mirror on the other side of the

display space and landed in a tray of

watches. ,

W. A. !Mea, a salesman, rushed to the side-

walk. As he darted through the doorway

he saw the thief making off and gave chase.

The shot fired by the nervy burglar did

not hinder Mr. Mea from following the fel-

low, but he was unable to keep track of him

after he got around the corner and part way
down Cornhill. The officer, whose atten-

tion was attracted by the shot, joined in the

chase, but he was equally unsuccessful. All

clews to the perpetrator were lost and the

meagre description given of him affords the

police very little to base their investigations

upon.

The case of rings which the robber se-

cured was a small one, compact and port-

able, made of leather with a cover, and was

nearly filled, containing about 30 fine dia-

monds in gold settings. It was the most

valuable lot in stock, and the cost price on

them is estimated at not less than $2,000.

Receivers Appointed for the Philade

phia Optical & Watch Co.

Philadelphia, Pa., Jan. 20.—Receivers

were to-da}'^ appointed for the affairs of the

Philadelphia Optical & Watch Co. by Court

of Common Pleas, No. 3. Lawyer Samuej

G. Hyneman, counsel for the New York

Jewelers’ Board of Trade, asked for

the injunction and receiver. The
complainants in the bill are the

following firms and companies, creditors

of the company in the following amounts;

The Pairpoint Mfg. Co., $2,669.57; Sand-

land, Capron & Co., $1,333.81 ;
Sussfeld,

Lorsch & Co., $2,079.08; the Barbour Silver

Co., $320.82; the Meriden Silver Plate

Co., $373.18; the Meriden Britannia Co.,

$1,149.58, and Martin, Copeland & Co.,

$1,300. The defendants are the Philadel-

phia Optical & Watch Co., the Keystone

Watch Case Co., and John C. Lowrey,

trustee for the Market St. National Bank;

for Joseph W. Robertson, trustee for Arthur

H. Williams’ Sons, for Ephrata National

Bank, for the Girard National Bank, for the

Sixth National Bank, for the American
Optical Co., Joseph W. Robertson and for

the Manufacturers’ National Bank.

The bill in equity cites the history of the

formation and progress of the company, the

entering of judgments and the issuing of

attachments as stated at length in The Cir-

cular last week. The bill, continuing, says

that the Philadelphia Optical and Watch Co.

is now absolutely insolvent, has suspended

its ordinary business for want of funds and
is unable to pay its debts.

Then comes a series of averments which

makes the bill one of unusual interest. It

is stated that the judgments were confessed

by the company in bonds, payable one day
after date and containing warrants of attor-

ney in favor of the respective plaintiffs,

upon which the records were entered in

court. The law of the State of New Jersey

regulating corporations is then quoted at

considerable length to show that in New
Jersey, under whose law the company
was incorporated, the affairs of an in^il-

vent company must be placed in the hands
of a chancellor and that the creditors must
be paid in proportion to their respective

debts, excepting mortgage and judgment
creditors, when the judgment has not been

by confession for the purpose of preferring

creditors. Steps had already been taken in

the New Jersey court to have the company's

affairs placed within its control, and the

Court of Chancery has granted a restrain-

ing order practically preventing the com-

pany from transacting business or from pa}^-

ing any debt.

Next the bill avers that some of the judg-

ments were signed by the company in favor

of its officers for the purpose of hindering

the unsecured creditors, that valuable assets

of the company are about to be sacrificed

in payment of the judgments and that,

unless a receiver be appointed, the' com-

plainants will suffer irreparable injury. In

conclusion, it is contended that only one-

the capital stock of the company has

been paid and that the payment of the

remaining $100,000 should be enforced.

The court is asked to issue an injunction

restraining the defendants from proceeding

under the judgment and the watch company

from disposing of its assets. A receiver is

also prayed for.

The Court appointed Simon Muhr and

James D. Work receiv'ers of the company,

with security' at $50,000. Mr. Muhr states

that it is very doubtful whether he can

serve.

The full importance of this estab-

lishment was not developed, until Jean

Adrien Philippe was admitted as a partner.

He introduced interchangeability of mate-

rial and keyless watches with a winding

mechanism devised by himself. The career

of this self made man, who was a practical

and scientific watchmaker in the fullest

sense of the word, is of such an interesting

character that we cannot refrain briefly re-

lating it.

Memb ers for the present at the 17th

annual meeting of the

League. Jewelers’ League, last

Tuesday night,
carefully followed the animated discussion

which took place anent the question of a

half rate membership for the organization

and been familiar with the premises in the

matter, would have left the meeting at

its close with the conviction that it would
be but a matter of time, and a brief time at

that, when the proposed amendment laid

upon the table in January, 1891, would be

drafted in the constitution. The upholders

of the plan had the more potent arguments

on their side, arguments hard to destroy

by mere conservatism and pride, proper

pride we will admit, evinced by those who
had fostered the interests of the League
almost from its very inception on one basis

and were averse to any radical change. At
the meeting in January, 1890, a committee

of five was appointed for the purpose of

considering the subject, and, if possible, of

devising a plan by which a half rate mem-
bership could be incorporated in the League.

After a careful and exhaustive considera-

tion of the subject, the committee reported

such an amendment favorably. Their re-

port, however, was put upon the table by a

large majority. One of the arguments used

against the plan was that the League was

doing well enough, and that it would be

“wise to let well enough alone.” But,

has the League been doing “well enough ?”

The insurance offered by the organization

is one of the surest and cheapest obtainable;

but during the past three years there has

been a steady decline in the membership of

the League, until it has reached a point

where strengthening is needed for the

future to pay the full benefit. The per-

centage of decrease has been greater than

that of the addition of new members,

even allowing for deaths. This decrease

has been caused mainly by the in-

ability of some members to maintain the

full assessment, but who would have been

able and willing to pay half the assessments

for half the existing beneficiary insurance.

The League is at the present time composed

almost entirely of members who are able to

carry the $5,000 policy. Were a half rare

membership adopted, they would retain

their full membership, for which they have

paid so long and can still pay. But the

larger number of clerks and employes in tl e

jewelry business who are not able to carry

this amount of insurance, and are therefore

excluded from the benefits to be derived

from this institution would grasp the oppor-

tunity for a cheap insurance for an amount

which they would con'-ider sufficient to leave

to a beneficiary, and which they could con-

veniently carry. There must be at least

1,000 of these young men who would join

the League during the next year under

these conditions. Inasmuch as the prin-

ciple of a graded insurance is not a new one,

but is incorporated in many mutual benefit

associations, such as The American Legion

of Honor, the Royal Arcanum, both of

which are healthy institutions, we cannot

see the objection to incorporating it in the

League, as any new membership will add

to the strength of the organization. A half

rate membership is self-sustaining, and as

two half rate members count as much as a

full rate member, it is plain that if it is pos-

sible to secure 1,000 half rate members, the

League will be just as strong as though 500

full rate members were secured, besides

dividing the risks by two.

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The 17th Annual Meeting of the Jew-
elers’ League.

The 17th annual meeting of the Jewelers’

League, held in Masonic Hall, 23d St. and
Sixth Ave., New York, on the evening of

Jan. i6th, was one of the most interesting

since the establishment of the organization

in 1877. Following a custom of many years’

standing, a number of the members dined

together—this time at E. B. Orcutt’s res-

taurant, 200 Broadway, where an epicurean

menu was served.

When the gavel of president Henry Hayes
fell at 8.05 o’clock and called the meeting to

order, an unusually large and interested

body of members confronted him. Upon
motion, it was decided to accept the minutes

of the last annual meeting as printed.

President Hayes then read the following

address :

PRESIDENT HAYES’ ADDRESS.

Gentlemen^ Fellow Members of the Leagtie:

The revolring year has once more brought to us our

anniversary ; the spot upon which 18 circling suns have

shed their rays, diffusing the warmth of genuine friend-

ship and fellowship, as well as the light of prosperity.

Our League has tieen compelled, with every other as-

sociation for life insurance, to feel the attrition of de-

pressed financial and commercial conditions. Our mem-
bership has been slightly decreased, but if you will look

around and note the lapses of policies in every other

ife insurance association, you will more than ever be

proud of our record. Only five per cent, of our mem-
bership has been dropped, while not less than ten per

cent., and in many cases more, lapses have occurred in

the institutions referred to. Their annual reports may
be manipulated to show an increase of members, but if

you are fully aware of the vast quantity of fictitious

policies issued in the month preceding their annual

statement, which have lapsed the following month, you

will increase, if possible, your faith in the League. I

am assured, on most reliable authority, that in one

large company, 47,000 such lapses had occurred last

month. I cannot, therefore, but believe that it is not

only the loyal fellowship of our members, but their abid-

ing faith in the stability and economy of our institution

which has given us our gratifying record. Where have

men been insured so generously at even double our

rates ? Where has there been a steadier growth of any

required reserve than we can show ? Thus far we have

not been required to touch our reserve to meet the

emergencies for which it was created, for no such emer-

gency has arisen.

Our percentage of deaths during our entire history

has been marvelously low, ranging from one and
twenty-six hundredths of one per cent, to thirty one-

hundredths of one per cent, in various years. The
number of assessments for the past year has been two
less than in the previous year, while the average death

rate for each of the past three years has not varied.

Some of our most observant and thoughtful members
are inclined to think that the percentage of deaths re-

quired by Section 6, Article 12 of the Constitution, can

be safely reduced to one per cent. This may be the

case if we only consider the low rate of mortality which
it has been our good fortune to encounter, but we have

hardly arrived at the period where our average age of

members has reached its maximum. Besides, if we
have really reached this point, it is needful to have a
strong reserve to meet the emergency of epidemic or

disaster which has not yet confronted us
; so that I do

not feel we are ready as yet to adopt the suggested

change in the Constitution. A little further experience

in our present status seems very desirable.

The question of half rate membership is complex,

and should not be adopted until some plan is offered

that would be equable for the present members. To
my mind the schemes thus far proposed do not offer

such equality
;

therefore, it will be better to further

study the subject in the effort to devise a plan which
would be practical. Another amendment, proposing

to change the name of the League, seems to be very

appropriate and desirable. Once more I wish to place

on record our obligations to the Executive Committee

for theirunfailing devotion to ourinterests. The extra

care and caution shown in investigating risks are indi-

cated in the low rate of mortality which we have had to

meet. These men devote valuable time for the welfare

of the League without compensation other than the

satisfaction of a conscientious discharge of the un-

sought-for obligations which we lay upon them. Need

I say one word in commendation of our secretary I

You all know tbe single mindedness and satisfaction

with which he performs the ever burdened duties of his

office. In his work he knows nothing but the welfare

of the League. Doubtless there are other men who
could fill the post, but no one could be more courteous

in his methods, nor has anyone had the experience ac-

quired by many years of service. Therefore, if he will

continue to serve us, we would make a sad mistake not

to re-elect him. (Applause.)

And now, gentlemen, congratulating you upon the

prosperity of our League, we will proceed to the busi-

ness before us, which is only to further the continued

advance and gp"owth of our worthy institution. (Great

applause.)

The report of the examining finance com-

mittee was then read. Secretary Sexton

next stated, in connection with his printed

report, that last year the League had a

membership of 2,710. Since the last meet-

ing 78 persons had been examined for mem-
bership, of which 4 were rejected and 74

accepted, and 164 had lapsed, leaving a

total membership of 2,620. He then read

the totals of the following report

REPOKT OF THE E.XECUTIVE COMMITTEE.

Mr. President and Ge/illemen :

Your executive committee reports to you at this, our
17th annual meeting, about the prosperous condition

of the Jewelers’ League, in just terms of pride.

It may appear strange to you, that, even at the ex-

1 iration of the most disastrous year this country ever

lived through, your committee can still report favor-

ably, but, fortunately, we have good reason to do so.

while we deplore the loss of any of our members, we
have, at this moment, the best of prospects to regain

them and many more besides, in the coming year. To
all those of our members who, although they may have
been pinched hard these last months to meet their

obligations to the League, have so promptly responded
to our calls, we extend our most sincere thanks. The
number of assessments for the fiscal year just ended,

has been 29; two less than we had to report last year,

and comparatively less than that of any other mutual
association. Our sinking fund, the principal guaran-

tee for everlasting stability of our League, has been in-

creased to $i57,ocx3, and we have the best of hope to see

it increased three-fold before we will ever be compelled
to draw against it for help to our members.

In the personnel of our general agency your commit-
tee has found it expedient to make a change, and we
have good reasons to believe that our selection will be
of great advantage to the League. Your committee,
however, must at this moment, and perhaps more than
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ever before, call your attention to the fact, so often

brought up in our executive communications with our

members, that all the good management of the

League’s affairs by its officers, all the best agents

appointed to gain members, will be of little or no avail,

if our general membership does not assist us more in

this respect than they have done lately. We know
from our own experience that hundreds, even thou-

sands of men belonging to the jewelers’ or kindred

trades, all over this country, are more than able to

come into our ranks, and it only needs the advice of a

friend to get them inspired with the same confidence in

our League that we have enjoyed on the part of our

members ever since its existence. A word from such a

source, and spoken at the right time, can and will do

the League more good than any agent or executive

committee can bring about. Therefore you members
who have not done as much for this League and thereby

for yourself in this respect, as you should have done,

do not let us speak to you in vain again. You are our

best agents, and unless you do your duty the League

cannot exist.

Your committee (executive) has been in session i6

times during the last year, and cannot comment too

highly upon the zeal with which our president, vice-

president and secretary have assisted us in our labors.

We thank all those who, by word or deed, have done

good to our League during the last year; we thank all

our members for their faithful adherence to our good

cause, and we now deliver over to you the trust be-

stowed on us, hoping that the next executive commit-

tee and officers of our League will work together in

harmony the same as we have done.

The election of officers then being in

order Jas. P. Snow, the first vice-president,

took the chair. Henry Hayes was unani-

mously elected president amid prolonged

applause. Mr. Hayes feelingly thanked the

society for their continued confidence in

him, telling them that they had made the

annual mistake. He highly praised the

society and the ability of the members Jas.

P. Snow and John R. Greason, the ist and

2d vice-presidents, retiring according to

the rules, Jos. B. Bowden, the 3d vice-presi-

dent, became ist vice-president, and Geo.

R. Howe, the 4th vice-president, became 2d

vice-president. Mr. Snow and Mr. Greason

were elected 3d and 4th vice-presidents

respectively, to fill the vacancies thus

caused.

Sexton for re-election, and Henry Abbott

nominated Jas. M. Morrow, New York
agent of the Columbus Watch Co. When
the ballots were counted it was found that

Mr. Sexton had received 1 19 votes against

30 for Mr. Morrow.
Following Mr. Sexton’s admirable short

speech of thanks, M. J. Lissauer moved that

the election be made unanimous. The
motion was seconded by Mr. Abbott and
carried. The terms of Wm. H. Jenks, A.

A. Jeannot and H. C. Ostrander, on the

e.xecutive committee, and Ralph Hamilton,

Jr., C. C. Offerman and Samuel H. Levy, on

the advisory board having expired, these

gentlemen were unanimously re elected.

Miscellaneous business then coming up for

consideration, M. J. Lissauer informed the

members that the annual meeting of the

National Association of Jobbers in Ameri-

can Watches was hereafter to take place on

the last Tuesday of January and suggested

that the League change their meeting night

accordingly, to enable out-of-town jobbers

who are members of both bodies to be

present at both meetings. This suggestion

will be put in the form of a constitutional

amendment to be voted on at the next

annual meeting.

Mr. Lissauer then stated to the meeting

that as guardian of the children of a mem-
ber who had died last year, he had found

that owing to a combination of circum-

stances in this case, four months elapsed

before the insurance was paid. He there-

fore offered a resolution to the effect that

the executive committee be requested to

devise means by which hereafter the insur-

ance money would surely be paid to the

heirs within 60 days after satisfactory

proof of the death of a member had been

filed. After some discussion the resolution

was adopted.

Gilbert T. Woglom next spoke upon the

necessity of securing additional members,

and offered as a plan to accomplish this, a

resolution which provided for an annual

dinner, to be held within ten days of the

date of the annual meeting, to be attended

only by those who within a year had ob-

tained at least one new member for the

League those obtaining more than one
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being entitled to guests’ tickets, equal in

number to that of the additional recruits

they had obtained. 'The resolution was laid

upon the table. Mr. Woglom then moved,

in the order of unfinished business, to take

from the table, upon which they were

laid at the annual meeting of 1891, the fol-

lowing amendments to the constitution :

ARTICLE II., Section i.

The membership of this League shall be without

limit, provided that at no time shall more than S5,ooo

be paid as a death benefit for the death of a member of

the full rate class, nor more than $2,500 be paid as a

death benefit for the death of a member of the half rate

class.

ARTICLE V., Sections, to read:

On and after February ist, 1894, there shall be two

classes of members, to be known as “Full Rate Mem-
bers ” and “ Half Rate Members.” In addition to the

annual dues on all members, provided in Article XII.,

Sec. 4, there shall be assessed by the Executive Com-
mittee, upon all members admitted to the League
prior to February ist, 1894, for the death of a Full Rate

Member, a sum equal to the amount assessed on them
when admitted

; and for the death of a Half Rate

Member a sum equal to one-half of the amount as-

sessed upon a full rate member admitted prior to this

Section taking effect ; and upon all members admitted

subsequent to February ist, 1894, an amount equal to

the sums named in the following table

:

ARTICLE V., Section 4.

On and after August ist, 1894, a member paying full

rates who has no unpaid assessment changed against

him, may give written notice to the League, at any

time, to change and pay only half rates, from and after

a date named by him in said notice, provided that such

member shall pay full rates on all assessments ordered

before the date of such change, and he shall surrender

to the League his former benefit certificate, which, with

the certificate of the change and the member’s notice

thereof, shall be filed with the Secretary, who shall

issue a half rate certificate to such member, provided

the consent of the Executive Committee shall have

been obtained, which consent may be withheld at the

option of such Committee.

Section 5. A half rate member, under forty-five

years of age, may change to a full rate member by
making written application to and receiving the con-

sent of the Executive Committee, after being examined
and recommended in the manner prescribed for new
members, and he shall pay as an assessment thereafter,

in addition to his previous assessment, one-half of a

full rate assessment for his age at the time he changes.

Said application must be accompanied by the ad-

ditional amount required for the new assessment. The
member so changing shall surrender his former benefit

certificate to the Secretary, who shall lay it, together

with the examiner’s certificate and the application

(certifying thereon the date when the old assessment

ends and the new one begins) before the Executive

Committee, who, in their discretion, may direct the

Secretary to issue a new benefit certificate to said

member.

ARTICLE VI.—Payments.

Section i.—The amount arising from the payment

by each admitted member of his assessment, together

with the assessment ordered by the Executive Com-
mittee upon each other member, shall be placed in a

Trust Company as a special deposit.

Upon satisfactory proof of the death of any member
who is in good standing and not under suspension for

any cause at the time of his decease, there shall be paid

the following amounts

:

For a Full Rate Member $3,000

For a Half Rate Member 2,500

Provided, however, that should a death occur when
one full assessment on each member would not amount

to Five Thousand Dollars ($5,000) plus 3 per cent, for

expenses, then the sum paid shall be to the beneficiary

of a full rate member, the full amount of such assess-

ment for a full rate member, less 3 per cent, for ex-

penses ; and to the beneficiary of a half rate member
the full amount of such assessment for a half rate

member, less 3 per cent, for e.xpenses; and such

amounts, when paid, shall be in full settlement of all

claims growing out of the death of such member.

The payment shall be to the person or persons whose

name shall, at the time of the death of such member,

be found recorded as his last designated beneficiary or

beneficiaries, who shall in all cases be some person or

persons having an insurable interest in the life of such

member; or in case such beneficiary or beneficiaries

shall have died, then to such other person or persons

as in the judgment of the Committee may be most de-

pendent on and entitled to receive from the said mem-
ber said amount, which shall be distributed as a gra-

tuity on behalf of such member among such persons as

the Committee may deem just and equitable. Im-

mediately after having ordered payment of a death

loss, except when such loss is paid from the Con
tingent Fund, the Executive Committee shall order

another assessment upon each member, to be used in

like manner. Whenever the amount in this special

deposit exceeds the sum of Five thousand Dollars the

excess shall be transferred to the Contingent Fund.

J. W. Beacham, in seconding the motion,

made the most telling and affective speech

of the evening in support of their adoption,

in which he fluently and lucidly explained

the history, necessity, scope and effect of

these amendments. He was answered by
Mr.Bardel, who in a few concise remarks
said that he and the executive committee

were opposed to the plan. The discussion

then became general and exciting, and a

number of amendments were offered, but not

seconded. The president being asked to ex-

press his opinion regarding the amendments,
stated that he favored the half rate member-
ship, but not under the present proposition,

which he thought did not provide a corres-

ponding equality between the full and half

rate members. Mr. Lissauer then moved as

an amendment, that the whole matter be re-

ferred to a committee consisting of the

executive committee and nine members to

be appointed, to devise a satisfactory plan

by which the League could have full and
half rate memberships, and to report at the

next meeting. After a heated discussion

this amendment was carried by a vote of 88

to 21.

A motion by Mr. Kimball, that it was the

sense of the meeting that the League have

half rate members who were to be entitled

to a one-half note on all questions, was
amended to read have no vote. This amend
ment was lost and Mr. Kimball’s motion

carried.

Secretary Sexton then moved for the

adoption of the amendment to the constitu-

tion, defeated last year but proposed

again, namely: That hereafter the name of

the League shall be The Jewelers’ League

of America. The amendment reads:

ARTICLE I., Section i.

This organization shall be known as The Jewelers’

League of America.

President Hayes immediately put the

motion and declared it carried. M. D.

Rothschild protested against the action of

the president in giving no opportunity for

discussion, and on motion of Mr. Sexton

the vote was reconsidered. Mr. Woglom
next, in a lengthy address, protested against

the change. This was followed by a gen-

eral discussion which ended by the motion

being lost.

After introducing C. H. Higbee, the new
agent of the League, the president specified

the members of the examining finance com-

mittee for the coming year. B. Karsch, E.

P. Rosman and C. E. Settle were ap-

pointed. The meeting then adjourned, sub-

ject to the call of the chair.

THAT BIG DEAL IN DIAMONDS THE DEMAND
FOR THE GREEN DIAMONDS FROM KLERKS-

DORP SEARCHERS AT THE RIVER DIGGINGS RANDEL, BAREMORE & BILLINGS.
Kimberley, Dec. 15, 1893.—As I mertioned

in my last communication, Mr. Barnato on

behalf of his firm, Barnato Bros., the largest

African diamond dealers, has effected the

largest diamond purchasing transaction ever

negotiated, to wit: the buying of the whole

stock of De Beers’ diamonds on hand, to the

value of about a million and a quarter

pounds sterling. It is announced that the

price is slightly in advance of that at which

the last big deal was concluded. Mr.

Rhodes, the Chairman of the company, was

the seller, and Mr. Barnato, a director, the

buyer. There is, of course, nothing in this

circumstance to prove that the transaction

was not unexceptionally bo 7ia fide, only for

a long time there has been a general impres-

sion that such sales were nothing but a ruse

to advance the prices of diamonds. The feel-

ing is so strong here that unless the diamonds

are really delivered and exported in the or-

dinary way, the conclusion will be that the

“deal ’’has simply been an attempt to throw

dust in the eyes of the trade.

With regard to the pretty little green dia-

monds now being found in fairly large num-

bers at Klerksdorp, in the Transvaal, they

are in demand from all parts of Europe. The
average price on the spot is per karat.

All the stones found hitherto, however, are

small, rarely exceeding half a karat in

weight.

Diamonds continue to be found in the

gold quartz at Johannesburg and in the De
Kaap valley. The latter place has been

successfully exploited for gold during a

period of nearly 20 years.

This week another fine white diamond of

130 karats has been found at the Jagersfon-

tein mine. The finder in this case was a

white overseer, who receives as bonus the

sum of ^100.

At Hebron, Klipdam, and the other river

diggings, operations go on apace.

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The History of the Rookwoocl
Pottery.*

I

T is safe to assert that no ceramic estab-

lishment which has existed in the United

States has come nearer fulfilling the require-

ments of a distinctively American institution

than the Rookwood Pottery of Cincinnati,

Ohio. For this reason, and because of the

additional fact that the- founding of this

factory was due to the intelligent and well

directed efforts of a woman, the history of

Rookwood, from its inception, cannot fail

to have a peculiar interest for American

collectors and patronaof art.

The ceramic display of Japan, at the

Philadelphia Exhibition of 1876, inspired

the venture which resulted in the establish-

ment of these works, in 1880, by Mrs.

Maria Longworth Nichols (now Mrs. Bell-

amy Storer), whom we have already seen

as an enthusiastic investigator and stu-

dent in some of the Cincinnati potteries.

She began her work at the Dallas white-

ware pottery, where she and several other

amateurs continued for two years. The
heat being found to be too intense for

firing underglaze colors at the granite ware

factory, first suggested to Mrs. Nichols

the idea of building a place of her own.

Her experiments were continued at the

new establishment, which she had erected

at 207 Eastern Ave., and which, through

the wise liberality of her father, Mr.Joseph

Longworth, was afterwards furnished with

the necessary means for its maintenance

while its products were finding a market
and until financially it could stand alone.

The name selected for the works was
that of the country place of Mr. Long-

worth, at East Walnut Hills, in the suburbs
of the city, so called on account of the great

number of crows which frequented the

adjacent woods. In the more congenial

quarters of the new pottery Mrs. Nichols
surrounded herself with skilled workmen
and able artists, and the first kiln of ware
was fired in November of 1880. A specialty

was first made of commercial ware for table

and household purposes, the principal body
used being intermediary between cream-

colored and white granite wares. In 1881

considerable quantities of this ware were

produced in breakfast and dinner services,

pitchers, plaques, vases, wine-coolers, ice-

tubs, water-buckets, umbrella jars, and a

variety of other patterns, which were sold

either in ivory finish or decorated with

underglaze blue and brown prints of birds,

fishes, and other animal subjects. These,

being artistic in form and now difficult to

procure, are much sought for by collectors.

All of the forms made in white during this

period were also furnished in blue, sage

green, and red bodies,- which were often

ornamented with devices carved in the

paste. The border work on white tea sets

was painted over the glaze by an English-

man named Broomfield. Yellow ware of a

superior quality was also made about the

same time.

While the manufacture of commercial

ware was being prosecuted, Mrs. Nichols

was engaged in producing works of a high

artistic order, after the Japanese styles.

.During these earlier years. Miss Clara Chip-

man Newton was associated with Mrs

Nichols in this work, and her refined taste

and intense interest contributed in no small

degree to the progress which was made at

that time. In 1883 Mr. W. W. Taylor

became Mrs. Storer’s partner in the enter-

prise and has continued from that time the

active manager.

The printing processes were soon entirely

abandoned and table wares were gradually

superseded by the more elegant decorative

forms which have since attracted so much
attention. Methods were adopted which

tended to the development of original

work and the copying of other wares was
entirely discontinued.

The ware produced at Rookwood is a

true faience and may be classed under

three heads : Cameo, or shell-tinted ware,

generally of a beautiful pink color, grad-

ually shading into white, and highly

glazed. Dull Finished ware, similar in

color to the former, possessing a surface

soft in texture and having the appearance

of being unglazed, but susceptible of

being easily cleaned; and lastly, the most

characteristic of all, the richly glazed

Rookwood faience. The distinguishing

feature of all of these varieties is the

tinting and harmonious blending of the

grounds beneath the heavy, transparent,

colored glazes, producing the effect of

rich tones of black, yellow, red, olive,

' green, brown, and amber of great bril-

liancy, mellowness, depth and strength.

The highest achievements in glazing are

the so-called tiger's-eye and gold-stone,

which glisten in the light with a beautiful

auriferous sheen. In several pieces which

we have seen, the decorator has ingenious*

ly utilized certain iridescent points, where

the shining particles of the glaze have con

centrated, for the eyes of fishes which have

been painted around them. The accom-

panying engraving will give a fair idea of

some of the graceful forms of vases produced

here, but no adequate conception of the great

beauty of the glazing can be conveyed in

black and white.
