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Part I: Consider the requirements specification given to you and perform the following tasks:
1. Examine the document and determine whether there are quality attributes which are important for this product but have not been specified.  
2. For all identified quality requirements, both those originally documented and any new ones added, make sure that they are adequately specified.  That is, develop, or make sure that they have, appropriate quality attribute scenarios.
3. Submit a revised SRS including these changes.  Make sure that the changes and additions are clearly identified as new or changed material in the document.  Alternatively, you may just submit an addendum document containing these new and changed quality requirements, but this document should clearly indicate which sections of the original document are being modified or replaced by the new specifications.
 Part II: Generate general scenarios for the business and architecture qualities enumerated in the slide/textbook.  Make sure you have at least one scenario from each group (i.e., at least one business and one architecture scenario).
