Itis
algo an astringent and is said to be of great value in hwmoptysis.

Cheken (known also as Chekan and Chequen), was introduced to the profession of England through a
report of resuits following its use in chronic bronchitis or winter cough by Wm, Murrell, M.D.,,.M.R.C.P.,
Assistant Physician to the Rayal Hospital for Diseases of the Chest, and Lecturer on Practical Physiol-
ogy at the Westminster Hospital. Dr. Murrell's report is very favorable and he has supplemented it by
private advices to us expressing great satisfaction with the drug in the atfections in which hLe has employed
it.

P E R s E (ALLIGATOR PEAR.) Fluid extracts of the seeds. Dose 30 to 60 minims.

A. This remedy is now for the first time presented to the profession of this coun-
try. It is introduced on the recommendation of Dr, Henry Froehling, of Baltimore, Maryland, who, while
acting in the capacity of botanist and scientist to an exploring expedition in Southern Mexico, became
familiar with the drug, both from reports of the natives and personal experience, as a remedy in intercostal
neuralgia. The following extract from Dr. Froehling’s report will give some conception of the nature of
this remedy :

“A common experience among physicians is that some cases of intercostal neuralgia are very trouble-
some and obstinate, resisting almost every kind of treatment ; particularly is this the case in malarial dis-
tricts, In such cases T would recommend the fluid extract of Persea seed. Tn my own person and in every
case in which I have employed it I have been highly gratified with the result.
